1 

took out $.»<K) to guarantee us, and re- 

turned the rest to him w ith the under- 
standing that he w:».s to pay the con- 

ductor if he missed the first connection, 

according to the terms 1 had outlined. I 

at once 3>-t the machinery in motion to 

get out the train. It required a good 
deal of work. In the first place we had 

no engine in which the fires were up. 
and f-und It would save time to have 

one brought on from another station. 
Then we had to send for an engineer 
who would be capable of running the 
train at the high rate of speed that was 

demanded and still avoid unnecessary 
rl^ks. As ours was in the main only a 

single-track road we had to telegraph all 

along the line to keep the track clear of 

freight trains and arrange to have the 

ordiuary trains eldt^tmckcd 
at convenient times and places. Alto- 

gether about four hours were taken up 
in these preliminaries. During that time 
the Englishmen loafed around, looking 
ver ν bored, and not very interested i u 

oureflorts to hurry things. When it 

was announced that the train was ready 
thev invited me to driuk to the success 

of their trip in a bottle of wine—con- 

descension on their part that amazed 

me, and the last I saw of them they were 

bow ing from the rear platform of their 
car as the train went fl>ing out of the 

depot.

BEATING THE PIANO RECORDS. 
Karly iu Ids? au English soldier was 

reported to have played the pianoforte 
at Calcutta for twenty-three hour» con- 

secutively. We do not know the name 

of that eôldler, and we cannot for the 
life of ue conceive what hie commanding 
officer can have been about. But the 
fact remains that the recital of hU plano- 
fortltude eo moved Mr. Napoleon Bird 
while he was in a barber"* «hop in Stock· 
port, in the spring of 1**7, that In reply 
to a customer *ho asked him what he 

thought of It, he then and there declared 
his readiness to surpass the military 
man'» efforts without ever replug either 

hand. A bet of £10 was promptly laid 

against him, but Mr. Bird won It on 

June 7 and S, 1887, by playing tweuty- 
rive hours with both hands continuously. 
This, however, by no means satisfied his 
soaring ambitiou* and ou October 27 and 
•JS. In the same year, he Increased his 
record to thlrty-stx and a quarter hours, 
and was presented with a "massive gold 
watch-chain pendant, bearing the In- 

scription to the effect that the gift came 

from the public of Stockport," In recog- 
nition of bis fe.it. For seven years Mr. 
Napoleon Bird was allowed to remain iu 

unuisputed possession of the long-dis- 
tance championship of the ivories. But 
within the last couple of months a de- 
termined effort to wrest the supremacy 
from Knglaud wî'S made by a German 
athlete named Berg, yclept "ihe Iron 

pianist." 
The credit of Knglaud was at stake, 

but Mr. Bird was equal to the occasion, 
tnd at the end of November he entered 
once more the pltnlstlc arena. The 
scene of this pyramidal achievement was 

the Stockport Armory, and we are as- 

sured bv the Manchester Courier that it 
created Intere-t in musical circles, be- 
sides exi Iting the "close attention of the 

sporting fraternity." Mr. Bird c η»·, and 

pUyeti and conquered, I·or forty c<<u- 

sevutive hours the dauntless performer 
kept up an uninterrupted flow of 
melody with both hands, llerr Berg s 

repertory, if we mi«t.»ke not, only com- 

prised 4Ô0 piece· ; but Mr. Bi d played 
••over 1,0U0 selection*—overtures. o|>er- 
atic pieces, descriptive work*. «oug« a:id 
dances.*' Furthermore, evert thing wa>« 

played without notes, not a »logl«* shett 
of mu«lc being allowed in the bond. 

But Mr. Bird was happily guarded 
against* the depressing influences of 

monotony by the organizers of the en- 

tertainment. There were corc-Tts every 
evening "to increase the variety." and, 
«llhont breaking the continuity of the 

performance. Mr. Bird acted »4 accom- 

panist to the lingers "right away on 

:*-ing told wh.t the song* were and the 

keys in which they were to be played. 
On or.e night, a« be pathetically put It. 
••we or rather they," had λ dance from 
11 r. m. to 3 a. m. Ills repertory of 
dance music wa» by no iu« »n« exliausted 
by tho#e four hours, but tin dancing 
license came to au end at that time, and 
Vlr. Bird h»d to continue h ta-k with- 
out tbe accomptnimeut' of "twinkling 
feet. Still he wn* never alone, lie had 
two dot tor*, who exchanged dutle·
