CHAPTER XXIIL
THE NINETEENTH OF SEPTEMRER.

Seldom has an army been in a more
eritical position than the Army of the
Camberland at this juncture. The Con-
federates overlapped the Union front
on the north by half a dozen miles, and
between Confederates and the Chatta-
nooga road Jeading from what was both
the Union left and rear into Chattanoo-
ga there were only small bodies of eav-
alry. DBragg had but to overwhelm
these, ercss thoe Chickamanga and march
a few miles westward to seize this road
and throw himself between his enemy
and that enemy's base—Chattanooga. It
was his intention to cross Reed’s bridge
by 8 o'clock in the morning with one
colomn, and Alexander's bridge, a fow
miles above, at the same hour, the two
colnmns to join and seizo the coveted
road, attack Crittenden’s left, while o
third Confederate column, crossing at
Dalton's ford, would attack bhim in
frout. Crittenden once crushed onder
these combined forees, as it was expect-
e he wounld be by noon, the whole Con-
federate army was to overwhelm Thom.
ns, still ten miles distant, leaving Mo-
Cook, 20 miles away, to be finished
later on.

There was nothing on the left to pre-
vent the exceution of this attractive
plan but the two bodies of cavalry ot
Reed's and Alexander's bridges.  Eight
o'clock enue, and they were not over-
whelmed. The sun stood high over the
valley of the Chickamauga, and stll
the Confederates bhad not crossed at
either of these two points. The defend-
ers of the bridges were a swarm of hor-
pets fiying in their enemies’ faces, with
many an effective sting. At noon they
wore still stinging, It was not till 3
o'clock in the afternoon that the de-
fonders of Alexander’s bridge were
forced to give way, and those at Reed's
bridge only retired on learning that the
other had been captured by the enemy.
So the maraing and the afternoon pass-
ed, and when evoning fell but 8,000
Confederates had been thrown across
What was to have been executad on
Friday, the 15th of September, must
be deferred till the next day. Will it
then bo too late?

The moon is lghting up the ficld, the
woods, the summits of the two ridges
inclosing the valley of the Chickamauga
and 100,000 soldiers. The air is cpld
and extsp, and myrinds of campfires are
scattored over the valley as a reflection
of the atarry heavens upon the bosom of
a lake.

CHANCE COMMENT.

Several Maine papers are agitating the
question of putting the tramps at work
on the roads.

«nd to a great degree “out of politics.”

“Any city officers elected or appointed by the
elty council or niwlnh-d by the mayor anid
aldermen shall #1sharge the'r respective dutles
under the direction and control of the mayor and
aldermen.”

A SPRING FRESHET.
IT CARRIES OUT-I;:H AND BRIDGES
AND DOES 0::“ DAMAGE.

GNE OF THE RIGGEST FLOODS ON
RECORD.—TRAFFIC SUSPENDED ON
THE GRAND TRUNK.—NO CROSSING
THE RIVER AT SOUTH PARIS.—GREAT
VAMAGE DONE TO ROADS, BRIDGES,
ETC.

The raln of last Monday and Tueaday

was quite a flood, and high water
and ice did more or less damage in the
streams, und washed some places in the
roads quite badly. At th Paris
about a third of the Little Androscoggin
dam was earried out, and the stock
leading to the grist mill went with it.
But if that rain was & flood, the rain
of Saturday and Sunday was an almost
unprecedented deluge. The amount of
damage done can DOt as yet be told in
full, and what with the culverts deatroy-
ed and the roads washed out, it will
hard to estimate exactly the cost of re-
pairing all the mischief done.
There was no crossing the Little An-
droscoggin at South Parls with a team
Monday morning. The water was eight
feet deep more or less in the road near
the covered b and came up nearly
to the house of Everett Farrar on the
east side of the river.

Around the mills at South Paris the
most damage was done. The middle
pier of the iron bridge was carried out,
one of the abutments was damaged,
one end of the bridge was started down
stream, apd the bridge was made Impas-
sable for teams, though foot passengers
have 80 far crossed In safety. The upper
corner of the flouring mill was damag-
ed. The water is runoing now almost
level with the planking of the bridge,
aud It can not be told whether any more
of the dam Is gooe,

A washout on the railroad above
Snow's Falls Is reported, and no trains
are running over that part of the road
this Monday morning up to the time of
goling to presa.

Even the most limited opportunities
for observation show that the damage
done to the highways, aside from t
destruction of bridges, must be consider-
able.

It is reported that the highway bridge

at Snow’s Fulls Is gone, also both dams
at West Parls.
It is probable that much damage has
been done on the larger streams ; Indeed,
it is hardly possible that anything else
should be the case.

RED TAPE IN FRANCE.

While Officials Are Tied Up With It the
Statue of Puget lo Minus & Nose.

