AN ESKIMO HOME.

THERE ARE NO MODERN CONVENIENCES,

Miner W, Bruce, who iz superintend-
ent at Tell Reindeer Station In Northern
Alaska, during his stay there made some
close observations of the habits and cus-
toms of the Eskimo that give a new in-
sight of those little understood people.
Our country up in that ice-bound region
is worthy of more attention than it re-
ceives.  We hear of it so seldom in an
official way that many good and patriot-
le citizens express surprise whon told
of the United States possessions in
the northern latitudes. Of the people
and their enstoms, Mr, Bruce savs:

The Eskimo in this portion of Aretic
Alazka do not live, a8 many suppose, in
snow houses. Thev live in villages,
usually of eight or ten families, in huts
built underground.  Usually more than
one family occupies a hut, and often ten
L or fifteen persons live together for eight
mounths in the year in a single apartment
that iz barely large enough for two.

| ‘These huts are built by digging a hole |

in the ground about six feet deep, and
logs are stood up side by side all around
the hole.  On the top of these are lald
logs that rest even with the top of the
ground. Stringers are then laid across
them and other logs are laid on these,
when they are covered over with dirt,
leaving an  openiug  about two feet

FISH CROQUETTES.
Croquettes form a dainty breskfast or
luncheon dish, and are often used as an
entree at dinner. Many housekeepers
think that chicken, sweetbreads or veal
are the only meats from which cro-
quettes can be made, but this is an error,
many canned sod fresh fish being well
suited for the dish. The following rec-
ipes for making croquettes for both the
family table and company luncheons
will be found dainty and economical:

SALMON CROQUETTES.—Open a pound
can of salmon, turn out ina dish, chop
fine, add & teaspoonful of salt, a table-
spoonful of minced parsley, the juice of
half & lemon anda dash of cayenne.
Put u tablespoonful of milk in a sauce-
pan and set on the fire to boil, thicken
with a tablespoonful of butter and three
of flour rubbed together, let cook ten
mioutes, season with a little salt and
pepper, and mix with the salmon; turn
out on & dizh to cool. When firm, form
into croquettes, dip tirst in beaten rgf,
then in grated bread crumbs, and fry in
bolling lard. Take up, drain, serve on a
napkin, and garnish with parsley.

OvsTER CROQUETTES.—Put two dozen
fresh oysters in a saucepan in their own
liquor. and set over the fire to boil for
five mioutes. Take from the fire and
drain, chop the oysters fine. Put a gill
of cream and oyster liquor each ina
saucepan and set over the fire. Thicken
with two tablespooufuls of flour and one
of butter rubbed together; add the beat-
en yolks of two eggs, stir for one
minute, season with a little salt and
cayenne, and a tablespoonful of mioced
parsiey ; mix well, turn out on & large,
flat dish. When cool, form into cylin-
ders, dip first in beaten egg, then in
grated cracker, and fry brown in boiling
fat.

Lonster  CroQueTTES.—Take two
cupluls of cold boiled or canned lobster,
pick In pieces, season with salt, cayenne,
a little grated vutmeg, and s table-
spoouful of chopped parsley. Put a
cupful of milk in a saucepan and set
over the fire to boil; rub a tablespoonful
of butter and three tablespoonfuls of
flour together, and add to the boiling
milk, with the beaten yolks of two eggs;
stir for two or three minutes. ‘Take
from the fire, mix in the lobster meat,
turn out ioa large dish; when cool,
form into croquettes, dip first in beaten
egg, then in grated bread crumbs, fry in
boiling fat: take up, drain, put on a hot
dizh, garpish with parsley, and serve
with ssuce tartare.

Sar Roe CroguerTeEs.—Wash two
shad roes, put in & saucepan of boiling
water, add » teaspoonful of salt, cover
and let simmer slowly for fifteen minutes.

When
cool, form into croguettes, dip first in
beaten egg, then in grated bread crumbs,
and fry in bolling fat.

