I can remember just how Governor
Lincoln then looked as he rode on to the
field in magnificent style on his pranc-
ing steed, in citizen’s dress, surrounded

by a military ataff, covered by the pro-
fuse military tugﬁinp of those days.
I well remember how we boys took off

our hats and the girls (for of them
attended muster in those days) waved
their handkerchiefs, how the men threw
up their hats and cheered themselves
hoarse, and how the old cannon in the
background sent its thunders echolog
and re-echoing over the old Oxford hills
and valleys.

It was a magnificent ovation of the
Oxford Bears toa chief magistrate they
all loved and respected.

After the review the regiment formed
a hollow square and Governor Lincolo
and made a patriotic, eloquent address
to the soldiers, at the cooclusion of
which the whole regiment broke out into
one loud and long roar of applause.

By the way, Governor Liocoln, al-
though a native of Massachusetts, came
to Maine soon after it became a state,
and settled in Paris on the “Hill.” He
was & member of congress from the Ox-
ford District from 1821 to 1825, when he
resigned to accept the oflice of governor,
to which he had been elected, recelving
20,689 votes, with only 374 votes cast
against him in the state. He was elect-
ed for a second and a third term with
scarcely a show of opposition, and died
in office October 8, 1839, tly lament-
ed by the people of the whole state.

Governor Lincoln in his day was one
of the most popular public men we ever
had in Maine. He was emphaticaliy &
“people’s man”, possessing fine educa-
tional attainments, but never lifted up
above his constituents; genial and easily
approached, vet dignified and gentle-
manly in all his bearings. His Integrity
and honesty were proverblal, while he en-
joyed the confidence of the people to &
degree seldom attained by » man clothed
with the high trusts and responsibilities
placed upon him by the people.

Governor Lincoln was never married,
and was buried in the public grounds
fronting the state capital on the banks
of the Kennebee, where his tomb re-
mains until the present day.

While speaking of the respect shown
Governor Lincoln as the chiel magis-
trate of the state, one is forcibly remind-

Now, the elevation of a man to be a
governor, in the estimation of a majority

| of the people does not amount to much.
| Perhaps the reason may be found in

| the fact that some very small men work
| themselves into high official positions.
| The eccentric David Dunp once face-
| tiously remarked that **Any man could
|make a governor of Maine”—that he
lhiuw.-l! ‘‘was once governor twenty-
four hours, and the state survived.”

To go back a little further in Muine
politics, we find Albion K. Parris, the
predecessor of Governor Lincoln in the
gubernatorial chair of the state. He was
a native of Hebron, in the good old
county of Oxford, which has raised and
sent out to the country more statesmen
than any other county in the United
States.

Two things can be said of Governor
P'arris that can not be sxid of any other
man. He was governor a longer term
than any of his predecessors or succes-
sors, and had more boys named after
him than any other governor of Maine.
He was chief magistrate of the state five
successive years. Governor Parris did
not have an easy walk-over the first
year he was candidate. His political op-
ponents were then known as Federalists,

|and the late Judge Ezekiel Whitman

was their candidate. He also had an op-
ponent in his own party in the person of
Joshua Wingate, Jr., but he beat them
both, receiving 12,557 votes, Whitman
8,611, Wingate 3,579, The pext year his
vote went up to 15,466, Whitman 5,705,
Wingate 755. He made comparative
gains every vear, in his vote, until the
Iast (1825), when he received 14,206 and
all others only 1,046,

Few men ever received the public hon-

| ors bestowed upon Governor Parris. In
| 1511 he was ap

inted attorpey for Ox-
ford County; in 1513 representative to
the *‘general court™ at Boston: in 1814
was A state senator;'in 1815 was elected
to congress, and again in 1817; in 1819
was a member of the constitutional con-
vention; in 1820 appolated judge of
probate for Cumberland County: waa
governor of Maioe from 1821 to 18265 in
1827 elected to the United States senate;
in 1820 waus appointed a judge of the
supreme judicial court of Maine, which
office he held aotil 1536, when he was
appointed second comptroller in the fed-
eral treasury department, which office
he held until 1850—when he returned to
Portland and was one year mayor of
that city.

