The country printing office is really
our ouly schoal of journalism, and ita
gradoates are found everywhere, and
hold responsible positions on all the

place where preparatory general train-
ing for the duties of the profession can
be obtained or where a young man can
learn to be an all-round journalist. In
the large city offices the division of
labor, and particularly the assignment
system &8 to reporters, tends to place
men in grooves and keep them there,
msking them proficient in only one of
various essentials, chilling their enthu-
sinsm and delaving and preventing their
promotion. In the country offices on
the other hand, a man plays all the parts
in turn, snd is drilled for every Kind of
work. He is not thereby made a finish-
ed journalist, competent to fill any posi-
tion, but he gets a grasp of the profes-
sion as a whole, and can more readily
adapt himself to its diverse require-
ments than one who lacks this disci-
pline.—Forum.

What
could the figure of & man, or even of u
womun, have added of human interest
to that welter of a huge sea poundiong it-
self to spume and spray on the black
rocks; or that lonesome glooming of the
midnight on & Western plain: or that
slope of pure, cold New England upland
under the first light of spring, or those
silent stretches of midwinter snow: or
that dull, warm morniag by an expanse
of the Hudson ; or that old wagon-shop
by the way-side. The scene that the art-
ist has filled with his creation is multi-
tudinously, electrically, full of human
interest ; and there I8 no solitude except
where sincerity and reality are not.—
Harper's Weekly.

MODIFYING CLIMATE BY ARTIFICIAL
MEANS.

P'rofessor F. B. Crocker thioks the
time is not far off when, by srtificial
means, we shall be able to effect a con-
siderable modification of the climate of
our cities, It has already been suggested
to utilize the heat of the tropics for tem-
pering the harshness of colder climates,
by transforming the sun's rays into
electricity. In the tropics the solar
energy develops a force of sbout one
horse-power to each square yard of the
surface exposed, and a3 there the sun’s
action is slmost continuous during the
day, the force would be fairly reliable.
But Professor Crocker's idea is much
simpler than this: he proposes to pipe
the air from a distance, as we now pipe
water, oll, natural gas, coal dust, milk
and even wine. A thio steel tube of five
feet dismeter would carry an enormous
quantity ; more than any one would real-
ize who had not figured it out. Such a
pipe line as this would not be very ex-
pensive, and would present much less
material difficulty of equipment than a
railroad. A pipe 3000 miles long would
streteh from the tropical to the arctic
zone, In spite of the apparent wildness
of his suggestion, Professor Crocker re-
gards it as not half so daring as the idea
of laying & cable under the Atlantic. In
all probability the idea will first be tried
on u small scale, such as the pumping of
air from the nearest seaside resort; but
the extension of the system to long dis-
tances is perfectly feasible. Professor
Crocker is Inclined to the ides that this
control of climates would have to be
done by national rather than state or
municipal action, and would probably
require co-operation between this gov-
ernment aud the Canadian and Mexican
governments. Sucha pipeline as has been
mentioned would have to extend from
some of the very cold reglons of the far
north clear into the tropics. We should
thus be able to draw cold air from the
vorth and warm air from the south.
This might also give a means of con-
trolling rainfall. A cold blast could be
turned on when the rain was needed, and
a hot blast when it was desirable to keep
it awsy. Thisidea may possibly be work-
ed out eventuslly, but in the meantime
some electric central stations are pro-
posing to suppl ment their regular busi-
ness by supplying to their customers
cool air in summer and warm air in win-
ter, for use in their houses and offices,
and in all probability this ambitious
scheme will be the first to be put In work-

ing shape.

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LEGAL INSANITY.
“Uneontrollable  lTmpulse™  Bar
Criminal Convietion?

The Now York Law Jourual recantly
coutained an editorial articls tavoring
a modification of the test of 1usanity in
eriminal ecascs.  The ability to distin-
guish between right and wroug in ref
erepce to the act committed and to
know that it was wrong is a standard
of mental capacity required in New
York to render a person responsible for
crimes committed by him.

The Law Journal argues in faver of
grading punishment according to the
mental condition of offenders who may
be ‘‘partially insane.” Many alicnists,
inelading Dr. Allan MeLane Hamilton,
do npot recognize “'partial ipsasity,"
saying that a person is either sane or
fnsane. The state in which the mind
acts correctly as to its Judguent, but
* the will is controlled by some lmpluss

which the wmind cannot master, is not
recognized in many criminal  conrts,
becaose it bas boen found that the ex-
cuse of irresistible impuolse led to too
great a nnmber of acquittals o cases
where defendants were really guilty of
serious oflen s
| In civil caces it is casier to deal with
| persous whose miuds are o affected
that they cranot come to correct cou-
clusions as to certain subjects. The 1s-
sues at stake are frequently less impor-
tant, and it is possible to learn whethor
a particular act was done under the in-
fluence of the delusion or mental weak-
ness which affects the person concerned.

