Let thetn soak in your water 
jug, for they will not only soften but 
tonifv and freshen the complexion, kee|>- 
ing the flesh healthy and firm.

little bread, rice, or soine similar cereal, 
and take s|>ecial care that every article 
of food is jterfectly fresh and sweet. 

Give baby all the cold water he wants to 

drink not ice-water, of course, but 
water as cold as good well water. 

ι>i\e the regular tepid bath in the 
morning, and if the weather is very hot, 
η little -pong·-bath, when undressed for 
night, will add to baby's oomfoit. 

Never u«e η nnpkin twice without 
rinsing it. When a wet napkin is re- 

mo\ed, throw it Into clear, cold water, 
rinse it out and spread out of doors to 

It is scarcely any trouble, and Is 
so much better for the child. If baby 
chafes, as fat babies are almost sure to 

do, u-e horated talcum powder, after 
washing and drying carefully.

Nothing wag ever gained by that. For 
a woman to wash on .Monday no matter 
what happens, means one of two things: 
either the elothes go in water or they are 
dri«d in the house. The former is a 

great waste of time, thelntter a waste of 
henlth and comfort. What kind of a 

house is it for a tired man to come home 
to, one that is tilled with the odor and 
dampness of a week's wash dried in the 
house? So much for comtyirr. now for 
health. The dampness of drying clothes 
is absolutely injurious to most constitu- 
tions, and serion-J colds have frequently 
been the result of such faUe economy of 
time. 

Another false idea of system and 
economy is for a woman to do her owu 

work. Tliere are those who have no 

higher aspirations than some one else's 
kitchen, end who need the money. Why 
then should the housemother use up all 
her time iu drudging and menial tasks, 
when she might have much of her time 
for other things; reading and the like, 
which would enable her to keep abreast 
of the times? She can oversee and keep 
au eye on everything quite as well as if 
she were iu it. There is no more reason 
fora woman doing her owu work thau 
there is for every merchant to do his ow η 

book-keeping. A household is a 

woman's ow n business house, and, as in 
any other business house, specialists 
should be employed wherever possible. 
The wife and mother will still have 
enough to do to be all she should to her 
children. 

A GLASS OF WATER AT BEDTIME.

A REPORTER PUNISHED FOR FtUiiS 

ING INSANITY. 
[Ni w York Ktcnlnif l*o«t.| 

A sad Mow nt "journalistic enter- ! 
price" has been denlt by an unfeeling 
judge in California. An ambitions 
ynunκ reporter on the lios Angel·?* 
ilerild, «ho had wearied of ordinary 
assignments, conceived tbe k'fi of win-, 
nlng fain·· by getting up a sensation. So 
he feigned infinity, was brought before 
the court for examination, wm pro- 
tiuunml a subject for the asylum, nod 
wh« sent to tlie state iiisititutioii at the 
Highland*. 

After staying long enough to get 
material for h good story, he wanted to 

i£et out, but In c»rder to «coure his re- 

leas··, wh< obliged to tell the who'·· 
Story of IiIh deceit. The judge who hud 
committed liini cited hitn to appear to I 
an«wer the charge of coutempt of court, 
and sentenced iiiin to a tine of $200 or 

ciTve 100 ilay* in jail. The judge accept- 
ed the plea that no disrespect for him 
personally had been intended, but ex- 

plained (hat contempt of court was not 
an oflence against the person of the 
judge, but against the government, I*·- 
eause it is an unlawful interference with 
the orderly administration of justice by 
the tribunals created for that purpoae. 
In this case the reporter, by deceit, bad 
caused the machinery of justice to la-1 
set in motion, involving considérable ex-1 
pense, and when brought before the 
court, acted in a disorderly and insolent 
m inner, to induce the court to make an 

improjKT and illegal order. The judge 
proceeded to express these views upon 
the plea that a journalistic criminal 
ought to be treated more lenieutly than 
one not in "the profession."
