A MAINE BACKSLIDING BRIDEGROOM-
ELECT OF THE LAST CENTURY.

Inthe year 1846 Andrew Pepperrell,
only son of Sir William 1 of
Kittery (the hero of Louisburg), and
Haunsh Waldo, daughter of Generul
Samuel Waldo of Boston, became en-
gaged to be married.

General Waldo and Sir William Pep-
perrell were devoted friends, and the
projected matrimonial alllance of their
two families was very gnl.ityin.i:o them
both, while the conspicuous soclal posi-
tion of the families made the engage-
ment quite celebrated. Sir William
gave his son a fortune, and with a por-
tion of it the later built a beautitul house
at Kittery for his intended bride. The
marriage was, to the at cha, of
hoth families, several times deliyed
through various pretexts on Andrew’s
part, until finally, in Decembe:, 1750,
the year before Andrew’s death, (at the
age of 25), the day for the wedrhng wis
appoloted, invitations extended and
everything got in readiness, when Han-
nah “received a letter from the bride-
groom-elect asking another mstg:mmont
for a short time and assigoiog a day more
convenient to himself. This proved tou
much for the high-spirited Hannah to
bear; her mind was from that moment
firmly fixed. She made no t!plf' to
Andrew’s request, but on the appoioted
dav, when all the guests had assembl-d
and the minister was ready to perform
the ceremony, she enjoyed the sweet re-
venge of turning upon the unsuspecting
Andrew and informing him that all was
at an end between them.

This sudden and dramatic termination
of the four-years engagement between
the two lovers caused much comment io
the fashionable world, and Genersl
Waldo, who was in Europe at the time,
(his wife died several years before),
and Andrew’s parents were much dis-
tressed over the affsir, but Andrew and
Hannsh seemed enli{ consoled; the
former at once entering into all the
gaveties of Portsmouth life, and the
latter being led to the alter less than six
weeks later by Thomas Flucker, the last
royal secretary of Massachusetts,

Lucy Flucker, daughter of the latter
couple, showed that she inherited the
independent epirit of bher mother by
warrying Henry Kpox in spite of the
opposition of her Tory parents. Lucy
was considered the bell of Massachusetts,
and, when she betrayed an attachment
for Knox, who was then a poor book-
seller, and was, moreover, an officer in
the provincial Militia, her parents were
greatly incensed, and her father told her
that she must choose between her family
and her lover. The family, taking the
Tory side in the Revolution, left the
country and went to England when the
British evacuated Boston in March, 1774,
The lovers, who had been joined in wed-
lock in June, 1774, had together escaped
from Boston while It was in the poszes-
sion of the Britizh.

Mrs. knox followed her hushand
through all the campaign of the Revolu-
tions; her spirit and gayety encouraging
the soldier to endure hardships which
they saw her bear with patience. Not
only Geperal Knox, her husband, but
General Washington, relied upon her

HYDRAULIC MINING IN CALIFORNIA,

‘I'he foregoing information concerning
hydraulicking was imparted by Super-
intendent Radford, of the North Bloom-
fleld Gravel Mining Company of Cali-
fornia. He was a New York boy, a
graduate of the Columbis School of
Mines: is & man of extensive mining ex-
perience in South Africa as well as in
thiz country; and it is largely owlng to
his engineering skill in providing for
the safe disposition of *‘tailings™ that
the North Bloomfield Mine has been
worked during all the years of enforced
idleress from which other similar prop-
erties have suffered.

The operations of this company are
confined to the bed of a pliocene river
lying between the south and middle
forks of the Yuba in Nevada County,
and among the rugged western foot-hills
of the Sierras. The company owns
1535 acres of land lying along the course
of the ancient river, but thus far, though
operations on a large scale were begun
in 1572, they have washed away but 300
acres, and clesred out only 6000 linea)
teot of the old channel, which is from
100 to 600 feet wide. At the same time
their glant monitors are tearing down
earth at the rate of 2,500,000 cubic yards
per year. The yield of gold from this
enormous amount of dir: is in the reigh-
borhood of 1000 a day.

