COTTON SEED MEAL INJURIOUS TO
HOGS

Every little while the query comes up
from some one whether cotton seed meal
is a desirable food for pigs. Several
years ago, learning of the loss of a num-
ber of tine pigs that had been fed in part
on this material, we investigated the
matter as closely as we were then shle,
and came to the conclusion that cotton
seed meal was neither a suitable nora
tood for hogs. Since that time
some of the experiment stations have in-
vestigated the matter, and have carried
on feeding experiments  testiog  the

| effects of the food on the animals. In

every case coming under our notice the
conclusion has been that cotton seed
mes! is dangerons to the life of s hog.

The latest experiments reported test-
ing the effect of cotton seed meal w8 »
food for hogs comes from the Texas
station. Prof. A. M. Soule reports that
trom x series of experiments conducted
at that station, the conclusion is reached
that cotton seed meal or hulls, either
raw, boiled or rousted, cannot be fed to
hogs. Pure meal was fatal in every
case but one, boiled meal less so than
raw. Various combinations of this food
with others were tried, but failed to
give resuits of vaiue.

As to what the deleterious principle in
this food is, Prof. Soule says is not yet
determined. Nor is this of any particu-
lar importance to the feeder 20 long as
the fact is established that feeding it is
fatal. So much is now known regard-
ing this matter that feeders should let it
alone as a food for hogs.—Maine Farmer.

The dairy school is a grand good
starter for the young man intending to
be either u dairy farmer or a factory
operator.

The New York Cen-
tral reports the average life of its rni[nl
at 12 to 20 years. Of rails weighing 70|
pounds to the yard, 110 tons are reqoired
for each mile of road; hence at least one-
twentieth of this amount, or 5.5 tons,
must on the avernge be renewed each
year. Most new roads may indeed be
safely operated for a long time with
small expenditure on nccount of rails,
but then the remewals come all the
heavier later on.

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HOMEMAKERS COLUMN.

THE MODERN TOMATO

AXD HOW TO MAKE THE MOST OF IT.

Stewed tomatoes is an exceedingly sim-
ple thing to make ready for the table,
but nevertheless It is seldom well done.

At a most Important polnt of the opera-
tion thohuuwpml.th usually faile, chiefly
for the reason that she th! s the toma-

toes and stirs them too much with an
iron & . ‘The fire should be left to
do its work alone, and the cook mean-
while should go about something else.
First in the operation of stewlng, ing
water should be poured over the toma-
toes and the skin carefully taken off with
a knife. 'They should then be cut into
small picces and put in the saucepan,
which should be invariably agate or por-
celnin.  When they have become soft
they shiould be stirred smartly with a
wooden spoon, and then a little butter,
pepper and salt put in to flavor, with a
just a pinch of soda to remove acidity.
Escallopiog is a more delicate and »l-
together prettier cookln‘f operation. For
this the tomatoes should be peeled and
then sliced.  Following this, a layer of
them should be placed in the bottom of
a baking dish and sprinkled over with
half a teaspoonful of chopped onlon.
Ahove should come & generous layer of
bread crumbs seazoned with salt, pepper
aud butter. Repeat then a layer of toma-
toes, another half teasj 0 u‘ul of chopped
onion, with bread crumbs and the sea-
soning above. These alternate layers
should be continued until the top of the
baking dish is reached, bread erumbs be-
ing left on top. Over all should be pour-
vd ¢ne cupful of rich, sweet milk. Bake
two hours.

Thirty minutes is the time that should
be allowed for baking tomatoes. No
preparation of this vegetable is more ex-
cellent than this one. The stem of the
tomato should be carefully cut out with
a sharp knife, care being taken not to
break the skin. The pulp and seeds
should then be scooped out, and after
being set aside for a few minutes should
be poured over a mixture of bread
crumbs and cold mineed chicken. This
forcemeat or stufliog should be seasoned
with pepper, salt and batter, and then
pushed back within the tomato. 1'ut the
top on carcfully, 2o that the tomato may
ook complete. The dripping pan should
be well lined with two tablespoonfuls of
water and a tablespoonful of butter.
Serve on & broad platter snd garnish
with watercress,

In the deviling of tomatoes the one es-
sential, ditficult tiiog is the preparation
of the ssuce. This ssuce is a complicated
one, und the rule given must be followed
with absolute exactness. Take the yolk
only of a hard-boiled egg, two table-
spoonfuls of melted butter, one and one-
hal! tablespoontuls of vinegsr, ope raw
egg whipped light, a teaspoouful of
powdered sugar, a pinch of salt, a dagh
of mustard und a small quantity of pep-
per. PPound the hard-boiled egg and rub
in the melted butter, adding for seasor-
ing the sugar, sait, mustard snd pepper.
Beat until light, and then add the vine-
gar, heating then slmost to a boil. Stir
in the beaten egg until quite thick.

I'ut this dish in a pan of beiling
water, and then leave.  Cut the toma-
toes in thick slices and broil them over
« clear fire.  When they are finished lay
them on a hot platter and pour the sauce
over them.  They should be served im-
medintely, as the great gastronomiv
Pehwrm of the dish is lost if the sauce hns
the faintest suggestion of lukewarmuess,

For broiling, the tomatoes themselves
are prepared in precisely the same way,
hut the suuce given above is omitted.
I'hey should be carefully grilled over a
hright tire that does not smoke in the
least degree, and over them when they
{are fully cooked melted butter should
b poured.

It is an interesting culinary fact, and
one that unfortuns’ely is not appreciat-
ed nearly as much as it might be, that the
quickest soup that can be prepared for a
hastilv constructed dinner, or one which

THE UP-TO-DATE TOILET TABLE.

There are many things necessary now-
adavs for the up-to-date toilet table. Ope
of the requisites which fortunately can
| be procured without expense or trouble
| is a jarof sslt—common table salt, and it
is a panscen for many ills. A little of it
dissolved in warm water is sure to re-
move the slight intlimmation from the
evelids reddened by a long drive in the
wind. 1f used for a gargle it will allay
apy slight irritation in the throat; a lit-
tle sheuld occasionally be put in the

water in which oue’s teeth are brushed,
a8 it helps to harden the gums.

Tincture of camphor or tinctare of
myrrh, dropped into the water, is an ex-
cellent wash for the mouth and throat
when the breath is pot sweet. When the
latter is uzed the proper proportions are
ten drops of myrrh in a glass of water.

Powdered alum is an important ad-
junct; a little should be thrown into the
water in which you bathe yoar hands
before putting on gloves for a crowded
reception or ball, whea there might be a
tendency to perspire too freely.

It i= said that & few dreps of sulphurie
acid in the bath water is also & prevent-
ive of the too free perspiration of either
hands or feet.

An equal mixture of lemon juice and
glycerine is another *aid to beauty™
necessary to a toilet table—it whitens as
well us softens the hunds.—The Ameri-
can.
