Dr. Turuer, who has made the geolo-

gy of the Sierra Nevada o long time
study, bas published a monograph in
which he asserts, with plausible reason-
iug, that the many kinds of rock char-
acterizing that formation have been
formed in pars ll_\' deposition beneath
the sea, and in part by intrusion as ig-
peous masses, also by eruption from
voleanoes, and portions of them have
been subsequently  metamorphosed.
While the southern portion of the range
is composed of granite, he fiuds that the
central and northern part, west of longi-
tude 120 degrecs, consists prevailingly
of schists, these having bedn produced
by intense metamorphism of both an-
cient sediments and igneous rocks, and
it is in these schists, chiefly though not
solely, that the auriferous quartz veins
oceur.
Further, the trend of the bonds of al-
tered sediments und of their schistose
structure is generally from northwest
to southeast, parallel to the trend of the
range, but great masses of granite and
other igueous rocks have been intruded
among the schists, forming irregular
bodies, which interrupt the regular
structore and which are generally bor-
dered each by a zone of greater meta-
morphism. These schists, with their as-
sociated igueons masses, form the older
of the two great groups of rocks recog-
nized in the Sierra Nevada.

IT COSTS LITTLE AND DOES

MUCH.

There are many uses to which common
sult may be put, and some of these are
well to know. For instance, if soot
falls from the chimney upon a rug or
carpet, an equal quantity of salt should be
thrown upon it, and then the whole
swept up together. No stain will be left
by the soot if this is done.

When brasses are to be cleaned, espec-
ially those who do not owe their lustre
to shellse, a mixture of salt and vinegar
will be found excellent to remove stains
and restore brightness.

A little salt thrown in the water jn
which ginghams and colored lawns are
wuh«r. will set the colors and keep
them from fadiog.

In cooking chops or steak over a coal
fire, very frequently a blaze starts up
from the fat which falls iuto it, caus-
ing the meat to be blackened. This can
be avoided by throwing salt upon the
coals, when the blaze will immediately
subside.

A bag of good salt standing open in
the kitchen will absorb any disagreeable
odors arising from fish or other food.

Salt is an excellent dentifrice when
used very occasionally. It whitens the
teeth wonderfully, cleanses the mouth,
and is a good tonic for the gums.

Dirty wicker baskets can be made to
look like new, if :hey are well scrubbed
with salt and water, and then put into
the sunlight and air until dry.

One piot milk, one egg, two table-
spoons cornstarch, one-half cup sugar, a
little salt, flavor with lemon, vaoilla,
orange or bitter almond. Stir the yolk
of the egg, flour and sugar and
add to milk when near . Bake
the crust and pour the cream iato it.
Beat the white of the egg to stif' froth,
put it on top of the pie and set into the
oven to brown very delicately.
