OAT FODDER AND BUTTER FAT.

; BucxkrigLp, Nov. 26, "95,
Agricultural Editor Democrat :

I see by the farm reports that man
farmers cut their oats for fodder, i
of haviog them threshed, and think it a
good Tlnn. According to my experience
I eall it a bad plan. | thiok | lost nearly
or quite the whole value of the oats that
were fed without being threshed.

I cut the oats intended for fodd
when green, the rest when about half
turned, and bhsad them threshed und ted
the straw to the cows, one feed per day,
with one pound more cotton seed mesl
thao when feeding all hay, in order to
k @) up the “balanced ration.”

The straw by running through the
machine would be so fined or cut up
that the cattle would eat every “‘serid
and scruntion,” while 1 had more
trouble and less good results from the
oats that were not threshed.

For a fodder crop | have better re-
sults with Hungarian or sweet corn than
with oats.

My resson was and is that it goes ioto
the market as butter and iz known to
the trade as butter. | wasin favor of
the patrons putting their cowhide boots
on the scheme as it would make it easier
for owners or managers to cheat the
patrons of factories.

Since
then | am informed by one who isin &
position to know that some of the pro-
prietary factories in this state are pay-
ing their patrons for butter fat, agreeing
to pay as much ss the co-operative
factories. Those patrons are losing 15
per cent by the operation.

L4t me illustrate: My cream goes toa
co-operative factory. To the butter fat
that | or anv other patron furnish, 15
per cent is added for the other io-
gredients which go to make butter. Oue
of the directors of the factory told me
that it did not vary ove and one-half
pounds to the thousand pounds. The
proprietor that owns or runs a factory
and pays for butter fut the same that is
paid for butter gets that 15 per cent.

FROM SOUTHEASTERN ILLINOIS.

A REVIEW OF THE PAST SEASON.

The crop season just closing has been
one of many ups and downs in South-
eastern llllnol:. Its beginnl was
promising and there were many
outlooks from time to time, often follow-
ed, however, by serious disappointment.

The wheat crop came the
winter in good shape, and with favor-
able weather conditions its growth was
stocky and rapid. Until about the time
the first heads to a; r, there
was promise of a yield than we
have ever had. Presently an occasional
remark would be heard—Wheat seems to
be going back. In a few days the se-
vere frost followed, rust and fily were
found in many fields, and the chinch
bug put in an appearance. The final
result was a number of flelds not worth
cutting and of the balance a yield of 5 to
20 bushels per acre. Very rarely a field
could be found making over 20 bushels.

The frost came when, in the best de-
veloped portion of the crop, the of
the grain was just forming. 'Ilﬁln was
fatal; although the heads do not show
the full effects of the severe cold for
some time afterward, and many were
surprised when they came to harvesting
to find where they had expected the
largest vield only empty heads. The
combined effect of frost, rust, fly and
bugs was a low grade of product, in
fact there was very rarely asample
found that would weigh 60 pounds to
the bushel, and only a small proportion
that would grade No. 2.

Not long before harvest the wheat
market advanced sharply, and farmers
were congratulating themselves that if
their crop was short they would get
nearly twice the price for it. This pros-
pect went glimmering into the mista
slong with the early hopes of a great
crop.

The oat crop was fuirly good, but this
is not so important & crop with us, and
is only grown for feed, and then mainly
to fill gaps in rotation.

The hay crop was short, clover fairly
good and timothy hardly a halt crop.
This rather scant supply is, however,
being supplemented by a larger saving
of corn fodder, and this may, or at least
ought, to teach our farmers an impor-
tant lesson,

look for continued good prices, together
with the splendid prospects of the grow-

however, are rare. More ordinary ex- |
tremes would be from 11 to 15 per cent:
13 per ceut is milk of ouly average qual-
ity, it is neither very poor nor very rich.
\oything below 13 per cent s poorer
than the average, and anything above 13
would be better than the average, but in
butter dairies 14 per cent wilk would be
nearer the average.

As to breeds, as a rule the Holstein
milk is much below Jersey milk in total
solids, but there are families of Holsteins
which have been bred for years with a
view to improviog the quality of milk,
which give milk much richer than that
of ordinary Jersey cows. Holsteln wilk
as such is not st & discount in Boston;
it is milk which is below the average
quality which makes the trouble, and
when Holstein milk falls below the
standard it is rejected not because it is
Holstein, but because it is poor. Low
grade Jersey Shorthorn, or Ayrshire
milk would be treated the same way.
After all is said about breeds that can
be said, the individuslity of the animal
is s strong factor in determining the
quality of milk. There are fine animals
in sl! breeds, snd there are poor animals
in all breeds.

As to the question whether the solids,
pot fat. or the fat make rich milk, it de-
pends on both, for both increase to-|
gether. The more fat milk has, the|
more solids not fat, the poorer iu fat,
the poorer in solids not fat. But the fat
varies the most, and is found all the way
from 2 1-2 to 6 per cent, while the solids
not fat commonly vary less than 1 per
cept. There is quite a uniform ratio
between the two, o that unless we have
sn abpormal milk we can spproximately
determine with much sccuracy U
solids not fat, and, therefore, the total
solids from the fat test.—New England
Farmer.

