Don't waste time whitewashiog where |
palut is s0 much cheiper—I wmesn for |
fences and these small buildings. Don%t )
whitewash ceilings or walls in the house,
except in cellar, because paint is cheaper |
and better. Paper is also cheap, but not |
so sanitary as paiot, nor so easily ap-
plied.
Paint the porch floor, to keep it from
warping, splintering and rotting. Lead
color, drab and dull butf or ochre color
is good. All outside paint should be
mixed only with raw linseed oil and a
little Japan to dry it. Never add tur-
pentine or varaish to outside paiut, nor
kerosene oil, benzine, ete. Poor economy
to use poor paint.—Cor. Cultivator &
Country Gentlaman.

MONEY CROPS.

THOSE ARE THE ONES o0 WHICH
CHEMICALS SHOULD BE APPLIED.

In s recent sgricultural meeting the |
speaker—a woman—said she uwg"uli
the fertilizer she could pay for.” Now
if I've & bank account that permits me
to order fertilizers in accordance with
thut principle, I would not need to farm
or do snything for a livelihood. How
can I tell how much [ can afford to pay
for. on what can I base my calculations?
I've heard of farmers who paid for
fertillzers with notes, and then when
their fertilizer notes were due, they
mortgaged the farm. They had pot
realized » profit on the fertilizer to pay
the bill.

I buy all the hen manure I can pa
cash for. (One who kuows how muc
he has in his wallet.) Draw the liae
and make this rule for chemicals: “I'll
bay fertilizers only for a money crop,
pot to spread on grass, unless | sell hay,
uot to put on potstoes unless I sell pota-
toes.”

If & farmer is raising any commodity
for a market he is warranted in buying
fertilizers to grow that crop. Half ma-
pure to lighten the soil and half fertilizer
to carry the crop is good business.
dare not say here what fertilizer to use,
try different kinds, alterpate rows with
uitrate of soda, or mauriate and sulphate
of potash. Any ove whose credit is
good csn buy more than he can pay for
at the time promised. But the risk is
much less to tie yourself down to this
“1'm gring to sell the crops on which i
spread fertilizer.” Then you are buylong
all you can pay for out of the proceeds
of the farm and the furm must pay the
bills.—Cor. New Eugland Farmer.

THE YELLOWSTONE PARK.

SOME OF THE SIGHT® OF THAT LAND
OF WONDERS, DESCRIBED BY ONE
WIIO HAS VIEWED THEM.

PART TWO.

The hotel at The Lower Basin was
closed for the winter and we pushed on
for a road builders’ camp near the Upper
Basin. Towards night we came to the
Firehole River and followed up Its
banks to our night's reating place.
Darkness had fallen completely as we
reached the last umf of the road build-
ers a couple of miles below the Upper
Basin. Close to the road were pitched
some thirty small tents, scattered among
which were as many bright camp fires,
setting the tents off in snow-white con-
trast with the tall and black shadows of
the pines on the mountain behind. Our
own camp was hastily pitched on the
o;ugoﬂu side of the road, near a cluster
of hot :Sringa on the river bank, which
did good service in our washing arrange-
ments next morning. The hot springs
of the Park are among my dearest recol-
lections; the semson was late, being
about the middle of October, and the
water of the rivers was bitterly cold,
but, in our morning ablutions, necessari-
Iy out of doors, we had only to dip our
bagin in a hot spring, then in cold water,
and get as well tpmpered 8 wash as the
finest afforded by civilized refinements.

