TO KEEP THE BOYS ON THE FARM.

Mrs. O. H. Webster of Missouri, in a
lecture before the Missouri Board of
Agriculture, considered the reasons that
lead boys to leave the farm. She could
nuderstand why New England boys
leave stony hillsides, but thought that
Missouri boys should not leave the fertile
farms of the West. A reason is found
in conditions created in farm homes, and
in the course of considering these condi-
tlons she says:

“Diress your boy respectably. Don't
confice him to check shirts, overalls,
plow shoes and those nondescript sea-
| grass hiats that are never the same shape
tor two days in succession, and each
change more grotesque than the last,
Of course he looks like a ‘clodhopper,’
1!|md‘ what is worse, he feels like one
| As Henry Ward Beecher once sald, *Of
course ciothes do not make the man, but
| when he is made he Jooks much better
| well dressed.” lLet him have neat, not
| elegant, clothes for ordinary wear; for
exceptionally dirty work about pigpens
and stable, overalls, canvas coat and
| rubber boots that are to be removed in
| a0 inside room or back porch for a pair
| of slippers, and, If necessary, a second-
best coat. Then most farm work can be
done us well and more comfortably with
gloves. | have sometimes wondered it &
man thought himself u better farmer be-
cause his hands were as brown and hairy
48 a bear’s paws.

NOT A JACK OF ALL TRADES.
Mr. Drake, in his address at the eighth
| wnoual convention of American colleges
and experiment stations, discussed ag-
ricultural education, He favored manusl
training for the farmer’s boy. After
elaborating its advantages, he said:

“Ihe farmer boy comes to the agri-
cultural college with u definite ldes of
getting such knowledge and training as
will enable him to aceomplish more work
with less exertion. He wants to know
how to operate a farm with the least ex-
pense sod the largest possible returns,
15 short, he desires to find out how he
can improve his circumstances snd at
| the same time make lfe easier for him-
self and his family. This is not always
best brought about by making the farm-
er more independent. Prosperity in
general does not  mean every  man for
nimself alone, but it is sure to follow if
we truly observe the sentiment in the

man says to another,

liberal messure of skill. In short, the
farm has opportunities enough for an
active mind to occupy itself to full ad-
vantage.—Mirror and Farmer.

APRIL IN EASTERN WISCONSIN.
Dirouth continues, though we have oc-
| casionally a shower, not c:nﬂl.lgll to wel

| auy more than the surface. Farmers nre
| putting in erops, and report the ground
| down two inches us dry as powder. We
| have, to all appearsnces, started in on
our fourth year of drouth. It has con-
tinued so foug that no frogs are to be
seen; they caonot live without water,
and thereis none except in the wells that
are driiled through solid rock 25 todd
feet, und io some cases 70, and piped, so
the frogs cannot have access to the
water. ['hey must have stagoant pools
in which to deposit their spawn.

Spring colts are npearly as searce.
[.4st summer | saw oaly two on the
streets of our village, and up to this
dute not one. But that is not so much
in consequence of our luck of rain as the
lack of finance. Good health prevails
amoug men and beasts, excepl among
the spring pigs. Seversl farmers report
Josiug nine-tenths of all their litters.
They come strong and active, and ap-
parently thrive until a week or ten days
old, when they droop away and die.
There have been reported from neigh-
toring farmers not fewer than twenty-
five cases of destructive loss. Oae
farmer reports having thirty-seven, and
has but two left. The lowest I huve
heard of was thirteen, and seven left.
[ attribute it to constipation. Visiting
my farm three days ago. I took about u
pound of sulphur and ordered a spoon-
ful fed to each sow twice a day in her
feed. Another thiog—I found the milk
returned from the creamery mixed
with corn and ground ousts had soured in
the troughs. [ gave instructions for the
troughs to be cleaned and the feed kert
sweet, and to feed no more than would
be eaten up clean; if a little more was
wanted, it was better than to overfeed.
How my plan is working [ have not
learned as yet.

We are haviog remarkable weather for
g0 early in the season. It has been sum-
mer for several days—thermometer 60
degrees for several morniogs at sunrise,
and at noon S0 degrees, and on the 15th
90 d ! That heat brought us
thunder snd ruin in the evening, but no
great quantity of ruin.—Cor. Country

A GRATIFYING SURPLUS.

It appears by the lsst census that there
are fifty thousand more women than men
in the state of New York. $houghtless
or losccurate persons might say that
New York had fifty thousand super-
fluous women, or fifty thonsand women
to spare, but neither of these modes at
all expresses the condition of the state.
Possibly the state has some superfluous
women whom she can spare, but that
does pot appear in the statement of the
census, nor does it follow naturally or
by compulsion upon the fact that she
has fifty thousand more women than
men. Years sgo, when New York was
one of the “Middle States,” we who live
in it were wont to read with something
like consternation of the disparity in
numbers between men and women in
Mussachusetts. We felt called upon to
bewail the lot of the thousands of maids
in that commonwealth, for whom in the
penuriousness of nature no yoke-fellows
had been provided. We were sorry for
a state in which such conditions could
obtain. We were sorry for so many women
necessarily unhusbanded. We wondered
who would support them, and rather pit-
ied the Muassachusetts men—what there
were of them—for having so considerable
# burden put on their shoulders. Are any
such sentiments entertained to-day about
the fifty thousand unmarried women in
New York? Is uny one sorry for New
York because of this discrepancy? Per-
haps s0. There are always people who
laugh in the wrong place, and mischance
their lamentations with the same obtuse-
pess,  But certaloly nobody ought to
feel sorry for New York, and no truly
sensible people do feel so.  Fifty thou-
sand extra men in the state might be
fifty thousand men too many, sod peo-
ple might fidget with some resson over
such a preponderance of males,  Ntates
wherein there ure many extra men sre
not very comfortableto live in: every
one knows that.  But a state which sees
all its men provided for and has fifty
thoussnd women left over is felt now-
adays to be io a condition of comfort as
to the present and of hopefulness as to
the future.  An accumulation of women
is regarded with complacency, as an ac-
cumulation of capital might be, and con-
fidence 15 feit that neither one will be
allowed to rest idle,
