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POTATO CULTURE.

A valusble Farmers® Bulletin, No. 35,
has been issued from the Dermut of
Agriculture, prepared by J. F. Duggard

from data found in the work of the sev-
erul experiment stations, giving this par-
ticular matter attention. We have room

only for the following :
SUMMARY.

1. A rich, sandy loam, well drained
and well supplied with vegetable matter
is the best soil for the potato. Stiffer
land may be improved as a potato soil
by green manuring sod drainage, and
lighter soils can often be made sufficient-
ly rich by the addition of green manures
sud fertilizers.

2. Powstoes should not, as & rule, be
grown cootiouously on the same land,
vut shouid be alternated with other
crops. Barnyard manure may be freely
used, but should, 2 & rule, be applied to
previous crops in the rotation.

J. It commercial fertilizers are used
a mixture containing pitrogen in form
of nitrate of sods, phosphoric acid as
superphosphate, and potash as sulphate,
and in which potish predominates, is
reconmended.

i Preparation of the land should be
deep and thorough.

THE DEPTH OF SEEDING.

The Michigan experiment station has
tested the different depths of seeding.
The trial was made on sandy loam and
clayey soils on depths of from one-half
fuch to twelve inches. Thirty seeds
were planted. Of these twenty-six came
that were put one-half iuch deep for
wheat, twenty-cight one joch deep,
twenty-two two inches deep, twenty-one
four inches deep and thirteen six inches
deep germinated.

The best germination of flax wasat
oue inch in depth aod for corn the ame,
two seeds more comiog ai one inch io
depth than one-half fnch, At two inches
in depth six seeds less germinated than
at one, while at four ioches ten seeds
germiunated.

The best germination of barley was at
one-half ivch in depth, and of clover st
one ioch, at four inches and buck-
wheat at three inches.

Auything that may be penetrated by
a needlo is fuod for the sewing machine.
Some years ago when the domestic,
plain sewing, straight, single needls
machine represented the best there was
in the sowing machine line this state
ment, which is made on the authority
of an expert, would not stand the tost
of proof. But today sewing machines
make loop and chain stitches throogh
cloth of any kind and thickness, heavy
duck, wood veneers, leather, heavy car-
pets, rubber and anything that a needle
can go through

A woman who sits at home, with hes
foot working the treadle of a purring
mechanical seatnstress, may see the nee-
dle make 600 stitches a minute, This is
high speed compared with hand sewing,
baot ope of the great sewing machine
manufactories of the world recently con-
structed a wonder which zips through
8,500 stitches in 60 seconds.

That weans 14,000 separate and dia-
tinct movements in the stitch making
part of the machine, for each complete

HOW TO REMOVE WALL PAPER.

To remove wall paper easily, make &
hot paste of flour and @ over the
old paper. The paste remains damp
longer than clear water would, giving
more chance for the paper to become
soft. 'This is one of the secrets of the
paper-hangers.
