cording to the thickness of the thread
required, are taken and passed through
guides on to a single bobbin.

They adhere together, and are wound
off, con<tituting a thread of wood-silk,
which before being used has to be
chiemically treated, s0 us 0 Temove the
last traces of the nitric acid, and render
the ik uninflammable, aod then the
hunks are passed between revolving roll-
erz to give the fibre that wonderfully

new artificial silk, which, as it takes the
colors of the dyer most perfectly, and
has an extremely rich appearance, leaves
nothing to be desired.

The silk so obtained is somewhat
analogous iu its character to other prep-
aratlons which are made of dissolved
woody fibre, such, for example, as gun-
cotton or the imitation ivory which is
pow 80 largely employed for billiard
balls, kuoife handles, shoe lifters and
similar articles. As far as the textile
strength of the new material is con-
cerned, it appears to be somewhat less
strong than that of the natural siik,
possessing only about four-fifths of its
tenacity.

Speculation is already rife az to the
effect that this new production will have
upon the various textile manufactures of
Eugland. That these cffects will be
very grest, and will produce s revolu-
tion in the cooditions of the silk and
weaving trades, is almost undoubted.
The success of the manufacture is not
problematical ; the material has already,
48 we have said, been largely used in
Paris, and has been extensively, though
in many cases unconsciously, sold In
loondon. When this silk comes to be
produced, which it can be in unlimited
quantities, it will be employed in the
varions fabrics which are now wholly or
partially prepared from silkworm silk,
and thus it will be used by a large num-
ber of people to whom the present price
of silkis prohibitory.—London Queen.

The Cucumber NSponge.

In the cucumber sponge (Eupleo-
tella cucutnber) we have a gpecimen of
one which lles upon the mud after the
manner of its namwesake, which it some-
what rescmbles.  Perbaps, however, the
most beantiful of all these silicious
sponges is Euplectella aspergillum, or,
as it 14 commonly ealled, Venus' flow-
er basket. 1t is like a beautiful born
ef glassy fibers or a graceful bouguet
holder. The first specimen of this sponge
in England came into the possession of
the late Professor Owen in 1541, It was
held by bim as o great treasure. It was
soon folluwed by a fow more specimens,
which were sold in the market at about
£6 apiece, but now that they have been
found to be so plentiful they may be
bougbt for as many shillings. These
spongex were found by the Challenger
expedition to be growing in vast aband-
anee in certain spots in the deep waters
among the Philippine islands and also
off the coast of Brazil *“‘They live
buried in mud which is so soft and loose
as not to crush them or in any ‘Wway to
finpede the assumption of their elegant
form, and they are supported in their
position and prevented from sinking by
a fringe of glassy spicules,

““The tube of this specimen from the
Philippines. after the death of the
sponge, is frequently inhabited by one,
sometimes by a pair, of decapod crusta-
seaps. ' He reminds one foreibly of the
hermit crab we have all seen living in
degd shells upon our own shores
“These, " says the same author, *'are so
often found together that only a few years
8RO 1 paper was written to show that this
sponge was a wonderful habitation con
structed by this crab."'—Good Words
