KILLING THE WEEDS. 
With the seed nil in the ground the 

busiuess of the farmer and hi* help is 
now killing weeds. The word hoeing Is 
a misnomer, :»ud has misled many a 

laborer as to the purpose of the work 
tut hi* he a designated by that word. 
It is not hoeing tlie plant at all—the 
corn, the potatoes and the beans—that 
we are after. It Is simply to kill the 
weeds that art· out of place among the 
crops growlug. In our long experience 
with hired help on the farm this has been 

I one of the hardest of lessons for them to 
learn. The impression seems to he and 
is hard for them to overcome th >t the 
valuable plants art; the ones to receive 
at'ention rut her than the weeds. A< » 

con-«tjueuce the plants are hoed and the 
weeds too inuchov< rlookedor neglected. 

When work has |w-en done as it ought 
U» be the soil h.is been thoroughly stir- 
red, fined Htid smoothed before the seed 
is pUnted. Th.it kind «»f work, then, 
calls for n<> more attention. Onee done 
it Is don·· fora whole season and do··· 
not go luck on you for that year. So 
there is no call for digging, deep-work- 
ing of the soil after the seed is planted. 
The seedbed his already h'-en prepared 
and is now only to be left for the root- 
let· of the growing plttnt* to burrow in 
according to their own peculiar lis bits. 
All disturbance of them and their habits 
works damage. 

Thus it is plain to t>e seen that this 
killing the weeds, misnamed hoeing, 
which is now to largely claim the at- 

tention of the farmer for a month to 

iHime, has to do only w ith the surface 
of the soil. With this in mind the phllo- 
sophy of modern appliances and the 
latent methods of doing this work Is at 

once apparent. All we are after Is to 

kill the weeds and let the plants grow. 
Thi- ><· be«C and easiest done by simply 
stirring the surface soil when the wteds 
have but just started into growth. AU 
weeds coming from seeds scattered in 
the -oil are easily destroyed in this »*v 

at this early st »ge of their growth. To 
be effective, however. It is uecessurv 
that the work be entered upon early 

ι after the plntiting and repeated often. 
I "he roung weeds hut just *tarting into 

1 growth will the*i hive h«d time to get J 
j rooted in the -oil.

several years. 

Λ crop of clover that gives a yield as j 
hay may leave in the roots and sod much j 
valuable nitrogen as a supply for some ; 

succeeding crop, ail of which lessen ex-j 
pentes in the future by reducing the 

proportion of labor or manure which 
would otherwise be required. 

1'refits on the farm are. consequently, 
much greater when the averages for j 
several years are compared, as each | 
year must bear its proportion of ex- 

pense, and a failure to receive a profit ! 
this year may not be » loss, because 
there "may be a corresponding reduction 
of expenses next year. 

Nor must we overlook the advantage 
of the opportunity offered the farmer of 

selling his own labor in the form of some 

pioduct. When a farmer makes only a 

small profit, but has derived a fair sum ; 

for the labor he i>crsoually bestowed, 
his g.iln i* greati r than the actual profit. 
The farm has increased in value as the 
litbor or manure or other accretion has 
failed to yield its ju»t return on the 
farm.—New Kngland Farmer.

stop, expressing the belief that the 
world's Ικίβι iuterest consist- in pressing 
forward education for ail the classes. 
The uneducated classes will be a« great- 
ly benefited by the spread of education 
as those receiving it. If it rot»« the 

country of some of its son», it relieves it 
of surplus producers.—Mirror and 
Farmer. 

THE FLAT-HEADED BORER. 
The destruction caused by this insect 

in young apple orchards, duriug the 

past few years, in many states, is per- 
fectly astonishing. The death of many 
young trees is often laid to the nursery- 
man «hen it is in truth due to the borer. 
The pest can be easily handled. The 
adult is u small beetle which can be seen 

any warm day iu .lune. It is «juite 
noticeable on account of its beautiful 
greenish color. They are about halt the 
si/e of a | otato bug and as a rule lay 
eggs ou the trunks of the tree near the 

ground; still I have found them as high 
as the fork. They prefer a weak or 

sickly tree but if conditions are favora- 
ble uo tree will stand their ravages. 
The eggs are laid in June and July, and 
in a few days the borers enter the trees 

and work just under the fork, always on 

the south side of the truuk, aud in a few- 
weeks will have committed such havoc 
that the tree has been ruined beyond 
recovery. 

As these borers cannot work success- 

fully iu the shade, anything that will 
shade the truuk will check them. Some 
orchardists use lath protectors; others 
wrap the trunks with straw or building 
paper; but I have fouud the most effect- 
ive and cheapest method was to dissolve 
a bar or two of eoap to a pail of water, 
add to this two tablespoonfuls of crude 
carbolic acid, mix well, then with a 
whitewash brush wash all the trunks 
early in June, aud during the fore part 
of July give them a second application. 
You will then have no reason to fear 
borers, as this mixture will only prevent 
them, but many other insects, from 
troubling the young trees.—Homestead. 

