ENGLAND WOULD CONTROL US.

One of the boldest mendacities of the
sllverites Is that silver is American;
xold. lish; that silver stands for

merican dence of foreign finan-
clal rule; gold, for the subjugation of
American finances to English bankers
and their Wall Street hirelings. Nothiog
could be more opposed to fact. Should
the free coinage of silver become law,
the first effect would be In the disappear-
ance of gold from circulation ; for no one
would pay out a gold dollar worth 100

countries where it is recognized and used
as coins. England, the richest of nations,
would get the most of it. The addition
of the gold of America to her own sup-
ply would fortify her position as mistress
of the exchanges of the civilized world,
for all exchanges are, and must continue
to be, in gold so Ionlz a8 the gold na-
tions have the controlling wealth. The
addition of the American gold would
virtually give England & ‘‘corner” in
the metal. She would be enabled to fix
the price to the United States, to Mexico,
and to the silver republics of South
America, just as she has already fixed
the price to India, to Egypt, and to her
other dependencies.

In adopting silver the United States
surrenders its financial selt inte the
hands of England. So long as the United
States maintsing the gold standard, so
long it preserves financial independence
and financial standing and power among
the commercinl powers of Christendom.
Surrender gold, and the country forth-
with becomes the slave of the gold coun.
tries; for gold will econtinue to rule in
spite of the declurations of the silver
howlists. Free silver, therefore, does
not mean finuneial independence, but,
on the contrary, the surrender of tinan-
cial independence and the voluntsry
seceptance of fuancial servitude. The
actudl value of the silver dollar would
be controlled, snd changed at will, by
England scting as the agent of the gold
countries.——New Haven Journsl and
Courier,

CORN AND BEANS,

BAkEDp CORN.--Remove all but the
inver husks, turn these down and re-
move the silk, replace the husks, tie the
end and lay the corn in a hot oven.
Bake about u minutes or until there
is no uncooked taste.

Prepare in the same way and lay them
ona wire broiler over hot coals. A
slight scorching will do the corn no
harm, but rather improves the flavor,
making it nearly as good as when roast-
ed before an open camp fire, or in the
hot ashes of & wood fire on the hearth.

CorN AND TOMATOES.—Cook half a
cup of thinly sliced onion in two table-
spoonfuls butter for five minutes with-
out coloring, then put in one piat of
sliced fresh tomatoes and stew until the
tomatoes are soft. Season with half u
teaspoonful salt, o1 e saltspoonful paprika
und one teaspoonful sugsr. Cut off on»
pint of sweet corn from the cob, season
it with one level tablespoonful sugar and
half a teaspoonful s 1t and mx it
with the tomatoes, then add two well
beaten eggs, turn into a buttered dish
and bake sbout filteen minutes.

GREEN CORN CAkEs or MocK Oys-
1Eks.—These are so delicious when
tightly made, and so unlike the genulue
article when carelessly put  together,
that 1 am reminded to give guite explicit
directions, more perhaps as to “what not
to do,” for there is really very little of
the “what to do.”

ln the first place, do not make them of
the cold boiled corn left from yvesterday.
I'se that in some other way. The corn
must be uncooked, ;

second, do not add milk unlesza you
are more for quantity than quality.
Ihe natural uncooled julce from the
corn iz all the liquid pecessary, and
needs only a little flour to help in thick-
ening. Some recipes call for a cup of
milk, and s0 much flour has to be used
to thicken this milk, that the cooked
mixture i= more like & common griddle
cake, the sweet flavor of the corn being
almost destroyed.

Third, do not try to have every kernel
distinet, or be 20 economical with the
«orn that part of the cob is cut off with
the Kernels,

This is the way to do it. Cut through
each row of kernels of the uncooked
corn with the point of a very sharp
knife, If the Kerpels are quite large, It
may be well also to shave off a thin bit,
taking two rows at once, but remember
t must be but a shaving, merely to help
in letting out the pulp. Then with the
side of the knife press out all the milky
pulp, leaving as much of the hull as
pra=ible on the ¢oh

I have used u conrse grater, but found
it grated cob as well as corn, amd a Knil
had to be used afterwards, or ¢lse much
of the milk wes wasted,

IMhwse @ the proportions, To ‘one
pint of corn polp, add two well beaten
gre. Volks and whites separately, half
i teaspoonful of salt, half a saltspoonful
f pepper, snd two tablespoonfuls of
flour, or just e¢nough to Keep the corr
sbd v together. Less flour mav be
used when the corn is old and the juice
is thick. ‘They may be fried in butter or
salt pork fat; use rather more fat thap
for frying common griddle cakes. Drop
from a tablespoon on the hot fat and
turn when nicely brow ned.

Vury them occasionally by using
fouble the smount of seasoning and
fry them in small oval shape: they will
hen have a fhawvor guite like oysters,

They are sometimes made slightly
thicker and dl-.lp]wli into .-Ilnn!il'\ of
hot fat and called corn fritters, but the
first method is more hygienic.

A fair proportion for these would be,
wdd to the recipe for corn oysters, one
cup of milk, one cup of flonr and one
caspoonful of baking powder.  The
wmount of milk needed will vary with
the molsture of the corn. ]-'rr al-[-mm-
ful and if it be too stiff, add more milk,
and if it will not hold together in the
hot fat. add more flour.

And unless the beans are cooked soft
enough to slightly thicken this little
smount of liguid they will be rather in-
sipid.  Add a little cream or butter, aalt
and s half teaspoonful of sugar.

SUCcorasi.—Many recipes for suc-
cotash direct that the raw corn and beans
be cooked together, but this seems un-
wize, for the beans require to be cooked
much louger than the corn.
wuried sweet corn and dried
used for winter succotash they may be
stewed together after being soaked and
parboiled separately.

I'he small Lima beans, or a variety
known in New England usthe Sieva
benns, more delieate than the Lima, are
the best for succotash. The Goddard, a
kidney shaped bean, very rich and dark
colored, the white case knife aod the
well known cranberry bean muy also be
used.

It is not well to put salt in the water
at first, ns the beans should be served
with only a little liquid, and as the water
boils away it leaves them usually too salt.

Cook the beans in boiling water fifteen
minutes, then add o pinch of soda and
drsin io a colander. Put them on sgain
in fresh boiling water with the scraped
corncobs, and cook until the beans are
nearly tender, then remove the cobs, let
the water boil pearly away, and add the
scraped corn and cook from five to fif-
teen minutes according to the size of the
corn. Add suflicient milk or cream to
moisten, aud sugar, =alt, pepper sand
butter to taste. Usecqual parts or twice
as much corn a8 beans.

PUREe OoF SWEET CorN.—Put one
pint of raw sweet corn pulp and one cup
of milk in the double boiler and cook
half an hour, then rub through a puree
strainer pressing all the pulp through.
Put it on to boi! sgain and add one pint
of thin cream. Thicken it with one tea-
gpoonful of flour cooked in one teaspoon-
ful of butter, and season to taste with
salt, pepper and a little sugar.

CrEAMED CORN.—This is especially
for those who canuoot eat it from the cob.
Score and scrape the corn from gix ears
of raw corn. Put the cobs into eold
water just enough to keep them from
burping and cook tweoty minutes. Re-
move the cobs and add the corn pulp to
the water; there should be barely
enough to moisten the corn. Let the
pan stund back where it will keep hot
but cannot burn., Stir it often, and
when done add half a cup of cream, sea-
200 to taste with salt, pepper and a bit
of sugur and serve.—American Kitchen
