There Works of Art, Not Monstrosities,
Are Produced - How the Descendants of
the Old Venetian Glsssworkers Make
Heantiful Articles of Use and Ornament.

Among the lagoons, nearly due north
of Venice, in the island of Murano
there lives a race of men who seem to
have a great future, They are the de-
seendants of the old. Venetian  glass-
workers, and of late years they have
been reviving the ancient art, which
made Murano famous in the past, of
glassblowing.

The old Venetian glass was what is
commonly ealled blown, but the name
gives a very small idea of the manufac-
ture, (ilass has certain characteristics
which give it its true beanty and value
for art purposes, and though you may
negleet these and foree it to make forms
utterly foreign to . its nature you an
producing not works of art, but mon-
strositics. Whatever glass may be, it
is in it natural state not erystalline, so
thut nature is outraged when we grind
it into sharp angular forms that belong
rather tootbiruaiorials. The old Vene
tian gl 1 ~%1, bright, vitreous in
appearsncs and stained with the richest
pessible colers, and all these gualities
are retained in the newly revived man-
ufacture at Murano.

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A Four Legged Bird.

The crested hoazin of British Gui-
ana, the enly survivor of a race of birds
which are known as fossils, is deseribed
in The Popular Science News. The
hoazin inhubits the most sceluded for-
ests of South Ameriea, and its survival
beyond its congeners is doubtless owing
to its retiring habits and the fact that
it feeds on wild arum leaves, which
gives its flesh a most offensive flavor,
rendering it unfit for food.

The chief peculiarity of the boazin
consists in the fact that when it is
hatched it possesses four well developed
legs. The young birds leave the nest
and elimb about like monkeys cver the
adjoining limbs and look more like tree
toads than birds

isting birds. "

The first consider that the right trudi-
tions of orunment have been given vice
and for all and need onuly be folloved
with ever increasing skill and techiical
perfection.  The second feel that new
departures are necessary if the art is to
respond to modern needs. The conserva-
tives restrict their ornaments to the
strictly traditional. Admitting no for
ther novelty than that which consists in
fresh adaptations of the same Srools,
the reformers will sooner get ont uf the
lines hitherto recognized as legitimare
than continue to work in the well
worn grooves,  Itis the old opposition
between “les  classiques'  and  “les
jeunes, " often recurrent in the literary
history of France, and permeating, as it
would seem, the whole artistie life of
the country in a way that has no parallel
here. Such a cleavage, well defined
among poets and painters of the mo-
ment, is thus repeated in miniature in
the humbler arts, greatly to their benefit
and to that of the public as well—
Seribner's.

Developing s Cathodograph.

In developing a cathodograph picture
it is noticeable that the development
goes on all throngh the film, back as
well as front. This is not the case with
ordinary camera exposures, which de-
velop from the front toward the back of
the plate.  The behavior noted is with
the cathodograph an indication of the
fact that the sensitive film itself is
largely transparent to the cathode rays,
and therefore lets them through without
fully utilizing them. If they could all
be absorbed and made to do chemical
work, our time for making an impres-
sion would be much abbreviated. —Eli-
hu Thompson in Century.

WHAT HE THINKS ABOUT SOME MATTERS
OF I"OSSIBLE LEGISLATION.

MasoN, Nov. 9, 1806,
Editor Democrat

I have seen in the columns of several
different papers, articles in regard to the
changes the next leglslature may make
in our laws. Now it seems wrong to me
that so much valuable time should be
spent making and changing laws solely
for the benefit of sportsmen and pleasure
seekers, inatead of for the benefit of the
farmer, property owner and taxpayer.
[ &m no lawyer that understands fram-
ing laws, but & plain farmer, but I think
there are changes that could be made
that would be beneficial to the inhabit-
ants f some of the small towns bick in
the wildwood of Maine.

First, our game laws. As they now
are, they work solely to the benefit of
sportsmen from away. Now the inhabit-
ants of this town are mostly law-abid-
ing people. During close time they al
low the game to increase and molest it
not, in hopes that when it is open time,
they can have the privilege of getting at
least one deer, but do they get them? |
should say not. The hunters begin to
flock in by the middle of September, and
by the first of October it is not only use-
less but dangerous for a man that does
uot want to get shot to go in the woods
at all.

Now, why should not hunters from a-
way., when they come to stay in the woo is
a week or n month, be obliged to first ob-
tain a permit from the selectmen of the
town, and pay a fair price for it?¥ And
every ong  that builds a hunter’s camp
in a town should first obtain a permit
and pay asccording to the number of men
that occupy it. By that means we might
rect ive & small income from a class of
men that otherwise would not be a bjt of
benefit to the place.

Next, our forest fire law. As [ under-
stand it, the town has to fight the fire
and pay the bills, while the owners of
the land can stand and look on without
lifting & hand, or paying a cent more
than their tax.

pint of milk, three tablespoonfuls of
sugar, three tablespoonfuls of corn-
starch, one-half of a saltspoonful of salt,
three eggs, one teaspoonful of vanilla.
Scald the milk and otir into it the corn-
starch, dissolved in a little cold milk.
Cook fifteen minutes, then add the egg
yolks and sugar beaten together and the
salt. Stir until it thickens again, then
add the whites of the eggs which have
twen beaten to a stiff, dry froth. Mix
well together and stir over the fire for
one minute, then take off, add the vanilla
and turn into wetted molds. Serve cold
with cream.

