THE FARMER'S FARE. 
It I» within the memory of moot of u· 

that the farmer's table whs mainly sup 
plied from the farm, at least to the ex 
tent of th«· moat, fruit and itfrtiblM 
and it would have been considéré»! reck 
less extravagance to buy any of the** 
article* for use in the farmer's family 
When a sheen, calf or pljr was killed th« 
meat was distributed throughout tlx 
neighborhood to be replaced when an 

other farmer of this co-operative asso 

ciatioo performed a similar act. In th< 
fall a beef animal and one or mon· fa 
hog* were butrhered and the variou* 
part* were silted, pickled, smoked 
ground into sausage or froz»n. and th< 
farmer*· family had a variety of iu-at, 
for four months at least, without patr<>o 
liing the butcher's cart, and ot far bet 
fer <jua!i'\ than they would hive had II 
they did. The same general plan in re 

gard to other table supplies was adoptee 
and they had the best of these thing< 
without noticing the cost as is the cast 

when purchased in the market. 
All this is chauged and the farmer de- 

pends u|«hi the middle man for nearly 
all -uch supplies. Peddlers find theii 

way daily into nearly every farming 
community with a supply of edibles foi 
the table in almost as great variety a? 

are to be found in the market, and th« 
farmer ha* come to be about a·» débrid- 
ent upon them as are the people without 
farms. This is all very convenient, but 
it takes ih- a mei*. htrds irnl <a«h to 

pay for things that should have been 

produced upon the farm or at least some- 

thing to Uke their place should have 
bceu produced. 

It is all very well for the farmer wh<i 
has a special crop or special line of pro- 
duction to which he is giving special at- 

tention. and thereby making it profitable 
to «uch an exteut that these supplies can 

be more economically purchased, but 
this is not generally the case. The per- 
son who is fallowing the diversified 
farming, or wh> is doing no farming 
except to harvest what grows upon an 

lm|M»v· rished tnd weed-grown f*rm 
ran not afford to purchase all his table 

supplies from tne peddler's wagon. 
The farmer who sells his lambs for 

a head, and pays the butcher for a 

hind quarter of the same, isn't doing a 

paying business. A farmer can't afford 
to sell hi- pork for four cents a pound 
and pay 16 cents a poutul for a ham 
from the s-«nie hog a few weeks later, 
because it should Ih» a part of his busi- 
ness to kuow how to prepare and cure 

the ham as well as other cured meats. 

We cannot afford to raise milk and sell 
it at two cents a quart, and pay the 

money for strawberries at twice the 
ι-ost of their production. We cannot 
afford to sit around the corner grocery 
grumbling about the unprofitableness of 

farming when we should be growing 
some of the \»-r\ things that we an· de- 

pending upon the mtrket man for. 
lH>ubtIes« someone will «.ujfgest that the 

person wfio makes a sj»eci»lty of grow- 
ing these things can grow them cheaper 
than the farmer who does not, all of 
which is true, and is a convincing argu- 

ment. providing the farmer will produce 
M»m« thing to *«ΊΙ that is more profitable, 
and get the money with which to pur- 
chase the-e supplies.

tlu«-e Mimrrhing that pays better. 

In addition to the economic reasons 

for supplying the farmer's table from 
hi- farm anii garden, there i< the senti- 

mental side, which is of co little impor- 
tance. No |χ·Γ·οη in the world ever sat 

down to a dinner, however expensive, 
with such f»«e!ings of supreme satisfac- 

tion as does the tiller of the soil to a 

we!l-cook*d meal from the products of 
hi* -kill and industry, and he can, if he 

will, enjoy it every day in the year. 
When under these circumstances the 

farmer can sit down to the table with his 
family three times a day. he needs to 

worry but little about those matters 
which brin* so many business men to a 

premature old age. but who can take 
with thim at the Aral call no more of 

th»· wealth they have got than the 

sturdy old farmer who has fouud so 

much enjoyment in the cultivation of his 

farm, and in hi- table supplied in so 

bountiful and healthful a manner.—Mir- 
ror and Farmer. 

