We have had dellghful weather so far 
with the exception «»f a few d.a\». Λ 
pre sect the ground is covered with *now 
but rain ht» set in. and, without doubt 
before many hours have elapsed it wll 
l«e gone. 

l'astures have b*a-n good, and live 
■itin k "f all kin i» has done well. A 
there is abundance of coarse fodder ant 

cheap grain, there is no reason why thei 
■>h«>uld not do remarkably well all win 
ter also. The trouble is that too main 

farmer·» neglect to stable their animal· 
until thev .are pinched by cold atic 

oMlgt d to dig for sustenance under th« 
•now. a« i» often the case with sheej 
and horse*. Then when they do tak» 

j them up. they are left to find sheitei 
around the -tra* stack. 

Our hav crop was light this vear 

though better th «n la*t. M «ην farmer· 
have alreadv sold their «urplu*. receiv- 
ing from $7 to frs a ton f«»r it. Th* 
buter usuallv presses it. but the seller 
ha* to board men and teams while it i· 
being done. < on-iderable *traw is baled 
and sold at about *.<l»er ton. 

Mo-t of the wheat crop is sold. few 
farmers being in condition to hold it.

THE PRICE OF BUTTER 
I'he Maine Farmer believes that it is 

i- g>H»d a- certain that the high rate of 
forty cents a pound for butter a portion 
of the time each year ha* gone by for- 
ever. *ni that such change* have come 

around in the progress of time that 
tho»e extreme prices are no longer 
probable. Η inter dairying i* now wide- 
ly practised, which evens up the quan- 
tity of free h supply the year around, 
leaving no season for shortage. Cold 
storage ha- been so perfected that the 

*urp!u* of *ummer make i- now held iu 
almost perfect condition to meet any 
*pecial demand that may arise later in 
the season. Then again, the creamery 
business in the country at large has in- 
creased to such at) extent that the de- 
mand* of consumption are now not 

only fully met, but we are actually 
making more butter than our people call 
for. It i- a fact we caunot overlook, 
that, a* is the case with wheat, corn. 

l»eef. pork aud mutton, butter produc- 
tion has reached a point where it is 
crowding prices to lower figures thau 
have ruled in the past. The surpassing 
abundance of soil production? in our 

country has certainly reached, and now 

Includes butter as well as cereals aud 
meats. of course this was inevitable. 
As a result butter must, along with 
other production*, rule lower in selling 
prive than in the years away back in the 

past.—New England Farmer. 

DAIRY GRANULES. 
( 'old skim-milk lacks much of beiug a 

tit food for a young calf. It lacks 
warmth and it lacks fat. These things 
ought to be restored to it before it is 

given to a helpless calf. If the cream 

i* removed by a separator while the 
milk is warm, aud corn meal or flax- 
seed jelly added in proper quantity, it 
will serve the calf almost as well as 

whole milk. But skitu-milk always 
j needs to be re-enforced. 

There is no such thing as impure 
milk, taking the cow iu normal condi- 
tion ; it is the slovenly conditions and 
surroundings which make it so. All 
milk is gi»od as produced by the cow. 

No art or magic of man can improve 
the milk as drawn from the cow. We 

; talk about handling milk as though its 

good ijualities could be improved, but 
there is no virtue in handling milk 
ci,l\ to retain its original pure quality. 
There i* no virtue in handling milk 
to add to its good qualities, nor any 

power to resiore what it has already 
lost. The very l>est that can be done 
is to retain all the good qualities in the 
milk that the cow puts in.

AGE OF ENSILAGE. 
We have filled silos aud started feed- 

ing from the top of the silo the day 
after we completed tilling. We have 
likewise let them stand until the fol- 
lowing July before opening.

1 >ne of these 
carriages is labelled tlrst-cla*s, another 
second-class, and another third-class. 
The tir«.t I* upholstered In broadcloth, the 
second In haircloth, and the third in 
something else. Nearly every one trav- 

els third-class, for the only material dif- 
ference Is that you don't pay so much 
for It.

\t one station a young man entered, 
drtssed In uniform ornamented with the 
n,wn—as is everything here -who 

proved to be a warden of the prison at 

Stafford, lie told us they still used the 
ancient treadmill, and hung people oe- 

Ca«iouaIly, though the guillotine had 
been done away a few years ago. lie 
alio informed us that the prisoner he 
had just disposed of came to gn·f 
through too frequent indulgence at tn< 

ehrlne of the preity barmaid. When we 

told him that In the place where we 

came from they did not hang people, 
ttnd It was against the law to *«'11 liquor, 
and such a thing as a barmaid was un- 

known, and it was a disgrace to sell 
lluuor or drink it, he stared as if ht ex- 
iH-cted to see us spread our wiugs and 
take flight to angrl realms. 

