LICE ON CATTLE.

Now, boys, look over the calves and
the steers and see if any lice can be fourd
on them. [If they bave got on during
the winter they have been multiplyirg
till now they may be numerous enough
to require sttention. They usually first
make lodgment nesr the base of the horn-
and seatter out from there on to the top
of the neck and down on the brisket. If
not promptly attended to they work back
on top of the shoulders and along the
back to the tail. The best application
fur their destruction we have ever found,
is & strong soap suds made of soft soap
asd water. This is entirely effectual 'n
every case, and is as harmless as so much
pure water. Thoroughly saturate the
hair on the parts infested, and rab it well
in. After two week, repeat the appli-
cation to destroy those which may have
hatched from eggs remainiong on the ani-
mal, and the work is accomplished. If
the weather is cold and the animal needs
washing all over, wet only one-half st &
time. Blanket warm till dry. Never
