sy others. Bat sull, potatoes newly
grown from seed were somstimes at-
tacked by the disease during its preva-
ence, and much damage done. This
lisense first appears in the leaves and
estends to the tubers. It sometimes lies
dormant in the tubers for months, s
that when stored in an apparently sound
condition in the fall, they show the disease
the following spring. When the disease
sppears in the growing plaat, brown
spots are first to be noticed oo the mar-
ging of the leaves. The leaves and stalks
Jften decay very rapidly and the disease
s a8 rapidly communicated to the tuber.
No satisfactory theory has ever been
renched w8 1o the cause of this disease.
It has sometimes been attributed to the
crowth of & fungus called Botrytis,which
w always present. But it is doubtful
whether this is the cause or result of the
disense.  The starch granules which ex-
st within the cells of the potatoes are
not affected by this disense, but this fact
seems b0t 10 bave been taken advantage
of duriog the extensive ravages of the
