Hints on Starting Garden Plants Ear-
ly in Spring.

Varions methods may be resorted to for
procuring early vegetables and flowers, in
all climates, and espocially in the colder re-
glons of the most Northern Stales, and of
the British provioees, as well as for secu-
ring the growth of thoss plants which will
not ordinarily mature where the season s
very short. Green-houses, hot-beds, and
cold frames, are the most desirable, and
these are destined to come into more exlen-
sive use, when people genernlly learn how
simple, cheap and walusbie they are or
these we speak from time to Lime . bere we
will only refer to one or two methods that
may be adupted by all

First, let it be remembered, that a il
deetly dug and thoroughly drained, is in a
condition to receive seeds or plants much
earler than an ondinary e, co matter
how dry it maybe. A free admistere of
fermentinng wanure like that from the
horse stable, also tends to warm the soil.

he smaller seels, lettuce, cabbage, cauli-
flower, turnips, lomstoe, many ol the
fower senls ate , may well be sown in cheap
earthen pots, or in boxes of carth. These
boges, if water-tight, should bave gimlet
holes in the buttom to drain off exzcess of
water ; an over dose of water with no drain-
age, will often stop or greatly retard the
growth. Though wmot indispensable, it is
always prelerable to water at the bottom,
lotting only s0 much soak in ae will nate-
rally riso by ocapillary attraction. While
the weather remaine coid dunng the day,
these hoxes or pots may be kept in & warm
light cellar, or better still, in aroom shight-
ly warmed by fire-heat But as soon as the
cut-door temperatore during the day ie
atove the freesing point, they should be
Jeft out in the sun, and only be brought in
at night when there is & prospect of frost
It answers very well to leave them on the

Another methiyd which has been highly
commended by some, is this:  Cut turfor
graes sods into square blocks, or in loog
preces ; it grase sods, pare 1% a little of the
grass side. luvert the pieces and plant in
them various seeds, such as cabbage, let-
tuce, melons, corn, turmnips,
radishes, indeed anything which is desired
to grow carly. These can be laid closely
together on the sonth side of the house, or
barn sking care to apg ly from time to time,
just water emough to keep them barely
moish I4 mights they can be coversd
with old carpeting, or blankets, and straw,
until the plants begin to sppear, after
whieh the pieces should be temporarily re-

Deterioration of Manure by Fermen-|
tation. |

It is & prevalent impression with the ma- '
Jority of tarmers that a complete fermenta:
tion of farm-yard manure should take place
before it 1 applied to the land ; and & most
common practice is to suffer it to ferment
until the fibrons taxture of the vegetable
matter is so completely softened as to be
readily cut with the spade. Such manure
bas lost all its heat and may he termed cold
manure. Now there are several excellent
reasons why tl 18 excessive or violent fermen-
tation should wot be permitted, among
which are the ollowing.

Every obwerrant farmer hau noticed that
whenever violnt fermentaticn in the ma.
nure heap i# it progress, a large amoant of
gasoous matter is evolved ; which of course
is lost.  Again there w always an cecape
of flaids whick contain & large, proportion
of the soluble ingredients, aud the loss of
which reduces the quantity and quality of
the manure Peap sometimes, to the extent
of ifty percent. A most conclusive expo-
riment was made by Sir Humphirey Davy,
more than filty years ago which | will tran-
scribe for the lenefit of those who are the
adrocates of exvessive fermentation.

How to Dissolve Bones

The following is & copy of & private let-
ter written by the Zditor of the Southern

“ To make s good article of superphos.
phate from booes, you should use about
balt as many pounds of sulphurie seid as
of bones, (dry weight ;) break the Dones as
fine as you can with an old axe or sledge
bammer, (they ought to be ground, if prac-
ticable with you,) when they should be
wet by the free use of water boiding hot,
adding half as many pounds as there are of
dry bunes:  The balf ol & molasscs hoge-
bead will perhaps be ss convenient and
cheap lur operating in as suy thing. To
the bunes and boiling water in this vessel or
some other, add slowly tho acid, and stir

| the mass constantly as the acid is poured in.

A powertul boiling takes place from the es-
cape of carbonic acid from the bones, which
gradually sulwides by oceasionally stirriog |
the bones in & week or ten days becowe like
paste, whea the whole could be taken out
and mized with perfeetly dry loam, or

Seed Corn---Early Germination.
The Bureau Co., (lll.,) Republioan says
says that Dr. Chamberlin of that county
has been experimenting with seed corn, in

"the view of hastening germination, and has

made several discoveries which are made
publie. The Repablican says :

** Last year Dr. Chamberlin of this place
made some practical experiments, and dom-
onstrated that nearly half the time may be
saved in germinatiog tha seed by the use of
ehloride of lime. Not satisfied with the
success of last year, he is again experiment-
ing. In his office be has four boxes ; in the
first is corn planted without soaking, and
the seed not germinated ; and in the second,
the seed was soaked in warm water, which
bas just commenced to germinate ; in the
third is seed soaked in a solution of lime,
and green blades afe just peeping from the
ground ; in the fourth 1w sead soaked ina
solution of chloride of lime and eopperas,
in equal parts, and the blades are thres
inches above the gronnd. All the seeds
were planted at the same time, in the sawe
quality of sil, and taken from the same
ear. The boxes have all had an equal share
of heat and light, veither allowed any ad-
vantage over the other.

“This experiment should attract the at- |

tention of farmers,  We conclude from four
1o six weeks may be saved by the use of
chloride of lime and copperas, which is &
matter of no ordinary moment, when we
reflect that a delay in the germination of
the sead of two weeks, fraquently places the
erop within the reach of the frost in the
fall.
