Weight of Live Stock.

The following rule for determining the
weight of live stock, withoat regard to offal,

There s a great variety of practice which
shows that this very useful vegetable will
hear more abase than almost any other erop
grown upon the farm.  The writer has tried
slmost all methods and has seitled down
upon whale potatoes, an inch to an inch
and & halfl in diameter, as, on the whole, the
most desirable for seed, taking into account
the immediate erop and the future welfare of
the tubers, [1f we look merely at the imme-
diate srop, we ¢an doubtless get more from
a given amount of seed to cut thém inta
single eves, thaa to plant them whole. But
we have very strong suspicion that this cut
ting weakens the stamina of the plant, and
il fullowed up with any variety for a long
series of years would run itout.  Weooght
1o follow sueh & method, il we ean di-cover
it, as will keep the plants in the highest
health, and make the crop sure and remu-
nerative

Wa bave grown good potatoes from the
smallest seed, & hall inch or less in diama
ter, but it was only upon very rich sorl and
with extra eare. The ohjections to using
large potatoes whole, are the extrs expense
for seed, an it requires [rom twelve to filteen
hashels to the ncre, and the wversstocking of
every hill tending to produce a great many
small potatoes, The medium sizs removes
these objections, furnishes just about e ]
enough, stocks the hills sufficiently, and pre.
serves the !-v;uh of the plant. This prac.
