East Sumner Items.

Mr. Edior:—The Farmer’s Club met
at this place on Wednesday evening last,
and took up for discussion the following
topic: **Manure, how applied to produce
the best result.”

Capt. Joshua Barrows opened the dis-|

cussion, by saying he thought it best to
plow the ground, then spread the manure
and harrow it in ; that he had pursued that
course for years, and from observation
and experiment, had come to the above
conclusion. He spoke of ope instance, in
which, having a piece of ground that he
wished to sow to wheat, he pIrn\' ed a part
of it in the Fall, plowing in the manure.
In the Spring, he plowed the remainder,
dressing it in the same manner, the ground
having been treated exactly alike, except
the difference in the time of year in work-
ing iv. He says the wheat was very much
stouter, of the part plowed in the Fall, as
Will any
one of the readers of the *Democrat” give
us the reason for this?

has also been the grass since.

Mr. A. J. Robinson thought it best to |

dress the ground in the Fall, and to plow
in the dressing so that it may become
thoroughly incorporated into the soil.

Capt. Joseph Field thonght that no man
coulld make a rule to suit all cases,—that
some ground was sffected differently trom
others by the same treatment, —also, that
our wet and dry scasons affected our land
so that no speeific rule could be laid down ;
but agreed with Capt. Barrows in regard
to the theory in general, of using a har-
row instead of a plow to get in manure
with.

Mr. Sewall had had good success in
spreading manure in the Spring and plow-
ing it in; he also recommended the use
of superphosphate. Being a merchant,
we of course supposed that there was
“method in his madness "

Mr. N. M. Varney compared the rela-
tive merits of gew manure and superphos-
phate for use in the hill, withsomevery dis-
paraging remarks in regard to the latter.

The general conelusion seemed to be,
that the best effect conld be prodaced by
spreading and harrowing in mannre from
the heap, nsing old manure for the hill at
the same time,
