County : 
It is dinner tiiue. In large crowds it i: 

customary to have a hiVeil e<H>k ; but hen 

the man who can be bf>t spared, for the 

time, gets dinner, or the tn«*n take turns, 

The dinner of fried pork and potatoes, 
or. it may be pork, beans and brown breaii 

or yet again beef steak and potatoes, i· 

soon prepared. While the men are com 

ing, the cook pro tempore almost inva 

riably, in this camp, plans for steamei 

breath In thi> cold weather the bread i: 

frozen, and the j»otatoe.s are only save* 

I from a like fate by litcralh putting then 

to t»d. They are sometimes preserve! 
! for days, from .Jack Frost's inroads, by 
by being wrapped in blankets. 

Hut 1 was speaking of steaming bread 

The potato kettle is rinsed, half a pint ο 

I water i»oured in, a small plate inverte· 

over the water, bread placed upon thi 

plate, and the whole closely covered am 

set upon the slove. This simple oxpe 
dient adds wonderfully to the logger' 
comlort. 

They conio in all aglow with exercise 
in the sharp, pure air. I really believe» 

that some of these were whiskey drinker 

when I saw them first ; but I am sure ο 

j my mistake now. 

The men sit down with the keenest ap 

petites. There is no tabic cloth, no milk 

and no ceremony. Nearly every article 

potatoes, pork, tea, bread, or whatevc 

wo have, is as hot as it can be. Ever 

one drinks tea at every meal. 1 was nev 

er with people before, where food wa 

uniformly so comfortable as among th 

loggers. Before the close of the meal 

the bread kettle is produced, and we hav 

the steaming bread with syrup or butte 

as one prefers, followed with pie an 

: doughnuts, brought lrom home. Th 

days are short uud the men soon hurry ν 

1 to work again: for here the men ar 

working by the job. 
The table is left just as the men lis 

from it, covered with mounds of potnt 
ι skins and unwashed plates. Uncle Jeem 

told his wife that house work "natural) 
1 does itself.'' And probably we carry oi 

ι his idea; for it is a rule among loggei 
► that the dishes may not bo washed so Ion 

η s the individual loggercau tell t>y inspe< 
; I tiou what was eaten by him last from tli 

plate. Often, however, there is a general 
dish washing after supper, but never at 

any other time. The house work conies 

noar doing itself very "naurally." 
Ι-oggi'ig i* a great trade, and tho out- 

sider must be sharp indeed who will boat 
an old hand on his own gtound. The old 

logger knows a thousand things wonder- 

ful to the new comer Ho may know 
next to nothing of hooks, but tho trees 

have revealed their secrets to him, which 

are locked from the rest of us. He seems 

to find the pure nuggets ol spruce gum 
by instinct. You see him pass by a noble 

spruce tree, and ask why he docs not cut 

it. "Rotten," he says. Υοιι look the tree 

all over. It appears thrifty, and the fo- 

liage is as green as any you can see. You 

secretly doubt its being rotten, and pro· 
|H)se, for fun, only f«»r lun, you know, to 

chop into it. He has a sarcastic look 
while you are doing it. Yes, it is rotten 

enough. How did he know. "Conk in 

the bark," he says, pointing to a slight 
I imperfection in the tree. 

Ily and by, he rejects another tree.— 

I You ask the reason "Rottenhe says 
again. You look the tree all over. The 

; bark seems .sound and the loliage is green 
to the tip top. You try it and it is un 

j sound at the heart. How did ho know ? 

lie strikes hi»- axe upon it. "By the 
sound." You would no more catch him 

cutting a rotten tree, than you would tiiul 
a squirrel laying open an unsound nut. 

lie selects ship timber, and if he cannot 

find a great branch that comes out at 

right angles of which to form a knee, he 

dig* up tho root of a great yellow birch. 
He knows where the great crooked root 

is. It has only one great root, and that 
i·* on tho northwest side. How does he 
know? "A'most all our winds are from 
the northwest." "Well, I don't <ce why 
that should make such a tremendous root 

Jon the northwest." Ho continues: 4,Ii 

you use your arm well it beco.no* strong. 
The strong wind blows the tree and moves 

tho northwest root tho most ; that looiens 
ι and throws out any amount of little fibres

A CRYIXfl rvn. AM> HOW To RKMKDT ΙΓ. 

