The Chase Estate.

The following letter appears in the
Chicago Tribune, addressed to the editor ;

Sir,—1 have received within the last
two months many letters from tho West, |
written by people who, either by marti- |
age or descent, are connected with the
two Chase [amilies of New England,
which descend from Aquilla and Thomas
Chase, brothers, grantees of Hampton in
1639, or from William Chase, who came
over in Governor Winthrop’s fleet in
1639, and settled afterwards at Yarmouth,
where he died.

Tho descendants of Aquila and Thom-
a8 comprise the Chase families of Maine,
New Hawmpshire and the northesstern
part ol Massachusetts and Rhode Island
There is no reason to believe that Wil-
liam Chase of Yarmouth, was any re-
lative of the latter settlers ol Hampton ;
and all the eflorts which have been made
by mysell and others interested in
genealogy have failed to identify him
wilh them, or even to find him mentioa-
ed in any English records. The family
of Aquila and Thomns Chase are de-
seended from Thomas Chase, who wus
living at Chesham, in Buckinghamshire,
in 1540, and were found by the late M. |
IL G, Somerly, an American gentleman |
long vesilent in England, and a distin- |
guished professional antiquarian, who |
was employed by me to search the early |
English records. The result of his re
searches, together withsome genealogies
ol the family colleécted by me, I contri-
buted to the Heraldic Jourmal of Octo- |
ber, 1868, and, at the request of some ol
the name, [ reprinted the article in a
small pamphlet.

There lies in my attic & trunkful ol
newspaper cuttings, letters, and altompts
at English geneologies, which were re-
veived and put away by wy father, in
1548, after the same old story had been
cleverly claborated by the press-reporters

lof that ]miqd, many of whom are the

editors ol to-day. There was no teuth in
the story then; therc is none now. The
bubble was pricked in 1847, by the late
Mr. Boston, who,
weatied by importunity, cauvsed Messis
Baring Bros. & Co., to make sullicient
investigation to prove that the story was
A simple invention.  After twenly-five
years of quiet, the original story, thal
there was an estate in the English chan-
cery courts awaiting decision as to the
name of Chase, some of whom had louyg
ngo emigrated to America, has been re-
vived at a convention of Chase heirs, |
where each present seems to have coutri
buted something of circumstance, aud
where committees were appointed. The
story has at last attained such dimensions
that if occupies the whole page ofa broad
side, the production of a Mr. John F.
Chnse, a very misinformed, but I doubt
not very sincere map, who has been,
and is still, the **business committee"” of |
the convention. I quote an extraet from
tho broadside :—
