A Training-School for Sailor». 
On a drenching day, several years ago.

Here we have schools for 

training midshipmen, whete raw lads are 

put ihrough a mil! and biougbt out titled 
for their future duties. As far as practic- 
able, they arc taught everything that can 

make a naval officer efficient and crédita· : 

blc to his country,—not only those duties 

that he must do himself, but also those to 

be done by the men who are uuder him. 
The school is called the Naval Academy 
of the United Stales. It is situated at 

Annapolis, in the Slate of Maryland, on 

the bauks of the pretty river Severn. 
Candidates for admission to the Acad·· 

my aro nominated by Congressmen, one 

Irom each Congressi >ual district, one 

from the District of Columbia, and one 

from each Territory. Twice a year an 

examination of .candidates to till va- 

cancies is held. Tbey muet be between 

tourteen and sixteen years of age; sound 
in body and mind, and well versed in 

reading, writing, spelling, arithmetic, 

geography and English grammar. Thoee 
who pass are appointed as cadet midship- 
men, and are repaid the cost of traveling 
from their homes to Annapolis, and in- 

cluded on the pay roll of the navy with 
ÎÔOO a year salary to their credit. We 

don't think more liberal treatment could 
be asked for. Apprentices in other pro- 
fessions pay large sums in the Hist years 
of their service; the cadets are taught 
and paid ior learning.—St. Sichola 

Shoot Burglars. 
One of the «Sects ot iho shooting of 

the Bay Ridge burglars has been to lead 

somebody to ask of Charles O'Conor his 

opinion upon the duly and lights of 
householdets as agaiust midnight ma- 

rauders. The great lawyer says that 

housebreakers and thieves aro to all in· 
tents and purposes outlaws, and if they 
happen to be killed by] the family they 
are seekiog to plunder, public opinion 
will hold the slayer guiltless. No one 

will inquire whether the formalities and 

etiquette strictly applicable to the case 

have been observed, and, whatever the 
exact requirements of the law, no magis- 
trate will convict the slayer to priaon, 
no grand jury will indict him, nor will 

any district attorney prosecute, or petit 
jury convict ; and if bv any chance such a 

person should be convicted, Mr, Ο Con· 
nor thinks the governor would lose no 

time in pardoning him. This opinion will 

probably have a tendency to raise the 
rates of life insurance in policies taken 
out by professional burglars,· 

Birds at a High AUUuds. 

In the discussion that fallowed the 

reading of Professor Guthrie's paper on 

the (light of birds, beforo the British 

Association, Mr. Glaisher stated that he 
had experimented on the subject in con- 

nection with his balloon ascensions, with 

certain interesting results. The value of 

the air as a resisting medium was dem 

onstrated by the fact that, when birds 
were cast loose from the basket, at a 

height of two miles, they sank as if un- 

able to float in the air. The birds, more- 

over, seem to be conscious of this need 
of a dense atmosphere in which to fly, 
lor, when the experimenter attempts to 
send them out at a distance of five miles 
above the earth, they would not leave the 
balloon, but clung to the car, as a tired 
swimmer would bold to a boat to rcscue 
him.

It is true, that occasionally we 

ti'n au exception. such a- a «tump lot, on 

which largw crops ot wheat uia? be rai-ud 

in localities which, tor the tune being. it 

i» impossible to underdrain; but even 

with these, in many c.;se«. a* soon a> the 

stump- are rotted or removed, the under· 

draining niav take place wi*.h profit. A 

stiil le·". per centage than ϊ(> constitutes 
the exception in peou arlv elevated soils 
with gravelly sub«.oi where, tor a time, 

umlerdrainiiig and subsoil plowing will 
not pay lor the production ot ceteal 

crups. Rut ihese cases are rare. A still 
more rare kind ot exceptions aie those 
subsoi.- w l.i h ai e charged » ilh xulphuiel 
ot iron. 1 headmusiou ot the atmosphere 
causes ibis > ilphuiet to cbangc to a sul- 

phate of irou ot common copperas; and 
unless heavily limed, so as to decompose 
the sulphuiet ot iron, tortuiug sulphate 
ot lime ,.nd oxide ol iron, the rjnumfful

land. But if stagnant surface water is 

pieeeul, lb· lairaer must Uo without 

creps, or else use means to carry ofl the 
water. Thi* js true of any soil, Irieepee· 
live of lu mooer value. High-priced 
!»oil uear large cities, robbed ol its ter· 

lilitv, on which crops sufler trom the 

presence of water, cannet be werked 

profitably unless it is underdrained. 
properly manipulated and lertilizcd. It 
euch land is worth *100 per acre, and 
that bT these means lull sized crops can 

be grown, no farmer can afford to till 
the soil so u β fertile as not to pay bim for 
his labor ; and this is truer of the soil—the 
poorer it is and the higher the money 
▼alue ei the labor. 

It Is quite usual lor writers on nçricu 
ture to talk of what the faraser can 

and cannot afford.—that many fanners 
have not sufficient capital, etc. Now we 

would urge that agriculture, propen? 
carried out. tequiies capital, and that one 

cannot be a la;mer without capital, any 
more than he can be a merchant w man- 

ufacturer \vithout;capital. Suppose Adam 
Smith, in his work on political economy, 
ihouid state that merchants connot im- 

port goods unit*· the consumers will pa) 
tor theui before they receive them, be- 
cause the met chants aie poor and tiav 

not capital, would no: such au argument 
be laughed a·. 5 Still, do not ninety mer 

chants in ore hundred lail every ten 

years for want ot cap.tal ? added, doubt- 
less. to misoiai agemenl when applied to 

those who have capital. 
Can a man be a meichant or a bankei 

without capitalJ and must not his profit 
bear some ratio to the amount of capital 
used ? We claim, therefore, that writers 
on agricul.ure should p.eseut the best 
methods tor producing the largest profit 
pet acre with saiety to the cspital invest- 
ed, and let every laruier approximate to 

this status in proportion to his capital ; the 
more judicious will cultivate such aiea 

only a» is proportioned to their capiul. 
while the speculate, who but half culti. 
▼ate through the absense of capital must 

tail as competitors with their wealthier 
neighbors. 

