Generally speaking, the damage
to life and property by the Indians is be-
lieved to be less during the past year than
any former year, and the prospect is that
as the country settles up it will be less
and less each year.

Postmaster Jewell's Report.

The Postmaster General, in his report,
recommends the repeal of that portion ol
the amendment of last Congress affectin
third class mail matter which increase
the postage on transient newspapers. He
does not recommend the repeal of the
other portions of that amendment relaling |
to four-pound packages ot merchandise |
and other third class matter. It has been |
found that nothwithstanding the double
rate upou the package mail, the number
of packages and the revenue have in-
creased. Beforo the rate was doubled |
these packages were carried at a loss to
the Government. The Postmaster Gen'l|
also calls attention to the fact that many
postmasters in cities leave their business |
in charge of clerks and pay little attention |
themselves to office duties. He recom-
mends that this be remedied.

—The Augusta Jowrnal says that the |
number of applications which have been |
received at the Adjutant General's oflice |
so far during the present year, for pen- |
sions from the State, is 714. Of this |
number 256 are from iavalids, 278 fmmt
widows, 143 from dependent mothers, 11
frowa dependent fathers,? from dependent |
sisters, and 24 from guardians of orphan |
children and adults. Of the 714 pension |
claims received this year, 571 have been
4 lowed, and the balance, 143, have not
yet been allowed.
