Traffic in Xeic England Ferns. 

Among the new industries of the la^t 
few years is the collection and sale of the 

creeping ferns so common in our New 

England woods, but entirely unknown 
beyoud the Alieghaniw, and, uutil last 

year, unknown beyond the Hudson. This 
business originated at Greenfield, where 
it is now carried ou extensively, and was 

beguu here about four years ago. It is 
now in the hands of R \V. Clarke and 
Miellex Λ Co,, who sell many thousand 
dollars' worth anouiliy. Hut few bunches 
were sold at first ; hut as the demand has 

,-teadily increased, the woods cast and 
southeast of Springfield, in Longmeadow, 
Wilbruhaui and isomers, have been care- 

fully gleaned. Often the value of the 
ferns growing on a saiglc acre of wood- 
land will exceed that of an acre of corn, 
and wood lots have been bought at high 
prices solely to control the fern trade. 

The season for gathering these ferns 

being apont the middle of August and 
lasts till late in the autumn. Originally 
only fresh ferns were sold, and those large- 
ly for Christmas decorations, but the 

trade in the preyed ferns is now by tar 

the largest part of the business, and gives 
employment to a number of hands. One 
dealer in this city keeps about twelve 
girls at work pressing. A dozen ferns 
are pressed in one "string," and one New 
York house has ο ierd 20,000 strings. 
The pressed ferns arc sent all over the 

I'nitcd States and Canada, many going to 

California, they are used maiuly for wall 
decorations, and the ladies will doubtless 
be surprised to learn that their western 

sisters often pay several dollars for ferns 
like those which can often be obtained 
hereabouts during- an afternoon's drive, 
fhe native fern, like the native American, 
resist all attempts at civilization, and is 

an entire failure as a house plant.—

Clearing Land irith Dynamitc, 
Kxperience at clearing lauds, btth ot 

stumps and lar^e boulders, with dyuaiu* 
ite, in Scotland has proved successful. 
The following account is giv en ot a late 
trial in an Kdinburg paper; A spidefu. 
of earth w -s removed from the side of a 

-tump and a hoic driven into the stump 
with a eiow'ar. Into this hole a car- 

tridge of dynamite was pressed by Means 

of a wooden ramrci!, then a detonation 
percussion cap with a li.ackford's lus? 
attached, \vas squeezed iutj a small car- 

tridge or j rimer of dynamite, and ioser- 
I ted into the hole in tl trunk in contact 
with the charge. The hole wa* liilcl up 
with loose earth, about a foot-length of 
the lu.-* j .:.2 left* bare. A match was 

next applied to the fuse, and suftkient 
time wxs taken lor the powder to reach 
the percussion cap to allow the operatives 
ω retire to a safe distance. When the 

ι explosion occurred the truuk was literally 
blown out of the ground, some of the frag- 
mente weighing nearly twenty pouuds, 
being thrown to a distance of over ahun- 

j dred ν ards. The destruction of the stump 
; was complete. In breaking up big l*>ul- 
der stones the dynamite was simply 
placed on top of the stone, covered with 
wet saud and fixed with l'use iu the ordi- 
nary way. The result was the reduct on 

of the bouiders to fragments the size of a 

walnut. It was effectually proved by 
kexperiments that laud can be speedily 
cleared jf tormidable obstruction to good 
cultivation by the use ot dynjmite, aud
