PARIS PHYSICIANS. 
The following essay was read by Dr. 

Tho's H. Hrown of Paris, at the Centen- 

nial celebration : 
The number of physicians—licentiates 

ami graduates—who have practiced medi- 
cine in the town of Paris, during the cen- 

tury, is twenty-three. Eleven of the 

twenty-three have deceased. Twelve are 

now living—three In l'aris and niue in va- 

rious places, from Maine to Kansas. The 

average time which each would have prac- 
ticed if divided equally among the twenty- 
three. would be nine years and three 
mouths. The longest period any one 

practiced was fifty years. The shortest, 
four months. The average age of those 
who have deceased was forty-live years— 
the oldest was seventy-seven years—the 
youngest was twenty-six years. 

The biography of each physician is here 
given, as fully as possible, on account ol 

the time allotted for the purpose. The 
facts, dates and iucidents have been gath- 
ered from the records wherever they coulil 
be found—especially of those who have 
deceased. Dr. Laphain is authority for 
most of the data concerning Drs. Hanson, 
Goss aud Chandler. The memory of some 

of th* more aged inhabitants—Mrs. Ruftis 
Stowell, daughter of Dr. Stevens, and 
Mrs. Arabella Carter, daughter of Capt. 
Samuel Rawson—is quite distinct in rela- 
tion to several of them, and their aid ha· 
been sought aud adopted. 

The Rev. James Hooper, in his brief his 
1 tory of Pari*, fifty or more years a^o, says ; 

"The first physician that cam·· to Paris 
was 1 »r. Burnett hut he <li»l not stay long." 
( »t Imt- state that the name of the t1r>t phy- 
sician who «-aim· to l'aris was Dr. Barnard. 

! Thh embodies all the knowledge concern- 

iiilt th<· tirst physician that came to l'aris. 
Mis hirth. age, nativity, time of coming 
ami departing, where he went or when In· 
deceased are all unknown. Consequently 
he will not l»e called the tirst settled physi- 
cian in Paris; hut that honor will be ac- 

corded to Dr. Stevens. 

Dit. Cvi'Kiin Stkvknh, from Ι78!Μν>*. 
Dr. Stevens was the tirst physician who 

settled in the town of Paris, lie probably 
came into town about 1Τ*·Λ This conclu- 
sion is formed from the facts that he cairn· 
into town unmarried—that he then married 
Sally Kohltisou ami had three children he- 
fore the birth of Mrs Sally Stowell, widow 
of Unfits Stowell. who is now living at the 
ag·· of H'J years. 11·· commenced hoarding 
at the house of Reuben Hubbard- then lo- 
cated not far from the residence of Daniel 
Kobe·», in a pasture, one mile south of 
Paris Kill. 

Dr. Stevens died July :wl, lso*'., aged ;is 

years. His wife died in 1*.ί»ι aged tî»! years. 
After the decease of her husband she con- 

tinued to practice one branch of tin· pro- 
fession until her health compelled her to 

desist. The Dr. as well as Ills wife trav- 
eled on horseback, over new and rough 
roads for many wars. \t length, when In- 
had bought and Improvnl a farm, phnsur* 
»r /y .»i« Iiegan to make their appearance 
and lie became the possessor of one. It 
was nothing more or less than a baggage 
wagon of the present day without springs. 
It was then thought to in- a great acipiisi· 
tion: and Mrs. Stowell says her aunt ex- 

claimed : "Why. you have come visiting in 
a pleasure wagon !" 

Physicians wcrr scarce in this region 
during the «loctor's lifetime. The Dr. was 

popular, and had business from all quar- 
ters and from gr»-at distance The road- 
were few and bad. and the people*» .it t«-r««l. 
lie was often call»*»! to attend patients in 
Hebron. Minot and New (iloticestcr. It is 

sahl that he labored beyond his strength, 
undermined his health and consequently 
died young. 

Λ very few aired |teoplc can γ··ιιι··ιιι'μ·γ 
Dr Stevi-u*; but many of the middlc-ag»*d 
people of Paris have heard about him. his 
character, his social and professional 
standing and his services; and they all, 
without exception, η f< r to him as a man 

and physician whose memory is worthy of 

high honors. 

