Mr. President, much has been said in
the progress of this discussion in relation
to the rights of the majority. Ido not
propose to discuss that point at all; it
has been debated here for weeks by abler
men than [. It is not the ground on
which I make this fight for myself and
in part for my State. I recognize its
force ; I recognize that the minority must
yield to the majority ultimately or that
we have no Government; but there is
another ground which appeals to me with
infinitely greater strength than that. 1
have seen something of a minority in the
other House. I have just come from it,
and we in there availed ourselves of the
rights of the minority under the rules
that the Senator from Georgia speaks
about. I supposed when 1 came here
into this dignified Chamber I had bid
adieu to filibustering forever; but lo and
behold ! all the filibustering I ever saw
in the other branch pales into utter insig-
nificance when compared with this here.

Mr. President, the ground on which 1
make this fight is this: that there is a
solid South, and that a solid South is a
constant menace to the prosperity, to the
safety of the American people, and, in
my judgment, a gross, wicked usurpation
of rights, a deprivation of rights among
its own people. And when I talk about
the people of the South I mean blacks as
well as whites. When Senators on the
other side talk nbout “‘our people” they
seem to me to mean no man except the
man who has a white skin, but we at
the North recognize a black man as one
of the people. I say the North today,
in my judgment, places this fight upon
this ground and sustains it upon our dec-
laration that that solid South shall be
broken of its solidity if that solidity
depends upon the deprivation of any right
of any citizen of the United States hap-
pening to reside there.

When that charge was made, Senator
after Senator on the other side had the
boldness to rise and deny, some of them,
that there had ever been any political
outrages, such as have been alluded to,
in the South since the war. ‘The two
Senators from Georgia both admitted
that there had been outrages; I heard
no other on that side admit it; but each
one who has spoken has declared emphat-
ically and distinctly that today those
outrages have ceased entirely ; that today
the angel of peace has settled over the
whole South ; that today elections are as
free, as fair, as peaceable there as any-
where in the United States; and, says
the Senator from Georgia, more free than
they are in Massachusetts or Rhode Is-
land or Connecticut.

the Democratic clah, had a little ticket of
safety given him issued by the Demoeratic
club. The Democrats on witness
stand sald it was a ticket of safety aguinst
thelr own hlack brothers, hut on eross-ex

amination it proved to be a ticket of safety
against the Demoersey, conservative
gentlemen of Loulsians.

The black men perbaps can be converted,
but if the black men know anything the
know that under God and the Republica
party that they have been made free. [
they know anything they know that the
whole power of that party for twenty §
has been devoted not only to making them
free, but to securing them thelir rights as
free men. Who can be led to believe that
of their own accord and free will they to-
day will vote the Democratic ticket when
the issue is & national one?

Sir, just before election the feeling on
both sides in South Caroling was most in
tense and on the Democratic side extreme,
desperate, and bitter, This s the last
election. They forced into the guestion
the race Issue, declared it a question ol
white civilization and supremacy, and for-
getting the black code and Ku Klux ont-
rages denounce theattempt to restore a Re-
publican administration as treason to the
State and & crime against humanity, de
serving of any exercration and justifying
or excusing any means by violence or frand
to defeat it.

Again after election the particular acts
of frand throughout the State, the nufer
of which is simply incalculable are merely
the result of a deliberate and desperate cou
spiracy of the whole Democratic organiza-
tion to defrand the acknowledged Republi-
can majority of the use of the suffrage be
cause they denounce the result as “ulgger
domination.” The jury laws, the statute
itself,force openthe doorof the jury room to
members of the very conspiracy and furnish
both its opportunity and protection sgainst
the Government.

Again, methods. There was violence (n
Greenville, Laurens, Hampton, and one or
two other counties, and of fraud every-
where, from voting twice to stutiing and
counting out by whoelsale. The election
process is, by three managers at each poll-
ing precioct, all Democrats, who receive,
and immediately connt and make retarn to
ahoard of county canvassers,all Democrats,
who aggregate the votes, and of course
where the returns on their face show by
accldent a Republican majority, sufficient
boxes are thrown out upon whatever ples
to tabulate a majority the other way. This
tabulation, with returns, poll-list, &e., Is
forwarded to the State board of canvassers,
composed of highest State officlals, who,
upon the certitied statements of the county
board, make the official declaration.

Again, in the case of the United States
vs. Webb there was testimooy as to the
method of ballot-stutting in South Carolina

The stuifing was done here and elsewhere
in this county in two ways, by wrapping
small tickets {n a large one and cramming
them in, and by haviog wooden ballot-box-
es with sliding lids, on the inper surface
of which packages of forty or ffty tickets
were loosely fastened by strings pressed
by knifeblades into surface of lid over the
package. Polls were required to be open
at six o'clock, a. m. The managers, who
were all Democrats, wounld open the polls
before the Republican Supervisor or any-
body reached there and lock the box.
When the Supervisor came and demanded
to inspect the box he was flatly denled on
the ground that he was too late, and they
would then outswear him ousthe stand. At
the close of the polls they would unlock
the box, draw the lid sharply off, the pack-
ages would fall and scatter and cover the
top of the interior. They then counted
them. The proof was clear, as the excess
of ballots over the names on their own
poll-list showed.

Heligoland is the most celebrated sta-
tion in the world for studying the mi-
gration of birds.

The amazing result is,
that as many species of birds have been
obtained in this minate islet as in any
country in Europe; whiiethe vast num-
ber of the migrating flocks is shown by
the fact that 15 000 larks Lave sometimes

The process, which is
represen ed to be very cheap, i3 as fol-
lows: Old linen rags, whicli are com-
posed of hard vegetable finers, are
converted into dexirine by the applica-
tior of su pliuric acid, ana the produet
thus obtained is then washed with milk
of lime. Nexy it is tremed with a
stronger soiution of the sulpuuric acid
than that first used, when the material
is immediately transtormed and crystal-
lized into & glucose, from which appetiz-
ing jellies ana tempiing coalectivns can
be made.

A “crop” is a varianble quantity, al-
though many people never think about
this fact. The Journal of Chemi iry
8ays that the largest drop is formed by
syrup of gum-araoic, forty-four to the
drum, ana the smallest by chioroform,
250 to the dram. As a general rule,
tinctures, fluid extracts and essentinl
oils yield a drop less than one-Lialf the
size of water, and acids and solutions
give & arop but slightly smaller than
WALEr.

A sampie of Chinese tea has been
raised by Mr. 8. P. Qdom, ot Dooly
county, Ga., from plants furnished by
the national agricaltural department.
He says the plante are now three
old, in & very healthy condition and
bearing profusely. Mr. Odom is satis
fied that tea raisine could be made a
success in this country, and of great
profit. if the proper attention were
given it.
