EDl'CATE THE SOUTH. 

Judge Tourgee. in his recent work, 
4,Hricks Without Straw," advocates the 

appropriating of government funds for 

education in the South. Thi* appeal for 

government aid is echoed in a pamplet 
before us. published by the unanimous 

vote of the City Council of Charleston, 
South Carolina. It consists of the edu- 

cational report of the mayor of that 

citv. 
It is very evident that the late Presi- 

dent Garfield foresaw the necessity of 

government aid in this direction. He 
sai l in his inaugural : "The census has 

already sounded the alarm in the appall- 
ing figures which mark how dangerously 
high the tide of illiteracy ha* risen among 
our voters and their children. To th· 

South th;« question is of supreme impor- 
tance. Hut the responsibility for the 

existence of slavery did not rest upon 
the South alone. The nation i'jelf U 

responsible for the extension of the suf- 

rage, and is under special obligations to i 

aid in removing the illiteracy which it 

has added to the voting population." It 

is not necessary to rehearse the causes 

which resulted in giving the ballot to the 

freed man. A million ignorant black 

men. debased and degraded by slavery, 
were suddenly tured into voters, with all 

the rights and privileges accorded to the 

best and highest in the land. 

It is useless to say that the South kept 
these men m ignorance, and now should 
care for them or take the consequences. 
The whole nation is in peril from such a 

horde of illiterate .sovereigns. If it is 

the duty of the South to educate her il- 
literate. she is unfortunately unable to 

perform that duty. Her plantation» and 

her : usines* were destroyed by the war. 

while many of her active, enterprising. 
1 -Mneae» men were killed, maimed or ren- 

d red helpless by poverty. To support 
local government and rejtore lost prosper- 

ity ujx η the new basis, taxes her utmost

While Charleston is thus heavily taxed, 
her hools are overcrowded, and there 

are not accommodations for much over 

half of those who should attend. No 
doubt other sections of the south are 

making a* heroic efforts, but the sudden 
dc -..bling of their school population, with 

a decrea>e of one-half in property valu- 

a:: >n, render* them powerless to supply 
the demand for educational facilities. 

N> w tha.t the South sees its needs in 
this direction, and asks for aid, a good 
opportunity is aîforded the government to 

show a generous spirit toward that s<c- 

tion. We could not send government 
money .r.to the South to repair the ravages 

of w.ir. for that would encourage rebel- 
l. n. but a distribution of educational 
fur.Js on the basis of illiteracy as shown 

by the last census, would relieve the peo- 

ple of a great burden, and send funds 
when- they are moet needed. The prop- 
os.:! η to set apart the remainder of the 

public dorna;n for educational purposes is 

an excellent one. A national Board of 

]1Jl at ion should control the distribution 

of tunds appropriated for this purpose. 
a:;d also enforce such wholesome laws as 

to prevent the increace of illiteracy. 

I HUS9CME IT> DRAW NOW."

When the 
Greenback craie swept Oxford county, 
blotting oat the Republican majority of 
seven hundred, for two yesrs, the farmers 
of Hebron stood Arm and retained nearly 
their accustomed decided Republican ma- 

jority. When asked by the party commit- 
tee to increase the Republican majority, 
the town committee-man replied that it 
•vas Impossible, since nearly every Repub- 
lican voted, aud there was no ground for 

making converts, the few Democrats iu 
town being of the fast-color variety. 

Hebrou is well up amoug the bills of 
Oxford countj. The surface Is billy, the 
soil is generally hard to work but good, 
the farmers raising good crops of corn, 

wheat, potatoes, etc. There ts no better 

apple region In New Kngland, and a good 
crop this year has llued or will line the 

pocket-books of those who make apple 
culture a promiocut feature of their fann- 

ing. Sugar orchards are quite as plentiful 
as those of fruit. Hundreds, If not thou- 

sands, of gallons of maple syrup are made 

iu Hebron every year.

