If the city is to
be run on a sound business basis, the

It is from the |
tax payers who promptly pay their|
taxes that an indignant protest|
comes that the delinquent must bear |

I request that tax payers who
have been served with lien notices,

VALUE OF LOCAL NEWS

At the recent annual meeting of
the Ameritan Newspaper Association,
held in New York, in which two hun-
dred publishers of papers in small
cities participated, the gist of the
reports and discussions agreed that
newspapers outside the larger cities
should build their circulations upon
the bedrock of news strictly of local

interest.  Statistics were gathered
through house to house canvass, two
surveys being conducted by Prof.

George H. Gallup, dean of the School
of Journalism in Iowa University, and
Kenneth Fryslie, a graduate of
Iowa University. Professor Gallup's
researches found practically no inter-
est in foreign very little
political news from Washington, a
great deal of interest among women
in letters to the editor and a maxi-
mum of interest in the picture pages.

Here and there we heard the rush
of water where some natural cave
only partly blocked up revealed the
presence of the harnessed waters in
the veins of the very mountains.

CAN SHOOT

TEN MILES

A Complete and Official Description of Big Gun Lately
Received By Battery E

During the past week the local unit
of the 240th Regiment. C. A., has
been busy at Rockland Garage mak-
ing ready the new home for the gun
and tractor of Battery E. As this
new outfit is open to visits from the
public a short description seems in
order.

This is an American made reproduc-
tion of that famous French 155 mm
(G.P.F.) The letters G.P.F. refer to
the carriage of French design
“Grande Puissance Filloux,” which.
translated very freely. means gun
and carriage of great range or power,
Filloux being the name of the in-
ventor.

This strange monster of a weapon

| is of rugged design, the complete unit
The gun |

weighing about 15 tons.

has the extremely high muzzle ve-

. locity of 2400 feet per second. a rate

of propulsion that throws the 95
pound projectile 18,000 yards or a lit-
tle more than ten miles.

The wheels of the carriage have a
double tread of solid rubber tire. By
an ingenious arrangement a cater-
pillar tread can be applied to the
wheels in a few minutes whenever
soft ground is encountered.

The main part of the unit is the
gun proper which rests in the cradle.
The cradle contains the recoil and
counter-recoil systems, and is at-
tached to the top carriage by trun-
ijons. The top carriage is pivoted
and supported on the bottom carri-
age which in turn is supported by the
carriage axle and trails. Movements

| to the right and left are made by a

traversing system which turns the
gun, cradle and top carriage through
60 degrees, permitting a large area
to be covered by the fire of the gun

L
Movements in elevation are
through the elevation rack, causing

the gun and cradle to turn at the
trunions, giving elevations (ranges)
from 0 to 35 degrees. The full
powder charge weighs approximately
25 pounds, and this gives a range of
about 18,000 yards when the eleva-
tion is set at 35 degree In order
to increase the useful life of the gun
target practice is held with a smalle:
charge, weighing about 18 pounds.
This gives a maximum range of 15,-
yards without doing much
damage to the bore.
