JA!\H",S F. HANLEY, whose song
hits include the famous “Back
Home Again in Indiana,” describes
himself as a disappointed cartoon-
ist who chanced to become a song-
writer. As a youngster, Hanley
wanted to draw. Whenever he
started to progress in the art, music
intervened. Eventually he became
a pianist, forgot his crayons and
found fame and fortune in the com-
position of popular songs.

Born of native Indiana stock in

Rensellaer, Indiana, February 17,
1892, he attended Loyola Univer-
sity, Chicago, Champion Univer-

gity, Prairie du Chien, Wisconsin,
and the Chicago Musical College.
He emerged from the music institu-
tion as a vaudeville pianist.

He was playing vaudeville dates
