[EDITORIAL]
SIZING 'EM UP

The American Institute of Public Opinion has been sound­
ing out the strength of Cordell Hull. Secretary of State, as a 
Presidential possibility and finds that the Tennessee states­
man would apparently make a very good run. Voters asked 
to express a preference between Dewey, the Republican, and 
Hull, the Democrat, expressed themselves as 52 percent in 
favor of the New York district attorney and 48 percent in favor 
of Hull. But if Cordell Hull were to run against Senator Taft, 
Republican, it would be a 50-50 proposition, according to the 
voters whose opinions were sought. The change in sentiment 
finds interesting reflection in the fact that 9 percent of those 
who voted for Alf M. Landon in 1936 would favor Hull today, 
91 percent would favor Dewey. On the other hand only 
72 percent of those who voted for Roosevelt in 1936 would vote 
for Hull in 1940, while 28 percent would vote for Dewey, a 
change of 19 percent in favor of the Republicans. The per­
centage gain is slightly smaller were Hull and Taft to be the 
opponents. A similar straw vote will be taken in connection 
with other candidates, and it will all be very interesting to 
watch.

I situation is relieved."

Welch said the large prison pop- 
(ulation had made it necessary to 
“take care of some of the prisoners 
in corridor spate.'

"After the June term of superior 
courts," he said, "we exp«wt there 
will be quite a few more added to 
our population '

The warden said construction of 
a new cell block was expected to be 
completed in November It will 
house 72 prisoners

Wooster, square jawed Rockland 
warrior was out to meet him and 
they sparred for an opening. Woos­
ter's right hand smashes went wild 
in the early fighting as Peal rolled 
away and countered with jolting 
jabs to the head.

Unable to score on the negro's 
head with either hand. Butch cen­
tered his attack on the midriff and 
landed several hard blows. Peal 
continued to jab to the head and 
the round ended even with no dam­
age done and with few hard 
punches landed.

Butch was across the ring with a 
rush to meet tlie negro when the 
second round opened and landed a 
left swing to Peal's head.

Stung and enraged by the blow. ’ 
Peal cut loose with both fists to 
the body, then like a flash ripped 
over a beautifully executed left 
hook to the jaw. The blow, pack­
ing terrific power. traveled less than 
eight inches and the rugged 
Wooster dropped to the canvas.

At the count of nine tlie lion 
hearted Rockland fighter was back 
on his feet and gamely punching 
back witli both fists.

SERMONETTE

Silence
There are some Americans be­

wailing the publication of the 
truth concerning religious per­
secutions in Germany; they think 
it is not kind to offer criticism 
of Hitler and Mussolini. Cer­
tainly no true American would 
allude to, or seek to interfere 
with anything that merely af­
fected the internal life of any 
nationality.

But the day has passed when 
civilized nations will sit in smug 
complacency and remain silent 
In the face of outrages that shock 
the sensibllties of mankind, the 
Impact of which degrades us all, 
and mocks at all, which men 
hold dear and the freedom which 
under God we have attained.

Silence has its place in a li­
brary. hospital ward or church, 
but silence In the face of malice, 
withers the soul of sympathy. 
The Sunday Post, Jan. 15 said, 
"Sadness grips church folks— 
They mourn the imprisonment 
of Pastor. Martin Niemoeller."

"Qn his 47th birthday, sadness 
filled the Lutheran Jesus Chrls- 
tus Church in suburban Dahlem. 
over the fate of their beloved 
pastor who has been held over 
ten months in a Nazi concentra­
tion camp. Women wept, when 
reference was made to their min­
ister, whom they were told 
watched the months pass by in 
enforced idleness. Several pas­
tors of the Confessional Church 
participated in the tribute to 
the Militant Protestant minister."

Silence in the face of tortures 
inflicted upon Jews and Chris­
tians. Protestants and Catholics? 
There was silence at Pilate’s 
Court by those who should have 
cried out in protest; silence when 
the son of God was crucified by 
those who knew Him best; silence 
by the slinking cowards on the 
Damascus road. It took courage 
to hold that service, courage for 
his church members, courage for 
their Catholic brethren to attend 
and participate in it. when it 
might well have meant banish­
ment for all.

Silence! Tlie very stones hi Ber­
lin's streets should cry out at 
these barbarians.

We sing each Sabbath—we who 

attend church service and have 
still that deep sense of joy in telling 
our inmost thoughts through the 
medium of sacred hymns. We feel 
this to be most true when winter 
gives up to mellow softness in the 
air. T ls  at this season we realize 
the apogee of song in birds, in na­
ture and in the emotions of our 
hearts.

We believe it to be of divine reve­
lation and in spite of our neglect of 
deeper feelings, these inspired 
hymns of ancient lineage bring us 
taught with our best selves. Who 
has not felt his pulses tingle at the 
opening words of ‘It Came Upon 
the Midnight Clear" that glorious 
song or old? Or “Oh, Boundless Sal­
vation," “Deep Ocean of Love" dnd 
again, “Hark, Hark. My Sou!.'' An­
gelic songs are swelling o'er earth, 
green fields and ocean's wave-beat 
shore.

I  could enumerate many of these 
excellent hymns that no one should 
allow to escape understanding 
fealty. We are saddened by the 
use of uninspired hymns all too 
often in our sacred services. Lead­
ers have a great responsibility in 
this regard and should study well 
the hymns they choase that will 
give most soulful inspiration.

We keep 
our radio tuned in for every word 
In connection with the disaster and 
as we listen our thoughts turn to 
the tears of Joy as the living were 
brought ashore and we express sym­
pathy to those waiting sorrowful­
ly for the 26 entombed men.
