IS THERE A SIZE LIMIT?

The footprint of your proposed accessory structomgst be less

than750 square feet and you can't add more than 750 square feet

to your total building footprint in angwo year period. If you are

adding to a use that has an overall size limite(lékremote camp),
you cannot exceed that limit. Of course, if you wigmbuild some-
thing larger, you can apply for a LUPC building métt

IS MY EXISTING PRINCIPAL STRUCTURE
“‘LEGAL"?

If you received a permit for your principle struyand built it
according to your permit, you are good to go! Ifiyo not have a
permit (e.g., for pre-1971 structures) or are notesif your

principle structure was built according to your mpér you should

contact the nearest LUPC office to find out if yoeed a permit.

Section 10.26 of the LUPC'’s Chapter 10 providesoélthe
dimensional requirements your structure must meetr{ess
you have deed restrictions). In most cases, your structure
must:

» Be located at least 100 feet from lakes or rivétsfeet
from tidal waters, streams and wetlands, 50 feetnfr
roadways, and 15 feet from property lines

» Notincrease your lot coverage to more than 30%

» Be less than the maximum height allowed in your
subdistrict

WHAT ELSE DO | NEED TO KNOW?
