SPORTSMEN AT BOSTON

To Open Their Show In Mechan-
ics Building Feb. 21.

Three Weeks of Pleasure For

Lovers of Nature.

Object Lesson In Evolution of

Sporting Gun.

With deep snows in the moose and
deer yards, guns and rifles, rods and
landing nets laid away for another open
season, nothing remains in the nature
of beckoning woodland pleasures to di-
vert attention from the approaching
third biennial Sportsmen’s exhibition,
which opens Washington’s birthday
Mechanics building.

Decision to prepare for this show and
to open it on Feb. 22, 1902, for a three
weeks’ run, was determined at a recent
meeting of the Massachusetts Sports-
men’s association, an organization
which since its inception has diligently
endeavored to arouse an interest in na-
ture studies by introducing game ani-
mals, game birds and game fishes into
closer relation with the people.

The dual underlying motives to en-
hance game protection and to plant
seeds which shall ultimately sprout a
desire for a zoological garden in Bos-
ton, prompted the organization of the
association, which has for directors
such well-known gentlemen sportsmen
as Paul Butler, Eben D. Jordan, T. Jeff-
erson Coolidge, Jr., Col. Butler Ames,
Capt. S. D. Parker, John E. Thayer,
Francis B. Crowninshield, Col. Percy
Parker, Thomas W. Lawson, John T.
Burnett, Samuel J. Elder, John C. Wat-
son, E. J. Wardwell, Francis Skinner,
Jr., Edward Read and C. W. Dimick.

Not in vain has the association en-
treated public sympathy and attention.
Approval of its efforts to entertain, to
educate and to engender a desire for a
permanent public zoo in Boston was
emphatically pronounced in 1S98, and
again in 1900, when for the first and sec-
ond time city born New Englanders who
had never heard beagles hilarious on a
rabbit scent, or to whom mention of
wild fowl meant nothing more than a
spear-shaped line on the sky, were en-
abled to study our New England fauna
from life.

In previous exhibitions the associa-
tion confined its exhibit to the game an-
imals, birds and fishes of the United
States, but this time because of an in-
tention to encourage the propagation of
foreign game species, fishes from Ber-
muda, from Porto Rico and Cuba, and
birds and deer from England, Hungary,

There will be German and African
deer, quail from the Nile country, and
black game from Scotland. The other
countries will be represented by par-
tiidge. These collections were com-
menced more than eight months ago,
and already there are 140 birds and ani-
mals, acclimated and in good health,
awaiting the coming of Washington’s
birthday. These 140 are all foreigners,
and the number will very soon be aug-
mented by consignments now on the
way to Boston.

Such experiments in game propaga-
tion as those carried on at the great
Austin Corbin Blue Mountain forest
preserve in New Hampshire, the largest
of its kind in the world, including as it
does parts of four townships, and cover-

Long after the time of Ba-
con and Schwartz, the ,monk, all fire-
arms were too cumbersome and un*
trustworthy for hunting game. From
the primitive firearms the match lock
and musket were developed, and from
about the time when the sporting gun
came into use the history of firearms, to
be demonstrated at the show by what is

probably the best collection in this
country, will begin.
As in previous shows, there will be

various Kiuds of sports which fit into
the recreation requirements of such an
exhibition. The entire floor space
usually used for the show area at the
horse shows will be occupied by an arti-
ficial lake. This will be twice as large
as the water surface in previous shows,
aud will give better opportunity for
canoe racing and other water sports.
Nothing like the fish collection in
contemplation has ever before been at-
tempted. Government and state hatch-
eries \ill aid in this department, and
through the efforts of Prof. Charles L.
Bristol of New York university, many
strange but beautiful specimens from
tropical waters have been secured.
There are already at the New York
aquarium awaiting shipment these spec-
imens from Bermuda: Spotted hinds,

AFTER THE FIGURES

To Show Number of* Deer Killed
During Year.

Getting Reports From Different

Sections.

