Coplin, July 14, 1902.

Guests at the farm have no reason to
complain about the fishing in this re-
gion for on every trip they bring in all
one could desire in the fish line.

As to game, one has only to arise
early in the morning and look far out"
over the fields and it is a rare thing if a
deer is not seen in some part of the
meadows. Occasionally a moose wan-
ders through these parts and is seen
often enough to show that moose are
without doubt increasing in numbers in
this region. A bull, cow and calf have
been seen here frequently for the past
few months. Several other moose are
also wandering in this vicinity.

Not long ago Mr. Greene was driving
Dr. Criado’'s party of New York
through this region when a deer was
Iseen in the road ahead of them. As the
%orsegslowea/up the deer stepped to
one side and the carriage came up
abreast with him, they not being over
twenty feet apart. One of the ladies of
the party was feeling bad because her
camera was packed in the bottom of the
carriage as she would miss the picture
of a lifetime. As the deer didn’t seem
to be frightened, one of the gentlemen
stepped from the carriage and secured
the camera and took two pictures of the
deer. The animal then leaped the fence
and stood watching them, while the
men walked up and leading over the
fence took two more pictures.

When watching deer and following
brooks becomes monotonous then there
are some artificial ponds which Mr
Greene keeps well stocked with trout,
and a bait dropped into these waters
causes a grand rush of fish. A trout
dinner is soon secured without any fa-
tigue.

MAINE SPORTSMEN.

Closing Days at Kiueft Filled
With Entertainment.

Fly Casting and Shooting Test
Skill of Competitors.

Two Weeks of Pleasure For Dev
otecs of Rod and Gun.

[Special correspondence to the Maine W oods.]
Kineo, Moosehead Lake, )
July 14, 1902. J

Today brought an end to the annual
summer outing of the Maine Sportsmen'’s
Fish and Game association and demon-
strated beyond doubt, that this year’s
excursion was the most delightful in
every way ever held. The weather was
all that could be desired, the program
went off without a hitch and the week
was one round of pleasure, entertain-
ment and instruction. The attendance
also was fully up to the average and the
representation from various portions of
the state was even more general than
usual.

Maine Woods last week gave a de-
tailed account of Monday night's meet-
ing, which is generally acknowledged to
he one of the most entertaining and in-
structive ever held. The Hon Mr.
Sprague’s remarks were listened to with
keen interest, not only by members of
the association, hut by the guests of the
hotel as well. His presentation of the
subject was clear, concise, and to the
point. That some sort of a license tax
is a necessity is now generally conceded,
and that such a tax will be passed ii
some form at the next session of the
legislature is a foregone conclusion.

It is not probable, however, that an
act will be passed prohibiting the taking
of firearms into the woods during close
season.

You can’t get out on the house-tops

and yell: “1I'm selling nine bars of Sub-
lime Soap for a quarter!” You can't
very well run into everybody’s house

and make the announcement. But you
can say it big and bold in the local news-
paper’and the whole community will
“catch on” in a twinkling.

W e hear a great many remarks about
the beauty of Phillips, and well may re
marks be made about it. There are few
places that have more naturally beauti-
ful spots than our own village. A great
many remember the beauties of the
Elmwood when it was used as a hotel by
T. L. Page. Bangs’s island is a delight
ful spot that might be made the admira
tion and pride of the town. If it were
owned by the village corporation or by
the town it might be made a good resort
for these warm evenings. Were it not
for the high water every year the wil
lows by the river could be made into
one of the most beautiful places any
where around. It is too pretty a place
for nothing but bushes acd weeds to
grow. Does not someone have a Bug
gestion as to how we may make our vil
lage more attractive? We should be
glad to hear from any who are inter
ested.

During the fishing season it is not
out of place to continue the warning
against killing large numbers of fish. It
is not sportsmanlike to take the life of
as many creatures as possible, even
though they be used for food. It is en
tirely a different proposition from Kkill
ing what are needed for the table. It
would be with a feeling, lightly ex
pressed, of repugnance that we hear of
catches of a hundred or two hundred of
brook trout in a day by one person,
of a number of large trout or salmon
taken from the lakes, were it not for the
fact that we believe the most were taken
by people who are sportsmen and who
do not Kkill their entire catch. Still
there are some who do this.

