Horace Albert Blakiston, 53 years old, of 200 S.

The above taken from a Philadelphia
newspaper refers to a man who has
been a guest at Mountain View every
season for the past 13 or 14 years, with
his family, Mrs. Blakiston and two
children, a son and a daughter. Mr.
Blakiston was a devout fly fisherman,
although like a great many of the
guests of this region he killed compara-
tively few fish. Mr. Blakiston will be
greatly missed by Mr. and Mrs. Bowley
of the Mountain Niew House as well as
by the guests, many of whom have met
them here for several years past.

In regard to “ plug fishing” of which
so much has been heard during the
past few months. It is known that
the committee reported a bill providing
that no perion plug fishing in the
Rangeley Lakes can take more than
two fish in any one day and that no
boat shall be entitled to take more than
four fish in one day by plug fishing.
Also no person shall take more than 15
pounds of trout or salmon in any one
day by any method of fishing. Under
the present law the limit is 25 pounds.
The new law will naturally be the sub-
ject of more or less discussion. The
friends of the measure claim that as
the only object was to save the fish and
not to curtail the privileges of visitors
any more than can possibly be avoided,
this will give better satisfaction than
anything else that could possibly be
d on e

Mr. fiowUy, proprietor, owns a nice
looking bay road horse with black points
that is known of Johnnie Wilkes, but in
a strictly local sense he is “John Henry
Wilkes.”

FEW CHANGES OF NOTE TO BE MADE
THIS YEAR

Nonresident Bird Hunters Will Pay $5.00.
Franklin County Fishing to Begin
When Ice is Out. Farmer Has Right
to Shoot and Consume Deer Doing
Actual Damage.

Nonresidents will be charged $5 for
unting birds, but they may carry ten
birds out of the state free. Under the
present law they must pay $5, or 50c a
pair for carrying ten birds out of the
state. On presentation of the bird li-
cense they will be entitled to a game
license for $10. Franklin county fish-
ing will come under the general law
and it is proposed to allow fishing in the
county when the ice is out instead of
May 1 or when the ice is out thereafter,
as at present.

The bill gives the farmer the right to
kill a deer found doing actual substan-
tial damage to his ~rops, also a right to
consume the samel in his family provid-
ed, however, that he shall give notice
to the commissioners of inland fisheries
and game and the estimated amount of
damage done. The section provides
further as follows:

“ And provided further that whoever
shall cultivate any crops for the mani-
fest purpose of killing deer under the
provisions of this act shall in no wise be
protected thereby; and provided, fur-
ther, that it shall be unlawful to place
any salt in any place for the purpose of
enticing deer thereto, under a penalty
of $100 and costs; and provided further,
that whoever shoots any deer in ac-
cordance with the provisions herein
contained shall be entitled to receive
no compensation for any damage done
his crops by deer. "’

The bill provides further for the buy-
ing and selling of deer heads lawfully
killed. There is no provision in the
present law whereby a market man
who has obtained a license to buy and
sell deer, may lawfully dispose of their
heads. There is also a provision for
the obtaining of a $5 license fee per
county or $10 for the state for the buy-
ing, selling and dealing in deer skins
and deer heads.

The close time on caribou, which un-
der the present law will expire next
October, is extended six years. No
change is proposed to the present law
relating to close time on moose and
deer. The original bill provided that
open time on moose begin Oct. 1 and
end Nov. 10, open time under the pres-
ent law being from Oct. 15 to Dec. 1
Regarding moose illegally Killed, the
new bill provides that the penalty be de-
termined by the court up to not exceed-
ing $500 fine and not more than four
months’ imprisonment.

It is provided that the term *“calf
moose” shall be construed to mean that
these animals are calves until they are
at least one year old and have at least
two prongs or tines three inches long to
each of their horns. A section pro-

vides that a resident of the state who
kills a bull moose shall pay a fee of $5
before he may take the same out of the
state.

