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SEARLES GETS LIFE IMPRISONMENT
Dramatic Murder Case Preceded by Spicy Bigamy Case In Which C. C.

Whitney Is Discharged.

Aged Mother ofVHarvey A. Searles Tells"]of Peculiar Mental Traits of Her Boy. She Is Mother of Thirteen Children and Nearly 
Seventy Years Old. Jesse Searles Chief Witness For State Against His Brother. Prisoner Sits Stolidly Gazing Into Space,

The continued term of the Supreme i 
court opened at Farmington, Monday, j 
Judge R. Savage presiding and the 
first case taken up was that of the state | 
versus C. Carroll Whitney of Farming- 
t jn  charged with bigamy.

On Tuesday the jury returned a ver­
dict not gu ity. It wns rather a dramatic 
trial and there was a semblance of 
hissing in the audience when the report 
of the jury was given which was 
quickly suppressed.

E. E. Richards represented Whitney 
"and made an able defense his closing 
argument being of superb diction and 
masterly in the marshalling o f facts.

The court was crowded to hear the 
case of the state vs. C. Carrol Whitney, 
accused with bigamy. At. the last term 
o f court an indictment had been found 
against him based upon his marriage 
with Miss Justine Ripley on August 4 
last, and a previous marriage, claimed 
to have been porformed on board the 
steamer Bay State in Boston harbor on 
July 18, 1904.

Whitney denied that he had ever been 
married to the woman who brought this 
prosecution, who claimed that she was 
before her marriage to him Miss Mel- 
▼inaBoleau of Stafford Springs, Conn., 
and said in his defence that before the 
alleged marriage he had been unduly in­
timate with her and those relations had 
continued from their departure from 
Boston and their residence in Farming- 
ton, Temple, Strong, Kingfield and 
other places where they have lived as 
man and wife.

He boasted in cross-examination that 
his pretended wife and himself had 
fooled the people of these towns. He 
said that she had yielded to him and 
that for that reason he fiad brought her 
to Maine.

In outlining the prosecution the story 
was unfolded that Miss Melvina Boleau 
had met C. Carroll Whitney through an 
advertisement in a matrimonial paper 
and had invited him to her home, where 
he remained several days. On July 18, 
on his suggestion, she went to Maine 
with him, a previous engagement of 
marriage having been consummated at 
her home. They went aboard the 

' steamer Bay State where tickets were 
purchased for Portland. Then Whitney 
borrowed all the money, five dollar*, 
that this woman had. When she found 
that she was penniless she said that she 
consented to a marriage with him be­
cause he said that if she did not marry 
him then he would never see her again.

Whitney then left the steamer and 
returning in 15 minutes, presented to 
her a man who he claimed, was a minis­
ter, J. H. Griffin. She says there was 
no wedding ring, no prayer book, but

that the man she claims as her husband 
asked her the loan of the ring she 
wore, which he presented to her as a 
wedding ring.

She says that she cried during the 
ceremony. Then they came to Maine 
and at Farmington he had told her that 
on account o f his finances he would no* 
acknowlecge her but as his lady friend 
because the boys would like to have a 
celebration. She also told that on her 
way from Connecticut to Maine her 
husband, she now claims, had been 
drinking and that at various ti nes since 
she had suffered from his intemper­
ance.

The following witnesses were intro­
duced by the state to prove relationship 
of wife between defendant and the 
woman:- Anna A. Chandler of Temple 
said that he had introduced her as his 
wife.andJ H. Wright of Temple testi­
fied that Whitney had told him that 
his wife, referring to the woman in the 
case, was dead. Several other witness­
es were introduced who testified that 
Whitney had told them that his wife 
was dead and there were several men, 
among them, Wallace G. White and C. 
F. Myers of Kingfield, officials of the 
turning mill, who said that Whitney 
had applied to them for positions for 
himself and wife and that ner name ap­
peared on the pay roll as Mrs. C. C 
Whitney. J. C. Terrill o f Strong, sup­
erintendent of the toothpick factory, 
said that Whitney and wife, whom he 
recognized in court, registered at his 
hotel and were employed by him in the 
toothpick factory.

