State Easily Among the First to 
Encourage the Building of 

Automobiles.

FACT RECENTLY MADE KNOWN

In the Early Seventies Steps Were 
Taken by the Legislature to In­

duce Inventors to Work on 
the Self-Propelled 

Vehicles.

A transfer of the files to the new 
office of the secretary of sta te  a t Madi-; 
son, Wis., brought to light one of the 
most interesting pieces of automobile 
news th a t has been uncovered m the j 
United States in many years.

Indisputable evidence was brought 
to light to show that the state of Wis­
consin was one of the first, if not the 
very first, states in the Union to an­
ticipate the dawn of the self-propelled 
vehicle.

J. S. Donald, secretary of state for 
W isconsin a t the present time, has be­
come so interested in the data he dis­
covered in the old files of his office 
th a t he has prepared a formal state­
m ent to show when and how the in­
ception of the modern automobile 
came about.

W isconsin back in the early seven­
ties, and especially in the year 1875, 
developed an age of invention, and the 
sta te  legislature encouraged every 
sign of progress, and especially along 
lines of labor-saving devices.

That this enthusiasm was not spas­
modic and superficial is borne out by j 
the many, inventions brought to lig h t.

at that time. However, ine greatest 
iDtèrést centered in the self-propelled 
road vehicle, and in 1875, 1876, 1877 
and 1879». the Wisconsin legislature 
passed laws for the purpose of encour­
aging the work that was then going on 
along these lines.

Among the evidence that came to 
light during the moving of the files in 
the new capitol of Wisconsin was an 
act appropriating* $10,000 to the first 
successful inventor who would pro­
duce a self-propelled vehicle that 
would pass tests, the rules of which 
were then laid down by the lawmak­
ers, and, when compared to the rules 
of the modern endurance test, they 
surely offer the best example of what 
the A B G of modern automobile com­
petition was like. This award was to 
go to the winner of what was probably 
the first endurance race ever held in 
the world for self-propelled vehicles.

Back of the appearance of these ma- j 
chines was the invention of Dr. J. M. 
Carhart of Racine, Wis., in 1871. He 
not only invented and built a self-pro­
pelled vehicle in 1871 but also cp- 1 
erated it and, according to the news­
paper files of that time, was indirect­
ly responsible for the activity at Madi­
son, Wis., on the part of the state leg-1 
islature.

The vehicle Itself is no longer in ex­
istence, but the State Historical so­
ciety at Wisconsin has in its files a 
photograph of this most interesting 
machine.

MAINE WOODS 
REPORTER ON TRIP

Many Camps Visited and Courtesies 

Shown By Proprietors.

I ts  not fa r  from  Kineo to  W est O ut­
le t Camps and before we could tak e  in 
all of the  view we w anted to  of the 
lake and m ountains on the  way over, 
the lit tle  m otor boat had carried  us 
across and we w ere shaking hands w ith 
Mr. G ilbert, the  proprietor. Looking 
a t the  cam ps from  the w harf they ap ­
pear like a little  ru stic  village, w ith 
ru stic  bridges, seats  and pergolas, 
from  which a fine view is afforded of 
Spencer Mountain, Mt. Kineo and 
o ther points of in te rest.

W e eagerly  accepted Mr. G ilbert’s 
inv itation  to show us around and he 
led us into the main cam p which he 
claims is the la rg est single log cabin in 
the  world. Once on the  inside it is 
hard to realize th a t  you are  in a log 
cabin for it  has fine hard wood floors 
and all modern conveniences. From  
the  office we w ent th rough the  fine 
large dining room, which se a ts  110 
guests, into the  kitchen, and i t  is here 
th a t  you fo rge t entirely  th a t you are  in 
a log cabin fo r you can find every 
economical and san ita ry  device.

W e n ex t inspected the  single camps, 
some of which have four sleeping 
rooms and some two. They all have a 
fine la rge  living room and piazza. Be­
sides the  camps Mr. G ilbert has fitted 
out te n ts  for those who p refer them* 
They have good floors and ca rpe ts and 
are walled up th ree  fee t on the  sides.

A fte r  having thanked  Mr. G ilbert 
for his courtesy  we again em barked 
and headed the  hoift for the lower end 
of the lake.

Our nex t stop was the  O utle t House 
and camps, of which A. J . Wilson is 
the proprietor. H ere is s itu a ted  the 
fam ous tro u t pool of Moosehead, a t 
the  “ O u tle t,”  the  source of the  K en­
nebec river. Besides the hotel w ith its 
large airy  rooms th e re  is a se t of 
camps which are  com fortable in every 
way. From  the  hotel a view of 
Spencer M ountain is afforded and also 
of K atahdin, the  king of them  all.

