B. Fair of East Orange, N. J., Ernest
Grant guide, took a salmon 3 pounds,
12 ounces.

But it looks to me as if the ladies
might take the trout and salmon as
well as the honors of the pool, for
many of them who come to Upper
Dam How bring their own fly rods
of the lightest and most expensive
make that can be purchased and are
as vain about their beautiful flies
as of their party gowns, and with
much grace send their line many feet
over the water.

Mrs. D. English Dallam, Jr., of
Philadelphia took her first record
from the pool, a 3-pound, 12 ounce

salmon.

But the ‘“Queen of the Pool” is a
charming little lady from Orange,
N. J.,, Mrs. William B. Fair, who,
with her little split bamboo rod
makes a graceful cast, not often
misses a strike, and brings her fish
with skill to net. No other lady,
who has even cast the fly over the
famous pool has landed so many fish
and it is said the eyes of some of
“ye lords of creation” who have al-
ways thought they knew how to cast
the fly have taken on a green shade,
for since t"e last report in the Main
Wocds Mrs. Fair has five salmon to
her credit, anyone might well be
boastful about. They weighed 3
pounds; 3 pounds, 3 ounces; 4
pounds, 2 ounces; 3 pounds, 13 ounc-
es and 3 pounds, 11 ounces. We doub
if any lady who fishes the Maine
waters with a fly has an equivalent
record.