British rod tapeism is bad to beat, but
the record jost now is with Paris. There
the front of the Ecolo des Beaux Arts is
adorned with a statue of Puget, the
once famons tenor. Four years agon
passerby made the discovery that the
statue’'s noso had come off  He ealled
the attention of the policeman on duty
to the fact.  The policeman reported to
his brigadier, who reported to the com
missary of the quarter, who reported to
the prefecture of police. The prefecture
of police decided that the nose had drop

1 off the statue and bad uot been
maliciously knocked off. The matter
therefore concerned the prefecture of the
Seine. [t was then Aungust, 1591 In
October a committes of threo was ap
pointed to decide which departmont
bad to put the nose on again. The com
mittee iuspected the statue in J “nary,
1502, and reported in Deceml.: that
they were unuble to report.

In February, 1893, this report reach
ed the departmentof public works. The
head of a room found it in June and
made the gves of his subordinates so
many burdens to them with it Some
how or other it got into print that but
for this zealous official there would be
bhardly a statue in France and in Na-
varro with its noso on.  In July he was
decorated for special services Somebody
elso took up the report.  Between Jan
uary and December, 1804, it had got
into parliament On Feb. 25, 1895, the
bouse sat upon it, and MM. Jaures and
Caruand got off some virnleut attack
upon the government for Its want of
public spirit. The next day the same
passerby who had reparted absenoe of
the nose happened to pass by again. He
discovered that the nose had not been ro-
placed. He reported to the policeman on
duty, who, ete. The nose of Puget is in
for another round. — Pall Mall Gazette

troops in case of war. It has been found
that fully 15 per cent of the men drafted
for the Madagascar expedition are phys
feally unfit for the arduous service, and
their places are being filled. Already it
is apparent that the campaign will cost
$25, 000,000 instead of §13,000,000.

Break®two eggs in a bowl, heat until
light, add & pint of milk, a tablespoonful
of melted lard, half a teaspoonful of
aalt, a teaspoonful of baking-powder,
with flour to make batter. Bake on a
hot, well-greased griddle, and serve with
maple syrup.

CORNED BEEF HASH.

Cut up sufficient cold boiled corned
beel to fill & pint measure. Chop three
large, cold bolled potatoes, and half an
onjon. Put a tablespoonful of butter In
a frving-pan, set over the fire to melt,
+dd two tablespoonfuls of flour and stir
until smooth; put the potatoes and
onions in to fry brown, add the meat,
stir until well heated, pour over a pint
of bolling water, let cook two or three
minutes ; season with salt and pepper,
take up on a heated dish and serve.

FOACHED EGGS.

Break fresh eggs, and slip from a plate
into a pan of boiliog water, and stan
over the fire until the yolks are set;
dredge with salt and pepper, take up on
a heated dish, pour over melted butter
and serve.

SARDINES ON TOAST.

Remove the skin from six or elght
sardines, split them down the back, and
take out the bones: place two halves on
a slice of buttered toast, dredge with a
little cayenne and serve.

CUHEESE FINGERS.

Roll out & sheet of very light puff
paste: brush over lightly with ice-water,
cut into narrow stripe, five or six inches
long; sprinkle with grated cheese, lay
two strips together, arrange on a greas-
ed tin sheet, und bake in a quick oven
for Afteen minutes.

GINGERCAKES,

Mix half & cupful of butter and lard
each. Dissolve a teaspoonful of soda in
a tablespoonful of boiling water, and
stir into a cup of molasses; add to the
butter and lxrd, with a teaspoonful of
extract of ginger and s teaspoonful of |
cinpamon, mix well: pour over a cup of
boiling coffee, snd add flour enough to
mske a soft dough. Roll out half an
inch thick, cut out with a round cutter,
and bake in a moderate oven for fifteen
minutes.

TOMATO soUP,

Put a pint of canned tomatoes In a
saucepan with a sprig of mace and a
bunch of parsley; set over the fire to
stew for fifteen minutes.  Put a quart
of milk on to boil.  Rub a tablespoonful
of butter and two tablespoonfuls of flour
together, add to the milk, and stir votil
thick. Press the tomatoes througha
sieve, add a teaspoonful of sugar and a
pinch of soda, pour the boiling milk
aver the tomatoes and serve immediate-

ly.

END OF AN OLD THEATER.

A Stage on Which the Booths Acted to
Make Way For a Farnliure Store.

The Richmond theater, the oldest
playhouse in this city and one of the
oldest in the country, will very probably
in a few days be converted into a furni-
tare store.

Some of the greatest actors this coun-
try ever produced began their career
upon the stage of the Richmond theater,
and it was at one time the home of the
best stock company in the United States,
of which John Wilkes Booth was a
member.