Fisn CnoQuerTes.—Take one pound
of uuy cold buked or bolled fish, pick
into pieces, season with salt, pepper,
two or three grutings of nutmeg, a tea-
spoonful of minced thyme and a tes-
spoonful of lemon juice. Puta cupful
of cream on to boil, thicken with a tea-
spoonful of butter and two tablespoon-
tuls of flour rubbed together; let cook
two or three mionutes, add the fish, turn
out to cool. When firm, make out into
croquettes, roll first in  beaten egg, then
in grated cracker, and fry in boiling cot-
tolene. ‘Tske up, drain, garoish with
parsley, and serve with cream sauce,

AFFAIRS OF THE HOUSEHOLD.

A girl's hairis ope of her points of
besuty and it should never be neglected.
Reguisr steady brushing of the hair
with & clesn brush, fifty strokes before
going 1o bed at pight, twenty-five in the
morning when dressing, will keep the
hair thick, smooth, soft and lovely.
Ounce & month at least the tips of the
hair should be clipped off, just the merest
iip ends xt the edges, and ooce a mouth
the head should be carefully washed
with tepid water and soap, thoroughly
rubbed and well dried. I mamma has
time to take this sort of care of her
duughter’s hair, she will be repaid by
seeing rich and flowing tresses, or sisters
may easily do it for one another. Do
not cut your hair in bangs. It is very
much prettier simply parted and combed
back pluioly, thep braided in one or two
long tails, and tied with a ribbon.
Avoid essences, oils and pigments; the
hair needs only cleanliness and much
brushing. Keep your hairbrush clean
by frequently dipping it into & bath of
hot water and ammonia and dryiog it in
the sun. Everything used in treating
the hair must be scrupulously neat.

A delicious savory for luncheon or tea
is made by cutting some hard boiled
eggs in two, lengthwise; the yolk is
then removed and pounded up with some
grated cheese—allow half an ouuce for
each egg—a little whipped cream or but-
ter, and a small quantity of tomato
sauce, the seasoning being cayenne pep-
per and celery salt. The halves of the
eggs are then lined with small water-
cress leaves and filled with the mixture.
This dish should be accompanied by
toast and butter.

In the spring of the year when apples
have lost something of their flavor, a
pinch of cream of tartar added to a pie
is a great improvement.

ExGLISH OMELET.—['ut two ounces of
butter in an omelet-pan and set over the
fire to melt. Break six eggs intoa bowl,
and beat just enough to separate the
volks from the whites; d u table-
spoonful of sweet herbs, minced, with
salt and pepper, pour iuto the omelet
pan and stir until thick, then set ina
very hot oven for one minaute, fold over
and slip carefully on to a heated dish,
and serve immediately. This omelet
may be varied by adding grated cheese,
chopped oysters or tomatoes, and will
always be found a palatable breakfast

CHOCOLATE BAVARIAN CREAM.—
Cover half a box of gelatine with half a
cupful of water, and let soak half an
hour. Whip a pint'of cream and set on
ice. Puta pint of milk in a saucepan
and zet over the fire, add two ounces of
grated chocolate with the gelative to the
boiling milk, and stir until dissolved.
Take from the fire, sweeten with half a
cuptul of sugar, and flavor with vanilla;
turn into a tin pan and set to cool ; when
the mixture begins to thicken, add the
whipped cream, stir carefully, pour into
a mold and set on ice to harden.

CreaM or CorxX Sour.—Remove the
corn from one can, cover with three cups
of water and simmer for one hour.
Strain, press through a sieve. Scald
three cups of milk, add the corn and ove
tablespoonful of butter rubbed smooth
with one tablespoonful of flour. Mix
until smooth ; season with salt, pepper,
and a few drops of celery extract; add
one-half of a cup of cream and stir until
heated. Take from the fire, add the
nesten volk of anegg, and serve at
once. The egg or cream may be omit-
ted, but the soup is far more delicious
with the additlon of both. The corn
from twelve ears equals one can.