Governor Parris was an astute poli-
ticiap, as his remarkable career as an
office-holder would indicate. He seldom
made mistakes, and if he did he had a
happy faculty of getting over them. As
comptroller in the treasury department
he held office under different administra-
tions, and his popularity as a trusty,
faithful officer, prevented him from be-
coming a victim of the “*spoils system™—
somewhat rife in those days. He died
February 11, 1857, aged 69 years.

After Governor Lincoln’s death, Hon.
Nathan Cutler of Farmington became
acting governor by virtue of his office as
president of the senate.

The gubernatorial contest of 1829 in-
augurated a new political era. It was
one of the hottest fights we ever had in
Maine. Political parties began to divide
in the state. Gen. Jackson was presi-
dent, and of course he had his party
friends, who rallied under the pame of
Republicans, who at a state convention
held at Augusta, June 10, 1829, nom-
inated Samuel E. Smith, a judge of the
old court of ‘‘common pleas,” for gov-
ernor. The other party, made up of
men who rallied under the banner of
John Quiney Adams for president and
against Jackson, nominated Jonathan
G. Huoton of Readfield for governor.
Hunton—whose original family name
was spelled ‘““‘Huntoon™—was compara-
tively an obscure man. The canvass
was both nal and bitter. The
charges made against Hunton drove his
friends almost to madness. One Mrs.
Della a sister of Hunton’s first
wife, at the request of some one, gave
her deposition in proof of some Dfsl‘ﬂﬁ
charges. 'This 80 incensed some of the
Hunton men that they gave their votes
for her. In Portland the votes for
county treasurer were ounly 23 for Wil-

J. Wayland Kimball Co.etals. The
testimony was all In the form of deposi-
tlons which were read in coart. The
hearing was continued at an evenlng
session Monday, and extended untll the
close of the day Tuesday. Wright and
Swasey appeared for plaintiffs. Charles
F. Libby of Portland for defendants.

This case has been pending since July,
1888, and origioated with the failure of
the J. Wayland Kimball Co., manufac-
turers of chalrs at West Paris, which
made an assigoment in February, 1888,
By an arrangement between the parties,
H. G. Brown & Son were to get out the
lumber and furnish the chairs ready to
set up for the Kimball Company.
When the company assigned, Brown
& Son were not named as creditors io
the deed of trust. At that time Brown
& Son had taken and endorsed 85,400 in
notes of the Kimball Company, which
they subsequently had to pay. v
also had on haud a large lot of lumber
In various stages of manufacture, for
which they claim damages.

This bllf'ln equity asks that the deed
of trust made by the J, Wayland Kim-
hall Co, be set aside as fraudulent. This
deed of trust was executed from the
company to Charlea H. Adams, the fore-
man of the company. A short time after
he conveyed the property to George G.
Hart of New York. Soon after he
conveyed the property to Julia B.
Kimball, wife of J. Wayland Kimball,
and she subsequently conveyed It to
George A. Wilson for the benefit of
George S. Hunt of Portland and others,
who organized the West Paris Macufuce-
turing Co. and continued the business.
Plaiotiffs claim that the circumstances
of the assignment to Adams were such
as to show that it was fraundulent, and
not & bona fde assignment to protect
creditors.

Defence claima that the company st
the time of the assignment did not owe
Brown & Son anything, but that as the
books showed, Brown & Son were in-
debted to them, and that the company
was under no Jiability for any stock un-
til delivered as complete chairs. They
further claim that the deed of trust was
& bona fide assignment for the beoetit of
creditors, with no frand about it.

Judge Foster's decision will be ren-
dered later, and it is probable that, what-
ever It is, the case will go to the law
court.

Court adjourned finally Wednesday
noon. It has been in session nine days,
and three jury trials have been had, with
one verdict for plaiotiff, one for defend-
ant, and the third practically though |
not la form for defendant.

and served hot, requiring no further
treatment, but in that case it is only
sultable for healthy stomachs. Some
preparations of tripe are suitable for
convalescents. Tripe really cin be
made quite a daioty.