E LIBEL LAW IN A NUTSHELL.

THE RIGHT OF A NEWSPAPER TO CRIT-
ICISE PUBLIC OFFICIALS DEFINED.

Referring to newspaper criticism of
public officials Judge Walton in his
| charge to the jury in a recent libel suit,
|said: “The people of our towns and
cities have a right to know how their
municipal affuirs are being conducted,
and they have a right to know how the
duties of their officers are being perform-
ed, and it is one of the privileges of
newspapers to give the people this in-
formation, and if the information, so

ven, 1s true, or if the publishers be-
ieve it to be true, and have a reasonable
and probable cause for so believing, the
law protects them. All R’nehlic officlals
are amenable to public criticism, and if
the criticisms are sometimes harsh and
unjust, still, if honestly made, without
malice, in the full belief that they are
true, and upon such informatior as to
create probable cause for such belief,
they must be borne by the officers criti-
cised as one of the inconveniences at-

The certificates issued may be pro-
batlonu;y or for life, as the scholarship
and akill of the candidate as shown in
the school-room, warrant. They will be
of two grades, namely: (a) First Grade,

certificate will authorize the persons
holding the same to teach in aus publie
school of the state. A Second Grade
certificate will authorize the person
holding the same to teach in any public

high schools and the normal schools of
the state. Probationary certificates
will be granted for a term of three years,
and may be renewed for a like term by
the endorsement of the state superin-
tendent on the back of the certificate
with the date of the endorsement affixed
thereto.

Candidates for Second Grade certifi-
cates will be exumined In reading,
orthography, penmanship, arithmetic,
geography, English grammar, composi-
tion, United States history, American
and English literature, civil government,
business forms, lgl;yslology, hygiene,
the elements of natural sciences,
theory and practice of teaching, and the
school laws of Mailne.

Candidates for First Grade certificates
will be examined in the above named sub-
jects, and in addition thereto, in algebra,
geometry, botany, zoology, geology
chemistry, Ehysicn, astronomy, genmi
history, = rhetoric, political economy,
peychology, French, German, Latin and
such other studies, or so many of them
as will enable the candidate to demon-
strate his fitness to teach in a high
achool which prepares students to enter
our colleges and the technical schools of
other states.

Life certificates of both grades will be
granted to persons who attain a satisfac-
tory rank in their examinations, and who
exhibit marked skill in instruction, man-
agement and discipline In the school
room.

Teachers who contemplate taking
either of these examinations are request-
ed to send their names and post oftice
addresses to the state superintendent at
an early date.

Id Germantown wool, and re-
quires slx two-ounce bunches of each
red shade, three bunches of each shade
of wood color, eight bunches of black
and two bunches of yellow. It more
wood color than red is preferred, the
colors may be exchanged or olive may
be substituted for the wood color if de-
sired. It is firmer and more satistactory
if not crocheted very loosely.
DIRECTIONS FOR AFGHAN,

Make a chain of 228 stitches with the
bluck wool, being careful not to make it
too tight. Turn. First 1ow skip two
stitches and mske one double crochet
(d. c. thread over once) in each chain
stitch to the end. There will then be
225 d. ¢. on the foundation, counting the
two chain stitches at the end as one d. ¢.
Turn. Right side. Tie the end of the
vellow wool on the black and crochet
three stitches in single crochet with the
black woal, (letting the yellow thread
lie on the edge of the work) taking up
the back threail of the foundation stitch,
and makiog one stitch in each one of the
foundation. Then take up the yellow
thread for the fourth stitch and crochet
three sfitches of yellow. Then make
three stitches of black again and so al-
terpate all the length of the afghan.
Fasten yellow thread and bresk off.
Turn. Wrong side. Crochet back in
double crochet with the black wool, tak-
ing up the side of the chain on the
foundation that is npearest. (This
throws a rib on the right side every time
scross, and is much prettier than it
would be if the same side of the chain
were taken up every time across.)
This completes the parrow stripe. Right
side. Break oft the black wool and join
on the darkest shade of wood color,
Crochet two rows of the darkest, then
two medium, then two lightest of the
wood color. This completes the stripe
of wood color. Join on the black wool
and repeat the first, second and third
rows. Then join on the darkest shade
of red and crochet three rows, then three
medium, then three lightest red. This
completes the red stripe. Repeat from
first row. The last shade ia the middle
of the centrul (fourth) stripe. Crochet
three rows of the medium red, three
rows of the darkest red, then make
black stripe and continue, reversing the
order of the shades, until there are eight
black, four wood color and three red
stripes; the central stripe being the
widest. Then make one row of d.c.
with black wool scross each end of the
afghan, making two d. c. entirely over
ench d. ¢. on the edge and one d.c. on
the end of the single crochet of the “yel-
low and black™ row.