To provide the water necessary for
the attainment of these results the com-
pany was first obliged to construct s
dam across the mouth of a valley high
up in the Slerras, and thus form a res-
ervoir 530 acres in extent that holds
430,090,000 cubic feet of water, or enough
to supply the city of San Francisco for
cight years. The dam Is built of gran-
ite, is 100 feet high, 400 feet long, and
has & bottom thickness of 167 feet, The
“diteh™ carrying the water thus stored
to North Bloomfleld is 45 miles io
length, or half as long again as the
Croton aqueduct. It is divided Into
eight-mile sections, each of which is in
charge of a man who dwells in a hut on
the ditch bank, and must carefully io-
spect his entire section ~ every day.
While much of this ditch is open canal,
other portions are heavy box flumes
carried across valleys on high trestles,
or suspended along the face of precipi-
tous cliffs by iron brackets. The ditch
leads to a distributing reservoir from
which the water is conveyed in sheet
iron pipes 27, 22, and 15 inches in
dixmeter to the brow of the eroded clifls
enclosing the ancient river bed, snd
down their steep declivity to the scene
of its labors. The original cost of thus
bringing water to this point was §716,000
while to keep dams, ditches, flumes, and
pipes in order involves an annual ex-
pense of about 815,000,

Down the face of the water-worn cliffs,
vellow, white, and purple, or streaked
in black and reds, the pipe lines crawl
like giguntic reptiles. 'f'wo of them end
in great cast lron nozzles, koown us
monitors. The monitor is a marvel of
simplicity, ingenuity, and concentration
of power, In general appearance it
resembles a plece of artillery, as it is
nine feet long, has a heavy breech
swivelled to its feed pipe on & universal

joint that enables it to move freely in all

directions, and tapers to a muzzle diam-
eter of from four to nine inches. It is
rifled like a gun, to give a consolidating
twist to the stream that rushes from it
with the force of a cannon ball and a
roar like that of escaping steam. S0
powerful is this torrent, driven by a
pressure head of 500 feet, that should a
strong man attempt to cut it with »
crowbar, the iron would be Instantly
torn from his hands and whirled away
like a feather before a gale. Asthe
water crashes against an opposing bank
toward which the monitor is directed,
the air i8 instantly filled with flying
debris and a cloud of tawny spray.
Earth, sand, and gravel beds are swept
away as though by magic, while there is
a continuous avalanche of bowlders and
musses of indurated pipeclay.—Harper's
Weekly.

WORTH THINKING ABOUT.

The law court has granted a new trial
in the case of James Lewis, convicted of
the murder of Byron G. Coburn of Gor-
ham. The pew trial is granted wholly
on the ground that the judge’s charge
was prejudicial to Lewis® interests. It
will be remembered that the murder of
Coburn was accomplished with an axe,
and was one of the most brutal affairs on
record.  The verdict of conviction was
followed by a vigorous protest from the
pablic, who raised funds to enable Lewis
to prorecute his motion for a new trial.
Since the trial James Coleman, one of
the important witnesses for the state,
has met a violent death.

Two days and & portion of the third
were occupied last week by the hearing
before the governor and council on the
petition for pardon of Stain and Crom-
well, serving life sentences for the mur-
der of Cashier Barron of Dexter. 'The
petitioners were represented by Hon.
Josiah Crosby of Dexter, and the ground
of argument was the insufliciency of
evidence against Stain and Cromwell
and the much-talked suicide theory.
The remonstrants, who included many
residents of Dexter, were represented by
Hon.T. H. B. Pierce of Dexter, and
their case was closed by Attorney-Gen-
eral Powers. Very little that was really
new was introduced at the hearing.

A boy walking on the track at Bruns-
wick Thursday morning found the re-
mains of a man acattemf along the track
for a quarter of a mile. Investigation
disclosed the fact that the man was
Belleville R. Hunter, a Worcester
policeman. The deceased was a
native of Topsham and once had a
barber shop in Brunswick. With his
wife and niece he had started on the
Boston boat to visit relatives ln Bruns-
wick. He got off the boat to buy fruit
and was left. It I3 supposed he came
down on the Pullman and reaching
Brunswick started to walk on the track
to hl: brother's house and was struck by
a train.

Samuel Rines of Randolph lost a
horse valued at 8150 in a singular man-
ner, Fridasy pight. Before starting for
home with his hayrack Friday after-
noon, he bought an axe, and for want of
a better place, tied it to the forward part
of his rack, with a strong rope passing
through the eye of the axe. The con-
tioual swinging of the axe, with the
sharp edge of the eye wearing against
the rope, soon cut the rope. In falliog
the edge of the axe cut an artery in one
of the hind legs of the horse, and al-
though a veterinary was immediately
summoned, the animal bled to death in
a few hours. Mr. Rines Is a poor man
and this will prove a severe loss to him.

Chap. 170 of the Acts of 1506 |

AN ACT to rogulate the Practice of Medicine
and Surgery.