ORCHARD GRASS.
Orchard grass yields a large quantity
and is of excellent quality, being con-
sidersbly more putritious than timothy.
One other good quality of it 1s that it
comes into the right condition for cut-
ting with red clover, while timothy does
not. and is only in right condition with
the later perennial clover.
Orchard grass s not nearly so well
thought of by farmers as it should be.
It deserves recognition on account of its
esrliness, snd quite as much for its rapid
second growth, asit will afford good
pasture—which o other grass will do—
in the summer months aiter the hay has
been made. Thus it practically gives
two crops in place of one by other grass-
es. It has fully 50 per cent more protein
in it than timothy, baving 14.8 per cent
of ir, against 9.7 per cent in timothy. It
has ss much fat as timothy has, and its
digestible coefficiency is fully 10 per
cent greater than that of timothy.
Moreover, itis oneof the really per-
munent grasses, as it will remain in
good productive condition under the
best treatment for forty years or more,
yielding both bay and pasture. Its only
fault, if fault it be, is that it grows in
bunches, but, if it yields as much or
more than other grasses that make &
dense sod, thisis a venial fault. Its
seed is light, weighing only twelve
pounds to bushel, and at least two
bushels to the acre should be sown. If
Kentucky bluegrass Is sown with it, the
two muature together, and both make the
finest pasture.—Colman’s Rural World.

THE SOUTH AMERICAN WASHINGTON.
Shoved off by itself Ina corner of
Central Park on the of a
hill, where only the people who live in
the high apartment houses at Eighty-
first Street can see it, I8 an equestrian
statue. It 13 odd, bizarre, and inartistie,
and suggests Io size and that eques-
trian statue to General Jackson which
mounts before the White House
in Washington. It shows a chocolate-
cream soldier mastering with one hand
a rearing rockiog-horse, and with the
other pointing his sword towards an
imaginary enemy.

Sometimes a ‘‘sparrow” liceman
saunters up the hilland looks at the
statue with unenlightened eyes, an

sometimes a nurse-miid seeks its se-
cluded site, and sitsa on the pedestal be-
low it while the children of this free re-
public play unconcernedly in its shadow.
On the base of this big statue is carved
the name of Simon Bolivar, the Liber-
ator of Venezuela.

Down on the northeastern coastof
South America, in Caracas, the capital
of the United States of Venezuels, thers
is a Ercuy little plaza, called the Plaza
Washiogton. It is not at all an im-
Eorhm plaza; it Is not floored for

undreds of yards with rare mosaics like
the Plaza de Bolivar, nor lit by swing-
ing electric lights, and the President's
band never plays there. But it hasa
fresh prettiness and restfulness all its
own, and the narrow gravel paths are
clean and trim, and the ﬁ,nna rows rich
and high, and the branches of the trees
touch and interlsce and form a green
roof over all, except in the very centre,
where there stands open to the blue sky
a statue of Washington, calm, dignified,
beneficent, and paternal. It is Washing-
ton the statesman, not the soldier. The
sun of the tropics beats down upon his
shoulders; the palms rustle and whisper
pleasantly above his head. From the
barred windows of the yellow and blue
and pink houses that line the little plaza
dark-eyed, dark-skinned women look out
sleepily, but understandingly, at the
grave face of the North American Boli-
var; and even the policeman, with his
red blanket and Winchester carbine,
comprehends when the gringos stop
and take off their hats and make a low
bow to the father of their country in his
pleasant place of exile.

Other governments than those of the
United States of America and the United
States of Venezuela have put up statues
to their great men in foreign capltals,
but the careers of Washiogton and Boli-
var bear so striking a resemblance, and
the histories of the two countries of
which they are the respective fathers
are so much alike, that they might be
written in parallel columns.  And o it
seems especially appropriate that these
monuments to these patriots should
atand in each of the two continents on
either side of the dividing states of
Central America.

TREPHINING A LION.

The o fon
was one that required not only skill In
the use of the koife, but necve on the
part of the surgeons who worked so dan-
gerously near the jaws of the llon.

In a roon of the linrr stable of Mr.
Vandyke the lion wus placed and while
geveral strong men held the tortured
beast, Drs. H. G. and W. E. Carnes per-
formed the operation. The lion has been
in a comatose state for several days and
suffered many convulsions during the
time the skull was pressed against the

d [ brain. At times he was wild and would

tear his flesh with his claws and theo
again he would be as docile as & child and
could not be aroused from the restless
sleep into which he had fallen. His keep-
ers daily expected the lion to die, as the
skull had been flattened out until more
than & square loch of bone pressed hard
against the brain.