The Upper Geyser Basio i3 the most im-
portant, corntaining the largest geysers
and the greatest number. As we enter-
ed the basin from the north we saw the
Jewel off on our right: two or three
squirts threw water and steam fifty feet
upwards, then nothing was seen but a
cloud of steam floating down the valley.
The Gem and Morning Glory were pass-
ed, two deep pools of a sombre green
color, the latter in shape suggesting fte
name. Almost as soon a3 we entered
the basin we crossed the Firehole River
not a hundred feet below the Riverside
Gevser, which Is close to the water's
edge and throws (ts stream of water at
such an angle as to gpan the river and
wash the opposite bank. The Bee Hive
lav on our left, but did not honor us
with a salute. To see the cone of this
geyser is to appreciate its nime. 3
The Grotto 13 one of the chiel geysers,
having a most funtastically shaped cone,
4s the mound around the mouth is eall-
ed. Its eruptions occur every four hours
and last some thirty minutes, throwing
its column thirty feet in alr. Rocket,
Artemesia, and Glant, are other large
ones near by. The Excelsior was for
several vears idle but has since started
again. This is easlly the largest gevser
in the world, throwing a stream three
hundred feet towards the skies. [t ac-
tion is very infrequent and many believe
it is becoming extinet. Indesd at the
time of my visit it was so regarded, so
long had it been inactive. There are
some thirty of these geysers in this ba-
sin and space forbids a more extended
mention of them, but & moment must be
given to Old Faithful or this chroaicle
would fall short.

This geyser derives its name from its
regular periods of eruption, it being the
only one of all upon which one can count
with certalnty. Every sixty-five minutes,
18 regulary se a mail train, this geyser
coptributes its quota to the waters of
Firehole River and its share to the won-
ders of this region. Our survey com-
menced at this point and bardly was our
first stake driven when we heard mat-
terings from the bottom of the crater,
then spurts of sizzling hot water and j 13
of stesm burst at intervals from the
cone: suddenly s burst of water swelled
over the sides and steadily rose for
seversl feet, a panse as if for new
strength and then a convulsive spurt
ralsed the stream several feet higher:
step by step it rose until it attained its
full magnificent height of one hundred
and sixty feet, at which elevation it
maintained its discharge for a few min-
utes, then fell slowly back s the supply
of water lessened, until it finally ceased
to play, apparently sinking back into its
hole. For long after the discharged
water had cooled itself in the river
clouds of stexm continued to ascend
trom the crater and floited down the
little valley. Once more before our chaio
was pulled out of sight did this tried and
true fountain show its magnificence, and
all hands stopped to gaze in admiration,
for work was out of the question in the
presence of such of nature’s marvels.
From here on my life was that of the
surveyor, tramping hard all day, car-
rying a heavy instrument, camping ut
night in the snow snd sleeping on the
frozen ground, but through many varied
seenes did we pass and many more won-
ders not then open to the tourists did we
see., What recollections we brought
away of camps amid the snow-covered
mouutains, by the beautiful expanses of
Shoshone and Yellowstone Lakes, and
now and then by some small geyser ba-
sin where we would be suddenly swak-
ened in the night by the loud eruption
of some geyser close to our ears.

A short distance from the Upper Ba-
sin we passed the Lone Star Geyser.
Unlike the others, which are in groups,
this stands by itsell in a little opening,
where it has raised its cone after its own
peculiar pattern. This is s cylindrical
shaped mound measuring some seven
feet each way and covered all over with
u glaziog apparently one quarter of an
inch in thickness ander which show sll
conceivable colors. Twice it erapted for
our benefit, spouting a stream about the
slze of a man’s wrist, twenty feet in air
and contivuing for twenty minutes.
Keppler's Cascade was also seen this
day, s pretty fall of the Firehole River
down a rocky precipieée, but much such
a sight as can be seen on uny New Eog:
land river.
Crosain,
down on

the Continental Divide and
e other side we entered the
Shoshone Geyser Basin on the borders
of the luke of the same name. Here we
find ull our old friends in the shape of
hot springs, pools, and geyeers, but one
there is which deserves meuntion by itself.
The Unlon Geyser Is unlike all the rest
in having three separate cones which
vent r. For several days we camp-
ed near this wonder, but it obstinately
refused to show off. Our camp was
pitched at the lower end of the basin and
near the shore of the lake. A few Luon-
dred yards above us were a cluster of
hot springs and over on the right was
the main basin and the active geysers;
looking the other way we saw the un-
ruffled blue surface of Lake Shoshone.
Tall pines grew around us and over-
shadowed our tents. Our morning ab-
lutions*were dperformed just above camp
where two adjacent springs, one of hot,
the other of cold water, supplied us with
means of getting & comfortable tem-
rature for our wash. Here also was
ound another Appolinaris spring and
;mn r;truhlng nks did we have of
ts .
arly one Sunday evening just after
supper the snow began to fall in lar
flakes, silently dropping in straight
lines, much like the mechaoleal snow
falls of a magic lantern. A weird solemn
effect was produced upon us as we
watched this swift falling with not a