RIVALRY AMONG ROADMASTERS. 
In some English counties prizes are 

offered for the section of the road which 
is kept in the best order throughout the 
year. There is an honorable rivalry 
among the roadmasters for obtaining 
these rewards, and the winners are 

proud of their distinction as champion 
road mrudcrs. When all the roads are 

pre-eminent for their excellence, it can- 
not be any easy matter for the most 
critical committee to make the awards, 
but the effect of the com|»etition is to 

put every man on his mettle and so In- 
crease the efficiency of the road service.

TI1E DAY 

Wednesday opened with a salute "f ar- 

| tUlery and bell* at sunrise, which was 

repeated at n«H>n and sunset. The out- 
look. J.Ï far as weather was concerned, 
was gloome. We had been having a 

"spell of weather." and not a gleam of 
sunlight penetrated the clouds and rain; 
but between 9 and 10 o'clock the clouds 
b«'jcan to break away, the sun gradually 
struggled through, and the day proved 
to be, after all, a very good one. 

Somewhere about ft,OOU people «aw 
Bethel's centennial celebration, but the 
number would tiave been enormously 
increa.««Hi if the preceding day had l»een 
fair, or even If the sky had cleared two 
or three hours earlier in the morning. 

THE DECORATIONS. 
In spite of the unpromising weather,

lutes her children -l.VHl," and on the 
other, "Dear Old Bethel." The other 
arth. at the foot of Broad Street, was of 
exergreen, aud was inscribed on one 

side, 'Hireetlngs to all our guests," and 
on the other, "Home, sweet home." Λ 
large mmil>er of residences and places 
of business were also decorated with 
tlags and bunting, and when the sun at 

la*t ι hone (Hit, the town presented in- 
deed a brilliant ap|>earance. Most of 
the decorating was done by A. B. Allen 
Λ < o. of l.ew iston, though several under- 
took the work for themselves. The most 
elaborate piece of decoration it» the place 
was the summer residence of A. T. Kowe 
on Broad Street.

THE FREE DINNER 

was served at the Rialto. the old skating 
rink, where tables were set above and 
below, and nearly a thousand people 
could be fed at one time. Sandwiches, 
pastry and fruit In abundance, and some 

of the beet coffee that ever graced a 

table. It was an excellent dinner, and 

nearly if not quite three thousand peo- 
ple partook of it. 

THE AFTERNOON. 

About 2 o'clock Chandler's Band as· 

sembled in the staud erected for the oo- 
cation on the common, and played several 
«elections. The Bryant's Pond Band 
assembled in front of the hall of Brown 
Post, which was Grand Army head- 
quarters for the day, and after playing 
a few patriotic airs, led the veterans to 
the stand where the exercises of the 
afternoon were to be held. 

The skv had by this time become 
bright aud clear, and the northwest wind 
was so strong that it Interfered some- 
what with the speaking, and the crowd, 
instead of assembling ou the common, as 
was the intention, had to gather in the 
street on the other side, and the speak- 
ing was from what was intended as the 
back of the stand. 

At 2:20 the audience was called to 
order by Hon. K. W. Woodbury, chair- 
man of the day, and Hev. Israel Jordan 
of the Congregational church offered an 

earnest prayer. 
The act of incorporation of the planta- 

tion of Sudbury, Canada, as the town of 
Bethel, In the county of York and Com- 
monwealth of Massachusetts, dated 
June 10, 1790, was read by Leander T. 
Barker, town clerk. 

Judge Woodbury then extended a 

cordial welcome to all present—to the 
étranger as well as those who were to 
the manor born, quoting the words of 
one of our gifted poets :

Judge Woodbury paid tribute to 
Bethel's wonderful natural beauty of 
situation, and to the manv men who, 
having gone out from Bethel, have plac- 
ed laurels on her brow. Hespokeof the 
importance of the birthday of a town, 
and dwelt upon the fact that the town is 
the embodiment of true democracy. He 
called Bethel "the most charming, home- 
like, health-giving town in Maine." He 
gave no historical address. as that work 
had already been done by others, but 
confined himself to a brief mention of 
some of the facts of the town's early 
history, and closed thus :

Lfy one » d top of the other and 
serve. I'se one »|uart of berries. The 

shortening may be all butter, or half 
Uni and half butter. 

STRAWBERRY SALAD. 

Put the strawberries In a glass dish 
w ith alternate layers of pulled pineapple. 
The fre*h i* better, but the canned pine- 
«pple may be us» d. It should be pulled 
inste id of sliced, because the slices re- 

taiu too much of the tough fibre. There 
are uo two flavors that combine more 

perfectly than of those the strawber- 

ry and the pineapple. When the pyra- 
mid is completed, the strawberries, of 

course, on the top. pour over the whole 
the straiued juice of three lemons and 
two oranges, sweetened to taste. Keep 
it on ice until ready to place on the 
table. 

STRAWRtKRY SHERBET. 

l*ut one tablespoonful of gelatine to 

soak in a little cold water. To one pint 
of strawberry juice add two cupful* of 
sugar and the juice of two lemons. Pour 
oue cupful of boiling water over the 
cooked gebtiue, snd when dissolved add 
it to the berry juice with three cupfuls 
of cold water and freeze.—Good House- 
keeping.