Crcres A La MamyLasp.—Select
voung, tender chickens, clean and dis-
jolot them. 'ut four tablespoonfuls of
lard in & frying-pan, and when it smokes
lay in the pieces of chicken and fry until
well  browned, turniog them often.
Ihey will take from fifteen to twenty-
five winutes to cook, according to size,
\s each plece s cooked remove to a
neated pan or dish and stand where all
will keep warm. When all are done
pour off the greater part of the fat, re-
turn to the tire and dredge in sutlicient
flour to absorb all that remains. Add
oue cuplul or more of cream, stir until
it bolls, season and cook flve minutes.
Have ready some firm, cold cornmeal
mush. Cut In thick slices, then into
diamond-shaped pieces; dip in beaten
eggk, roll io flour and fry in butter. Dish
the chicken, pour over it the gravy,
sprinkle with finely chopped parsiey
and gurnish with the fried mush.

PUREE OF OvsTERs.—Put fifty oysters
with their liquor over the flre in an
wale O pory lain-lined sSauCepal. Heat
to the sealding poiot, then turn ioto a
strainer, draining off the liquor. Chop
the oysters as fioe as possibie with a sil
ver kuife, then pouna them to s pulp
with & wooden potato beetle. Return
the oyster liquor to the fire and skim it
when it bolls.  Add onetablespoontul of
putter and one tablespoouful of flour,
rubbed together to a paste, and stir until
thick and smooth. Add the oyster pulp
sud rub all through a puree sleve.  Re-
turn to the fire, addiog one pint of
cresm.  Season with salt and cayenne;
wdd apother half cupful of cream, beat
well with an egg beater for a moment
wod serve with croutons.

Littie CaraMierl Proppizes —Into
cleap, dry frying-pan put one-half of.a
cupful of granulated sugar and set on
the side of the fire where It will melt
dJowly., No water is to be added, and
by the time the sugar is entirely melted
the syrup should be of a clear, golden
If the fire is too hot the
syrup will be too dark and the burnt
favor pronounced. Have ready
some small cups or thimbale molds. Pour
« little of the caramel in each, turning
them round and round in order to coat
the sides and bottom as evenly as possi-
ble.

mix well. Add one pint of milk and vpe
tenspoonful of vanilla and stir occazion-

hey are firm in the centre. If baked
too fast they will be full of bubbles.
When done pass a koife round the sides
and turn out on individual plates. The

Hesat a tablespoonful of butter
in a frying-pan and fry in it the bread,
using & cake turper or broad-bladed
knife, in order to avoid breaking the
pieces. Serve with butter or cinnamon
and sugar.

ORANGE PUpDING.—Squeeze sullicient
orspges to give two-thirds of cupful of
juice und ot lewons ope-half that amount.
I"ut the fruit juices with one cupful of
water in assucepan and sweeten to taste.
When the mixture boils stir in three
tablespoonfuls of cornstarch which has
been moistened with a little cold water.
Cook ten minutes, then stir in quickly
the whites of three eggs which have
been beaten to u stift froth. Stir over
the fire for two minutes, then have ready
4 wetted mold. Put in it a layer of the
pudding, then some slices of orange, and
fill up the mold io this way. Serve with
a custard made of the yolks of the eggs,
two tablespoonfuls of sugar, one pint of
milk and a little grated orange rind.

Wuite Loar CAKE.—~One cupful of
butter, two cupfuls of sugar, three cup-
fuls of flour, whites of fourteen eggs,
one teaspoonful extract of almond.
Cream the butter, add the sugar and
cream again. Alternate with the flour
and the stifly beaten whites. Flavor
and best hard for twenty minutes. Line
the pans with buttered paper and bake
in a slow oven.

wWeite Loa¥ CAKe (2).—Cream to-
gether ope-half of u cupful of butter and
one and one-half cupfuls of sugar. Add
one-half of & cupful of milk, one scant
teaspoonful of almond extract and two
cupfuls of sifted flour. Beat well, add
the whipped whites of four eggs and one
heaping teaspoonful of baking powder.
Beat again and bake in & moderate oven.

WHITE LoAF CARE (3).—Cream three-
quarters of x cupful of butter with two
cupfuls of sugar; add alternately one-
half of a cupful of milk and two and
one-half cupfuls of sifted Aour. Flavor
with almend or vanills, add the whites

of eight eggs beaten to a very stifl

froth and two teaspoonfuls of baking
powder. Beat again for a moment and
bake in a moderate oven.

Cup CAKE.—Cream well together one
cupful of butter and two cupfuls of
sugar. Add the besten yolks of four
eggs, one-quarter of & teas nful of
salt, the grated rind and juice of one
lemon. Stir in alternately three cupfuls
of flour and one cupful of milk. Beat
well for five minutes, add the whip
whites of the eggs and two teaspoonfuls
of baking powder. Beat for a moment
and bake in aloaf in a moderate oven
about forty-five minutes.—Table Talk.