THE POULTRY YARD. 
If farmers and poultry men could get 

no grain to use for poultry they would 
Se surprised at the results when corn- 

lulled to feed other foods. But grain is 

ipparentlv the cheapest of all foods, and 
it cannot be driveu from its place. There 

•an be changes made in the modes of 

f»-eding grain, however, and that is 

-oui» thing that is being strongly urged. 
It i« not because grain i> used that the 
Nrai'T» have not always been so unfort- 
unate as to find their hens unproductive 
η w inter, but because it is believed to 

i>e cheaper than anvthing else, and is 

u*ed exclusively. Hut is it cheaper? 
Foods are cheap only in proportion as 

hey reduce the cost and increase the 

profits. 
If the hens do not lay no kind of food 

used can be considered cheap, but if 

hey produce t-ggs then the food is 

.•heap no matter what its cost may be. 

ts the capacity of consumption on the 

[•art of a flock is limited. if a hen lays 
wo tggs per week the first egg will pay 

for 11.»· gr.«in food if the prices are high. 
If a hen can be made to lay three eggs a 

λeek the profit will be doubled, though 
he h< η perform· only one-half the work 
idditional. 

Now, every poultryman and farmer 

should aim to get that one extra egg 

(►er week, as it w ill make a great differ- 
ence in the profit for a large flock. If a 

juart of grain is reduced to one pint, 
tnd half a pound of ground meat sub- 
stituted for the pint of grain removed. 
:he cost of the food will be slightly in- 

creased, but the effect on the fowls may 
t>e an increase of eggs, because they re- 

quire a substance not supplied by the 

ifrain, but which is found in the meat. 

1'he same rule applies to clover hay. It 

contains a large proportion of lime for 
ι he «hells, aud also promotes digestion. 
It is cheap aud wholesome, and will cost 

rveu less than grain. The majority of 

ftrmere content themselves with throw- 

ing out a meal of grain in winter and look 

for good results because they do not 

neglect their fowl», but while the gr»in 
assists in keeping them warm, yet the 

successful farmers will be those who u«e 

grain and give al*o a variety of other 

f'KHls to poultry. 
CLIPPINGS. 

We have an idea that we mike butter 

when we churn, but this is an error. The 

butter is being made from the time th« 

milk is drawn from the cow until it is 

churned, and the flavor the butter has at 

the time it is churned is due to the con- 

dition in which it has been kept while it 

was yet milk or cream. We are apt to 

take pains while churning, but pains at 

this time will be of no avail to make up 

for past errors. 

As the weather grows cooler there l· 

greater necessity for setting milk for 

cream as soon as possible after it is tak- 

en from the cow. Cooling it rapidly, a« 

the air is sure to do when a frosty tem- 

perature prevails, rapidly briogs what- 

ever cream the milk has to the surface 

If this is again mixed with the milt 

some of this cream will not rise again, 
The milking should be done in woodec 

pails rather than those of metal. There 

is no difficulty in keeping wooden mill 

pails sweet and St for milk if tbey an 

thoroughly washed and scalded ever) 
time milk has been emptied from them 

The tame washing and scalding U re 

quired for metal palls.

A STORMY Ι·ΑΜΑ<ίΚ.

Livkkiooi., Kx<;lam», Nov. 11, IS!*». 

Our misgiving* proved to Ik· correct, 
for v\ht·il but two days out the storcu 

which threatened gradually gathered, 
and though tossed and prostrated by the 
horrors of approaching sea-sickness, we 

tried to keep up courige with th·4 
hope that it would soon be over, but ill- 
ness» increased with the violence of the 
storm, and at last we sent for the ship's 
doctor—partly to hear some word of 

hope thst the elemouts might l»e soothed, 
rather than for any soothing of bodily 
ills, and perhaps to he*r once more the 
sound of our own voice, for it had been 

long weary hours that no hum-in face 
h id come to cheer our solitude, except 
th*t of the attendant whose multitudi- 
nous duties to others kept her on her 
rounds of duty almost constantly. 