Not far from Liverpool is the ancient 
town of Chester, the capital of Cheshire, 
and situated on the river l>ee. It was 

founded by the Romans in A. l>- W, an·' 
it is certainly a novelty to travel over 

streets 2,0U0 years old. I he city is sur- 

rounded by battlements or w alls built of 
red sandstone, in the 13th century, which 
are so wide that you cau walk on the 
t,,p. which must atlord the best view 
possible of the city·

We pass many of the old inn* which 
are such an interesting feature of hng- 
lish thoroughfares, and in nearly every 
case they have stood for generations. 
Some of the names are "1 he Red I .ion 

•'The White Swan "The lleifer aind 
one quite startling called "lhe Head- 
less Woman." with the * 

woman with her head chopped off. And 
you have doubtless heard of the famous 
'•Cheshire Cheese" in London, which Is 
scarcely changed from what it was wiieu 
lien Jonson and Goldsmith and their 
comrades sat arouud on the wooden 
benches aud "ate beefsteak pie aud 
drank porter." We are now traversing 
that very country where the famous 
cheese Is still made—lu the farm houses 
all about us. We read somewhere that 
it was not as good as of old, for they are 

geûing to adulterate it, and the English 
government is to take measures to re- 
store it to Its former excellence. We 
have had the honor of tasting it, but 
cannot see much difl'erence between 
and any other strong cheese. 

We now come to Crewe, the seat of 
the railway works, employing 7 0<mi men, 
aud see the tower of Crewe Hail among 
the trees, then Stafford and Stafford 
Castle, and near the station is St. Mary s 

church, a haudsome edifice. 1'iak 
Walton was born here in 1593. 

As we approach Litchfield we have a 
flue view of the graceful spires of its 
cathedral, which is said to be the most 
exquisite in symmetry and picturesque^ 
ness of anv cathedral m England. I he 
first building was a Norman church 
built in IKK), but the oldest parts of the 
present structure were built In l-*', 
other parts being added afterwards. Dr. 
Samuel .Johnson was born here In 1*W. 

Then cornée Nuneaton, named from 
the remains of a nunnery, now fitted up 
as a church. And a short distance from 
here between Nuneaton and Coventry, 
U "Artury Farm" where Mary Anne 
Evans «.George Eliot) was born in lb3), 
and lived with her father and Grlfl 
where she spent the first twenty year, 
of her life. Nuneaton Is the Mllby 
of her "Scenes from Clerical Life." 

Then comes Rugby, where Is the fa- 
mous school where "Tom Brown spent 
his school days. 

All the way the landscape Is very In- 

teresting. We pass by the little houses 
of the peasantry, no larger than some of 
our hen houses, built of brick and mor- 
tar. A wooden house is unknown. 
Some of them have only thatched roofs, 
no barns for their animals, and the hay 
all sucked out doors. We saw two ma- 

chines for threshing grain, similar to 
ours, doing all their work In the open 
air. The sheep and horses and cattle 

I are a scrubby, scrawny looking lot, not 
ι much like those owned by our thrifty 
,· farmers In New Kngland, though the 
) Inni! looked very fertile and exceedingly 
t smooth—not a stone anywhere, and the 
t aires and acres that might be mowed by 

machinery were still done by hand, be- 
» cause of the poverty of the tillers of the 

soil. The land, as every one knows. Is 
owned by landed proprietors—Lord 

■ Somebody and Somebody else—and 
some of those who hire parts of the es- 
tates pay as high as 1,000 dollars a 

• year for rent. When we informed our 

ι companions that they could '<«»/ a good 
farm with buildings like palaces, com· 

■ pared to those hovels, in America for 
I that money, they opened their eyes in 
1 astonishment. 
1 We saw one or two of the mansions of 

the owners of these vast estates, con- 

tHilling thousands of acres, and sotne of 
them h ive hundreds of tenante. The 
fields look very beautiful, as all the 
fences are of hawthorne he Ige, which in 
spring they tell us look enchanting, all 

pink and m bite blossoms, resembling 
our Mayflowers in color and fragrance. 