The Hartford Courant looks at iho la- 

bor question from a new point of view, 
1 
thus : 

It \< not altogether unfaithfulness that 

gives us such poor joiner's work, mason- 

! ry, cabinet-work, etc., and such shaky, 
j unsubsLanti.il handicraft jobs generally. 
'.Much of it is from ignorance. Not all 

the quacks arc physician?, lawyers, edi- 

tors or preachers ; a good man\ of them 

are luisons, carjKmtcrs, blacksmiths, ma· 

, chinists, of various sorts. Every trade 

and occupation is full of people who don't 

know their busiuc>«. \Y·· sometimes sa\ 

«•f a dentist that ho ought to be a black- 

smith. It is a mistake ; ho would be a 

|KR>r blacksmith, probably, if he is a poor 
dentist. A skilful blacksmith is as rate 

;is a good preacher. Tho trades are, we 

believe, more neglected than the profes- 
sions. The trahies all command good 
prices. An emigrant w ho has carried a 

hod six months, sels up for a briek layer, 
and gets his three or four dollars a day; 
and what brick-laying he does to be sure. 

! Take any of the ordinary tra ies plaster- 
; ing, plumbing, papering, the wood-work 
of house interiors; how nearly certain 

the work is to bo slighted, botched, or 

done in bad taste, if it is not constantly 
superintended by some one besides the 

the workmen. I'gly wood-work badly 
; put together is common in most houses. 

I And when wo come to articles of house· 

ι j hold use, furniture and utensils, the lack 

I of skilled labor is still more apparent, 
ι ; Our artificers in wood and iron are un- 

I able to draw, or to invent tasteful designs 
or to do anything but make a bungling 

; copy of something set before them. The 

apprenticeships to trades arn not so strict 

Γ J as they once were, and besides very few 

I mechanics have received any liberal edu- 

} cation in th< ir arf. 

I There is not a railroad nor machine 
■ shop, or shop of any kind, where really 
? skilled workmen are nol in demand and 

would not be appreciated. What a per- 
;1 petual loss there is to railway companies 
1 from ignorant engineering, and bad con- 

» 
' structiou. This evil of which the rail- 

t I road companies complain, is being slow- 

ly remedied by technical schools. l»ut 

j nothing is yet «lone to bring up our ordi- 

nary trades to what they should be, and 

tho workmen rather deteriorate than 

r otherwise. There is reason why they 
/ should. We all live ina makeshift man· 

ner, and have few of the settled habits of 

s tho older countries. Trades are not he- 

? redifary, but are taken up and dropped as 

means of getting on, or according to the 

c individual's whim, and are not pursued 
r conscientiously. Workmen have little or 

1 no pride in their work. Thoy get good 
ΰ pay for poor work, and therefore find it 

Γ not worth while to learn to be mastei 

β workmen. 
And there is no better chance that they 

e can become good workmen at present, 
υ There arc no technical schools where 

s they can learn the principles of theii 

γ trades, not the nico details of them, 

t Draw ing and tho art of designs are so lit- 

s tie taught in so few schools that boys de- 

ar voted to mechanical trades can get nc 

:- special fitting before they begin actual 
e ! work in the shop, who are not themselves 

skilled in any sense. Unfortunately, also 

there are no museums, and galleries 
open to the common people, where tho 

rye Hnd taste of tho artisans can bo train- 
ed. Tho stranger in Paris is snrpi ised 
to find so much fine carvings on the 

fronts of stone buildings, so much more 

than tolerably good stat uary as an architec- 
tural ornament >.tion. This is done by 
workmen, of the class who with us tire 

called ordinary workmen. Hut they arc 

what ours are not, .skillet! latorers. They 
might be called artists in this country; 
but they .«imply know their trade, which 
is stone cutting. Well, these common 

workmen are trained in technical schools 

by practice in drawing from antique and 
from living models, at the evening school ; 
and constantly trained by visits to tho 

galleries of art. 