The results of practice are always su- 

perior as argument against a process, t· 
an ν opinion which may be offered in ad- 
vance ol results, and when this practice 
pervades an immense area with a favora· 
ble result, we should preler such class ol 

proof to any one's opinion, hugland has 

expended many millions of dollars in un- 

derdrainage as a Cîovernmeut project, 
and money loaned to fai mers on the lol- 

lowing terms : 1st. That it should be 

expended in underdrawing their farms, 
under the direction ol public function- 
aries. 2d. That the owner of the larm 

theuld seenre the Government by a mort- 

gaze only active on the increased value 

of the larm beyond the assessed ra>ue at 

the time the underdrawing commenced.

to pay themselves. 

The result has not beet merely indi- 
vidual but national, and tho increased 
profit oi tbe farm, so un» erdrained, has 

enabled their owners to pa y off the drain· 

age mortgage without nconvenience, 
thus leaving themselves, forever after, 
the recipients of an increased income, 

while the permanent ircrease of the 

value of their faims has been equal to 

ibe whole cost of the und< rdrainage. So 

profitable did tbis proje<t prove, that 

chartered companies adr<rtised to loan 

capital on (rovemnenl let ms for under-' 

draining laud, and, a" a gineral remaik, 

it may be added, that wen it not for the 

undei drain < and subsoil plows of Kog· 
land she could not suppôt her preseut 
population. 

Little underdraiuage w u done in Kng- 
land prior to 1843.

Previous to the time ol calving il the cow 

IS Ut and in good fle>h her leed should 
>>e reduced in quantity and the bowels 
loosened by the feeding ol roots and pota- 
toes. At the time ot calving, there is 

considerable lebrile excitement ol the 

system, and a tendency to inflammatory 
diseases. 

Cows in high cundition are subject to 

milk, or puer)»eral lever. The excess ol 

flesh :iud plethora ol their systems pre- 
disposes them to inflammatory diseases 

ot all kiud*. The amount of food must 

be diminished, the bowels kept loose, and 

th« oow protected from cold and damp· 
ne»·. This fever may appear as early as 

two hours alter calving, and the tirst lour 

·· tive days ate the periods ol greatest 
danger, and il these are successfully 
passed. the animal may generally said to 

be sale. The only symptoms of the 
lever are restlessness, shitting her feet, 
pawing and hearing her flanks laborious- 
ly. The muzzle is dry and hot. the 

mouih open and tongue protruded. The 
countenance i* mild and the eyes staring 
I tie uddei is hoi and tender at the very 
commencement of the disease. This is 

to be regarded as an iaportant symptom 
and it there U a partial or total suppres- 
sion ot the milk, the disease in question 
is almost sure to be proved. 

1 Le tiret thing to be doue is to admit)· 
ister physic in powerful doses till the 

bowels move freely. If this object can 

oe accomplished, the animal is generally 
sate. Give from on* to two pounds ot 

Epaoio salts, with two ounces of ginger, 
and repeat in half pound doses ol the 
sa '.s with one ounce of ginger, every six 

hours till the desired object is fully at- 

tained. F he treatment, to be successlul, 
mu», be eai Iy iu the disease and energetic 
and itflcient. No half-way measure will 
answer. The careful farmer should keep 
a watchful oversight of his cows during 
the lir<t week ot calving, and early de- 

tect any disease or disorder which may 
manifest itself. 

SOKE TEaTs. 

Cows are subject to inflammation ol 

the uddei soon after calving. The dis 
tentiun of the udder with milk produces 
tenderness and irritability, and particu- 
larly of the to .is. l'he teats often be- 

qpme excoriated or cracked, snd exceed- 

ing teuder. The oow often suffers ex- 

treme pain whenever the attempt is made 
to milk her. If treated harshly she will 
be very likely to kick, and by rough 
hand η g may be spoiled and hccome an 

unmanageable beast. The utmost gen- 
tleness should be shown the cow nnder 
these circumstances, even though she 
should in the extremity of her sufferings 
kick the milk pail over, or very uncer- 

emoniously place her loot in the milk, do 
not. as you value your cow, strike or kick 

her. but rather get some warm water 

and foment the teats with cloths dipped 
in the water, till the bard crusts are 

softened and soothed. Then the milking 
may be accomplished with very little pain 
to the cow. After milking, wash the 
teats clean and wipe dry, then smear 

with beeswax and lard melted together, 
one part of the former to three of the 
latter Repeat the fomentation at each 

milking until the trouble is eradicated. 

ISFLAMKD CDDF.K Οβ OARGFT. 

If the cow le in high condition, or has 
been exposed to cold ®r wet. or if the 
determination to the milk glands be ex- 

cessive. there may result inflammation of 

the udder, or what is called gargelT It 

attacks the internal substance of the bag. 
First one quarter, or one teat, become» 

enlarged, liotnnd tender.