Dit. Kiiink/iik Hvumuin »ô>ss. from 1*04. 

Dr. Klteneier II (ioss, was the son 

of Kev. Thomas iins> «if Helton, Mass. 
II·· married a sister of Mr Benjamin 
Thompson, · 'onnt Uumfonl and was on·· 

of th«· original proprietors of New I'eiiua- 
cook now Kumford. Me. Dr. settled j 
in Brunswick soon after the clos·* of tin· 
Revolutionary vvar. About lsot he moved 
to Paris, where in a limited degree Ιι·* prac- 
ticed medicine for several yearn. II»· had 
two children — (iustavu* Adolphus and 
>arah. I'he former lived in Paris ami was 

known as "Squire (ioss," and was at one 

time, λ candidate for Congress. I'he 
«laughter married David Marshall—the de- 
scendants of w h«»in an· now liv ing in Paris. 
Dr miss w as a talent· .! well educated and 
eccentric man, and many anecdotes ar»· 

told of his peculiarities and habits. It is 

said that a party <>f young men. students 
and scholars went t·· s(e him and pa> 
him their resp<*cts. II·· saluted them cor- 

dially in a foreign language and the con- 

versation continued and ended in the same.

ricd. came t<· Paris, with a view to settle- 
ment an a physician. lie remained in 
Paris but a short time; and there is no ac- 

count of where he came from or where he 
went. 

Pit. Cyhi IKmiin, from l*o«; lsiK. 

'Πι·· County <>f Oxford was lncorj»oratod 
in 1*05. Dr. Cvrus Hamlin, tln-n a prac- 
ticing physician of Llvermore, was ap- 
pointed Clerk of the Courts, and removed 
from I.lvermore to Paris. II·· was a native 
of (ιrototi, Mass., and w is born July 21st, 
17»'>7. He prepared himself for the practice 
of medicine. emigrated to l.ivermorc, coin· 

nienced practice in that town and was there 
married to Anne Llvermore, «laughter of 
l>ea. Klijah Llvermore. 

As In for»· stated. Dr Hamlin remove»! to 

Paris in 1 -<»♦:. Although he wan appointed 
Clerkjof the Courts, he did not rclin>|uish 
the practice of medicine in so far as it was 

compatible with the duties of hi» office. 
The l)r. continued in practice till near the 
close «if life, which took place iu February 
1*:ί·Λ aged years and 7 months. He was 

a gentleman, universally respected—a 
member of the liaptist Church and very 
much esteemed for his kindness of heart 
and genial, social rpialities. The Dr. was 

highly bltssed in his family, having had 
eight children who attained adult ago, four 
male and four female—among the former 
of whom may be reckoned a distinguished 
physician, a distinguished lawyer, and a 

dist inguished statesman. 

I)u. Uknjamin ChaM'Lkk, from 1 *·)«'»-1^27. 

The facts concerning the ancestrv and 
early history of Dr. Chandler are not 

abundant; or if so, are not known to the 

present gem ration. Il·· was Ιηιγιι in Dux- 

bury, Mass., in 17*2. and descended from 
Kdtnund. who was there as early as 1033. 
Hon. l'eleg Chandler of New Gloucester 
was supjMised to lté his uncle. This fam- 

ily of I handlers are not probably related to 

any other family of the name in Oxford 

County. 
Dr. Chandler was a graduate of Harvard 

College. Massachusetts; but whether he 
graduated at any Medical college, is not 

known, lie llrst came to New Gloucester, 
Me., ami soon alter went to Hebron, where 
he practiced his profession. In 1ho<! he 
settled in Paris—this village,—and contin- 
ued to practice his profession till his de- 
cease. In 1 » 1 s and 1*19 he was elected a 

Representative to the Legislature and went 
to Boston to discharge his duties, before 
the Mate was divided. He was appointed 

! Assistant Surgeon in Col. Kyerson's regi- 
ment in the war of 1*12-1"»; but whether 

! he ever left town to accompany the regi- 
| ment is not known. He was appointed 
1 Judge of Probate immediately alter the 
I separation of Maine from Massachusetts. 
! and entered upon the duties of his office 

June ft, 1 s^o—the successor of Judah Dana, 
and continued in that office until 1H27. The 
Dr. was twice married but left no children. 
His decease took place iu 1*27, aged 45 

years. His remains were deposited in a 

tomb on the old road to South Paris. 
The character of Dr. Chandler is often 

referred to by the oldest inhabitants of 
.Paris, who knew him well. He is repre- 
sented as a member of the Church, as a 

moral, upright man, amiable in his dispo- 
sition, unobtrusive in his manners, re- 

spected and beloved as a physician and 
honored as an able, intelligent and useful 
citizen by all his contemporaries.