The region is out· of the healthiest iu New 

Lugland— a fact which summer tourists are 

finding out. Hebron, Paris and other 

surrounding towns are famous for their 

minerals. The finest tourmalins In the 

country are found there. Rev. Mr. Kich· 
ardsou of Hebron, an 1 l'osluiaslor Hear e 

of West Minot, have \ery tine and valuablo 
collections. Buckfleld is the trading t«wu 

in tiiat locality. It has also several smill 

manufacturing iutercats, and now that the 

lluckfleld Branch Railway is a well uiau 

aged corporation It lias a very promising 
future. The canning factories in Buckfle'd 
and many other towns afford employment 
and markets. This year large quantities 
of apples and pumpkins were cauued after 
the corn season was over. 

The locality Is famous for its excellent 
water, many springs having médicinal vir- 
tues. The famous Poland springs are ouly 
a few miles, while tu a valley near l>y la 

another spring, whose waters are sold iu 
Boston. Just now considerable quantities 
of water are shipped from a spring iu Hart- 
ford. Iu fart, if it is dllll ull to get intox 

Icating drinks hereabout, there is an abun 
dance of t>ure sparkling water and some 

sweet cider. 
Hebron A< adeniy 1.4 kn<><«Q all through 

Maine. Il was one of the first of the acad- 
emics plauted In the State, and while oth- 
ers have died out this old institution con- 

tinues to hold it· own. ΟΓ late It ha.* been 

recognized bv Colov Γ Diversity as on»· of 
its filling schools, and receives the support 
of that institution, GvhxI classical teachers 

are employed, and l.ius this old se! ool 
is kepi alive iu spite of the multiplicity of 
high schools. Here Hannibal llimliu filled 
for college. Here your excellent Governor 
Long, a nttive of Buckfleld. tilted for col- 
lege when a mere la 1. Congressman Dun- 
nell of Minnesota was once a teacher here.

From the Portland Transcript. 
THE KAMKS OF MAINE. 

It is a fact probably.not generally known 
that the whole surface of the Slate of Maine 
Is streaked with the beds of rivers which 
flowed through the Ice during the glacial 
period. These river beds or deposit# now 

exist in the form of ridges, and are locally 
known as horsebacks, or whale'>acks. In 
some Instances they form a continuous 
embankment with level surfaces ou which 
roads have been constructed. They are 

formed of sand, gravel and pebbles brought 
down by the water, or embedded iu the 
Ice-flow. We remember once on a htage- 
ride from Brownville to Oldtowu, driving 
for miles on the top of one of these horse- 
back ridges. It was well defined, being of 
little more than audlcient width for the 
road-bed. 

Our attention has been called to this sub- 

ject by a pamphlet by Prof. Geo. II. Stone, 
formerly of Kent's Hill Seminary, now of 
Colorado College, Colorado Springs, lie 
ha* made a study of these ancient river- 
beds, which are scientifically known as 

Karnes, aud in the paper before us shows 
an intimate knowledge of the topography 
of Maine. He traces the Karnes from 
their narrow gorges in the bids, through 
long distances, until they spread out, iu 
some Instances, into gravelly plains. He 

\ gives a map of the Karnes of Maine, show- 
ing that the surface of the Stat* is striated 
with a surprising number of these ridges 
which testify to the ice-sheet which ouce 

covered eastern North America. As the 
Ice melted rivers were formed flowing be- 

1 tween walls of ice snd carrying iu their 
waters a detritus whicu in its gradual de- 
posit formed these now elevated river- 
beds. 