Chairman Carleton, of the fish and
game commission, is engaged in prepar-
ing an estimate of the number of deer
and moose killed in Maine legally and il-
legally, so far as it is possible to obtain
the figures. Besides the reports of reg-
istered guides and sporting camp pro-
prietors, which are required to be made
by the 15th of December, Mr. Carleton
is depending upon town clerks in places
where there are no guides for informa-
tion. He has already sent out queries
to 150 town clerks and has received an-
swers from two-thirds of them. He be-
lieves that when his figures are all in
and tabulated the result will be the
nearest and most authentic estimate yet
made. Of course Mr. Carlton cannot as-
certain the number of deer killed ille-
gally and eaten in the woods, but he can
enumerate the carcasses which have
been found in close time and when he
adds them together he will find they
make no inconsiderable number.

In speaking about the matter Mr.
Carleton says:

“The delay in the receipt of mail
from the east is somewhat hindering
the compilation of figures which we are
preparing, showing the number of big
game Kkilled the season just closed.
There must be a hundred letters for
this department in the eastern mails.
Registered guides and sporting camp
proprietors as a rule live in the east, as
you undoubtedly know. That part of
Maine is our game country.

“Notwithstanding this delay the re-
turns have come in splendidly. The
guides are not required to report until
December 15, the end of the open sea-
son. There are at present 1,800 regis-
tered guides, and thus far we have re-
ceived returns from more than 1,600 of
them. Before the end of this week |
believe we shall have, the report of every
guide who did any work during the sea-
son.

“We have sent out postal cards to
town clerks in 150 places in the game
country and have received more than
100 replies. From these various sources
of information we expect to be able to
give a pretty reliable statement as to
the number of deer and moose Kkilled
during open season. The method of
obtaining the information is as com-
plete as it is possible to make it. Each
guide covers certain territory and works
during the season for certain hunters.
He must report all game known by him
to have been killed. The game wardens
also assist in collecting these statistics.

“Here’'s a report from Rangeley. In
that town, the report says, 200 deer
were killed, the past season, by resi-
dents of the town. Very few hunters
from abroad go there. In Eustis and
four other places adjoining the number
of deer killed was 440. There were 19
deer Killed in the town of Dixfield, 40 in
Damariscotta and 15 in Mt. Vernoo.

fhis year will approximate 25,000. 1
don’t know wupon what information
these figures are based and hence can-
not tell as to their accuracy.

“Since the storm | have received tele-
grams from a number of persons who
have been sthlled in the woods with
deer that were shot before Saturday
night. They can’'t get them moved, as
traffic is suspended over east. And so
they ask for permission to bring them
out as soon as the railroads begin run-
ning again. No permission can be giv-
en, nor is it necessary, for the law pro-
vides that those Kkilling game in open
time must remove the same within a
reasonable time. If no transportation
can be secured, through no fault of the
sportsmen, reasonable time is allowed
them by the provisions of the law.”

THE BANGOR LETTER.

How Some of the Hunters Get
Their Moose.

Hopes Game W:ill He Hunted

With Camera Instead of Gun.
[Special correspondence to the Maine Woods.]
Bangok, Dec. <4, 1901.

Tomorrow will be Christmas day—the
merriest and jolliest day of the year and
here’s wishing a Merry Christmas and
a Happy New Year to every reader of
Maine Woods and hoping that they
will live to experience many more of the
yule tide joys and, incidentally, pass
through many more happy hunting sea-
sons and pleasurable fishing excursions.

All that now remains of Maine’'s great-
est hunting season is the memory and
from some of the stories that | have
heard in the past week | am inclined to
think that if most of the talkers would
content themselves with hunting only in
close time and that around the stove of
the grocery store they would have a
deal better luck than they now do. Cer-
tainly | have heard of some of the big-
gest deer and moose of the season
killed in the week that has now gone by
men who 1 know positively didn’t have
a gun to their shoulder for the entire
season. But what's the odds? By the
time they’ve told the story a few more
[times they will be firmly convinced of
the truth of the tale.

There probably was no set of men in
all of New England that were more glad
to see the last day of the game season
than were the express messengers on
the Bangor & Aroostook railroad runs
and the Bangor and Boston run. It is
no fun to handle anywhere from 35 to
100 deer and from one to a dozen moose
a day in a small and crowded express
car and that is what the game season
meant to these men. As the season was
the largest on record the amount of
work that they had to do was consider-
ably increased over previous years,
Still they handled it and so far as
known not a single piece of game went
astray in the entire eleven weeks of the
season, which is quite a record.