It is well known that the proprietors
of some of the best known fishing re
sorts will not allow many fish to be
killed. They delight to have the visit-
ors make large catches, but they insist
that only avery small number be kept
This accounts for the fact that fisher
men always make big catches at those
places. Were they allowed to kill the
hundreds they take, what would become
of the sport at those ponds and lakes?

Let every hotel man and every guide
discourage their sportsmen from Kkilling
many fish. The fish that are left in the
lakes and brooks are the best capital for
the region.

Madrid Railroad.

The article in another column con-
cerning the Madrid railroad, gives a
good idea of the progress that is being
made toward the completion of this now
railroad to the lumber territory In No.
6, known as the Fr»nk Jones land.
Every farm that this road will go
through, will be worth a good many
more dollars when the trains begin to
run. It is true that it is located through
a good farming territory and that valu-
able intervale land will he cut up and
thus a large amount less of hay can be
raised upon the farms thus affected.
Nevertheless the moment this road is
completed any of the farms can prob-
ably be sold for more money than they
are worth today.

Every piece of land with birch or pulp
wood on it will be doubled in value for
the very simple reason that the lumber
will not then be hauled far with teams

AMONG THE CHURCHES.

Rev. A. E. Saunders of Kingfield
preached at the Union church Sunday
exchange with Rev. J. B. Ranger.
His text was taken from |1 Peter, iii, 18,
But grow in grace, and in the knowl-
edge of our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ.”

These words were written by the
apostle to fellow Christians; obviously
there can be no growth in grace until
the seed of the work of grace has been
planted in the heart.

Peter was much interested in the wel-
fare of those who had believed through
the preaching of the apostles, and in the
letters written them he has given coun-
sel and instruction concerning various
duties and doctrines. This third chap-
ter plainly speaks of the final judgment.
The early Christians believed absolutely
in that judgment, and moreover, they
believed in its immediate coming. Be-
cause it was delayed scoffers had arisen
asking, “Where is the promise of his
coming?” speaking with jeering and
mockery of the hope of the Christian
church. Peter has written for the help
of those troubled by this scoffing. He

reminds them that the apparent slack-
ness of God in regard to his word is not
because of forgetfulness or neglect, but
because of the loving kindness and
mercy that gives space for repentance.
He calls to their remembrance the his-
tory of the deluge with its years of
warning, nevertheless coming, according
to the word of God. This, the mocking
ones do not mention. He tells them
that this spirit of doubt is foretold in
the Scriptures; therefore then faith
need not be shaken. Rather let them
prepare themselves to appear before
their Lord without spot or blemish.
Let them grow in grace and knowledge.
Grace had been given, afree gift. It
was to increase in their lives.

There are many helps to this growth
in both grace and knowledge. | will
mention two. First, the study of the
word of God; not the mere reading of
that word, but real study, looking into
its truths. Peter had shown that a bet-
ter acquaintance with what is written
therein would have prepared them for
the scoffs of unbelievers which had so
troubled them. The second help that 1
wish you to notice is that of prayer.
Not the form of words, not the utter-
ance of words, but the breathing forth
of the desires of the heart and life unto
God.

A story is told which helps me to un-
derstand what we may mean by the
kno vledge of God. A little child was
subject to recurring attacks of extreme
pain. As the pain became severe he
would call for his mother to sit beside
him. Then, as it grew more intense, he
would ask that she hold his hand, and
at last that she put her arms around his
neck, for thus could he better bear the
agony.

So when temptation comes to us, or
sorrow stops at our door, we call to God
and by the sympathy of his response
and the strength of his presence, we
learn to know the father love of God.
He is with us and we with him, and so
we gain a likeness unto him.

Sunday morning, Rev. J. A. Ford
spoke from John xii, 26. If any man
serve me, let him follow me; and where
I am there shall also my servant be; if
auy man serve me, him will my Father
honor.

During the conflict between France
and England in the middle ages the
lhack Prince of England found upon the
French coat of arms these words, “I
serve.” After that it was borne before
him as his motto. In the army a sol-
dier must serve; discipline requires it,
but in the army of King Jesus, the disci-
pline, though esseutial, is different.
His soldiers push forward or not as they
please and there always seems to be an-
other chance for the disgraced soldier of
tne cross to redeem himself. His serv-
ice is a service of williugness. “His
yoke is easy and his burden is light.”
The person that follows him must be
more than obedient, he must give a will-
ing and continuous service.