The new bill also strikes out the pro-
vision in the present law permitting
a person to keep white perch that he
has caught while trolling for trout or
salmon during the close time on white
perch.

The proposed measure removes the
protection from mud hens or bitterns,
king fishers and blue herons and pro-
vides a penalty of $10 for killing an
eagle or vulture at any time.

[Note. The above is the final report of the
committee so far as the important measures are
concerned of the bill which Senator Furbish ol
Franklin withdrew and refused to father for the
reason that local sentiment, and he personally,
objected to certain provisions of the bill. He op-
posed the $5 license for shooting birds, claiming
that the tendency to place additional licenses
upon visitors is hurtful, wrong and should be
ended when possible. He also opposed the para-
graph which allows farmers to kill deer in open
time on the ground that there is now a provision
which gives farmers pay for damage done to
crops and he leareal that this provision would

open the door for much more summer killing than
is now done.
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School Children Get $14.00 For 725 Dozen
Moth Nests.

Portland is putting up a great fight
against the brown tail moth. She may
have been slow in getting started on it,
but she is certainly doing herself proud
at the present time. And there is the
greatest need for it, too. Thousands
upon thousands of the cocoons are being
found, and as each cocoon contains from
200 to 800 and in one case as high as
2,500, browntail moths, each one of
which is a terrible instrument of des-
ti-uction to our trees and vegetation, it
can be seen that it is well that the city
and the state has started an active
campaign to put down-the pest.

Captain E. E. Philbrookof the State
Agricultural society is doing a great
work inthis city and is constantly on
the jump describing the moth so that all
may know him when they see him and
also assisting in their destruction per-
sonally.

The city’s plan of offering a reward
of two cents per dozen for the- cocoons
has proved to be a great plan and over
725 dozens were poured in upon City
Messenger MacGowan yesterday. The
greater number of these were brought
in by school children who have taken up
the work of destruction with the great-

est amount of vim. Over $14.00 was
paid out in bounties.
Captain E. E. Philbrook late yester-

day afternoon placed a large browntail
moth exhibit in the window of John
Williamson'’s drug store, corner of Con-
gress and free streets, and this will
serve to educate people in regard to the
moth and what it looks like. This ex-
hibit consists of several jars of the
moths and also a number of photographs
showing the pest and also the destruc-
tion he has done to trees in different
places where he has worked. Trees
are stripped bare of their foliage and
killed, and vegetation of all kinds has
been nearly ruined.

The moth is also a pest to the human
body for the fur from the creature,
when it gets onto the skin, causes a
rash which is at the same time painful
and serious.

There are now about four weeks in
which to get after the cocoons before
they begin to hatch. After that time
the moth begins his work of destruction
and unless he is done away with before
that time millions of the creatures will
be let loose on the vegatation.

A reader sends the following commu-
nication about the browntail moth,
which will be read with interest by all.

“There seems to be a confusion in
majiy minds concerning the two new
insects that have come to us in recent
years from across the seas—the gypsy
moth and the brown tail moth.

“These are by no means one and the
same, thongh they both made their
first appearance in Massachusetts. The
gypsy moth was introduced 12 years
ago by a French scientist, Prof. Leo-
pold Trouvelet, who wished to cross it
with the silk worm. He kept his speci-
mens on the bushes in his yard covered
with netting. A storm broke the net-
tings and the moths escaped to become
the pest they are to all fruit and forest
trees.

“The brown tail moth was imported
accidentally by a grower of Dutch roses
seven years ago. Though it also de-
stroys forest and fruit trees, stripping
them bare of bud and blossom and foli-
age, in two other respects it is much
worse than the gypsy moth.

“The female gypsy moth cannot fly.
It lays its eggs, therefore, only over
the radius a caterpillar can cover by
crawling and can be restricted to cer-
tain districts. Not so with the brown
tail moth. The female can fly as well
as the male and carries her eggs where-
ever the wind and her wings bear her.
She has aiready spread into Maine and
New Hampshire.