The state piled up cumulative evi­
dence concerning Whitney’s recogni­
tion of the woman as his wife.
• After they left Maine ^‘evidence 
showed that Whitney had followed her 
to Hancock, Mass., where she was em­
ployed and there were directed the 
several letters, introduced by the state, 
to her to prove that he regarded her as 
his wife.

In one he said that his tears were 
falling so fast that he could not see the

thread with which he was trying to sew 
on buttons, and in another that he 
wished that he had thrown himself 
from the roof of the hotel at Strong. 
In all of the several letters of which 
the court asked only as samples to be 
read, he addressed her as “ your dear 
husband,”  “ your tearful hubby,”  or 
“ your loving Carroll.”

In her cross examination by E. E. 
Richards she was unshaken and proved 
to be an excellent witness. She con­
fessed that her parents were Catholics, 
but that she was not now because she 
 ̂had broken the tenets of her church. 
When Mr. Richards asked her if she

still wore the ring that Whitney had 
given her, which he claimed was found 
while they were living in Strong, and 
approached her asking for it, she quick­
ly drew it from her finger and prefer­
ring it to him, dramatically said: “ Give 
it to him, this might be his ring. I 
don’ t want it.”

She said that she had left him on ac­
count of his cruelty and his intemper­
ance.

The question of the destruction of the 
marriage certificate was an\important 
one in the case. She claimed that on 
Oct. 28th at Kingfield, after he had re­
turned intoxicated from a baseball 
game, he had drawn out from his poc­
ket the marriage certificate, which she 
said he had always carried and tore it 
into pieces; also overturning the stove 
and tearing his clothes frantically.

This Whitney denied saying that it 
was a letter he had torn and admitted 
that he was intoxicated on that day.

It was also brought out that when 
Whitney called at Hancock, Mass., 
where his alleged wife was living that 
he was arrested for intoxication and he 
admitted it.

Tuesday morning E. E. Richards, 
counsel for Whitney, rather surprised 
the state by the presentation of a de­
position from Flora C. Larrabee of 
Hancock, Mass., who said that one day 
in August, 1905, while walking with 
the woman claiming to be Mrs. Whitney 
the latter said that she had been mar­
ried to Carroll Whitney in Stafford 
Springs, in August, 1905. Mrs. Whit­
ney no 2 recalled by the state admitted 
having known Mrs. Larrabee but de­
nied having told o f her marriage.

The defence alleged through Whitney 
that the woman, Boleau, had written 
her parents that she was married by a 
Catholic priest in Farmington in 1905 
and Whitney on the stand said that he

had been with this woman at her home 
in Staffordt Springs and heard her tell 
her parents the same thing.

A most sensational admission on the 
part o f Whitney was when County At­
torney Blanchard asked him, “ Did you 
intend when taking this girl from her 
home in Connecticut as your pretended 
wife, to travel through the little towns 
of Franklin county and to continue 
your nefarious life in the eyes and face

of the public?”  To this Whitney an­
swered “ Y es.”

In explanation of his addressing her 
as “ wife”  Whitney explained that his 
reason for doing so was because he 
feared that she would destroy the home 
in Hancock, Mass., where she resided, 
and used those terms of “ w ife,”  to 
coax her back to Maine.

At this the court turned towards the 
prisoner and Judge Savage asked him 
in caustic language what he jneant. 
The respondent gave confused answers.

The trial of Harvey A. Searles, of 
Rangeley charged with the murder of 
his wife, Phyllis, July 14 last in Ches- 
terville by shooting, occupied the 
center of the stage in Maine this week 
and Judge A. R. Savage presided at the 
special adjourned September term of 
court at Farmington.