From  the  “ O u tle t”  we w ent to  Ca- 
pens and w ere m et a t  the  w harf by the 
proprietor, H. C. Capen, fo rm erly  of 
the A ugusta House, A ugusta. This i 
modern fine hotel w ith the  co ttages | 
and bungalows accom m odates about 80 | 
people. The hotel is s itua ted  on D eer 
Island, which contains about 2,500 
acres of virgin fo rest. In f ro n t of the 
hotel is a fine tennis court.

A fte r  sam pling th e  excellent pro­
ducts of the  culinary d ep a rtm en t and 
sm oking a pipe on the  veranda which 
surrounds the  hotel on th ree  sides, we 
again headed down the lake and arrived 
a t  Camp G reenleaf.

The p roprie to r was absen t and we 
missed the  opportun ity  to inspect his 
camps. The cam ps, all o f which are  
built of logs a re  a ttrac tiv e ly  s itu a ted  
on S ugar Island, and accom m odate 
about 30 people. F rom  h ere  to  the  
T horofare Camps, takes only a few  
m inutes and here we found Mr. Green- 
leaf having a Sunday ch a t w ith  T. E. 
Heald of th e  T horofare  Cam ps.

The strik in g  th ing  abou t these  cam ps 
is th e  la rge stone fireplaces and brick 
chim neys. The fireplaces a re  bu ilt in 
the  wall of th e  cam p in each case and 
the  la rge  red brick chim neys rise  fa r  
above th e  roofs of the  cam ps. They 
are  all built n ea r to g e th e r  and 
one long piazza runs in fro n t o f them  
w ith a single floor and roof.

The T horofare which connects B ea­
ver Neck and Lily Bay is claim ed to  be 
one of th e  b es t fishing grounds in th e  
lake, bu t as we w ere show n and told o f 
large catches in nearly  every  p lace 
v isited, we w ere forced to  believe th a t  
one place was as good as an o th er.

A fte r  a half hour ch a t w ith  Mr. and 
Mrs. H eald we spun th e  w heel o f th e  
boat and chugged aw ay to  C row ’s N est. 
On our way over we picked up a buoy 
and inv estig a tin g  found i t  w as a t ta c h ­
ed to  a fish can fu ll of bait. W e w ere 
som ew hat su rp rised  to  find i t  so f a r  ou t 
in th e  lake b u t supposing th a t  th e  ow n­
ers knew  th e ir  business b es t, w e le t it  
sink back to  th e  dep th  of th e  lake and 
w ent on our w ay to  C row ’s N est.

We found th e  p ro p rie to r, B. R. P a l­
m er ta k in g  a sun b a th  on th e  piazza. 
This is th e  p re se n t p ro p rie to r’s first 
y ea r a t  th e  cam ps. F or th e  la s t few  
years they  have been run  as a B oys’ 
Camp b u t have th is  y ea r been leased 
by Mr. P alm er. Besides th e  la rge  
home cam p th e re  a re  th re e  sm aller

cam ps, Camp Cozy, Camp Bowdoin and 
the  Birches which contain six sleeping
rooms.

Our n ex t and last stop before Green­
ville was Squaw Mt. House, opened 
this year by A rthur A. Crafts of 
G reenville Junction. This place was 
form erly run as a sanatorium but for 
the p as t few yeard has been vacant. 
N atu ra lly , considering the purpose for 
which the hoAse was built, the rooms 
are light and airy. Every sleeping 
room is fitted w ith excellent furniture 
and no expense is being spared in get­
ting  it ready for the summer business. 
Besides th e  main house there is a large 
log cabin of eigh t rooms and two sleep- 
ing porches su itab le for a large family.

As we w ere sitting  on the piazza 
a f te r  supper adm iring the view of the 
lake and the opposite mountains, we 
saw a deer come out of the woods only 
a sh o rt d istance from the hotel and 
walk slowly across the clearing. We 
Avere inform ed th a t it was not unusual 
for th ree  or four to be there a t once. 
We expressed our fea r for the fine gar­
den th a t had been planted and advised 
the p roprie tor to fence it if he wished 
to save it.

The last lap of our journey from 
Squaw M ountain to Greenville was the 
m ost p leasan t of all, for it was just 
a t  tw iligh t and the  dim mountains with 
the shadows playing upon them made a 

-beautiful p ic tu re.
As we neared  Greenville we com­

menced to o v ertak e  a m otor canoe but 
as we came alongside they let out and 
easily distanced us, and to make mat­
te rs  worse, they commenced to run 
circles around us. As we were already 
doing our b e s t we paid no attention to 
them  and chugged steadily toward 
G reenville. W e reached there about 
7.30 and a f te r  dressing the boat for the 
n ig h t in her canopy, moored her secure 
ly, and wren t home well pleased with 
our d ay ’s trip .