BroiLED TriPE.—Choose for this
the honeycomb. Grease the broller with
butter, lay the tripe upon it, and place
over hot coals. Simply brown, butter,
and season with salt. Do not cook the
tripe long.

TrIPE IN BATTER.—Cut the tripe in
parrow, short strips. Dip ln a batter
made with one egg, one cupful of four,
pinch of salt, and stirred not very stiff
with water. Roll eachstrip in this until
it is covered and fry in emoking hot fat.
Have enough to cover the tripe. It will
take about three minutes to cook it.
Serve hot on hot dishes.

Another way to serve tripe in batter is
to prepare the batter as for griddle-
cakes, which is the same as the above
with the addition of baking powder,
Have the batter thick and have small
squares of tripe dipped into it. Drop
trom the spoon and fry like doughouts.
This isa way to make a little tripeserve
WANY persons.

RoAsT TrIPE, STUFFED.—Make a
dressing of bread crumbs, a slice of
onion cut fine, a bit of butter, and sea-
son~ with salt. Wet only enough to
hold together. Lay thedressing smooth-
Iy over the tripe and roll it up length-
wise. Roast in & moderate oven, bast-
ing with hot water and melted butter.

Trire AXp OvsTERS.—Boll fifty oys-
ters ip their own liquor one minute:
drain. Put on to boil one pint of cream
and one-half piot of oyster llquor. Stir
into the boiling liquid one tablespoonlul
of flour with the same amount of butter,
rubbed together and made thin with s
little water to prevent lumps: stir con-
stantly until it boils: add the tripe
which has been cut in smdll squares.
When it comes to a boil, add the oysters
atd boil up once more.

TRIFE A LA NEWBURG.—(Cut the tripe
into  pieces the size of a small oyster.
Make a sauce of two tablespoonfuls of
flour, ope of butter, two teacupfuls of
milk. When it thickens add the tripe;
let it boil up once. Season with s pinch
of ground mace, salt, pepperand a little
stewed parsley.  Boll fiveminutes. Add
half & wiveglassful of sherry. Serve on
Loust,

Trire In Creeam.—Make a white sauce
with one tablespoonful of flour, oue of
butter, and a scant pint of milk. When
it thickens add the tripe which has been
cut into inch squares.  Boil five mioutes
and serve ot on toast.

Lyossaise Trire.—Boil the tripe in
sulted water, unless, as is often the case,
it has been boiled before it was sold.
Cut it ioto long narrow strips. Puta
tablespoonful of butter in the pan and
when it browns add a small onion, cut
into bits, When this has browped, add
s tablespoonful of vinegar, the tripe, a
little chopped parslev, salt and pepper
to taste. If the pickled tripe is used,
omit the vinegar called for in the rec-
ipe.

Trire CrrLeTs.—Cut  hopeveomb
tripe in peat shapes, the suitable size for
serving to one person. Blend the yolk
of an egg with a spoonful of water.
Roll the tripe in fine bread ¢crumbs, then
iu the egg, in the crumbs again, Puta
generous tablespoonful of butter in &
pan.  As soon s it hrowns lay the cat-
lets carefully iu. Turn aod  remove
from the pan the instant they are brown,
I'ripe is delicious thus cooked.

Trirk AND Bacox.—Fiy very thin
slices of breakfast bacon cvisp.  Remove
frow the psn sod lay thereon neat strips
of the pickled tripe first rolling them in
flour. Brown and serve. Guroish this
dish, or serve with it thick slices of
ruther tart apples, fried.