BORDER.

The border consists of two rows of
lightest, two mediom and two darkest
red, with an edge of black. First row.
Muke s cluster of three d.c. loeach
third stitch, taking up both stitches on
top of the chain, around the eotire edge
of the afghan, puttiog extra clusters in
the corpers =0 that the border will lie
flat, but not full. Second row. Make a
cluster of three d. c. directly over the
first row, taking up two threads as be-
fore. Third and fourth rows, medium
red: fifth snd sixth rows, darkest red;
seventh row, black. Make s shell of
«ix d. ¢. over the centre of a cluster,
and fasten with a single crochet stitch
over the centre of the next cluster.
Make a shell over centre of next cluster
and so contivue all round the afghan.
In widening the border at the corners,
the extra shells should not be made over
the extra ones in the preceding row, as
the corner should appear rounded when
done.

SOME DAINTY SUPPER DISHES.

It is not always easy for the house-
keeper to find a pleasing change of menu
for this mes), aud in consequence the
supper table often becomes “‘stale and
flat,” if ot “‘unprofitable.” The follow-
ing recipes will all of them be found ex-
cellent, and serve to add a spice of va-
riety.

Bakep CHEESE.—One and  ope-half
cupfuls of grated cheese, one-half cup-
ful of very fine bread crumbs, one cup-
ful of milk, one egg beaten separately,
dash of pepper, pinch of salt. Bake half
an hour in a hot oven in & buttered dish.

Purrs  ror TeEA.—One cupful of
cornstarch, two-thirds of a cupful of
pulverized sugar, ope-half cupful of
butter, four well-beaten eggs, two tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder. Bake ln
gem irons, or patty tins in a quick oven.

Turk's Heaps.—Onpe piot of flour,
one piot of milk, two eggs, butter half
the size of an egg, a little salt. Mix the
flour amf@ butter, then add the yolks,
beaten very light, then the milk, and
lastly the whites well beaten. Bake in
a quick oven and serve at once.

BraANDY CAKE.—Two eggs, two-thirds
of & cupful of granulated sugar; beat
thoroughly together. Add two-thirds
of a cupful of sifted flour and beat
again. Ouve-quarter cupful of cold
water, one-half cupful of flour, two tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder; beat again.
Pinch of salt, flavor; beat again. Bake
in a loaf, and while hot pour over it as
much brandy as it will nﬁorh, no more.
Make a rich custard and pour arcund it.
his is very rich and delicious.

The following English cakes, which
go by the name of “‘Pints d’Amour,"
and are often served at Euoglish five
o'clock tea, are dainty and much liked.
I'hey are easily made as follows: Make
a tich puff paste, and roll it out thin.
Fhen with tin shapes cut the paste out
in sizes, each larger than the other.
Place them in pyramidical form, five or
six in number, and bake in a mo&entel_v
hot oven. When baked, fill with differ-
ent colored sweetmeats, as pineapple,
cherrieg, quince, strawberries, etc.

It is dainter, cleaner and more econom-
ical to change the stockings every day
and the shoes once or twice a week than
to wear them longer, and the woman
who does this is she whose mending
basket is easiest to manage and whose
shoes last the longest.

FOR ASHES OF THE DEAD.
A COLUMBARIUM THAT WILL HOLD ONE
THOUSAND URNS.

A columbarium has just been finished
near San Francisco at a cost of §22,000.
A columbarium is a place where the
ashes of those who have been cremated
are filed away in plgeon holes, with a
neat little placard on the outside of each
giving the pame of the departed and
other facts for identification.

The urn in which the ashes are sealed
is an ornamental little plece of pottery
or metal, and it may be taken oat of the
pigeon hole and dusted, or handed about
from one to another of the relatives and
friends - of the departed upon the occa-
sion of their visits to the “‘grave.”

More than 1000 urns can be stored
away in the columbarium, on whose

aseasion the Californlans are now prid-
ng themselves and which is the only one
of the kind in the United States.

It is & building 23 feet square and 43
feet high, bullt entirely of granite, with
a dome roof of iron frame covered with
terra cotta tiling. In the crown of the
dome there is a skylight, through which
a soft, religious light falls into the in-
terior of the building, where the urns
will stand around in peaceful, mathemat-
feal array.

The floor is in mosaic, witha large
bed of flowers in the centre. The tiers
of pigeon holes for the reception of urns
may be reached by & bronze staircase.

A heavy ornamental metal door guards
the entrance to the columbarium, and
watchmen will be on guard to prevent
burglars from entering and stealing the
ashes of any of the departed which
might strike their fancy. 5

The building has beeu so planned that
wings can be added at any time, but it is
expected that it will be many years be-
fore the 1,000 pigeon holes nuw ready
will be occupled, although theSan Fran-
claco crematorium, sioce the time of its
completion has done a steadily Increas-
ing business every year.