Sectlon 1—-The Governor, with the adviea and
vconsent of the Counctl, shall lllrﬂlnl slx persons,
restilonts In this State, who shall be graduates of
a legally chartered medical college or nniversity
having the power to confer degrees In medicine,
and who shall have been actively employed 1n
the practice of thelr profession for a perfod of
five vears, who shall constitute s board of regls
tration of medicine. Such persons shall be ap
pointed to hold office for terms of two, four aml
slx years, respectively, beginning with the first
day of July In the present year, and untll thelr
succossors are appointed, and thereafter the
Governor, with the advice amd consent of Lhe
Council, shall appolnt on or before the first day
of July every other year, two persons iualifed
as aforesalid, to hold office six years from the
Iast named day. No member of salil boand shall
belong to the faculty of any medical college or
university. Vacancles In sald boarl shall he
Al In seroniance with the provisions of this
act for the establishment of the orlginal boand,
and the persan appolnted to i1l a vacancy shall
holl offee during the unexpired term of the
member whose place he fills. Any member of
sl boan! may be removed from office for cause
iy the Governor, with the adyiee and consent of
the Counetl, and not more than two members of
«alil hoard shall at one time be members of any
one chartered State medical soclety.

Sect. 2—The members of sald hoanl shall meet
on the secom] Tuesiny of July next, at such
time and place as they may determine, and shall
immediately proceed to organize by electing &
chalrman nnni secretary, who shall hold thelr re.
spective offices for the term of two yvears. The
secretary shall give to the State Treasuree &
bondd In the penal sum of ona thousand dollars,
with suficlent suretles, to be :juufu\'t«l by the
Gosernor and counell, for the falthful discharge
of the duties of his ofice.

The experience of
a truer philosophy of life and the
d decisions of sclence on the effect of
Indiscriminate giving, have served the
purpose of checking the flow of the
stream once t divine. We know
now as we never knew before that God
Is not an indiscriminate giver, but that
if a man will not work, neither should
he eat ; that struggle only has the-divine
guarantee of survival. We know, also,
as we have not known before, something
of the evils which have fowed into
modern civilization from the early im-
pulse of Christlanity toward charity,
which In its essence and motive was
divine, but which was soon changed into
a stream of alms-giving without regard
to justice or to the permanent result to
the recipient. Dr. Gllman says: *‘The
indiscriminate charity of the middle
ages is responsible for much of the
misery of ours. It isonly in very mod-
ern times that charity has had any rela-
tion with justice. Itis only lately that
sclence has shown that charity s to be
ju?gul not by its motives but by its re-
sults.”

With increase of intelligence on the
subject, the problem in the humune
world is how to effect a scientific and a
systematic regulation of charity. ['ntil
alms-giving becomes a science as well as
a sentiment, we shall have no true chari-
ty. The minds of many remain to be
convinced and converted on this point;
their hearts, too, must needs be harden-
ed by justice as well as softened by pity.
There is, moreover, a vast amount of
moral laziness to be removed. ‘This is
demanded so long as there are those who
indolently throw out their dimes to
every beggar who pleads, without taking
the pains to enquire whether that beggar
has any right to eat and drink, or to
think what is to be the effect of that
dime on the future of civilization.

No man has a right to allow the dogs
even to lick the sores of Lazaruz on his
doorsteps without enquiring whether
that is the right thing to be done. Laz-
arus may deserve something better than
the tongue of a dog; he may deserve
something worse. The problem 1s to
d;scide the question in the interest of so-
clety.

And while reconstruction is uncer way
in the sphere of humane and philan-
thropie endeavor, there is a giganotic
task given us inthe economic and in-
dustrisl world. That task is to make
more equable the conditions of life.
Said that learned student of human
progress, Charles Loring Draee: **The
great moral progress of the future of
the race will plainly be toward some
form of a more equable distribution of
the proceeds of lubor.” Men either re-
volt or succumb in the race of economic
injustice and financial oppression. The
will steal, they will starve, they wif‘I
surrender, but they will not work so
long ns injustice is winked at. They
lose heart and hope and float or drift oo
to the sea of dependence and decay, and
society has to take charge of them.

So long as a few thousand families
are allowed to horde and to hold the
bulk of the wealth of a nation of many
millions, so long will the problem of
charity sssume appalling proportions.
The indiscriminate and excessive alms-
giving In European countries in the mid-
dle ages referred to by Dr. Gliman was
due to a reaction against the most un-

just and fearful economic conditions ex-

isting after the fall of the Roman Em-
pire.
If we could reach the period of equa-
ble economic conditions the problem of
charity would be solved—solved by itz
disappearance. This problem is one for
the statesman, not slone for the phil-
anthropist and the churchman. The
legislation of the world needs to be 8o
directed that everywhere it will be easy
for » man to win his bread in the sweat
of his face, and difficult for him to do it
without this divioe condition.

JELLIES AND PRESERVES

OF MANY DIFFERENT VARIETIES, COM-
MOX AND OTHERWISE.