One day la.. week the lion was savage-
Iy attacked by a lloness that occupled an
adjoining cage. 'The lion was eating his
afternoon meal of beefsteak, when the
lioness reared against the wooden parti-
tion separating the cages. The lloness
threw her whole weight aguivst the
light partition and with « crash the in-
furiated be.st and partition fcll into the
cage occupied by the young lion.

he lion pounced upon the young lion
with all the fury that is peculiar to this
class of animals. The llon was taken
completely by surprise, and was ata
great disadvantage. As he turned with
a growl to see what had ¢ used the
p itio: to fall he was ciugbt in the
w de open mouth of the lloness and fear-
fully bitten. The lioness leaped up into
the air and fell upon her prey. Si
caught his bead In her month sad closed
down uponit. The fangs penetrated the
thick hide and the skull & vk beueath
the pressure.

The llon was hardly ableto stand and
could but stagger about the cage ina
dazed way. Ina few minutes after the
attack he was sei od with couvul-ions.
His manner was pitiable ard he woald
writhe in agony, then leaping up would
fall from fweakness. His feet would be
drawn up to his body, and his tail lashed
fearfully agninst the bars. A he writh-
ed upo 1 the floor he would claw st every-
thing that came within reach. Catching
the iron . s he would wrench them
from their places. His claws were com-
pletely torn from the flesh of one foot, he
frothed at the mouth.

Dr. Carnes, the veteripary surgeon,
was called in and requested to make an
examination of the lion and see if there
was any possibility of saving his life. Dr
Carnes thoroughly examined the wounds
snd found the skull had been badly in-
dented and that it rested upon the brain,
There was but one way in which death
could be prevented and that was by
trephining the skull and lifting the de-
pressed bone and relieviog the pressure,
As & last resort this operation was de-
cided upon.

The lion was placed upon the table ar-
ranged for him. The animal was suffer-
ing intensely and was in a dangerously
bad humor. Oceasionally he would
growl savagely and open his juw and
snap at those who were nearest to him.
A number of glistening instruments
were taken from a leather case and
placed on a chair. A pan of warm water
was secured and sponges were at hand.
A bottle of ether and chloroform were
poured ioto a wad of cotton and the cot-
ton was placed under the nose of the lion
His feet were securely tied with ropes
and he was held firmly upon the tible
by several strong men. When the first
fumes of the ether were inhaled the lion
made strenuous efforts to tear himself
away.

As soon as the ilon was throughly
ander the Influence of the chloroform,
which was administered by Dr. H. G.
Carnes, the operation was begun. It was
necessary, however, that great care be
exercised In giving the anwsthetic, as
the lioa was in danger of dying from
the effects of an overdose. Dr. W. E.
Carpes first made = V incision. The
hide and skin of the lion were very
tough and it was difficult to make the
incision, Gradually the flesh gave way
under the pressure of the knife and the
skull was laid bare. The fracture had
oceurred on the right side of the head,
and it was just to the left of the fracture
that the incislon was made. After the
incision was made the trephine was in-
serted and & small opening was bored
into the skull. This was the most dan-
gerous part of the operation, for like an
auger, the instrument bores its way
through the bone. 1f any part of the
skull has fallen Into the brain, which is
exposed just as soon as the instrument
plerces eéntirely through the skull, it
would have meant certain death for the
animal.

When the trephine had reached the in-
side of the skull, the Instrument was
given a quick turn, which broke the thin
inside covering, and the small particles
were caught with a pair of strong forceps
and pulled out in pieces. The opening
in the skull was made an inch to the left
of the depression. When the opening
had been finished a sm .1l instrument was
inserted. The instrument is of peculiar
shape and curved at the end. Down
through the skull the piece of steel was
dressed and then turned directly under
the depression. After this was done it
was an easy matter to lift the bone from
the brain. The bone was restored to its
former position and then the incision
was sewed up and the place pressed.

As soon as the lion recovered from the

and serve cold with cream.

PINEAFPLE TRIFLE.

Soak one hox of gelatine one hour in
a cup of cold water.  Put it into a deep
dish with two teacupfuls sngar, one
pineapple peeled and chopped finelv. the
juice and grated rind of a lemon. [Let it
all stand one hour, then pour over it
three cupiuls of boiling water. then
strain through a cloth, squeezing it well
Set on Iee and when it heging to harden
stir into it the whitea of three egge heat-
en to a stiff froth.  Strawberries, rasp-
herries or oranges may be used instead of
the pineapple.

CRANBERRY PIE.

Pick over and wash the cranberries,
put them in a porcelain kettle with a
very little water, and cook until tender.
Then press through a strainer, and add
sugar to make it very aweet. Line a
plate with rich paste, fill with the cran-
berry, put on crossbara of paste and a
strip on the edge and bake.

NUT WAFERS.

One-fourth cupfal of butter creamed
with one cupful of sugar; add one egg
well beaten, one cupful of flour, one
cupful nutmeats, sliced thin. Use wal-
nuts or cream nuts. Drop on buttered
tins, and bake quickly.

CARROT, OR CRECY SOUP.

Oune quart rich brown stock, one tea-
spoonful sugar, one teaspoonful salt,
one-half saltspoontful pepper, one small
onion sliced.

Wash and scrape the carrot; shave off
in thin slices a pint of the outer part.
Do not use the yellow centre. Cook the
earrot with the onion in boiling salted
water to cover, till very tender.