By thi assistance of the new horse we
roundpd the point and reached another
«mooth beach, but the sight of apother
<uch fjoint shead of us caused our hearts
to fallus and we determined to camp
right fhere. So proceeding some half
mile ylong the beach, we selected a suit-
ble shot and unloaded our almost mir-
wulogsly saved outfit. Wet to the skin,

The| great Yellowstone Lake 1s the
largesft lake for its elevation in the world,
it bejug at an altitude of uwver seven
thoushnd five hundred feet, and having
i eypanse some fifteen miles across.

Fven kit that distance one can discern

guificent growth of pines oo the
tarthilr shore, snd looking westward, we
see thh shalowy outlines of the Teton
Mounpains in Idaho rising above the lake
i speceeding country and at such a
distarjee as to lmpart s most delicious
faint blue to their outlines. Oa the north
shorelis a natural bridge similiar to the
famois one In Virginia, and nearto it
an infet called Bridge Bay. Acrossa
little palley down which a smsll stream
flows| a shoulder of rock projects clear
to the| other side with an opening for the

water|beneath it. At the mouth of the
lake sphere the Yellowstone River again
assunfes its proper form [ saw sucha
multijude of wild birds as | pever saw
beforp or since.  Wild swans, geese and
ducks|of every color known to nature,
the rifer surface seemed alive with them,
and the knewledge that the water be-
neath|teemed with trout stirred all the
sportjmsn blood in our veins, but alus,
« government scout was dogging our
steps|und we did not dare venture on
violatfing the laws.

I’nF:ecdln down the river we came to
4 reptarkable freak of pature in the
shape| of Mud Geyser. A deep circular
hole tfwenty feet in diameter and prob-
ably forty deep, s hoarse intermittents
roar [below and sscending elouds of
steamf. At intervals the steam clears
and ohe can see the bottem, a heavin
mass pf hot mud. Now comes s mufll
roar ijnd the whole mass heaves like the
groui|d swell of old ocean and a shower
of m|d flies upward from one side. But
this spme burst so fills the crater with
stean| that no more can be seen.

Twpaty miles from the lake the river
makep an abrupt fall over the Upper
Falls| one huodred and sixty feet, and
soon pfter drops again, this time over
the Glreat Falls of the Yellowstone, three
hund and sixty-five feet of perpen-
diculjr drop. A marvelous beautiful fall
rivalling even Nlagara, but unfortun-
ately[situated so near another far grand-
er sppetacle that its beauties fade by con-
trast| For it is at the head of the Grand
Canypn of the Yellowstone. After a
lupse|of five years the wrltlulg of this
name| fills me with the thrill of awe-
stricllen enchantment, which I first felt
late that November afternoon when I
stood alone on Inspiration Point and
gazed with tingling veins on the grand-
eat slight I have ever been permitted to
see. |1 felt myself alone with my Maker
in tie presence of his sublimest pro-
ductipn.

Frpm the brink the entire panorama
lay before me. Far below ran the river,
« thrpad of silver, and on either side,
rising in steep slopes full two thousand
feet, [its banks were bathed ina flood of
sunlight reflected in & wild chaotic mass
of cojor, impossible to be conceived by
unacfjuainted eyes. All colors known
to mjn are there and yet none of them,
for a1 are blended in such harmonious
and jpdiseriminate effects asto preclude
thelr|separation.