Imagine yourself if you can, my friend, 
far out on the desohtc raging sea of 
waters, a thou«and miles from the near- 

est land, tossed and racked by the pains 
and agonies of fever and thirst and 
sicknes·», as well as by Uie angry feroc- 

ity of the rolling waves, with no friend- 
ly hand to soothe the aching head, or 

bring a cup of cold water to cool the 

parched and burning lips; ti»o weak to 

rai»e the head and touch the bell to call 
assistance. How often did the inarticu- 
late exclamation recur: "Oh, for * drink 
of water from Cooper's spring!" You 
can gues· how the four walls alinoat be- 
came a prison, and we called It In Im- 

j agination the padded ceil. 
As the doctor enters enveloped in 

; storm-proof garments, we a«k. trying to 

keep up a semblauce of unfailing spirits, 
if he has been walking on the water that 

1 he is thu* clad in "the trappings and 

j «uits of woe." He say*. "Not exactly 
on it, but In it," for the steerage decks 
below are flooded, and be has been down 

i there to care for the sick. He then asks 
i9 kk .. « iili «nvtliiiiff In his line, and w e 

say, No, unless he is a mind cure or

other science our··, and ran make us be- 
lieve the sea i« smooth a·» glass and we 

are not terrified out of our sense·. He 
I next asks if we have eaten anything, 
J and when the answer Is that we have 
had nothing we could eat, he seems sur- 

j prised that we could choose nothing 
I from their great variety. We answer 

! th<t their food is so much more highly 
1 seaaoued than ours iu America that it | 

d«H»s not tempt a sick stomach, so he ! 

promises to order some gruel. 
Then we f«eg for something to Induce I 

•deep, for thus far Morpheus has wooed 
in vain, even when Neptune was most 

gentle in his caresses. "Anything," we! 
«ay, to bring oblivion and rest, from the I 

continued thumping. pulsing ami throb- 

bing of the ship's machinery, whose 

every stroke bin our spinal column like a 

blow of the blacksmith at his anvil. He 
administers a few drops, which as soon 

as his back is turned are resurrected, and 
when tin· gruel comes, the stomach again 
mutinies, for it is exactly what we In 
America call paste, the same as that 
used by paper-hangers, and we cannot 
conceive why mortal man should w ish to 
eat such stu tl', unless to paper the w alls 
of his stomach. 

The glories and joy of a sea voyage, 
and the comradeships thus formed, had 
often been ρ tinted to us in glowing colors 

by frieuds who had crossed but as yet we 

btd failed to encounter any experience 
we would wish to repeat, or companion- 
ship that could not be dispensed with. 
The two beautiful girls before alluded 
to had disappeared, also the stately

; woman, but a man, and the only passen- 
ger aboard—having crossed twenty 
times before—w ho was not vanquished 
by the demon of the sea. Hearing of 

our severe aud weakened condition he 
had many times come to our door, but 

finding it closed had turned awav, not ( 

having the courage to shock the propri- 
eties by coming in; but this time, the 
door being open, and the pitiable condi- 
tion of the occupant being appar- 
ent, proprieties were flung to the winds, 
and he walked in. and after that, hands 
as soft and tender as a woman's bathed 

the throbbing temples, and administered 
cooling diinks to the parched lips, and 

every delicacy to tempt the appetite 
found its way to our side. When asked 

afterwards what nude him so good he 
answered that he thought of his own 

w ife and daughters.

It had always 
be*>n h hope that we might see one at a 

tuf* distance ! but to be in it and of it is 

something we never wish to repeat. No 
tongue of flame and pen of fire can do 

justice to the reality, and any feeble at- 

tempts to portray the fury, the ven- 

geance, the majesty, the power, the 

ferocity and the aw'fulness of an angry 
sea, can give no idea of the mighty 
waves as they leap up into the air 
mountains high and lash the sides of our 

good ship till she seems almost torn in 

shreds, and writhing and shrieking in 

the agonies of death as anon she climbs 
to the top of one gigantic wave, only to 

be dashed down again by another, this 
time it seems to the bottom of the sea, 

but again and again she struggles up, 
and again is hurled downward, then turn- 

ed on one side and then the other, her 

very portholes dragging fathoms, it 

seems, under water, an I as she lurches 
from side to side, crash after crash of 

falling timbers and masts on deck is 

heard, and every available thing inside 

as well, that can be wrenched from its 

before secure fastenings. 
The noble craft that before seemed so 

staunch, now seems but an eggshell. 
For two days and nights she made no 

headway at all, but stood in the same 

place, literally engaged in a hand-to- 
hand conflict w:ith the mighty waters. 

And now comes the roost tremendous sea 

of all, which seems to completely envel- 

ope aud engulf her from stern to stern, 
and the water pours down the stairways, 
through the passageways and into our 

very bed-rooms. We surely think onr 

hour has come, but they come to re-as- 

sure us and tell us there is no danger; 
but when with pale faces the attend tuts 

get down all the life preservers, and 
show us bow to pnt them on, we refuse 
to think longer that there is no danger, 
and illness is forgotten in the terror of 

the situation. 
For five days and nights this furious 

tempest raged, and not a goal on board, 
I except those who manned the ship, could 
I stand on his feet an instant without 

! dinger to life and limb, by being hurled 
to the floor or against the sides of the 

; boat ; and none of the passengers at- 

i tempted to leave their beds, where all 
1 available articles were utilize! to pad 
j the sides, to prevent the bruising of the 
lintd and limb·». Not an eye whs closed 
in sleep nil those long-to-be-remembered 
days and nights. 

The ship bud been turned into a hos- 
pital Htid h morgue, for two were deatl, 
one committed to the deep, nod one Car- 
ried in the lifeboat. in the ringing, 
changing It Into h deathhoat T*o more 

had been at death's door, and «II «ere 

exhausted and prostrated with the «.-fleets 
of this fearful experience. 

After this long week of buttling of th·· 
si Ip with the elements of destru lion, 
and of humsn souls with the great de- 
stroyer, there ar»· no words to describe 
the sensation when ;»t last one night at 

midnight the raging of the tempest was 

«tilled, and peace came over the face «»f 
the waters! And, though with It came 

that dense, impenetrable fog, which the 
mariner fears far more than storm or 

tempest—for even though they carry 
lights :tnd throw up rockets for cign ils, 
and ke» ρ the fog-horn sounding contin- 
ually, it Is impossible to see a yard be- 
fore the ship to avoid collision with 
other vessels—still we cared not then 
for auy thing but the relief that stillness 
gave to the body worn with tossing and 
tumult. 

The next morning was the Sabbath, 
beautiful and calm, and the bell sound· d 
to summon all to divine worship. Mere 
all differences are forgotten, for at the 
throne of grace one man is as good as 

another. All the sailors that were not 
on duty came in with their faces cleanly 
«haven, and neatly attired in their sailor 
costume·; all the second and third class 

passengers that wished to, and other at- 

tendants on the ship that could be spared 
If you Can have any Idea of heavenly 
tnuslc, then be sure that the voices of 
those sailors, lifted up in hymns of 

praise, as we lay on our couch, yet un- 

able to leave it, made the most angelic 
music that ever fell on our ears. The 

captain read the service, and in a few tit- 
ting words offered up thanks for tlx 
safe deliverance from the peril of the 
waters, and you may tie sure that all 
hearts responded "Amen."

of l'aria lo»es one of iu mo-: valued 
citizen>, and the state of Maine one who 
for tuanv years *»« *u active aud faith- 
ful public servant. Mr. Kipiey was 

f*>rn in Pari» in September. 1*1·, and 
was thu- itt the time of his death a little 
over 77 year- of age. Hi* father was 

I rial» Kipiey. and hi- mother was l.u- 
cinda. daughter of Je;>se Krigg-. Hi.* 
• arly life was :»peut upon hi- father's 
farm. His education was that furnished 
by the common school system of 60 
\ears ago, but he made good u*e of his 
opportunities and acquired a training 
which enabled h m to till ru«ην iiupor 
taBt positions ill his after life. At the 
age of about J1 he was married, aud 
-hortly after took charge of the old poe»r 
t trui. a position which he held for live 
ν ears. He afterwards became the land- 
lord of the I uiou H»u-e, aud of the Old 
>;age House on Pari- Hill, which po-i- 
iions he held for two or three years. In 
1 "♦'·! he w a- appointed priv tie messen- 

ger to the governor and council, a posi- 
tion which he held for seven years. 
After this he served for ten years as 

government storekeeper at Portland, to 
w hit h po-,ti<'ti he wa- appoiuted under 
Israel Washburu In 1*Ί> he bought 
the f irm upon which hi- family has lived 
-luce that time, and for the past 1> 
years his time h*s t**u giveu to its im- 
provement. He was born and bred a 

ft: mer. aud a farm» r he lived. He had 
a great intere-t in everything thu tend- 
ed to the improved)* ut of his land. He 
worked iutellig· ntly, aud the place on 

which he lived showed the result of his 
lahor. He was a good ex tin pie of the 
sturdy hard-worki: g New Knglaud 
farmer. 

Mr. Kipiey married Olive K., the 
daughter of John loo per, by whom he 
had six childreu Mary A w ho mitrried 
Henjtiuin S. lK«e. aud who died in 1Ό·; 
Philo < lark, who died iu infancy; Ada 
K., who married John Pierce, and who 
died in 1^7"»; Sarah Kii/.a. who married 
Judge William » Greene and settled iu 
Sag Harbor, Ν \ ; Flora I., who Lu*r- 
r eu Mr. W s. Montgomery of St. Paul, 
Minn aud Olive A who married Mr. 
A. Hammond, aud settled in Berlin, 
Ν EL 

Several years «go Mr. Ripley's health 
begun to show signs of ftiling. and 
about 1* mouth* i»ince he htd the mis- 
fortune to fall aud to break his collar 
bone, since which time he has beeu con· 

fin>*d m· k'lj to the house, and for the 

past six months he has beeu a great suf- 
ferer from trouble w ith the heart, w bich 
h s prevented him Irnost entirely from 
lying dow n. He died early Sunday moru- 

li.g. Nov. 2". and has been burud in the 
Nirway Pine li'ove cemetery. The 
funeral service at his hou-e was simple

formed hi* duty, and in so doing had 

prepared himself to commeuce the ue« 

life whenever it should come.

HOT PUOOINQS FOR COLD DAYS. 
English Pll'M Pudding —One pound 

of beef met, three-fourths of » pound of 
sugar, one pound of flour, six egg», one 

pint of milk, one pound of rai»ins, one 

pound of currant», three-fourth· of a 

pound of citron, two grated nutmeg», 
one teas|»ooniul of ground clove, one 

te»s|»oonful of ground mace, one table- 

spoonful of salt, ami one-half cupful of 

brandy. I hop the »uet and rub it to m 

cr>am. It is needful to have » warm 

pan or bowl for It. Add the sugar, and 
mix until creamy, then add the brandy, 
then the milk alternately with the flour. 
Th·· »plce» and salt should be mixed 
with the flour. Heat the eg* very light. I 
and add to the mixture; lastly, add the 
fiult. Butter one large or two smaller 
moulds, nearly till them, cover closely. 
*nd steam for eight hour*. Serve with 
hard sauce. The raUins should be 
stoned and chopped. By doubling this 
rule, one can prepare several puddings, 
thht will keep well for some months. 
When needed for use, they should be 
heated for one hour, in a steamer. For 
a small family, an excellent way Is, to 

cook the puddings in baking powder 
boxt ». or in any small tin that can be 
covered, a» they require a close cover 
while cookiug. 

1 >akk Fkuit Piddino.—For this is 

required oue quait of flour, a cup half 
filled with molasses, and tilled up with 

sugar, one teaspoonful of salt, one pint 
of sour cream, and one large cupful of 
mixed fruit ; raisins, currants and citron. 
Mix the molasses, sugar and cream In a 

bowl, add the flour and salt, and bent it 
well; then the fruit, and lastly add one 

teaspoonful of soda, dissolved In one 

tables poonful of (tolling water, Put the 
mixture in a covered mold, and steam 

•hue hours. Serve with creamy sauce. 

This Is very good for a Sunday dinner, 
as It can be cooked on Saturday, in the 
steamer with the browu bread, and 
heated for an hour on Sunday. 

Sti Amu· Dm m PuDDiso·—One pint 
of flour, two scant teaspoonfuls of link- 

ing powder, one-half teaspoonful of salt, 
one egg. two tablespoonfuls of butter, 
and three-fourths of a cupful of milk. 
Mix the flour, salt and baking powder, 
and sift ; then rub into It the butter, 
lient the eggs light, add the milk, anil 
mix with the flour, l'are four or five 

apples, remove the cores, and cut luto 

eighths. Mix with the dough. Butter 
well a pudding mold, and place the 
mixture in it. Cover closely and steam 

for one hour. Serve w ith any »auce. 

Baitist Pudding.—For this may be 
used a quart can of blueberries, or in 
summer tluie m quart of blueberries may 
be cooked with one pint of water, and 
one eupful of sugar. The fruit should 
be hot when the pudding Is prepared. 
Cut a five cent loaf of baker's bread into 
thin «lices, and butter them well; then 
soak them in the hot fruit. Put thi* 
mixture into a buttered mold and steam 

it for one hour. Serve with cream, or a 

hot sauce If preferred. · 

COCOAXI T Pi i>uing.—One quart of 
•dale bread -hould be broken up tine, 
and soaked for two hours in two quarts 
of cold milk. At the end of that time, 
beat four eggs w ith one-half cupful of 

sug.tr, and two teaepoonfuls of «alt, and 
stir into the bread and milk. Then add 
one cupful of pr< pared cocoauut, and 
one-half tupful of flnely cut citron. 
This may be baked In a pudding dish 
for three-quarters of an hour, or may be 

cooked In the steamer one hour. Serve 
with creamy or hard sauce. 

Baku» Aiti » Pudding.-- Beat two 

• gg«. add one cupful of sug*r. and l>eat 
it well. Add one cupful of milk, alter- 
nating w ith twocupfuls of flour iti which 
has been mixed two scant teaspoonfuls 
of baking powder. Then add two table- 

spoonfuU of melted butter. P«>ur thi* 
mixture into a buttered di*h and cover 

well with sliced apples. Sprinkle Migtr 
over, and a slight grating of nutmeg. 
Bake one-half hour in a quick oven. 

Serve with egg sauce or lemon sauce. 

CoTTAgi: Pi iumng — Beat together 
well two eggs aud one-half cupful of 
•iugar. Add three tablespoonfuls of 
soft butter, and l»eat again. Add one 

cupful of milk, alternating with two 

cupfuls of flour. Into which has t>een 
mixed two t»-asj»oonfuls of baking 
powder. Bake in a round or square tin 

pan. Serve with egg sauce or straw- 

berry sauce. 

MEAMU» IM»IA> iHMSi».—vin 

«oint cupful of corn meal, 011e lnrge 
cupful of sour milk, one cupful of chop- 
l**«i beef suet, one-half cupful of mo· 

lasses, htul one teaspoonful of salt. Mix 
the milk and molasse», add the meal, 
!>alt aud suet, and lastly add one tea- 

«ρ« otiful of soda, dissolved in one table- 
<P<K>nful of hot water. I'our this Into » 

buttered mold, cover closely and «team 

it three hour*- Serve with molasses 
«suce. A cupful of berries, or of apple, 
U an improvement^ this old-time pud- 
diniç. 

Steam κι» Am.E Dumfi.ing.—Make 
ready one large quart of pared, cored 
and quartered apples, one pint of boiling 
water, and one cupful of sugar, lo 
one pint of flour add two teaspoonfuls 
of baking powder, one teaspoonful of 
salt, and one teaspoonful of sugar, and 
sift these together. Rub into this one 

tablespoonful of butter. Mix it with 
one cupful of milk. Butter a W aching- 
ton pie plate, spread this mixture on it, 
and steam It for half an hour. When 

you put this into the steamer, put the 

pint of boiling water aud cupful of 

sugar in a ft te η pan, and over the tire, 
and wheu it boils, add the apples. When 

thoroughly cooked add any seasoning 
_vou like; a little nutmeg, or lemon ex- 

tract. I'lace the hot apple sauce In a 

pretty pudding dish, and slide the hot 

dumpling from the plate on to the ap- 
ple. Serve with creamy sauce. 

Cukkky Cl'PS.—Open a can of cher- 
ries. and drain the juice from the fruit. 
Make the dough mixture like the pre- 
ceding rule, using one pint of flour, two 

teaspoonfuls of baking powder, oue tea- 

spoonful of salt, one teaspoonful 
of sugar, one tablesj>oouiul 
of butter, and one cupful of 
milk. Butter well six or ei*ht cups. 
I'lace a spoouful of the dough in each 
cup, then a few cherries, and cover 

these with more of the dough, having 
the cups about two-thirds full. Then 

place them In a baking pan, and pour 
into the pan some boiling water, to with- 
iu one-third of the tops of the cups. 
Butter a paper and lay it over the cups. 
Place the pau in a quick oven for half an 

hour. Serve with creamy sauce. 

Creamy Sauce.—Beat to a cream one- 

half cupful of butter, and gradually 
beat Into it one cupful of flue sugar, and 
four tablespoonfuls of wine or one tea- 

spoonful of vanilla or lemon extract. 
When this is light aud smooth, place the 
bowl in a basin of hot water, add one- 

fourth of a cupful of boiling water, and 
beat until the sauce is smooth aud 

creamy. Then remove it at once from 
the hot water. For cherry cups, heat 
some of the cherry juice, aud add to the 
butter and sugar, m place of flavoring 
and hot water. 

1IAK1> Sauce.—Beat to a cream one 

cupful of butter, aud gradually beat into 
it two cupfulsof sugar. Add one-fourth 
of a cupful of wine, or any flavoring 
preferred. When it is smooth and 
creamy, pile It roughly on a pretty dish, 
place it where it will get very cold, and 
before serving grate some nutmeg over it. 

I.EMON Sauce.—Boll together for fif- 
teen minutes, one cupful of sugar, one- 

half cupful of water, and the grated 
rind and juice of two lemons. Then 
place the basin containing this boiling 
mixture in another of boiling water, and 
stir into it the well-beaten yolks of three 

eggs. Beat it rapidly for three minutes ; 
remove from the hot water and beat 
three minutes more. It is then ready to 
serve. 

Egg Sauce.—Separate the whites and 

yolks of two eggs, (very fresh ones.) 
Beat the yolks until very light, add 
two-thirds of a cupful of sugar, and 
beat well. Beat the whites of the eggs 
to a stiff, dry froth, and then beat it with 
the voiks and sugar. Add any flavoring 
desired. This should not stand long 
before being used. 

Molasses Sauce.—Boil together one 

cupful of molasses and one-fourth of a 

cupful of butter, for five minutes, and 
serve it hot. 1 

A RANGE-FINDER. 
It isn't necessary for ue to go dccç In- 

to electrical science to understand bow 
a range-finder doe* Its work. Electricity 
itself Is a great mystery, and a puzzle In 

many way· to those wno understand U 
best. Most of ns have not been able to 

grasp its simpler nuzzles until we 

studied them in college, and even then 
it would not be well for us to boast of 
what we knew. All we need to know, 
however, to understand the range-finder 
Is a little problem In geometry. Must of 
you understand that if we have a triangle 
and know the length of one side and the 
size of the angles at the ends of that 
side, we can figure exactly the length of 
the other two sides and the distance of 
the point where those two sides meet. 
Well, that explains Just how the range- 
tinder works. The exact distance be- 
tween two men looking through tele- 
scopes is known and fixed. Each nnn 

looks at the same point out in the dis- 
tance on the enemy's ship. That point 
Is where the two unknown «Ides of the 
triangle come together. There is no 

time to figure the distance. A tenth of 
a second in these days is too much time 
to be lost. We must use electricity to 
«Ιο our figuring. This Is the way it Is 
done: The telescope· are turn d about 
ou electric circuits ; that is, they are at- 

tached to a ui 'tal circle charged w Ith 
electricity. The wires from these cir- 
cle·» run to a little dial down in the hold 
The Wheat stone bridge or electrical 
balance system Is used. That means 

that the resistance of a current through 
a wire through a given distance Is 
measured finally hv a dial on a marking- 
instrument. 

Now it is impossible to turn one or 

both of these telescopes on the range- 
finders without moving the dial on the 

marking-instrument. Electricity has 

progressed s«> far tint to the exact foot 
the dial will indlc.it·· the distance an 

object is away from the base of the lin«· 

connecting the range-finding Instru- 
ments. At any instant that dial will 
tell how many yards off the enemy U. 
The men at the telescopes know nothing 
of what the dial is doing. The dial Is 
dow n in the central telephone exchange 
of the ship. One man is stationed there 
to do nothing else than to watch w hat it 
records. He has a little instrument be- 
side him called a range-indicator. The 
«Hal of the range-finder save that the 
enemy Is so many yard·» away. He 

simply presses η button on the range-in- 
dicator. which send·* a current to other 

range-indicators in ten dlfl'erent place* 
on a battle-ship like the Kentucky. The 
needles of these ten Instruments, one at 
each of the guns of the m tin battery, and 
at some of the guns of the secondary 
battery, tell the gunner how far off the 
enemy Is. The indicators have simply 
transmitted the news to the gunners 
which the range-finders have discovered 
automatically.