Of trees there are not tu my, and we 

saw not one solitary apple tree, so one 

can see for many miles across the land- 
scape, for there are no hills worth men- 

tioning; and wr caught a glimpse of the 
fox hunt, which W still an institution of 

Kngllsh aristocracy. The pack of .*>2 
bound· was ahead, and the riders dash- 
ing across country, leaping fences ami 

pools and all other obstacles, even cows 

if they come in their way—but our sym- 
pathies were with the fox! 

We see little clumps of trees here and 
ί there, with fences around them, which 

we learn are for the birds and rabbits to 
breed in. Many of the Urgent estates 

keep ten or twelve game-keepers, whose 
business it is to see that no on·* 

"poacher" or shoots game belonging to 
them. 

The principal and favorite way of 
t rallie here is with canal boats, ami every 
little stream lus Its towpath, with the 
horse on the h ink drawing the tow 
boat by a long chain. The boatman and 
his wife and children live right on the 
boat, in a little cabin, covered over at 

one end. 
Now we are Hearing l.otidori. so adieu

1 
tru»t not this latter. I re*d in Shakes- 

peare and other early hooks many thing* 
regirdlng the ♦*«!. In those swash- 
buckler times the average man no 

4<Kiner lost his quickness of eye and 

activity of body then he was too often 

carelessly pushed aside to develop 
jieevlshness and a general dissonance 
from the world. I have not the slight- 
est doubt that Shakespeare correctly 
mirrored hi* day and age. 

Compare those conditions with the 

present. Admitting that there is a *ort 

of dead-line at fifty, after which a man 

can scarcely hope to get entry into a 

new business, the young and active f»e- 

ing almost alone in demand, there yet 
remain twenty and more possible year* 
of life to enjo\ the fruits of early indus- 
try and to take share in a world that 
holds out vast possibilities of rich in- 

spiration in church work, in reforms, In 
culture, and In thought. 

Hut to enjoy life and to tight off the 
day when the"young no longer listen to 

vou with Interest, you must make up 
"your mind not to oppose new knowledge 
ju-<t because it differs from your earlier 
Impressions. Whenever, as Intimated, 
you sigh for the former days, and say 
the present are worse, it is an undoubted 
evidence to your listeners that your mind 
is no longer receptive and that you are 

not merely old In years but actually anil 
really old in mind. 

He whole constantly gaining knowl- 
edge and assimilating it never grows 
old; and when Nature's last debt is 

paid he is sincerely missed. 
Some time ago I was visiting In a 

doctor's office in Delaware. In came his 
silver-haired wife, a woman of seventy, 
and with a good deal of glee she pointed 
to the perfect arrangement of the petals 
of a plant that she had not hitherto no- 

ticed in the garden. I glanced at her 
radiant face and understood the secret 

of beautiful, companionable age: it is 

always to be on the alert for something 
new and Interesting in this blessed world 
wherein we are permitted to linger for a 

time. 
A perfect Illustration of this is seen In 

that dear "Old Boy," Oliver Wendell 
Holmes. Gladstone is another case. 

No one can associate the idea of age 
with him, when, with persistency most re- 

markable, he continues to write on thr 
most erudite subjects and brightens them 
with the very latest gleanings of knowl- 

edge. 
Auother instance comes to my mind. 

I.ast Sunday I heard I>r. Edward Everett 
Hale, of Boston. This friend of Holmes, 
and of the group who have made Boston 
famous In American literature, is grow- 
ing very old, but, like Moses, his tire Is 
not abated. Ills voice, instead of being 
a treble or husky piping, is deep and 

full, and makes" me think, from its 
resonance and power, of the voice of one 

who sbouteth beneath a bridge. When 
he blurted out In his peculiar way some 

emphatic thought his whole body seemed 
to rise up and distend in the pulpit. \ et, 

thought I, mannerisms, voice, frame, 
these three, would not have drawn such 
an audience had there not been in his 
sermon a perfect and harmonious touch 
with the thought, the questions, the 
ditllcultles of this actual present day. 

All cannot be as pleasant as Holmes 
nor as learned as Gladstone, nor as In- 
fluential as lisle, but none are as limited 
in their possibilities and their enjoy- 
ments as those of an earlier age. 

Your only hope for the complete con- 

fidence of the young around you is to 
make them feel your interest in the 

present day and your kindly entry into 
their problems and perplexities. Any 
different course w ill estrange them and 

you w ill be bereft of the sweetest solace 
of age, that comes from the looking up- 
ward of the young for advice and guid- 
ance. Almost with a hush in his voice, 
one of the college boys said to me to-day 
when I was walking through i'rinceton 
on my way to Trenton for my Thanks- 

giving dinner : "Mrs. McCosh looks after 
us boys yet. What do you think? The 
other day she called on a sick boy though 
she did not know him. We bovs rever- 

ence her." That Is a model old age. 
• 

To the young: Remember, young 
folks, as you grow with me into a fuller 
understanding of your actual existence 
as a living responsible thing, separate 
as to Identity from every other, that the 
world is and must be run by the people 
that are in it. llow absurdly simple 
that sounds ! But the sound Is the only 
simple part- of it. Give the fact deep 
thought andit will encourage you as it has 
me to put forth the best effort possible. 
To realize that the multitudinous activi- 
ties of the world are based upon living 
beings, not dead ones, is to get the belief 
burned into your soul that you—ob- 
scure, insignificant, weak perhaps—are 
a part of the machinery. 

Then too the active participants in the 
great affairs of the world are just ordi- 
nary—occasionally very ordinary— 

human twinge. They bave the aam 
kind of flesh at you, the same tendenc 
to idleness, the same pleasure In easi 

the same aerie· to run through of birth 
growth, death. True, all people canno 
tie great, but that dm** not take thee 
out of the machine or away from th 
need of doing their little part well. I 
would be a tine engine indeed made onl;

series of causes and effects, so that oui

This fad (for 
fad it undoubtedly la, though a most 
sensible one) is really beneficial in that 
it Is something of a stimulus to the 
greatest of all feminine accomplish- 
ments, the art of cooking, and moreover 

enables oue to entertain one's particular 
friends in a charmingly informal and 

simple manner. What, for instance, Is 
more delightful, after an evening at 

cards, or an informal dance, than to 
watch one's fair hottest make some 

dainty dish with her own hands, while 
the savory odors stimulate one's appe- 
tite to the utmost. Young women who 
can gather together a goodly store of 
new ideas iu this popular form of cook- 
ery count themselves fortuuate, while a 

few evolve new dishes for themselves by 
a little observation and experimenting. 

The following recipes are all practical 
and easily prepared, and will no doubt 
prove acceptable additions to the am- 

bitious uiung woman's list for Sunday 
night teas and impromptu suppers. 

INSTANT ANKOt S VKUKTAIUK SOl'P. 

1'ut into the chating-dish one and one- 
half pints of hot water, when It boils add 
one tabl» spoonful each of tlnely grated 
carrot, turnip and celery, a tables|KM>n- 
tui of minced parsley, two tablesp«M>n- 
fuls of canned tomato, and one tea-

Cover aud boil briskly for five minutes, 
then dissolve in it one-half teaspoonful 
of Liebig's or Armour's extract of beef.

Peel two medium sized Irish potatoes

up put iu the |K>tatoes, arranging them 

tlatiy on the bottom, (over closely

Λ modtticatioti of a pan roast, by 
tnauv considered superior, a* the deli- 
cate flavor of celery and parsley gives it 
an added piquancy.

parsley, salt and pepper, and if pre- 
ferred, a few drops of i'ahasco or Wor- 
cestershire sauce.

WELSH KAREBIT. 

l'ut one tablespoonful of butter intn 
the chafing-di'h ; as it melts stir iuto it 
oue teaspoonful of dry mustard, salt, 
red pepper and two teaspoonfu Is of 
Worcestershire sauce, and make it very 
smooth. Add a teacupful of milk, stir- 
ring all the time as it heat·» aud when 
hot put in gradually one pound of fresh 
cheese, either grated or shaved very 
thin. When melted aud quite «mooth, 
and after cooking a few momeuts, stir- 
ring constantly, add three eggs beaten 
very light. Continue stirring bjiskly 
until the compound commences to grain 
when it is ready to serve. Serve on thin 
slices of hot toast, or preferably on 
crackers, which have been heated and 
crisped in the oven. Particular atten- 
tion should be given to the stirring which 
must be done all the time, without stop- 
ping a moment from the time the butter 
is put in, until it is ready to serve. In 
this way only, can a rarebit be smoothly 
and properly made. Do not cook too 
long after it commences to grain, as in 
that case it will separate and become 
oily.—Table Talk.