We cannot at present have adequate 
art galleries, but can have technical 
schools. A little money would establish 
one here in Hartford, upon the model of 

such schools abroad. Λ little money, we 

tnid, but it would need a liberal founda- 
tion and perhaps go beyond individual 
means. With λ school in Hartford,where 
trades and handicrafts were taught to 

boys who have had a preliminary course 

in the preparatory schools, we should in 

a very lew years begin to see a difference 
in our city, in its private buildings and in 

its publie works. We have no doubt that 

such a school would j><ty much sooner than 

many imagine; pay to every builder, 

every machinist, every railway shop, pay 
to every citizen who has occasion for the 

work '»( anv trade. Wo are, it in the 

truth, cheated day by day with unskilled 

labor.

1 laving read recently several Interesting 
sketches with reparti to the early s ο 111 » 

mont <>f several towns in our beloved 
State, ami believing that a few words ex· 

preying tin· condition of the early settlers 
ol this town, may be read with interest 

by many of your readers, I have been in- 

duced to furnish Ifir publication, some 

fai ts that ha\c been given me concerning 
the early hi-tory ol the town of Sumner. 

Previous to the organization ot the 

towns ol Sumner and II irtford in 179H, 
the territory comprising said towns, was 

known :i*« the Plantation of llutterficld, 
the records of which have been preserv- 
ed from the year 1794. From the records 
we find that a meeting ol the inhabitants 

of (lit* Plantation was held on March 1·». 
179*. at the dwelling house ol Dca. In 

crease Robinson, (the same house is now 

occupied by his grandson, l>ea. Sharon 

Robinson) when the following rotes weie 

passed, verbatim et literatim. 
voted, "that west and Κ ι-t butterlicld 

go hind In hand In giltiu the plantation 
Incoi pirated Into two Destinct I'owih." 

voted, "that Kither Increase Robinson 
or Honjamin heald anil IJut one of them, 
is Iinpowercd hereby to attend at the lirst 
Sessi »u of the next genera! Court, in bo- 
hall'of tiie Inhabitants of each plantation 
lor the purpose f obtaining St perute In- 

corporations for Kach plantation agreeable 
to their ρ .'lition* and tin» Order of Notice.' 

In accordance with the above, (ίον. In* 
ere ise Sumner, of the Commonwealth ol 

Mass. directe.! Naae Sturtevant, K-.·j., to 

call upon some suitable person to issue a 

warrant for a town meeting, and Alvin 
Robinson was accordingly directed to 

issue a warrant fora meeting to be hold 
at the hvelling house of Capt. Hczekiah 

Stetson, on Aug. 18, 179H. in order to 

give your readers the names of some ol 

the worthy sons of toil and hardship at 

this period, we subjoin the following list 
of ollicors elected at the first meeting ol 

the town :

greatly indebted to their self-sacrificing 
efforts. At the second plantation meet- 

ing ot which wo have any record, ji vol·; 

was passed to raiso twenty pounds lortho 

support ot η school in said plantation.— 
We also find that tho whole number of 
votes thrown in the territory (now com- 

prising Sumner and Hartford) for u rep· 
rcscntativo to Congress, whs twenty-two, 
twenty-one of which were cast for I'el ο g 
Wadsworth, Esq·, and one for William 

Widgery. From th s we see that these 

hard}, enterprising ami noble men were 

w il'ingto raise neai I y one pouud.or about 

five dollars per man, for the suppott of 

one school ;an example worthy of emula- 
tion Î 

Next, let us look and see where the 

first schools were held. Mrs. Abigail 
Keen, still living in town, taught one of 

her (list schools in a barn. The barn floor 

was used until "ΓηοΙβ Nathan Sampson*1 
wanted to get in his hay, when the tie up 
was resorted too. Mr. Sampson's g<>od 
wife, a daughter of Rev. Mr. Ifowland, 
instructed pupils in her humble cot,some 
of whom are still alive to bless the day. 
The first school-house erected in town, a 

rude log building formerly situated near 

the present neat, comfortable one, near 

Capt. Stetson's, is now used by Capt 
Lewis Risbee for a wood.house, and is in 

good repair. The first Superintending 
Sclu>ol Committee in town were Alvin 

Robinson, Henj. II aid and Isaac lionny. 
$100 was raised for schools that year. 

The fi.*t Meeting-house in town was 

located near the present bcaulifvl struct· 

urc called the town-house, where people 
regularly met each Sabbath to hear the 

cheering word of tho Gospel, dispensed 
by the venerable 'Father Samuel Sowell, 
so widely known as an efficient laborer 
in the Master's cause. Many «it our ven-