A young unmarried man came to settle 
iu Paris, as a physician, about the time ol 
Dr. Stevens's decease, by the name of Dr. 
Dean. Even his specific name is not re- 
membered by the oldest inhabitants. H« 
practiced his profession but a brief period 
iu this town. The data for his biography 
are wholly wanting. 

Dr. Uenaiaii Hanson, 1811. 
I)r. Hanson was a son of Ichabod and 

Abigail (Hayes) Hanson, born in Windham, 

Me., Oct. is, 17S1. He attendri Frycbnrgl 
Academy; studied medicine with Dr. 
Converse of Durham: was commissioned 
Lieutenant in the 3iUl Γ. S. Infantry in 
1*12, hut never entered active service. 
11·· married Abigail Woodman of Buxton 
ami moved to Paris in 1*10 or 1S11, where 
his first child was Ικ»πι in 1*11. Ills sec- 
ond child was born In I lull is. Me., 1*13, 
hi* third at Waybridge, Vt., 1*1*, and his 
fourth at Fowlerville, Ν. Υ., l*2th lie 
died in York. Medina Co., Ohio, In l*."i*. 
In 1*21 Dr. Hanson was a Preceptor of an 

Academy in Stroudsbury, I'enn., and in 
Is·.'·.' lie was in New York city. He re- 

mained in Paris but a short time; but per- 
haps as long as he ever did anywhere. Ik- 
was η moving planet. 

Du. Asai'H KirruKiHiK, from l.si.*,-lsi;t;. 
Dr. Kittredge's father was of Scotch de- 

scent and tlrst settled In Tew kesbury. M iss, 

ami soon after moved to North Brooktleld. 
lie married Miss Fletcher, and practiced 
medicine ami surgery many years, lie had 
a family of nine children, four of whom 
were physicians and surgeons, the subject 
of this sketch Wing one of them. Dr. 
\saph Kittredge was boru at Brooktleld in 
17:»:», and studied medicine under his fath- 
er's tuition and completed his eourse of 

study in Boston in 1*12. Soon after lie 
was assistant surgeon on Imard a privateer, 
w here lie found his lirst experience as a 

surgeon. In 1*1". he rod»· from Boston to 

Paris on horseback, where he stoppai, in 
order to ascertain whether he iiad better 
remain or retrace his steps anil ;ntn Ohio. 
While waiting, as tradition records it— 

"his mind in a ipiaudary—he was called to 

attend an old lady in Paris iu a severe Ill- 
ness. she recovered under his treatment, 
and told him his mission for good was to 

remain In Paris: and that derided his 
mind." Il<' remained on Paris Hill a short 
time, then moved to North Paris, where I 
lie bought a farm and continued the prac- 
tice of his profession till the fall of 1 s.'.e. 

tic then moved to Paris Hill and contin- 
ued in active ami successful practice till 
1 -·:·> ίιι all about fitly year*, lie was 

twice married, marrying first Miss Kli/a 
Stoivell of Paris, and seeoud Miss .lauette 
Young of North Yarmouth Two children 
were the result of each marriage. V son 
of each is now living Charles F in New

Dr. Kittredge was ill and suffered much 
from spinal disease some two years In-fore 
his ose. His wife having died lie 
moved to New Haven in 1 "»«:7 where lie 
continued to sink and died Feb. «itti, lsi;s, 
aged 7"· years, lie w as a large, well pro- 
portioned man physically—weighing some 
:'.oi< pi ni ud s strong. \ igorrjiis ami resolute. 
His |.ni< tic·· «if fifty- year*. In storm and 
sunshine, iu heat and cold and mghi and 

day, proved him to be a man of great en- 

durance. II*- wis a man of good common 

sense, of sound Judgment, of social and 
cheer Ad disposition, abstemious habits, an 

able and useful physician and surgeon. \ 
near and dear friend of his says "He was 

a practical man held clear and pronounced 
opinions on most subjects—a great smoker 

was iu his most amiable mood after a

With Judge Kuiery,—a man of similar 
taste—he could enjoy all the charms and 
consolation, which lbr many hours, sweet 
sounds could afford.

Levi Lincoln, who 
w as, as 1 have been informed, Governor of 
Massachusetts at the same time Enoch Lin- 
colu was Governor of Maine. He occu- 

pied the office built by Gov. Parris, was an 

eminent and successful lawyer and had a 

large practice. He ga\ e much attention to 
politic», in which he was very popular, 
h >lding iiuportaut offices ; ami in 1-i»; he 
wa» elected Governor of Maim·—a Ailler 
evidence of the love and admiration of the 
people—ami left l'ari» toassume the duties 
of the office at Portland, then the scat of 

government. He died at Augusta, while 
In office. He was never married. 

Hou. Stephen Emery began practice in 
Pari- not long after Gov. Llucolu cairn· 

i here. He wa» admitted to the bar in June, 
1 .«* 1Î». He was born at Minut, April 'f.f, 
175*·, fitted for college by his own efforts, 
aided by the fruit- of a sympathizing elder 
si»ter's labor, ami graduated at liowdoin in 
l»14.

He was a learned and successful lawyer

gentleman. 
lion. Joseph (t. Cole was born in 17i>i>, 

at Lincoln. Mass., graduated at Harvard in 
Is22 and in 1H25 came to 1'aris. finished lii·* 
course of study willi lion. Knoeh Lincoln, 
and \\«is admitted t<« tin· Iwr in Sept.. 18Ϊ0. 
He at once conuneuced practice in Paris 
and continued to reside here till his death, 
Nov. 12, 1851. while Judge ol the District 
Court, to which office he had liecu appoint- 
ed in lKf.. 1848. 

Judge Cole was a modest, retiring man, 
but at the same time attable, genial, and 
very agreeable, a sound lawyer, a most ex-

orporation of the town, it was quite ex- 

tensively Mettled, and it wa* divided into 
live school districts, although there were 

is yet no school houses in any of the dis- 
tricts. At the iir>t town meeting the clerk 

ilearly records that it was voted to accept 
the School Districts a» divided hy the Se- 
lectmen iu their report. He however fails 
to reeor.l what that report was, so that we 

:ire left somewhat iu the dark as to what 
were the original limits of the districts 
Ihis record reminds q»e uf a story H hit h 
they tell uf Dr True of Hethei. The ν sa ν 

the Dr. was riding through I'aris. aiid oil 
P®«wlu* in the road hy the house where 
Maj. ltufus Stowell used to reside, was 

looking about, the Dr. always hus his sci- 
L'litilie eye o|»en when traveling when his 
attention was attracted by the huge bowl- 
er still to he seen jn thetleld to the uorth- 

east of the road. His cqrio.slt) was ex-, 

cited and he left his team ami went up to 

examine it. On inspection he pronounced 
it one of the largest bowlders in thi- sec- 

tion of the country and at once determined 
to write to the papers giving an account of 
this wonderful bowlder. Wishing to be 

very precise as to its height, he informed 
th.· public ιΐυ,ι κ about half as high as 

the white birch tree growing be»i.p· it, 
without giving the height of the tree. As 
white birch trees vary somewhat in their 

height, his description gave about the 
same idea of the height of the bow hier as 1 

the clerk's here gave of the boundaries ofl

The record, however, gives the names of 
tin* live penou* who were then elected 
School Λ lient s, or Committee, as they 
were then termed.

where'Freelanil Swan now ii\·-. and his 
district must have Included all north <>t' 

what is now South Purls and west oi the 
river. John Willis resided on the Hill, in 
what wan then called the Centre District, 
and Seth Carpenter in what is called n<»\\ 

the Partridge District, including then all 
north of it. Γ ρ to Isoo, the town raised 

(Illy pounds a year for the support of 
schools. In lSOO they raised it to stoo, 
and it increased gradually from that time 
forward. The &loo raised in lsrto must

Through the neglect of 
the committee to take a deed the title failed 
and the building was removed some years 
after to the lot where the brick school 
house now stands, on Lincoln Street, the 
lot having been given by Lemuel Jackson.

temptingly colored plate> too often ailui 
one to unprofitable investments, whic 
might hav* been saved bv a knowleek 
of varieties. 

Nature has bountifully provided frui 
in some d«*>irable form for nearly all par 
of the earth when man hniLs a habiti 

tion and pomological science, seconde 

by practical experience, has enhanced tl 
attractions of fruit cultun through tl 

propagation of new and improved kind 

adapted to the various soils and climati 
of this country Progress in this dire* 
tion has been no le*s marked and suects· 

ful than in other heids of science. Thei 
is now ao dearth of fruit producing tree 

for every part of the country. The na 

ural habits and growth of different varv 

ties, belonging to the «ame general clas 
an so unlike, that one, highly suceessf 
in some sectiops, is worthless in other 

ζ?.·. '.· t .juer.tly pc--j !» attrii ute th» 
ill success to a lack of vitality in the tre 

when, in fact, it is the result of improp 
selections of varieties. For instance, tl 
Harriett pear in southern and central Ne 

Kngland is one of the most successfu 
while in the northern sections, it is a fai 
un·. And vet a majority an inclined to s 

the Rartletts because they have seen ai 

enjoyed their luscious fruit elsewhere. ΊI 
same is true of various kinds of apple 
conspicuously the Baldwin, which has loi 
been a leading favorite in Massaehusetl 
but which fails in many other sectio: 
under influences of sod and climate sir 
ilar to those of its native locality. Exp 
rience alone can safely determine tJ 

special adaptability of such varieties 

any given locality. 
Many attribute their failure in mal 

ing trees thrive to the fact that th< 

I were transplanted from a slightly differ- 
ent latitude; but where there is one fail- 

! ure due to this cause, there are dozens 
attributable to improper selections of vari- 
eties. Of cours·· trees grown in the 
Southern States would not be suitable 
for New England, much lee* the vari- 
eties grown there, as for most part, 
they are such as will not flourish north. 

1 The experience of the last twenty-five 
years demonstrates, in the fine orchards 
scattered all over the North and Kast, 
that the nursery products of New York, 
Connecticut and the various local nurser- 

ies, are adapted to every part of New 

Kngland, the Middle States and the Can- 
adas ; and there is little choicc, so far as 

climate's influences are concerned, from 
which of these nurseries the stock comes 

if it is in a fresh, healthy condition and 

of the right varieties. If the orehardist 
of Maine or Northern New York invest* 
in Baldwins, Kawle's, Janet etc., he will 

probably make a failure; but if he plants 
Fameuse. I>ucheae of Oldenburg, Tal- 
man Sweets, etc., and uses projn r care, 

he will rarely fail of success. 

H it all have not the means of inform- 

>.g themselves on this j«>int, and in or- 

der aid the in· xjierienced fruit grower, 
the writer has can-fully prepared lists, 

showing the varieties best adapted to the 
different sections ot the country, which 
will follow in their proper places.

Washing Fluid.—Washing in many 
families makes a day's hard work every 
week. It may be made much easier, and 

quicker done, by using this fluid, w ithont 

injury to the clothes and with little ex- 

pense. Two quarts of boiling water on 

a half-pound of unslaked lime. Dissolve 
in another vessel one pound of washing 
soda and one-half pound of borax in 
two quarts of water, then mix with the 
lime and boil five minutes ; let it settle 
and bottle the clear part of the mixture. 
I"se a small teacup of this to two pails of 
water with a small cup of soft soap or 

as much hard soap. Soak the clothes 
first in clear cold water, then put in the 
boiler, in which the soap anil mixture 
have been stirred in cold water, boil ten 

minutes, then take out, wash the dirty 
places, and rinse· in plenty of clean 
water. The fluid saves more than half the 
work, very little rubbing being required 
even for clothes very much soiled.