1 Une of these Kamee, traced by Prof. 
gtone, and called by him the Portland 

1 System, begun with the waters of Lake 
1 Welokeunebacook, flowing through the 

narrow pass of the Black Brook, which we 

had occasion to describe iu our accouutol 
the excursion of the Maine Press Assocla- 
tion, last summer, and ou down the valley 
of the Ellis Klver, through Kumford and 

1 Woodstock to Bryant's Pond. Here it la 
lino*η the whalesback, and is very dis- 
tinctly iiiarkea. It continues on through 
Oxford. Poland, New Glouuecte;· and Gray, 
reaching, with short interruption's, to Ste- 
vens's Plains, where another gap occurs, 
apd It then reappears in gravel bars on 

tfratobaj}'* Hill and Muujoy's Hill, in Port- 
land. It has an entire length of about one 

hundred and flve miles. AloDg this course 

a great Kame river once flowed, forming 
: bus here at its mouth in Portland. 

Prof. Stone describes thirty-one of these 
> Kame systems in Maine, of varying length. 
I They frequently cross low hills, showing 

that the Kame rivers were not deflected by 
bills IeM than two hundred feet high, 
flowing from north to sooth their courte· 
•re not deflected cast or west by the hllla 
nearly so much u in the stream· of to-day. 
There are freqeeat gaps ta them, bat all 
lie along contlgaous Une· of valleys or 

over level ground, and all ara practicable 
lines for railroads. In many laaUacee 
they cross the bads of lakea, sometimes for 
many miles, and can be traced undtr the 
water. 

It le interesting to codsider that we have 
thus in our State two river ■yatcms, the 
ancient and the modern, that of the glacial 
period and that of to-day, the one leaving 
bads elevated above the geaeral surface, 
the other continuing the work of eroslou 
below the general level. The one wore 

away the great Ice-ahcct, the other Is wear- 

ing away the bills and bringing the earth's 
surface to a uniform level.

thought or attention to the amelloratlot 
of the condition of the ill and deformed, 
regarding all persons as useless who were 

unable to psrtlclpatc lu warfare ; and al 

though, iusanity was regarded ai a sacred 

disease and early Grecian and Kumar 

writers abouud in allusions to the pro 

pbetic powers of madness and the sup 

posed ability of certain gods to produce it 
yet in no Instance do they make an allu- 

alon to any institution for the care ami 

protection of the Insane. Heathen my·

a sad place. I remember row after row ul 

faces, piuchcd by disease aud scarred and 
seamed by dissipation, that would be 

chauged but slightly should they l»e re 

moved to the Dead House close by, from 
which several times a week a little steamer 

bears the rude unlettered Collins to the 
Potter's Field. It started while we were 

watching, and as It disappeared iu the 
cold mist with its ghastly burden it seemed 

symbolic of the lives that had closed in 

obscurity and utter forgetfblness. At poor 
Nixy Trent would say, "There may le 
chances by an by. somewhere, for suih as 

they ; God knows " 

A low-roofed building on which Is in- 
scribed The Morgue," stands on the liell- 
vue grounds, and is under the charge of 

the warden of the hospital. All dead bod- 
ies of unknown persons are exposed there 
with view to the identification by friends. 
A morbid desire to see the place led me in- 

side, and although I do not now regret ft, 
I certainly should l>e unwilling to rrpeat 
the visit. Two bodies taken that day from 
East Hiver lay on the slab·, a man and a 

child about seven years old—a pretty boy 
with leng fair hair aud delicate feature*. 
The drip, drip, drip of the water as it fell 
upon the cloth· that covered their bodies, 
was the most melancholy sound that ever 

rcached my ear, and th? eight of their 
face· was the most pitiful spectacle that 
ever was before my eye·. The kct pen» 
told u· that 2,000 bodies were exposed 
there in six years, half of whom were rec- 

ognized by friends ; the others wt re carried 
to the City Cemetery for burial; their 
clothe· were exhibited a month and kept a 

year, and every other available means tak- 
en to establish their Identity in the future 
If Inquiries are made. Qf course a great 
number of those drowned by accident or 

design or murdered and thrown in East 
or North Rivers are never recovered being 
carried out by the tide. 

From Bellevne we went to the New York 
Hospital on lGth Street, which presented 
with its marble steps, mansard roof, stain 
id glass windows, and all conveniences as 

well as elegances, a atrlklng contrast to 
the one we had just seen.