A story that’s worth repeating
from Guilford as to how a man up that
way shot his moose. The man in quest'on
was out deer hunting when he came
upon the tracks of a bull moose. He
started in pursuit of the animal and
followed it for about a mile and a half
when it was suddenly crossed by another
a great deal fresher moose trail. He,
naturally, decided to take up and follow
the second track, which he did. He
had scarcely gone a hundred yards when
there loomed up in front of him the
antlered head of his lordship, the moose.
He wasn’t a first-class shot, but the
hunter took a shot. It struck the ani-
mal but glanced and did no harm.

The old fellow shook himself and
swung round as if to run away and a
second shot was sent after him. This,
like the first, took effect but was nota
fatal wopnd. It did, however, make the
moose a bit angry and he swung around
to see who it was that was annoying
hirq. He never found out, for when he
was fairly broadside to, the rifle spoke
again and the ball crashed through his
shoulder blade and he toppled over dead.

A deer ran through the streets of the
city in the outskirts on Friday. It broke
its leg and E. H. Gerrish, the canoe
man, shot* it in order to put it out of its
misery.

Not long ago one of the state papers
used up a column of space to tell how
much better it would be if people would
only stop hunting deer and moose with
agun. In reading that it recalled to my
mind a conversation with Commissioner
Carleton one afternoon about two years
ago as we were sailing up Moosehead
lake in company with Professor Shields,
editor of Recreation. Naturally the
talk swung around to the subject of
of fish and game protection. Mr. Carle-
ton said:

‘*You may think me visionary, gentle-
men, but | honestly expect to see the
day when there will be very few men
go into the woods in search for game
armed with a gun. As each of you
know every day sees the number of men
who are using a camera increasing and
as a rule, it matters not how enthusias-
tic a sportsman the owner of the cam-
era is, after he has used the picture
making box for a time he comes to feel
that he would rather have a picture of
the deer or moose alive and have it
hung in his study in preference to the
best head that ever grew on deer or
moose, for being a true sportsman he
feels better at having the game alive in
the woods.

“1t is this feeling that makes me feel
this way in regard to the future of game
protection. Maine has a good supply of
deer and moose and once the sportsmen
are converted to the idea of photo-
graphing instead of killing them then
will the guide who knows where they
are to be found have all the business
that he can attend to and then, too, will
the question of game protecion be set-
tled for all time.

“This condition of affairs may not
come, though I believe it will while |
live, but it’s coming just as sure as we
are living, breathing men today.”

SPORTSMEN'S ASSOCIATION.

Questions to Re Discussed at Ban-

gor on Jan. 7.

The meeting of the Maine Sportsmen’s
association, which will be held in Ban-
gor, Jan. 7. promises to be one of the
most successful meetings of the kind
ever held in the State.

At this meeting will be discussed the
question of securing the passage of a
law imposing a tax of $10 a year on all
hunters coming into the state to, hunt

big game. A list of speakers has been
made out. Not all will speak in favor
of a license for hunters. Many will

speak in favor of the scheme, but others
will oppose it. Cnairman Carleton will
open the discussion in an elaborate
speech in support of the proposition.
He will contend that other states and
other countries, wherever game abounds,
tax hunters and that Maine must do so
in order to protect the game resources
that now make the state the game para-
dise of America.

The other speakers will include Hon-
H. M. Heath, Augusta; Hon. A. M.
Spear, Gardiner; Colonel E. C. Farring-
ton, Augusta; Hon. Geo. D. Bisbee,
bee, Rumford; Senator Macfarlane,
Greenvilie; Hon. Joseph C. Holman,
Farmington; Editor James W. Brackett,
Phillips; Hon. Wm. T. Haines, Water-
ville; Hon. Jesse M. Libby, Mechanic
Falls; Forrest Goodwin, Esqg., Skowhe-
gan; Hon. John F. Sprague, Monson;
Hon. William Engel,’ Col. lIsaiah K.
Stetson and Charles E. Oak, Bangor, and
others.

The opposition to the proposed tax
upon hunters will endeavor to make
itself felt at the meeting. The senti-
ment of this side is forcibly expressed
by the following from a Franklin coun-
ty man:

“The idea of taxing out-of-the-state

huuters is simply monstrous. These
fellows come down here from all parts
of the country, and they leave thou-

sands of dollars with the people of
Maine, and if they tax them for coming
here to hunt, they will go a little farther
and not stop until they get to Canada,

where the hunting is just as good as it
is in the state of Maine. Then New
Hampshire is a state where there is

good hunting and many of them will
stop there.

Now that we have a majority of the
sportsmen coming here, we want them
to continue. We shall not know how
much money they leave in Maine until
they stop coming, and then it will be
too late to try to recover what we have
lost. | think the big game is now well
protected, and if more money is needed
let the legislature furnish it.”

On the other side answer will be
made to this argument about as fol-
lows:

In the first place, Maine owns its
game, and has a perfect right to protect
it in any way she sees fit; secondly, the
appropriation of $25,00 each year for
the fish and game is not sufficient,, but
it is well known that it is of no use to
ask the legislature to appropriate another
cent. Of the amount now at the dis-
posal of the commission, $20,000 is
needed for the fish interests alone.

There is no doubt that the people will
continue to appropriate $25,000 yearly,
but that is the limit. In order to pro-
tect the big game, more money is need-
ed, and there is no practical way to
obtain it except by a tax on hunters.
Again, a large majority of those who
come to Maine to hunt are perfectly
willing to contribute $10, or any rea-
sonable tax, when it is understood that
this money is to be used for the pro-
tection of game. In some states the
tax is as high as $25, and for Maine to
ask a contribution of $10 each from
those who come into the state to hunt is
only reasonable and just.—Kennebec
Journal.

LICENSING SPORTSMEN.

Need Laws to Protect Game and
True Sportsmen.

License Would Not Do Away

With the Game Hog.

Goffstowx, N. H., Dec. 23, 1901.
To the Editor of the Maine Woods:

In your issue of Dec. 13, | find an ar-
ticle relating to charging a license for
all nonresidents to hunt game in your
state, and as | take it, it was a measure
suggested to protect the game. Now in
my view that would certainly lessen the
killing of ganpe to a great extent but not
to protect it wholly from unlawful Kill-
ing. There are a large number of
sportsmen who go into Maine woods
that are of limited means, and who by
careful economy lay up enough to spend
two or three weeks in your state, which
if they are to be charged ~ license fee,
will not be able to visit you, therefore
the money they have in former years
placed in the hands of your camp own-
ers and guides, railroads, hotels and, in
fact, grocers, etc., all will feel the effect
of such a law, for there are many true
sportsmen who are not game hogs and
who take pleasure in visiting your state
once a year, and with the present exist-
ing laws no doubt would come again.

Twelve consecutive years in Maine
woods, which has been my experience,
has taught me the real need of such
laws that will protect the game and all
true sportsmen. Two things to protect,
but a law to protect a game hog would
be in my opinion to shut him out entire-
ly. When a party of from eighteen to
twenty-four wait until the first of No-
vember before coming to Maine and
then bring a carload of tonnage with
them and not spend a cent with any of
your people, in my opinion some act
should be made by the Ilegislature to

prohibit him from those privileges
which a true sportsman should be en-
titled to.

For the past five years there has been
a party from one of our western states
that has done this same thing. This
has come under my own personal obser-
vation and this same party has carried
out of the state from 25 to 30 deer each
year. But why should a true New Eng-
land sportsman be made to pay a li-
cense fee because such game hogs in-
vade your state? | am aware it is hard
to make a law where it is necessary to
discriminate but | think due considera-
tion should be given the matter before
such a law as charging a license fee for
all nonresidents should even be brought
before the legislature.

The task which our fish and game
commissioners have to bear is no easy
one and no doubt the money appropri-
ated by the state for the protection of
the fish and game has not been suffi-
cient to appoint more game wardens.
The writer in your paper asserts it will
be made up by charging this license fee
and the game hogs be brought more
closely under the law. Would it not be
more to the interest of the state if the
present law might be made to read
that all sports in coming from out the
state should be under the same rules
which govern the month of October
making it apply from the open season
until the close and by so doing bring at
least a little revenue into the state? It
is my opinion if this license fee should
become a law, those that did come to
your state another fall would be more
unmindful of the law and if such a re-
sult should follow it certainly would
not be any protection to the game.

Now it is my opinion to change the
present laws a trifle to read as | have
suggested and if doing so bring the
game hog more closely under the law,
increase the revenue of your state by
giving the sportsmen of limited means
an opportunity to drop his money with
your peop’e, but in charging a license
for all nonresidents means you will still
have the game hog, but will lose many
a true sportsman.

Writing is flexible and capable of be-
ing tinkered. It is as fluid as the ink
with which it is written. Good ads are
sometimes got by writing down every
fact about an article that comes to
mind, giving no heed to form or ar-
rangement, When the persiflage is cut
away afterward and the remaining facts
are grouped logically, the ad is likely to
be clearer and less labored than if it had
been written by one who was afraid of
setting down a weak point. The ad
writer’'s mind contains definite and in-
definite facts about his goods; when
they are put down in this fashion his
mind has free play, and when they are
all finally on paper it is easier to edit
them and pick out the best, than if they
were mere shadows in his memory.
This method of writing has been used
in writing many of the world’'s master-
pieces.—Printer’s Ink.

The Eastern Telephone company
is about to open a central oftice in Lew-
iston. It would be a great thing for
North Franklin to have some kind of
telephone connections with the outside
world. It Avould make little difference
so far as results to the community are
concerned Avhether the service should
come through the Eastern, the Dirigo,
or the NeAv England. What North
Franklin needs is through connections
and Maine Woods will weleome the
time when any company can afford to
offer to Phillips telephone connections
to a point more than twenty or thirty
miles away.

The above quotation from Charles
Bradford’'s new book “The Wildfowl-
ers” covers a good deal of ground.
There are thousands of men and women
who are total failures, or only moder-
ately successful because they are lazy
in their heads. A great many people
are called “smart,” who get over a good
deal of earth each day and who, are per-
haps, good “tvorkers” with their hands
only. The combination for real success
is a temperament that admits of steady
work with head and hands.

All of them agree that it is
mostly a matter of the man behind the
pen, a temperamental equation that
training but develops and refines.
There is just as much style shown in
advertisng writing as in the polished
essays of a different sort, but yet equal-
ly expressive of the individual and of
the business exploited. In nothing that
men do is the value of style better
shown or less appreciated than in adver-
tising. Good and effective advertising
writing must have the quality of ex-
pressing something of the character of
a business. And business character is
as tangible a quantity as that of the
dividual. Creating an atmosphere of
candor without the fault of specious-
ness, giving an impression of the just-
ness of clams to superiority, without
brag and conveying to readers an im-
pression of complete trustworthiness,
requires something better than smart
writing. Smartness is usually associa-
ted with shallowness and want of de-
liberation, and the word-monger or
phrase maker is never convincing.
More odious in its first impression is the
type arrangement of advertising matter.
The public may not have a wise dis-
crimination in such things, but they are
influenced by them, nevertheless.
There is a suggestion of elegance and
refinement in the appearance of a really
artistically composed advertisement
that makes its impression without any
special noise. Advertising writing
seems sordid and commonplace, maybe,
and unliterary; but in its last analysis
it involves most of the essentials of all
‘good writing. Many of us can get out
ideas if we are allowed unlimited space
and there is no restriction put upon our
use of the dictionary. It isa much
more difficult thing to make your mean-
ing clear in a few short sentences of un-
mistakable character and significance.

Relative Values of White and
Yellow Birch.

[Special correspondence to the Maine W oods.]
Strong, Dec. 23, 1901.

An experiment is being tried at the
toothpick mill this year. They are try-
ing to see if yellow birch can be used
there as well as white birch. Last year
they used a little of it but not enough to
prove whether it is of any value or not.
This year about 300 cords have been
bought and a thorough trial is to bo
made.

So far the results are not satisfactory.
The white birch lias a fine round trunk
that rounds up well and with but little
waste, but the yellow variety usually
has twists and quirks and grows one-
sided, thereby causing a great amount
of loss to the cord.

The freshet has worked a large dam-
age to the toothpick mill, estimated at
least $1000. A good deal of Ilumber
that they expected in, could not be
brought and the work was thus delayed.
This may be the reason for the rumor
that is prevalent that the company has
raised their list prices for birch and
poplar. This rumor seems to be well
founded, coming as it did, from some
who have this wood to sell.

The special that brought the members
of the commandery from Farmington
Friday night had aboard one who was
not a member of the order. We do not
hear that there was any objection to his
riding on that particular train, but the
point of it is that there was a good joke
on him. He came down from Phillips
on the concert tra n, but, for reasons
best known to himself and company,
and the few who were in the secret,
failed to connect with the train on its
return.

Babylon
and Persia tried this way faithfully,
living in luxury almost beyond thought
and they proved it to be a miserable

failure. Can you conceive of nations
ruled altogether by the principles
taught and exemplified by Christ doing
aught to lessen the prosperity of anoth-
er?

Others have looked for the greatest
good to come through knowledge, cul-
ture, art. Greece tried this, and she, too,
proved that her des’re was not so to be
obtained. Rome desired political great-
ness and her desire proved her destruc-
tion.

Men everywhere are questioning,
longing for knowledge. Science has
answered many a query, but still comes
the cry, “Whence came |, whither do I
go.” You may follow the conclusions
and inferences of the evolutionists, back
from the highest form of life till you
reach the first atom and you are no
nearer to the answer. “Whence comes
life and all created things?” It is only
in Christ that we find the solution.
“All things were made by him, and
without him was not any thing made
that was made.”

All who have stood by the bedside of

ROADS AND BRIDGES.

With in West Phillips.
Phillips, Dec. 25, 1901.

To the Editor of Maine Woods:

The damage to highways resulting
from the recent freshet is a matter
which directly interests every taxpayer
in Phillips; the manner in which these
repairs are made together with the time
consumed in making them will be the
subject of about as many opinions as
there are taxpayers in town.

Some of these opinions will be based
upon prejudice, some upon actual
knowledge. The former are worth noth-
ing beyond mention; to add to the in-
formation of the latter class of people
who can not see what is to be done in
the west part of the town is the object
of a few words here.

First, one must recall the fact that we
are in the midst of the shortest days of
the year; secondly, that help is very
scarce; third, that the fields and the
road sides are frozen like adamant.

‘anchor ice” forms each night over the
work and ways of the preceding day.
The thinking citizens of Phillips will
take all these facts into mind, and easily
arrive at the conclusion that the high-
ways in some places cannot be repaired
before the coming spring in a thorough
manner.

A temporary bridge was put in last
week across the stream some fifty rods
more or less above the larger bridge;
this for the use of the lumber supply
teams and others.

plank and sent three men to help.
The water is, in part, still running

between the bridges above Hodges up.
to this writing (the 23rd,) but will prob-
ably be out before night as the men hope
to have the dam above finished by that
time. The abutments are in, and the
stringers on both these bridges.

Unfortunate Accident to an Old

Citizen.

Breaking of Ice Prevents Broken
Neck.

[Special correspondence to the Maine W oods.]
Kingfleld, Dec. 23, 1901.

Mr. A. V. Hinds, while working on
the Norton bridge with acrew of men,
had a wicked fall Friday afternoon.
He was in charge of the crew when he
slipped and went bead first to the ice,
20 feet below. As he was falling one of
the workmen made an effort to catch
him but was unable to stop the fall.

Mr. Hinds struck on his bead, break-
ing through the ice. When the others
reached him his head was under the ice
and he would have drowned in a short
time had not help been at hand. The
men thought he was dead when they
reached him. He was placed under the
care of Dr. Simons.

It is a remarkable thing that a man
so old as Mr.~Hinds is, 70 years, should
fall this distance, strike on his head and
not break his neck instead of the ice.
As it was, he broke one of the bones of
his arm, cut a Jlong gash in bis scalp,
besides other minor injuries. All that
prevented his '‘breaking his neck was
the giving way of the ice. Mr. Hinds
has had a great many falls during bis
life, some of them from a greater height
than this one]was.

Franklin County Men Now Living

In Massaeiiusetts.

Leominster, Mass., Dec. 12, 1901.
To the Editor of the Maine IFoods:

There are two men in Leominster,
who were born and bred in Franklin
county, Maine. One of them is Mr. Ru-
fus K. Lander. He was born in the
town of Kingfield, is a brother to Har-
ris Lander, who still resides in his na-
tive town. But Rufus, while a young
unmarried man, came to Salem, where
he was united in marriage with Miss
Abbie Brun and established a home
and lived there fourteen years. Then
he came to Leominster and has been
here 18 years on a farm which he pur-
chased when he first came here, about
one mile from Leominster Center.

He has met with good success in his
farming operations and makes farming
pay. He keeps four good cows and he
and his wife manufacture butter for mar-
ket having regular customers for that
product who pay them 30 cents a pound
for it the year round. Mr. Lander feeds
the skim milk to pigs and finds they pay
him well for the labor of feeding and
marketing them. He also keeps quite
a large number of hens. At the present
time he has 250 but will dispose of 100
soon and will winter only 150. He also
raises quite a large amount of different
kinds of fruit, apples, pears, pea' lies,
quince, plums, cherries and grapes,
which usually find a good market here.
At the present time Mr. Lander is get-
ting 48 cents a dozen for his eggs as
eggs are scarce here* just now. They
have only one child, a son.

The other Franklin county Maine
man whom | referred to is Mr. Clarence
E. Blackwell. He was born in the town
of Jay but spent the most of his boy-
hood days in the town of Salem. He
has been here in Leominster 12 years
and has worked in one of the horn
shops which are numerous here. They

manufacture combs of all kinds, also
hairpins and buttons out ot -cattle
horns. Mr. Blackwell has learned all

parts of that business and has been run-
ning a part of the shop by the job dur-
ing the last two years, and employs
from four to five men. ne has tnus far
met with good success.

He also owns nearly an acre of land
on which he raises quite an amount of
garden truck for the market, besides
supplying his own household with all
such luxuries fresh from the garden.
He raises a considerable amount of
fruit. He also keeps from $0 to 40 hens
which pay him well for his ~rouble.
He has built him a nice two-story dwel-
ling house during the past season and
has just moved into it. This house
cost him some over two thousand dol-
lais. Before coming here he married
Miss Almeda Tozier who was born in
the town of Anson. They have three
children, two girls and one boy.

This is Interesting.

Agricultural Editor:—Two years ago
in a lecture before the chemistry class
at the Medical university where | was a
student, the professor, while analyzing
an egg stated that the reason hens did
not lay as many eggs in winter as in
summer, was that in winter they could
not get the necessary food to produce
the yolk of eggs, and if farmers would
feed their fowls powdered Red Albumen
in winter they could have as many eggs

as in summer. | was interested in the
subject, as my father and brother are
farmers, so after the lecture | asked the
professor in what quantities the albu-
men should be fed. He said to take one
pound of powdered red albumen and
mix it with one pound of black or red
pepper, ground fine. Then every morn-
ing mix some ground feed, half wheat
bran and half corn meal, and to each
quart of this mixed feed add two tea-
spoonsful of the mixed pepper and al-
bumen, then add enough hot water to
dampen the feed not to make it sticky.
Give a quart of this hot feed to each 12
hens every morning and a quart of
whole* grain, wheat or corn, or both
mixed, to each 12 fowls every evening,
and in two weeks your hens will begin
to lay and will lay all winter, if you feed
them this feed. The professor said he
had kept a pen of game fowls for 15
years and always fed them this feed and
always had an abundance of eggs.

I wrote to my father and brothers,
giving them this recipe, and they and
several neighbors tried it last winter
with complete success, the coldest
weather did not stop their hens laying.
My father keeps about 100 light Brah-
mas. Winter before last they did not lay
at all, but on this feed last winter, they
averaged about 7 dozen eggs a day all
winter. One thing the Brahmas used to
do to a finish, that was set, but last
spring father could not get a hen to set
until lie quit feeding this feed.

My brother bought 250 young hens last
September and | got a letter from him
today saying that he began giving this
feed two weeks ago and is now getting
over 200 eggsa day. | have a great
many friends back home that read your
paper and thought | would have you
print this recipe so that they and all
your readers that keep poultry could bo
benefited by its use, for hens may as
well be laying all winter as to be idle,
but a hen is simply a machine, and if
you do not supply the material, the hen
cannot lay the eggs. You can geta
pound of pepper at any grocery for30
cents and a pound of albumen at any
drug store for 60 cents and a pound each
of pepper and albumen will feed 50 hens
over a month, and you will get 100
dozen eggs that you would not get with-
out it, and 100 dozen eggs in winter,
are worth at least $20.00 and $20.00 for
90 cents worth of feed is surely a big
profit. J. Q. McNanghton.—In
Lewiston Journal.