Christ, when on earth, drew the dis-
tinguishing line between his soldiers
and the people of the world. There
came a time when they had to stand out
prominent and be known as his soldiers.
Many, not dariug to take this stand, de-
serted him. Christ will never leave or
forsake us and it is our duty to follow
his lead to every place of conflict.

There are many who would be drawn
to Christ through his life of simplicity
aud the honor placed upon him, but
thev cannot bear the Nazereths, the
Capernaums, the Gethsemanes and the
Calvaries of life. There are those who
would rather hang on the cross than
deny him. Chris says, “Where | am
there ye may be also. He first called
his disciples servants, then friends and
brothers and heirs of God. What great-
er honor could we expect than to be a
brother of Christ and joint heirs with
him to the inheritance which God has
promised?

We need our Gethsemanes and Cal-
varies to fit us to live with him and we
surely cannot have the crown without
the cross. He, as our shepherd, will
lead us where we will not want. He
never leads to a defeat. When we are
defeated it is beca. se we are not follow-
ing him in the line of battle. He will
lead us and bring us off more than con-
querors. They that endure to the end
shall be saved. It is not for how much

we do that God will reward us, but for
how faithful we have been.

MAINE WOODS, JULY

AMONG THE FARMERS.

Ladies of Temple Carry on Farm
Successfully.

Are Experts .a Dairying, Or-
charding and the Finer Arts.

Temple has some good farmers and
some fine stock, but the best cared for
stock in town is owned by ladies, Misses
Lilia and Myra Scales, who rank among
our best farmers. They care for their
stock themselves and are well rewarded
for their kindness to them in dollars and
cents.

Three years ago tbeir father died very
suddenly, leaving them a good farm, as
they were the only ones remaining in
the family. They did not leave the
farm but continued to carry it on them-
selves, hiring the crops put in, and then
taking care of them themselves; they
also hired their hay cut. They have a
large garden in which they raise all
kinds of vegetables and small fruit, and
sell between $55 and $00 worth of straw-
berries and $30 worth of celery a year,
marketing the crops themselves.

Their stock consists of one horse, four
cows, two 2-years-old heifers which give
milk, two yearlings, one calf, twenty-
four sheen and some very fine Shrop-
shire lambs; the sheep shear from eight
to thirteen pounds of wool per head.
Every creature on the farm has a name

and knows it. Their cows are beauties,
sleek and scrupulously clean. The/
have four hives of bees to look after
which bring them a handsome income.
They do their own housework and sew-
ing and board the school teacher a large
portion of the time.

Miss Lilia Scales has taught a large
number of schools, was a first-class
teacher and is now supervisor of schools
in town. Miss Myra is a fine artist and
paints in oil and water colors for which
she receives a good recompense, besides
receiving premiums at the fairs.

They sell their cream and received
over $103 during the months of Febru-
ary, March and April. This spring they
have been grafting their apple trees.
They are happy in their work and enjoy
every part of it. At the present time
they are having quite extensive repairs
made on their buildings. We call them
prosperous farmers, for they make farm-

ing pay.

NOTES.

A synopsis of the quarterly bulletin
issued by Hon. A. W. Gilman, commis-
sioner of agriculture, gives the follow-
ing for Franklin county: Condition of
grass fields, 99 per cent. Condition of
pastures, 97 per cent. Acreage of grain,
100 per cent; potatoes, 101 per cent;
corn, 105 per cent. Condition of fruit
trees, 108 per cent; small fruits, 100 per
cent. Varieties of apples that have
blossomed most fully, Russet, Ben Da-
vis, Harvey and Greening. But very lit-
tle damage to fruit from the cold wave
is perceptible. About 5 per cent of the
orchards will be sprayed. Amount of
hay on hand, 106 per cent. Farmers in
some sections are keeping moro stock
and raising more corn, and a somewhat
greater degree of enthusiasm prevails
than in former years.

Let the fowl be kept out of the winter
hennery all summer, and spray it sever-
al times with kerosene emulsion. This
treatment will effectually rid it of the
lice. The hens can be given a tempor-
ary shelter from rain in the yard.

One of the best ways of removing lice
from fowl is to make them do it them-
selves by having a lot of dry dirt where
they can dust themselves whenever they
feel inclined, having first sprinkled the
earth with carbolic abid.

MAJOR SEWARD DILL.

Extracts Made From Last Letter
of Mr. Dill.

Did Not Expect to Write Another
Letter.
To the Editor of the Maine Vfoods:

A few days since, a friend at Farming-
ton asked if some of the last written
words of Major Seward Dill could not be
given in priut. As this was the third
time a similar request had been made,
perhaps as far as proper I may answer
it here. His last letter is dated May 6
last. Much of it is what would only
pass between intimate friends and there-
fore cannot be given here. Among
other things written | quote only a few
of general interest:

“1 am sick and have been for about
two weeks, and | feel this will be the
last letter | shall ever send you.”

Then follow some thoughts about the
proposed lumber railroad and a story of
the old grist mill at Phillips. He con-
tinues: ” 1 believe in God, the ruler of
the universe. | expect to drop out any
time. | have lived a Universalist and
expect to drop out on that belief. 1
think God is the father of us all and will
do all just ce.”

Next his mind went back to the West
Phillips and Madrid reunion and he
says: “How | would like to be with you
at your next reunion, but it can never
be for me in this woild.” The following
day he added a very kind postscript but

it is all of a personal nature; in closing
he adds kind farewell words “to all my
old friends you may see.”

As | have written scores of letters to

Mr. Dill during the past five years, |
was at a standstill for something which
would be new and interesting, but on
May 10 wrote and mailed a brief account
of the recent prosecutions in the inter-
ests of humanity made by Officer ,J. J.
Hunt of West Farmington. To this |1
received a reply dated May 17, written
by a lady, M. P. S. Cutter, who appears
to have been the nurse by his sick bed.

In this letter she says: “ By request of
Major S. Dill 1 writs to tell you he is
very sick; he has been failing for some
time. For the last two or three weeks
has suffered severely by spells, is now in
bed, and has been unable to sit up at all
for the past week. Ilis work is nearly
done, and he has made all arrangements
concerning his burial and is ready to go

any time. Yesterday, the 16tb, he re
ceived your letter and was very much
pleased as it was read to him. He

smiled again and again with great satis-
faction, becaus > he was so glad for the
news it contained. We tuink when
this reaches you he will have passed
away. Mr. Es y’s folks are very atten-
tive to all his wants and are excellent
people. Mr. Dill wants you and all
other friends to know that he has had
the kindest of care down to the end.”

Mr. Dill died on May 20 at 2.30 p. m.,
extended notices of the event appeared
in Maine newspapers about that time.
The unbroken friendship which has ex-
isted between Mr. Dill and myself for
over 30 years might seem to be a suffi-
cient warrant for some additional words
here, but they are not needed.

He once clipped from the Boston
Journal a little poem of mine entitled,
“Now,” and pasted it into one of his
scrapbooks; later this rhyme by request
was inserted in Phillips Phonograph and
while on a visit here he asked me to
read it to him and then said: “ Do that
by me.” Here follow three lines from
the third verse:

Ah, friends! dear friends, if any such there

Keep not your ioving thoughts away from

Till 'am gone!

I am glad today to know that 1 have

tried faithfully to comply with that re-

Selected Receipts.

FLAVORING FOR VEAL.

If a sliced onion and carrot are cooked
with veal, it will be found that the
flavor of the rather tasteless meat is
much improved. Veal cutlets rely for
their flavor on the tomato sauce that is
usually sefved with them.

#

OATMEAL.

A delicate preparation of oatmeal that
an invalid will enjoy requires that the
cereal shall be boiled first for about an
hour, as if it were to be served for break’
fast. Remove from the fire and rub it
through a fine sieve. Add a little milk,
and cook it very slowly in a double
boiler for half an hour longer. When
perfectly smooth, flavor with salt, and
add avery little cream before serving.

*  *

WHOLESOME GRIDDLE CKKES.

Place into the sifter 1 coffee cup each
of wheat flour, graham and cornmeal,
add a scant teaspoonful of salt, also 1
of soda, and sift all together, stir in
sour milk or buttermilk, making a thick
batter; then thin to the right consis-
tency for baking with boiling water.
Baked on a soapstone griddle or a
smooth iron one, with very little greas-
ing, and eaten with honey, jelly or fruit
butters instead of the usual butter and
syrup, they will not be deleterious.
Entire wheat flour may be used in place
of the graham, and the same propor-
tions may be mixed with milk or water
and set with yeast like buckwheat cakes,

OYSTER PIE.

1 quart oysters, including the liquor,
1 cup milk, or ~ cup sweet cream, 1
tablespoon butter, | teaspoon salt and i
teaspoon pepper. Put in adeep pan or
pudding dish and cover with a crust
made of 1 quart flour, 1 tablespoon lard,
1 teaspoon baking powder and a pinch
of salt. Water or milk enough to make
a batter to roll. Bake 20 minutes in a
hot oven.

Cakes.

CHOCOLATE CAKE.

2 eggs, beat very light, add 1 cup
sugar, a little salt, 1 even teaspoon soda,
2 even teaspoons cream tarter, beat
again; then add cup rich milk and 1»
cups flour; last add 3 tablespoonfuls of
cream chocolate (comes in tin cans at
all groceries.) Flavor with vanilla.
Frost with 1] cups of powdered sugar,
wet with a little cream, milk or water,
cream is best; beat until smooth and can
spread without running. If it is too
thin add a little more sugar until it is
just right.

To make walnut cake use the same
rule as for chocolate cake, only add
chopped walnuts instead of chocolate.

MOLASSES ROLLS.

1 cup molasses, } cup sugar, 2 even
teaspoons soda, 1 egg, ginger and a
little salt, beat well; take scant i cup
butter and lard mixed and fill the cup
with boiling water, then add to the
other mixture and add 3 cups flour and
1 cup of stoned and chopped raisins.

Miscellaneous.

LEMON PIE.

Grate the rind of 2 lemons, and 1+
cups of white sugar, 2 spoonfuls flour
and 1 of corn starch, add yolks of3
eggs, juice ot 2 lemons, a piece of butter
and 2 cups of water. Cook in another
dish containing hot water nntil it thick-
ens, then pour into a deep pie tin lined
with pastry, bake and spread on the top
the whites of eggs beaten stiff together
with tbree tablespoonfuls ot sugar.
Brown slightly in oven.

* #
LEMON CK™AM,

Dissolve 2 tablespoonfuls of corn
starch in a little water, add the juice
and grated rind of 1 large lemon and 1
cup of sugar. On this pour 2| cups of
boiling water. Add the yolks of 3 eggs.
Put in double boiler and cook slowly,
stirring until it thickens. Remove from
the fire and stir in the whites of the
eggs, beaten stiff, and set away to cool.
Can be made the day before using. Can
be used for lemon pie and put cross bars
of pastry on top.

*

MOCK CHERRY PIE.

1 cup chcpped cranberries, 1 cup su-
gar, i cup water, $ cup raisins, chopped,
2 tablespoonfuls flour, little vanilla and
a few drops of almond, cook in double
boiler before filling pie. Put cross bars
of pastry across top.

MARLBOROUGH PIE.

Mix together 2 cups of grated apple,
2\ cups of sugar, 3 eggs well beaten, 2
tablespoons of melted butter, the grated
jind and juice of 1 lemon, and 1 cup of
thin cream. This is enough for 2 pies,
which should be baked in an under
crust, with strips of pastry across the
top. Or it may be used as a pudding,
reserving the whites of the eggs to make
a meringue for the top.

THE BEST WAY TO BOIL RICE.

Put 1 cup of rice in 1 pint of boiling
water in the top of the double boiler.
Salt the water in the lower boiler, as it
increased the heat. Boil 30 minutes,
then drain off the water and steam 20
minutes.

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THE MADRID RAILROAD.

A Half Mile of Kails Laid at the
Madrid End.

Italians Working There Have

Queer Appetites.

Work has begun in good earnest on
the Madrid railroad, the baby railroad
of Maine. While this road is only six
and a half miles in length, it promises to
do a business out of proportion to its

e. Tapping as it does the timber
lands of No. 6, it will be easy to get to
market the timber wealth of that sec-
tion.

In speaking of the progress on the
road, General Manager Pope said that
nothing is now really completed, but
that the beginning has been made and
the work is being pushed. About a
half mile of the rails have been laid
from the Madrid station.

A crew of 35 men are employed on
the road. Of these are 27 Italians, who
are camping at Reed’'s.

When they came here
to work on the Madrid railroad, they
brought from Boston a very nice, large,
frosted cake which they gave to him.