“The other difference between the
gypsy and the brown tail moth lies n
the fact that the brown tail moth pois-
ons any human being coming into con-
tact with its hairs. As these are easily
and frequently shed, the danger from
contact is great. Physicians agree
that there is nothing poisonous in the
hairs themselves, but that being barbed
and brittle they break off in the skin
and cause irritation. The bite is much
like that of a mosquito, though it often
remains for several days and makes
some people very ill. Sweet oil and
vaseline used freely are the best reme-
dies. As the brown tails delight in
light they swarm about electric lights
in cities, dropping their hairs on un-
lucky passersby. It is to be hoped that
the citizens of Maine will wage a vigor-
ous and successful war against the
pest.—Portland Sunday Times.

In Touch With Big Game.

The woods is the place! No man

knows what it means to live until he!

has been in the wilderness. There
everything is healthy, clean and fresh.
The weather makes no difference;
whether it is clear and bright or wheth-
er it rains or 1)lows, it is delightful.

One does not have to sitin camp in
bad weather; when it is raining and the
wind blowing it is the best time for
still-hunting. On such a day one can
creep without noise and the falling rain
destroys the scent. During a storm in
late October, two years ago, the writer
with two guides, stalked a bunch of
moose with the greatest success. We
located them by the noise they made
and, creeping up carefully, we came
out into a small opening and ther&they
were—four cows, two calves anil two
bulls, one with agood head. We were
so near one of the cows that we could
have struck her with a long pole. Of
course | got the big bull, it was an easy
shot and he .was a fine mark. The rest
of the herd went off in a hurry, but the
little bull—he was a yearling—hung
about the place all the time we were
skinning and cutting up. Several
times while we were at work he came
up to within 25 yards of us. It was a
fine chance for a photograph, but, of
course, | had no camera with me, hav-
ing left it in camp on account of the
rain.

One of the most successful hunts |
have ever had was in Maine. We went
up Pine stream, which empties into the
We t branch about four miles from
Chesuncook lake. On Pine stream
there are several fine dead waters—the
upper one, vhere we located is over
three miles long, and back from it, on
either side, are a number of ponds and
bogs. On this trip | saw 26 moose—
seven of them bulls, besides beaver,
otter and a great number of deer. We
lived in perfect comfort and our bill of
fare would have done credit to Delmon-
ico—moose meat, venison, partridges
and ducks, and last but not least, wild
cranberries of our own gathering.

Of course, if you are after moose,
you must work hard—I have Killed a
number, but 1 have worked hard for
every one of them. With deer it is
different. It is no trouble at all to get
deer in Maine, if the hunter will only
go a little way off the beaten track of
the camping parties to some quiet spot
where the game has not been disturbed

and he can find a thousand places
that have seen no human being since
the logging crews left the woods in the
spring.

It is difficult to make people, believe,
who have never been hunting in Maine,
how plentiful the deer are. The writer
has sat on the edge of a lake a mile
long and counted 37 deer out feeding
at one time. To be sure, this was in
August, but in October | went back to
the same lake and less than a week saw
more than 200.

There are probably more moose in New
Brunswick, and the caribou of New-
foundland are the finest in the world,
but in none of these places will you find
the variety of game, coupled with the
convenience and comfort that you will
find In Maine.

WORK OF GAME WARDENS IN STATE
OF MASSACHUSETTS.

Connecticut to Charge Residents and Non-
Residents For the Privilege of Hunt-
ing on the Land of Another.

Deputy Thomas Stackhouse of Marsh-
field Hills has lately received numerous
complaints that a ceidain man was per-
sistently trapping ducks in the neigh-
borhood. The deputy laid low, but con-
fided to one of his informers that he
proposed to take action to prevent this
illegal slaughter, provided he would se-
cure tangible evidence and be ready to
testify as a witness in the case. This
the young man agreed to and at the op-
portune moment the arrest was made,
though not without threats of violence
and much bulldozing on the part of the
criminal. The case was before the
court in Plymouth on Feb. 25, and At-
torney Charles Davis, member of the
legislature from that town, appeared
as attorney for the deputy. The result
was that Clarence H. Leonard, the de-
fendant, was fined for one duck $20,
and for trapping $20 additional. | un-
derstand he has appealed, but that will
probably make it quite expensive for
him in the end.

Mr. Stackhouse says that as long as
he holds his commission he will prose-
cute every man when he can get evi-
dence of illegal killing of game or fish.
That is what he \vas appointed for and
he is going to do his duty as an officer.
Pity there were not more like him
among our unpaid deputies.

Thomas L. Burney of Lynn is one of
the paid deputies; that is, he is on a
salary. It fell to his lot to arrest three
young men recently for causing the
death of a doe in the outskirts of the
city.

This is the time of year when the old
angler begins to think of the opening of
the fishing season. He counts off the
weeks that intervene before he can
legally wet his line and play the lively
trout'that takes his lure. Soon he will
count off the days, and, as each passes,
he will become more and more impa-
tient for the sport that sends the blood
tingling through every vein.

To the men who watch legislation,
this is the season of anxiety. They
are wondering what folly the Solons
will be unwittingly led to commit.
, Will they open wider the gates of de-
struction to the sportsman’s hopes?
.This week in our State house the gpes-
Ition was, what of the automatic
gun?” On a bill to prohibit its sale,
the committee on probate and chancery
heard several sportsmen urge its pas-
sage. J. M. Van Huyck of Lee, secre-
tary of the Berkshire Fish and Game
Protective association, spoke in behalf
of his club in favor of the bill. Ernest
Russell of Worcester, urged that no
one should be allowed to use so de-
structive a weapon as a shotgun with
an automatic action. The killing of a
whole covey of quail, he said, would be
possible with it. E. How Forbush,
state ornithologist, said some species of
shore birds are now nearing the vanish-
ing point, and such a gun would hasten
the time of utter annihilation.

The'secretary of the state associa-
tion and the central committee testified
that those bodies had passed a vote in
favor of the bill. Representative Now-
ell, of Wakefield, president of the pro-
tective association of eastern Massa-
chusetts, in behalf of his society spoke
strongly in its favor.

The house chairman of the committee
before which the hearing was given, is
George M. Poland, of Wakefield, and he
is the chairman of the central commit-
tee for protection of fish and game,
The question of the constitutionality of
the bill as drawn may stand in the wky
of a favorable report, but the commit-
tee is unanimously in sympathy with
the purpose of the measure.

The principle of legitimate protect-
ion has taken deep root in Massachu-
setts communities and is reflected in
the sentiments of her legislators. The
Constant dissemination of correct ideas
and the unselfish labors of men connect-

ed with the Massachusetts Fish and
Qame Protective Association for a peri-
| Of thirty years has made a profound
impression in favor of restrictive laws
and their rigid enforcement.

Following the lead of the parent as-
sociation, a score and more of others
have done valiant work in the same
glorious cause.

A hunters’ license in Connecticut is
something almost sure. A correspon-
dent informs me that in the Senate such
a measure has been favorably reported
by the fish and game committee. It
imposes a fee of $1 on citizens and $10
upon aliens for the privilege of hunting-
on the land of another. One-half the
money derived from this source is to be
used by the commissioners to pay sal-
aries of game wardens, the other half
to be expended by them in the purchase
and liberation of quail. It is said the
bill has the support of the commission
and the sportsmen of the state.

The bill on which a hearing is to be
held at the State House on Beacon Hill,
Boston, Mass., March 8 is similar, but

contains a provision limiting the bag
of ruffed grouse to five for one day.

B°ston in Shooting and Fishing.
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ANNUAL REPORT

Of the Inspector General of Rifle Prac-
tice in Maine.

Col. Elliott C. Dill, inspector general
of rifle practice, in his report for the
year 1904, says:

“The work of the season has been
very largely of an experimental nature,
inasmuch as the new system differs
very materially from any system under
which the Maine troops have worked in
the past. Considering the lack of range
facilities in many organizations, |
think the work performed highly com-
mendable. There are several organi-
zations which, as usual, have failed to
make the most of their opportunities,
but these instances are offset by bril-
liant work in other organizations.

“The season's work convinces me
that any company which will carefully
study Special Course ‘C’ and secure the
attendance of all members at the range
will find it comparatively easy to se-
cure a high figure of merit—provided
the range facilities will permit .qualifi-
cation in the sharpshooter class.

“ The individual figure of merit for
the Guard is 20.3. The Second Infan-
try stands at 20, while the First Infan-
try is close behind with 19.5. The fig-
ure of merit' would have been much
higher had certain of the companies
been provided wilh suitable ranges, for
one thing, and had certain other com-
panies borne in mind that the qualifica-
tion of a few men in the higher class
will not compensate for entire neglect
on the part of the remainder.

“ Company D of the First Infantry,
Norway, has the honor of leading the
entire Guard on its figure of merit and
Company H of the Second Infantry,
Waterville, has the honor of coming in
second, closely pressed by Company F
of the Second Infantry, Dover.”

In speaking of the ranges the inspec-
tor says:

“ Considerable progress was nvcle
during the season in the matter of
range construction, and by the opening
of the range season on May 1, 1905,
there should be but few organizations
unprovided with ranges which will per-
mit qualification irg the sharpshooter
class. Some ranges are of sufficient
length to permit qualification in the
Expert class, but this number will ai-

rways be limited, as it is difficult to find
tracts of land 1,000 yards in length.

“Much time has been consumed in
the attempt to provide a range at-Au-
gusta for Co. M, Second Infantry. A
suitable site .has been found which
would permit practice up to and includ-
ing 600 yards, but it has thus far been
impossible to secure title to the prop-
erty. The old range was used at 200
and 300 yai'ds for a part of the season.

“ 1 visited the range of Co. H, 2d Inf.
at Waterville in July and suggested
several changes to render it more safe
and satisfactory. These changes were

Ireadily agreed to by the Hon. C. W.
Davis, mayor of the city and were
promptly made under the direction of
Sergt. H. L. Pepper, company inspec-
tor of rifle practice. Near the close of
the season Sergt. Pepper found that he
Icould secure a 1000-yard range and suc-
ceeded in making it temporarily avail-
rble for the last few days’ practice.
The long range pit should be rebuilt
'and strengthened before the beginning
of another season.”

In speaking of next season’s compe-
titions, Col. Dill says:

“ Until the state has a range which
will give at least 12 targets for simul-
taneous use, | believe* it will be better
to hold regimental competitions.”

The inspector makes the following
recommendations for next season.

I. That the 12 companies and head-
quarters of the First Regiment send
teams of seven men and one substitute
.to such range as may be chosen and
that the match be shot at 2J0 and 500
yards, the highest individual aggregate
to win the regimental championship.

Il. That the Second Regiment be
likewise required to send teams for a

similar competition at such point as
may be designated, the dates of the
two competitions to be as close together
as possible.

I1l. That the 12 men in each regi-
ment making the highest aggregate be
constituted the regimental team and
the three men in each regiment making
the highest aggregate be substitutes to
their respective teams. X

IV. That the 10 men in each regi-
ment making' the next highest aggre-
gates be designated as the next 10.

V. That the two divisions of the
Ship’s company, Naval Reserve, send
teams of seven men and one substitute
to a competition to be held at Portland,
as near as possible to the dates of the
regimental competitions and that the
three competitiors making the highest
aggregate at 200 and 500 yards be des-
ignated as the First Three.

VI. That these regimental competi-
tions and the Naval Reserve competi-
tion be held in the latter part of July.

VIl. That in the latter part of Au-
gust the tow regimental teams, the
Next Ten from each regiment and the
First Three of the Naval Reserve be
brought together at such range as may
be designated and that they be fur-
nished with quarters and subsistence.

VIIl. That the regimental teams
shall shoot in the Inter-Regimental
match at 200, 300, 500 and 600 yards and
that the substitutes, the Next Ten from
each regiment and the First Three of
the Naval Reservebe squadded and
shoot t the same distances at the same
time.

IX. That the competitor making the
highest aggregate at the four ranges be
awarded a gold medal for the state rifle
championship.

X. That the 12 competitors making
the highest aggregate scores be desig-
nated in orders as the state rifle team
and that the three competitors making
the next highest scores be substitutes.

XI. That each member of the state
team be furnished wiih 100 rounds of
original rifle ammunition.

He recommends futhur that as an in-
centive to increased qualification that
every company which qualifies every
member as a second-class marksman or
better be given 1000 rounds of original
rifle ammunition for its* next season’s
use, That in establishing a company in
any town, such town be required to pro-
vided site for a rifle ranA permitting
practice up to and includn”; 600 yards
before said company is raised.

Hand points

New Haven, Conn*
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A Trip to the Woods.

For those of us who have not read
“The Blazed Trail” by Stewart Ed-
ward White, a story of hunting and
lumber camps, the opportunity is ours,
for it is running as a serial in Maine
Woods, beginning with the issue of
March 10.
we started to sketch but rather a trip
to the lumbering operations of the Ber-
lin Mills Co. in No. 6, a trip long to be
remembered as interesting, instructive
and pleasant.

Starting in the morning with a genial
companion for a ride of about eight
miles over good roads, was in itself a
pleasure. We were met at the landing
by the scaler, Mr. J. E. Emerson, who
with a pleasant smile and hearty hand-
shake invited us into the office, where
we warmed us by a blazing fire. Af-
terwards he conducted us up by the
landing and up the wide, two-sled road
winding around through the big trees
and sprinkled in the steeper places with
hay, to the lumber camp.

Here the foreman Pat Redmond, gave
us the run of the woods as it were,
kindly answered all our questions, some
of which must have appeared to that
experienced woodsman as silly, and
later invited us to partake of a dinner
in a large and well lighted dining room,
that was prepared by his cook, Mr.
Bolter, and how any man could get us
so good a dinner up there in the woods
is still a mystery to us.

After dinner Mr. Anderson, the
feeder and filer, showed us the way he
kept up his muscle. He had sawed off
a couple of blocks about 8 inches in di-
ameter and 12 inches long, bored a hole
in the end of each stick and connected
them by a round piece of wood. This
home...ace uiunb oen, wmen weighed
about 45 pounds was handled by him
with apparent ease. And those pigs,
twelve plump little fellows, that have
the run of the stable, were great
friends of every man in camp.

It was getting late so we started back
down that wide and well worn road,
feeling that a man who assisted in cut-
ting those big trees, hauling them to a
yard, loading them on a sled or
“steered” a team of four at a gallop
down that two-sled road, or help in any
way in the manufacturing of lumber
must have a steady, strong hand, sound
judgment and an unlimited amount of
that necessary quality termed *“sand.”

He has purchased a scooter which
he sails himself on the Great South bay
and he is very muchfpleased with the
sport.

It was what was called theatrical
day at the Garden, and many pretty
girls from the shows in towm wandered
about the Garden admiring all that is to
be admired and attracting no little at-
tention to themselves. More than 200
Thespians availed themselves of the in-
vitation of Hie management to visit the
show.

Harry Safir, who has been absent
from the show, returned vyesterday
morning. He isin great dema d by
those who know him and was much
missed. He went with the Arizona
braves of the Tenth Assembly district
to Washington and took part in the
inaugural parade. Safir says it was a
great show, but he is glad to be back
with the sportsmen.

The twentieth event in the angler’s
tournament was a trout fly casting con-
test, right and left hand, for distance
only, the weight of rod and length of
leader being unrestricted and the con-
test open to all. The contestants had
six minutes for two alternate trials of
one and a half minutes duration to cast
with each hand; the longest cast made
during each one and one-half minute
term was counted and the average of
the four casts constituted the score. R.
C. Leonard won, with a cast of 88 feet
9 inches; Hirman Hawes, second, 86
feet6 inches; L. S. Darling, third, 82
feet 3 inches, and King Smith, fourth,
75 feet 9 inches. C. G. Levison and M.
H. Klotz were the referees.

The twenty-first event was a trout fly
casting contest and was for accuracy
only, open to all, at buoys 40, 45 and 50
feet away. The weight of rod and
length of leader were unrestricted.
There were five casts allowed at each
buoy. L. S. Darling won 99.47 per
cent; N. S. Smith, second, 99.40 per
cent; J. H. Cruickshank, third, 98.40
per cent; and D. T. Abercrombie,
fourth, 97.66 per cent. P. D. Frazer
and G. M. L. LaBranche were the
judges and R. H. Klotz the referee.

In the agquatic sports were mattress
races for boys, who were required to
fall off the mattress but once instead
of twice, as in the contests of their el-
ders. In the first race A. Koppf de-
feated W. Simm in 1 minute 10 seconds.
The second race was won by W. Camp-
bell from P. Cotter in 1 minute 8 sec-
onds. W. Campbell captured the third
one from P. Cotter in 1 minute 12 sec-
onds and the fourth fell to W. Simm,
who beat A. Koppfin 1 minute 8 sec-
onds.

The other sports included three mat-
tress races, the first of which was won
by Capt. Heeb from Lieut. Knezek in 1
minute 12 seconds. C. Reul won the
second one from O. Reul in 1 minute 16
seconds, and Lieut. Hetzel defeated R.
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S. Owen in 1 minute 19 seconds. Capt.
Heeb received a gold medal for having
won two out of three contests. The
tug of war was won by Lieut. Genhei-
mer from E. Hettortf in 1 minute 20
seconds. The titling contest was be-
tween L. H. Danberg and J. J. Hatten-
brun, Jr., against H. C. Hinck, Jr., and
H. R. Hare. It was a spirited contest
and lasted 10 minutes. At last Hinck
went overboard and brought the antag-
onistic crew with him. The judges
thereupon declared the contest a draw.
The games were under the auspices of
the Morris Canoe Club.

The canoe race between the Canadian
Pacific guides was between W. M. Fri-
day and G. M. Richards against A. M.
Harris and John Reid, the latter crew
winning in 1 minute. Messrs. Friday
and Richards would have had a good
chance of winning had it not been for
the interference of the craft on the
lake.—New York Sun of March 6.

Extinction of the Moose.

The forest and game commission of
New York state introduced several full
grown moose into the Adirondack re-
gion nearly 10 years ago and turned
them loose under perpetual protection,
trusting that in the course of years the
natural increase would repopulate the
territory with these valuable animals.
From time to time other moose have
been purchased and turned free in the
great forest. Some came from Maine
and New Brunswick, others from Can-
ada, and still others from Alaska. Very
much money has Jpeen spent in trying to
restock the place with new specimens
of these gigantic creatures. But this
year the commission has given up prac-
tically, and says that the moose will
not breed within the Adirondack con-
fines. Though the animals were healthy
and fairly plentiful, they have failed to
reproduce their kind. In plain words
the moose have quit the Adirondacks
for good and all.

Comparative anatomists tell us that
the moose belongs to a type which is
very aged and which has lost its repro-
ductive vigor. Like several other
species of mammals it is on the road to
total extinction. It stands today as a
survivor of races that were very plenti-
ful before man came on earth. The
Irish elk, the cave bear, the urus and
most of the mammals which were its
contemporaries have perished. All
signs indicate the moose will soon fol-
low. For this reason, if for no other,
the surviving members of the species
should receive careful protection. The
chances are that in a century from now
there will not be a living moose on the
face of the earth. —Bangor News.