After the Searles case had proceeded 
until 10 o ’clock Thursday morning, Dr. 
Sanborn of Augusta taking the stand 
testified that Searles, in ..his opinion, 
was sane at the time of the commit­
ment of the crime.

Upon advice of counsel Searles re­
tracted his pleh of not guilty and plead 
guilty.

He was thereupon sentenced to 
Thomaston State’s prison for life.

It took about an hour to empanel the 
jury which was chosen as follows:

Attorney E. E. Richards, counsel for 

the prisoner challenged 15 and the state 
9. Grouped inside the court rail were 
many leading attorneys of the state and 
among the distinguished listeners were 
Drs. Sanborn and Mitchell of Augusta 
under whose observation Searles had 
been five weeks.

Their report after hearing the evi­
dence will have a bearing upon the fate 
of the prisoner.

The defense was insanity, Attorney 
Richards presenting its outline in a 
series o f questions to the panel of 
jurors.

In the course of the trial the defense 
called Mrs. Annette Searles, mother of 
the prisoner, who remained on the 
stand over an hour and who caught the 
sympathies of the jury. She had given 
birth to 13 children she told the jury 
and several of them had shown peculiar 
mental traits. Harvey had always 
been a victim o f fits and had frequently 
violent attacks. He frequently would 
show a disposition to sleep for hours in 
an unnatural manner.

His temper was abnormal and his pe­
culiarities were always a cause of 
worry to his parents. Mrs. Searles 
gave testimony concerning others of 
her children who had developed signs o f 
insanity and said that one had died in 
the insane asylum. She burst into 
tears when under cross-examination by 
Assistant Attorney General W. C. Phil- 
broyk who called her attention to testi­
mony given at the hearing last July in 
which she said that Harvey had an ugly 
temper to which all his troubles were 
due.

JESSE SEARLES

Jesse Searles, brother of the prisoner, 
who was shot in the head in the course 
o f the tragedy and who is said by Har­
vey to be the cause of the troubles, after 
telling the story of the tragedy for the 
State, admitted on cross examination 
that Harvey had frequent violent at­
tacks of fits and that he would fre­
quently sleep for 24 hours and would 
become numb. He was of an extreme­
ly jealous disposition and had from the 
day of his marriage with Phyllis Batch- 
elder been extremely jealous of her.

AMONG THE CHURCHES.
Sunday at the Union church was 

preached the farewell sermon of Rev. 
G. H. Woodward.

The sermon, which was an especially 
helpful one, was from the text, I John, 
iii,ll. “ For this is the message . . . .
............. that we should love one
another.”

The aged disciple, John, had out­
lived all the companions of his young 
manhood, he was the sole survivor of 
that happy band of those who had lived 
with the Christ, hung breathless upon 
this teaching, witnessed the awful trag­
edy on Calvary, rejoiced in the triumph 
of His resurrection.

When John began to follow Jesus, the 
world had not heard of Him, Christiani­
ty was a term as yet unknown. Now, 
the Christian church had spread far and 
near upon three continents. The aged 
disciple had witnessed all this change 
and growth; he had been a part of it.

He knew of the conflicts waged be­
tween the church and paganism, he had 
witnessed the vengeful attempts of 
Judaism to crush its hated rival, he had 
seen turmoil and strife within the 
church itself; errors had arisen, here­
sies had taken root, false teachers had 
led astray the flock, jealousies and striv 
ings had engendered bitterness and yet 
the church survived.

Though these things were true it was 
also true that the church had blessed 
the world, wicked communities had 
been regenerated, warped and crooked 
lives been straightened, slaves been 
freed, darkness had been driven away. 
And now, the beloved disciple, enriched 
by these wondrous experiences, his in­
tellect made keen by much prayer and 
thought, his heart mellowed by long 
companionship with his Master was 
writing his farewell message to the 
world, yes, it was more than his fare­
well message, it was tne final word of 
God to man, for these short letters of 
John really close the Bible, they were 
written after Revelations itself.

It was fitting then that these letters 
should express simply and concisely the 
whole essence of Christianity, and they 
do so, through them runs one theme, 
one central message summing up the 
whole.

The pastor in closing his message to 
his church attempts to sum up his mes­
sage, and it is altogether appropriate 
and right that he copy the words of 
John—“ For this is the message. . . .
............. that we should love one
another.”

Christian love is the fundamental 
doctrine of true religion, all things else 
are secondary.

Let us notice the lack in all other 
principles.

For a while he kept his eyes closed, 
refusing to look upon the awful scenes 
of cruelty, at last when the almost 
breathless tension became unbearable 
he yielded, opened his eyes and gazed 
upon the gladiators locked in their 
deadly embrace, their life blood stream­
ing from their wounds upon the ground 
around, and in the awful intensity he 
forgot his loathing inspired by love and 
became again the cruel Roman.

There is the belief that doctrine is the 
centre o f religion, that the most im­
portant thing m the world is to be able 
to subscribe to a long creed expressing 
minutely and heavily one’s entire be­
lief. But doctrine has miserably failed 
to transform lives. In Egypt o f old, 
doctrine was given the preeminent 
place, their system of belief was the

most ponderous and elaborate ever 
evolved, they had one whole system of 
religious philosophy for the upper class­
es, and an altogether different one for 
the common people, yet their lives were 
not ennobled.

Nor is ritual or ceremonial the ne­
cessity o f true religion. The Ancient 
Hebrews had probably the richest cere­
monial religion ever offered to the 
world as a substitute for true piety, 
nothing could be more awe-inspiring 
than the vision of the high priest clad 
in robes of regal splendor, in rhythmic­
al stateliness having the smoking cen­
sor to and fro, meanwhile slowly lead­
ing the assembled priests around ' the 
sacred encldsure, but these same priests 
would go out to devour the heritage of 
the widow and orphan.

And law is not the essence of religion, 
the laws of Rome were noble, they be­
came the foundations for almost all 
modern law, and yet the noble Roman 
senators would basely sell themselves 
to any debauchee who chanced to occu­
py the imperial t rone.

But Christian Love had been success­
ful where all these had failed, even in 
Nero’ s household—that abode of wick­
edness—there were saints, transformed 
by Christian love. ,

So let us today remember the impos­
sibility of any of these other things 
transforming the world.

The church needs doctrine, but doc­
trine will never save.

Beautiful ceremony may sometimes 
help, but ceremony will not enlighten 
the mind.

Knowledge is a great good, but knowl­
edge will never enkindle the heart.

Law is sometimes a helpful restraint, 
but law can never arouse the will.

Love is the one thing needful to both 
the church and the individual.

In the days of Rome a young noble 
man was converted to Christiani'y, he 
gave up attendance upon the brutal 
gladiatorial contests, for a long time he 
withstood all the entreaties o f his for­
mer companions, finally they seized him 
and carried him bound into a seat over­
looking the arena.

Such a sight would not tempt us, we 
would never endure to look upon it, for 
we have behind us nineteen centuries of 
the tender influences of Christian love.

Love has transformed the world, is 
ever now transforming, and will con 
tinue its gracious work into the blessed 
future until righteousness and peace 
shall cover the earth as the waters 
cover the sea.

Love in the heart—right love toward 
others is practically the only help to 
ward personal regeneration, as the love 
of Jesus transfonmed the demoniac so 
today does love transform the brute, 
the tyrant, the debauchee, the cynic.

Let one of us leave home, join the 
army, go to a far heathen country 
where we have no obligations imposed 
by love towards others and the chances 
are, we will revert to brutes.

Love is the basis of true politeness— 
better than a library on etiquette. Love 
broadens our minds infinitely, for we 
enter others minds thereby.

Especially is love needed in the 
church. The need is not for noble and 
imposing architecture, not for the 
sweetest choir, not for learning and 
eloquence in the pulpit, the one great 
need of the church of today is for genu­
ine Christlike love.

Let that love come, then will strife 
and discord be allayed, then will the 
church life be pleasant, then will its 
open doors shed abroad a light of com­
pelling invitation, then and only then 
will it fulfil the purpose of its Divine 
Founder. “ For this is my message— 
that we love one another.

Franklin county 
will welcome better telephone condi­
tions and subscribers hope that im­
provements will be soon forthcoming.

Aroostook Is Jealous. 
A r o o s t o o k  c o u n t y  editors seem to 

be much disturbed because this season 
other counties report large potato crops 
free from rot while fair Aroostook's 
crop is a failure, compared with other 
years. We modestly announced re­
cently that W. E. Littlefield of Madrid, 
Franklin county, a former potato 
grower in Aroostook, was so pleased 
with his first year’s crop of 1600 bush­
els from five acres that he said that 
Franklin county farm soil was as well 
adapted to potato growing as Aroos- 
took and that our farmers should pay 
more attention to potatoes.

One Aroostook editor retorts in part 
as follows:

“ How many fields o f fifty or a hun­
dred acres each can Franklin county 
show that are level enough and suffi­
ciently free from rocks to produce po­
tato vines that won’ t have to break 
their spinal columns dodging rocks, 
and tubers that will not get the deliri­
um tremens in a frantic endeavor to 
find soil enough to hide themselves in? 
How many fields of five acres?”

We have no statistics on hand to give 
exactly the number of acres available 
for agriculture in Franklin county’s 
1764 square miles, but we invite the 
Aroostook ^editors to the Franklin 
county fair at Farmington next year 
where they will see not only one of the 
best cattle shows in Maine but one of 
the best in agricultural products.

We are not farmer enough to explain 
how they grow such products on rocks

or cliffs. Franklin county also raises 
the rosiest cheeked apples and girls in 
Maine. Don’ t get jealous, Aroostook, 
of your potatoes. There are others.

It has been calculated that If a cis­

tern covering 850 acres and 345 feet 
high could be constructed and the wa­
ter supply of London for one year 
turned into it the warships of all the 
world’s navies could ride at anchor 
there.

Fohn Winds.
The Journal of the Meteorological 

Society of Japan contains an account 
by Dr. Okada of the occurrence In Ko­
rea of those, remarkable winds which 
have been called fohn winds. The 
winds to which this name was origi­
nally given are warm winds blowing 
down from the snowclad mountains of 
Switzerland and producing extensive 
meltings of the enow. They have 
hence been called “snow eaters.” The 
fohn is essentially a phenomenon of 
mountainous regions, aud Wonsan, in 
Korea, where they have been observed, 
is surrounded except on the east by 
high mountains. In this region they 
are always westerly and cause abnor­
mally high temperatures and dryness 
of the air. A  similar wind in North 
America blowing down from the 
Rocky mountains has been called the 
Chinook. Fohn winds occur also in the 
arctic regions. Blowing sometimes in 
midwinter they produce a remarkable 
climatic paradox. As a result of the 
elevation of temperature caused by 
them it may happen that northern 
Greenland, though In winter darkness, 
is warmer than southern France.

Men Who Help Thieves.
The “rechristener” is the profession­

al name of the man who alters the 
names and numbers on stolen watches. 
The rechristener is usually a clever 
engraver who through drink or other 
wise has lost the chance of obtaining 
honest employment and aids the re­
ceiver of stolen property. When a 
watch has been stolen the number or 
name* or other indication of make or 
ownership may be forwarded to the 
police and by them communicated to 
pawnbrokers. There is consequently 
an element of risk in attempting to 
dispose of it. There are various ways 
of getting over the difficulty, and re­
christening is one that is frequently 
resorted to. The engraver adds or pre­
fixes another figure to the number or 
he turns the name “J. Robins” into 
“T. J. Robinson,” the extra initial 
serving to make the name look level 
and central on the watch case. This Is 
done very cleverly, and the rest of the 
letters or figures are touched up to 
make all appear to have been cut at