Fricasseep Trirk.—Cut a pound of
tripe in parrow strips.  Put & small cup-
ful of water with it, add a bit of butter
the size of an egg, dredge in alurge
teaspoonful of flour: sesson with s
buvch of parsley, or small onion, nnd
let it simwmer geatly, not boil, for ball
at hour,

Perregror.—To four quarts of water
put ope pound of corned pork, one
pound of peck or scrag of mutton,
und & small kouckle of veal. Let this
simmer slowly for three hours, skim-
miog all the while, and then take out
the mutton, which will serve us a speeial
dish for the table with celery sauce.
loto the broth put four sliced white
turuips, six tomatoes or a tablespoonful
of wwmato ketchup, an onion io thio
slices, a little pepper and salt to taste,
Add to this a balf pound of tripe in one-
inch strips, six potatoes thinly sliced,
and & duzen whole cloves, Simmer for
an hour. Teu minutes before serving
add dumpliogs no bigger than a marble.
Serve hof, removing the pork and vesl
bone before serving.

AxorHeR PEPPERrOT.—Make a stock
of u kouckle of vesl snd three quarts of
water. Straie, remove the fat, aod re-
turn the soup to the kettle. This may
be dove the day before the pepperpot
is wanted. To the stock add two pounds
of tripe in squares, two potatoes in thin
slices, an onion, half & red pepper fluely
shred: ed, two sprigs of parsley cut fine,
4 sprig each of summer savory, thyme,
marjoram, half a bay leaf, these being
tied in muslin as they are removed be-
fore serviog the pepperpot. Add the
veal which hus been cut in pleces.
I'hicken with two heaping tablespoon-
fuls of flour wet io cold water. Season
to tsste with salt and pepper. Make
dumpliogs as directed in former recipe.
One taste of this will explain its name.

The material for sny of these dishes,
except pepperpot, may be bought in
quantity to furoish the hearty part of a
meal for four persons ata cost not ex-
ceeding twenty-five cents. Tripe costs
from ten to fifteen cents a pound and
sometimes less. A trial of these recipes
will prove that a very appetizing dish
may be made at small cost.

DISAPPEARANCE OF WESTERN BIG
GAME.

Iu 1870 the buflalo ranged from the
British line through Montana, the Da-
kotas, much of Wyoming and Nebraska,
Kansas, Colorado, the Indiap Territory
and Texas. They were enormously
abundant and fairly blackened the
prairie, the published accounts of their
numbers being not exsggerated. Peo-
ple traveling through the buffalo range
scarcely troubled themselves to carry
provisions. At night, just before camp
was made, s man would ride out, kill a
heifer, and bring io enough of the meat
for two or three meals. The buffalo
were tame and pald little attentlon to
travelers “so long as they did not catch
their scent, but the baffalo to their lee-
ward would be likely to take the alarm.

There are now practically no wild
buffalo left, the last of the lirge nothern
herd having been killed in 1853 on the
Dry Fork of the Missouri, though there
was another small herd farther south
that wus killed a year or two later by
{ndians and whites, on or near the Sioux
Reserve. The buffslo now living wild,
except for two little bunches, are not the
plaios form, but the mouotaio-buffilo,
commonly called **bison™ by mountain
men. There are, however, {ll‘“l,‘\'t'l] to
be a few plain buffalo oo the head of Dry
Fork and PPorcupine creeks in Mootana,
and another little baod in Texas, near
the Rio Grande, and crossing into
Mexico. ‘These last are survivors of the
old southern herd, last known in the
Punhandle of Texas. This Texas band
is supposed to pumber only thirty or
forty, and those in Montuna are even
fewer,

The mountain-buffulo which lives
among the timber i, of course, more
dicult to find, and so more of this form
have survived. In the timbered region
about Peace River and to the south a
few buffalo still exist, though how many
no one can know. Men who should be
well informed, tell me they are few in
pumber, not more than five hundred,
though scattered over a vast territory.
There is belicved to be a little band of a
dozen or more buflio in the Big Hole
Country in Montana. These were seen
a few years ago by a well-known sports-
man, and [ have heard rumors of them
since. In Colorado there are two little
bands in the wpeighborhood of North
Park. ‘These may number seventy-five
Besides these, there are the protected
buffslo o the Yellowstone National
Park, which through the inaction of
Cungress have been preyed upon by skio
and head huoters, until now they are
sild to number not more than two
hundred.—Harper's Weekly.