Preserving and pickling, which has al-
ready engrossed the attention of the
housekeeper for some weeks, will still
be a fruitful subject for months to come,
until the approach of the winter season
relegates the last of the fruits to tender
wg, or until the family larder has
been fully supplied with a complete
assortment of sweets and sours. Itlsa
hard task, and one involving much labor,
annoyance, and it lnlrht. be sald frequent
failures; but it should be added that the
latter are usually due to a want of care,
thoughtfulness and thoroughness—
qualities which should always be on
hand at such times and in such employ-
ment.

It is not always necessary, for this
ourpose, to have the highest grade of

fancy qualifications; but there must
be no mistake in one respect—Iit should
always be fruit that is sound, of a proper
degree of ripeness, free from contamina-
tion of any kind, fresh and reliable. Too
many times it is supposed that the
“making up” will hide defects which
ought not to exist. This s beiog dis-
honest to one’s own self and family—a
very poor kind of deceit at any time and
under any circumstances.

Anvother thing which should be aceept-
ed ut the outset is, in working from a
n-ciro to follow that recipe implicitly,
in all respects.  No matter if it may
secm that some of the Instructions are
absurd, trifling, or unimportant. The
writer of the formula had a reason for
{:n\t the details laid down; it may not

ave seemed desirable or necessary to
specify the wherefore for each step of
the process, but quite likely the differ-
ence between success and fsilure may
centre in some very unobtrusive point.

Wherever they are available, it is best
to use gluss vessels for canning.

CRANBERRY JELLY.

This is probably the easiest jelly to
muke.  Into a quart of water put three
quarts of cranberries. two pounds of
white sugar. Cook thoroughly, mashing
all the berries well, and pass the juice
through a floe sieve.  Heturn this juice
to the stove, cook for fifteen minutes
longer, then pour into glasses in the
usual manner.

QUINCE JELLY.

A good article of quioce jelly may be
made from the cores aud parings of nice
quinces, which should be cooked for an
hour or more in water enough to fully
cover themn.  They are then to be run
through a colander and allowed to set
till the pulp has well zettled —probably
till the following day, the juice is then
drawn off through a thin muslin  bag,
messured, and placed over the fire.
Whe.: it boils thoroughly add a pound of
sugar for each pint of julee, and boil till
the jelly rolls from the spoon. L it is not
appear still enough, after cooling in the
bowls, it should be set ina warm place
for a couple of days to evaporate.

KUSSIAN AVPLE JELLY.

To the peelings and cores from three
or four nice apples add a pint of hot
water, and set the vessel in the oven or
by the fire till the water is strongly per-
meated with the apple tlavor. Then
drain off the juice and throw away the
remainder. ‘To the apple water add a
large tablespoonful of saga, and et it on

ed. The addition of a little lemon juice
will improve the flavor. Put in moulds
to form, and eat either hot or cold. It is
relished by invalids. Rhubarb may be
used in a similar manner.

CANNED PEACHES.

Pare the fruit, ent in half, removing
the pits, and with these raw halves pack
the jurs closely. Made a heavy syrup of
two pounds of sugar to a pint of water,
and when it is well done pour it over the
fruit and seal at once.

PEACH PRESERVES.

The skins of peaches may be Instantly
removed by dipping them in scalding
water, then in cold water, and rubbing
off the peel; but if this is done the flesh
will darken a little unless cooked imme-
diately. For white peaches, therefore,
it is better to pare with a sharp knife.
Pat into a preserve kettle three pownds
of sugar to four pounds of peaches, and
cook until the fruit is clear. Then re-
move the fruit and cook the juice until it
forms a syrup of the proper consistency.
Half a dozen of the kernels from the pits
should be added to the syiup for each

PICKLED PEACHES.

For half a peck of nice peaches, take
ten pounds of brown sugar, a pint of
vinegar and an ounce of stick ciunamon.
Boil the sugar and vinegar together for
twenty minutes, with the cinnamon.
Meanwhile, dip the peaches for an in-
stant into hot water, rub off the skina
with a coarse towel, stick four cloves
into each peach, put them into the syrup
and cook till tender.

SWEET PICKLED PEACHES.

These should be peeled, two or three
cloves stuck in each, and cooked slowly
for fifteen minutes in & syrup made of
one piot of strong vinegar and a pint of
water to four pounds of sugar. Then
skim out the peaches and carefully
gehnethem in jara, boil the syrup for a
w minutes longer, pour it over the
fruit while hot, and when cold cover
loosely.
SWEET PLUM PICKLES,

Make a syrup In the proportion of five
pounds of sugar to a pint of vinegar,
bring it to a boll, skim, and drop In nlce
large blue plums.