LINEN CHEST,

In an old German family nothing was
looked upon with more veneration than
the family linen chest.  Into Qts roomy
depths were deposited fabulous smounts
of the most exquisite napery and bed lio-
en, The eare of it was the delight of the
house mother. Every spring it was tak-
en out, put through a bleaching, mangled
and returned to the chest, with fresh
violets put between the folds to give it a
delicate odor. The maidens of the house-
hold put the daintiest of sewing, hem-
stitchiog and embroidered initials upon
it; then when ope of them fitted and
set up a home for herself, she got her
share out of the chest.

But in those dayvs of washing, when no
kind of washing fluids or deleterious com-
pounds were indulged in, the fabric was
not destroyed, and table linen frequently
got & chance to do service in two genera-
tions,

Upon all linen, hemstitching i2 con-
sidered the only really delicate manner of
fini=hing. If lace is used, it is very apt to
be torn, and soon presents a ragged ap-
pearance. One housewife I knew always
finished her pillow cases in one way:
First, & four-inch hem, and then upon
only half the pillow-slip a four-inch
rufflue of Lonsdale cambric, rolled and
sewed on.  Thev were kept in place by
tapes sewed io the middle of each side.
In marking all bedding and table linen
nun's cotton is preferable to silk, as the
<ilk yvellows by frequent washing.  The
linen chest can slways be kept well filled
by tuking advantage of the days which
many of the large” storea have, when
things of that kind are a speclal sale.
(ften broken lots of napkins can be had
very cheap, if one is deft at pickiog out
the best.

For common wear, the stores offer
good value in pillow-slips and sheets
ready made and hemstitched by machin-
ery. It is best to have a goodly quantity
as in sickness or in case of company, It
is often wnecessary to make many
changes.

Iuto the linen-chest could go special
lots to use in case of sickness. Cases
made plainly. so that the laundering need
not be so ditticult. It is very nice to
have u stencil of one’s own monogram to
wark these articles—a large one for
sheets and tablecloths, and a smaller one
for napking and pillow-cases. Every-
thing a bride takes ioto her new home
from her girlhood's home should be
warked with her maiden name.

The chest itself is a lovely bridal gift,
and should be made of cedar, either
carved or brass-bound. In size, it could
be four feet long, two feet wide and
thirty inches high. though some of the
old ones are much higher. Howeverg,
when one bends over the depths of one
of this size, it will be found tiring
enough.  The embellishments could be
to suit the owner, and the maio thing
should be a tine lock which every Kkey
would not open. If desired. a couple of
travs could be made for holding the
smiller srticles.

HOW | START SLIPS.

Tea-roses, hydrangeas,abutilons, helio-
tropes, geranlumes, begonias, fuchsias,
lemon verbena and hibiscus I root under
glass. | break off slips of half-ripened
wood and insert them in pottiog-soll. 1
find they root much more readily in soil
in which 1 have used soot a3 a fertilizer
until the color is almost black, such as is
ustd for tes-roses. After inserting, |
turn a glass tumbler tightly over them,
and keep the 200l moist a1l the time. At
the end of two weeks [ place somethiog
under one side of the tumbler and allow
them to have the air gradually. By
three weeks they are generally well root-
ed, and should then be placed in thumb-
pots, and shifted to larger pots as they
fill these with roots. Be sure to provide
good drainage.
For rooting slips of the oleander, get
s wide-mouthed bottle, put a layer of
sand in the bottom and fll with water.
After breaking coff slips, strip off' the
leaves, all but s few at the top, pautin
the slips, fill the mouth of the bottle
around the stem of slip) with cotton.
Tie a string around the neck of the bot-
tle and hang in the sun until well root-
ed. August is the best time to start
slips, as the wood is then in proper con-
dition for rooting.

TO TEST POWDER.
During the warm weather, when the
use of powder is considered almost nec-
essary, great care should be taken to ob-
tain the best. Rice powder is consldered
by most physiciana the least Iojurious,
although a few advise a talcum powder,
Every woman who wishes to be sure
that there is nothlnfllnjuﬂoul in her toi-
let-powder can satisfy herself by sub-
mitting it to the following test:
