Trout taken from the water seemed 
to be in normal condition, and Lovett 
utterly nonplussed set out to confer 
with Sam Wilsie, another[trapper who 
inhabited the region.

When Sam heard of the bewitched 
trout he laughed till the[tears flowed 
down his weather beaten [cheeks. He 
explained thus:

“ You see it ’s this way; I|got religion 
and swore off last week and as the 
parson said the cider must^go so I took 
the last barrel I “had buried in a spring 
down by the brook and dumped„itj into 
the pool. I never thought ’ twould go 
to the heads o ’ them trout, honest, I 
didn’t. I s ’ spose they drinked some 
and some soaked in it till they got 
down right lit up. Wall I ’d ruther it 
was them ’ en me, sein’ I sweared off.”

An Enemy of the Forests.
Some o f the Maine newspapers are 

unnecessarily alarmed because the 
brown tail moth has reached Maine. 
Forest Commissioner Ring1, who has 
been making a study o f the moth sit­
uation in Massachusetts, does not con­
sider the brown tail particularly dan­
gerous. But he says that if the gypsy 
moth gets into our Maine forests he 
does not know what can be done to 
prevent their doing immense damage. 
There would be danger that these pests 
would ruin our forests entirely. The 
gypsies are no respecters of anything 
that grows. They will take every 
hard and soft wood tree and eve.ything 
that the farmer and gardener raises. 
The brown tail builds his nests at the 
ends of the branches so he can be seen 
and taken care of. The gypsy is not 
so particular. He will build in the 
crotch of a tree, in a stone wall, on the 
ground, in the corner of a box car or in 
the under gearing o f an automobile.

There is, o f course, danger that some 
of the gypsies will be brought to Maine 
by train or automobile. Readers of 
Maine W oods are requested to report 
immediately to E. E. Ring, Forest Com­
missioner, Augusta, Maine, if they 
think they see any indication that the 
gypsy moth is in this state.

Fine Accomodations For Those Who Will 

Visit the Jamestown Exposition.
The great expositions of the world 

have usually been held in or near met­
ropolitan cities. The knowledge of 
this fact has caused some to question 
whether Norfolk will be able to furnish 
adequate hotel accommodations for the 
immense throngs which next year will 
visit the Jamestown exposition. No 
anxiety need be felt however on this 
score.

The Jamestown exposition is pecul­
iarly fortunate in its situation. Al­
though it is but a scant six miles from 
Norfolk, it is hardly a greater distance 
from Portsmouth, Newport News or 
Hampton. It is within a few minutes 
ride of some of the most famous sea 
side hotel resorts m America: Oc ‘an 
View, Virginia Beach, Pine Beach and 
Fortress Monroe, or Old Point long 
famous as an all year health and pleas­
ure point. The cities enumerated 
above are well equipped with modern 
hotels and cottages for the acc mmoda- 
tion of summer visitors line the shores 
of Chesapeake bay, the roadway to the 
sea, and the Virginia coast.

Several large hotels are now building 
in th-e cities near the exposition and a 
number of temporary hotels are going 
up in the vicinity of the grounds. Fur 
ther to assure comfortable and attract­
ive accommodation for its guests there 
is being constructed within the exposi­
tion grounds an Inside Inn which is 
unique a mong exposition hotels. This 
Inn will be a real hotel, not a hastily 
constructed barn with shallow parti­
tions built for a day. It will be a per­
manent affair, lasting after the exposi­
tion is over and will add one more to 
the well know resorts o f the section.

Fly Rod's Note Book,
On Friday, July 13, 1933 at his home ; 

in Worcester, Mass, occurred the death 
of Mr. Loring Coes at the advanced age 
o f 94 years.

For nearly half a century Coes has each 
spring come to the Rangeleys on a fish­
ing trip and has not missed a spring for 
forty-seven years.

He always spent several weeks at the 
Mountain View House where he made a
host o f friends, who looked forward' ,
with pleasure to his coming.

Truly he was “ a gentle angler”  
always enthusiastic, but he fished for 
the love of it, not for the fish altogether.

I well remember meeting him on the 
piazza of the Mountain View House 
last year and of his kindly manner as 
he spoke of old friends and the days 
that are'past.

“ My biggest trout was an 8 1-4- 
pounder and perhaps I ’ ll get one larger 
this time” , he remarked one day, but 
all noticed how the years had not 
lessened his love for the Maine woods 
and waters, but felt that he might 
never come again.

Mr. Coes was an ardent sportsman. 
He was also a good shot and one day 
last fall demonstrated it by going out 
with a 22 caliber rifle shooting 
sparrows, missing only one in 15. He 
had no use for those who killed the 
song bi rds.

The Worcester paper said very many 
kind things about the dear old gentle­
man known and loved by so many.

Mr. Coes was president and treasurer 
of Coes’s Wrench Co. and was the in 
ventor of the monkey wrench sold all j 
over the world and kept up an active 
business life until recently.

In speaking of his love for fishing and 
hunting a Worcester paper says: “ Mr. 
Coes did not care much for hunting, but 
was enthusiastic on fishing. A year 
ago he made his 47th trip to the fishing 
districts of Maine.

“ He was the Nestor o f Worcester 
fishermen. When it comes to fishing 
for speckled trout or the shining salm­
on, none of the present generation 
could equal him in the delicate art 
of bring ing the gamy fish to net.

“ On his last trip to the Maine lakes he 
was accompanied by his grandson, 
Frank E. Coes, who is an adept in­
taking the denizens o f Maine’s lakes* 
but who was willing at any time to 
acknowledge the superiority of his 
teacher in the art.

“ fhe veteran regarded his last trip as 
the most enjoyable he ever spent in 
Maine and he could count a good many.

“ For forty-seven years he visited the 
northern country not missing a single 
year and lotting on a trip this year.

“ He seemed to get hit harder with 
the fever and to grow younger in fishing 
instincts as the years advanced, for 
late years he had taken a secjnd trip 
each year.

“ As regards big fish Mr. Coes ac­
knowledged that his last trip was a 
tame one. He had the sport he wanted 
and caught many fish, but th^y did not 
begin to compare with the records of 
former years either in size or number. 
For Mr. Coes there were other attrac­
tions than the mere taking of fish and 
taken altogether his trip was as enjoy­
able as any he ever had.

“ The largest trout he ever took was 
81-4 pounds and the largest salmon 7 
pounds, although not larger he has 
taken many fine fish. The reel Mr. 
Coes used was one which was built ac­
cording to his idea ■>. It was made to 
set into the rod instead of being fixed 
to the side of the rod by a ring. It is 
a single reel with drag and has a large 
center which enables the fisherman to 
wind as fast as an ordinary multiplying 
reel.”

Mr. Coes has but one son, Chester
E. B. Coes of Worcester. Many pleas­
ant memories o f Mr. Coes remain and 
he will be greatly misst d at Mountain 
View.

Orin Dyke, who is for the season 
guiding Dr. Hopkins’s party at the Birch­
es got almost as much excited over a 
catch made by Miss McKeel o f Brook­
lyn, N. Y., as the fair angler, who had 
two salmon strike at one time and for 
an hour there was great sport. One 
reel failed to work, the salmon got 
tangled up with the anchor line and 
when at last they were netted, after 
being skillfully handled, the p a i r  
weighed 41-2 and 51-2 pounds. The 
pair were planked and served in great 
style for dinner the next evening.

Just as I was taking Capt. Barker’s 
steamer at Haines Landing last Thurs­
day I noticed Charles Moore, the guide, 
holding up a handsome big landlocked 
salmon and quite a number gathered 
around. “ Who caught that salmon and 
how much does it weigh?”  I asked. A 
young gentleman raised his hat and re­
marked “ I, and my father will be 
proud of me,'but my mother might not 
own me,’ ’pointing to his face, blistered, 
and a red, red nose. Thus answered 
Hugh Leighton, son of Adam P. Leigh­
ton of Portland, who was still smiling 
when I took the boat.

Fish Out of Water.
Consul General Richard Guenther 

writes from Frankfort that experiments 
made in Germany with reference to 
cheap transportation o f live fiih have

emonstrated that all kinds of fish can 
live for days outside their natural ele­
ment, water, under certain conditions. 
This apparently wonderful fact will be 
easily understood by examining the 
breathing apparatus o f fish. The gills 
o f fish are an organ similar to the 
human lungs; tne blood in them comes 
up close to the surface. The lungs ex­
change for the outside air, rich in 
oxygen, carbonic acid which has been 
formed in the lungs. On the other 
hand, the gills o f fiih are constantly 
washed by water containing oxygen. 
The thin membrane o f the gills sepa­
rates the blood in them, vitiated with 
carbonic acid, from the water contain­
ing oxygen, and the practical result is 
the same as with the human lungs. 
Carbonic acid is exchanged for oxvgen.

It had been noticed long ago that 
many kinds of fish could live out o f 
water for some time, provided that the 
gills remained wet. The experiments 
made aimed at keeping the gills wet 
and to see to it that this moisture be 
well charged with oxygen. In order 
to keep the gills wet the evaporation 
o f the moisture of the gills had to be 
prevented; for this purpose the fish 
were placed in an atmosphere thor­
oughly saturated with water vapor. An 
hermetically closed wooden box was 
filled with water to the depth o f about 
one-third o f an inch, or the bottom was 
covered with wet rags, which through 
evaporation kept the air in the box al­
ways saturated with water vapor. 
The fish were placed in a box which 
was then shut hermetically by the lid. 
Through a tube, reaching to the bot­
tom, oxygen was introduced and al­
lowed to escape through a tubs in the 
lid. This oxygen before entering the 
box passed through several water bot­
tles which thoroughly saturated it with 
water vapor. In this way the fish are 
always in pure oxygen atmosphere, 
and a drying up of the gills is not to 
be feared. •

The result of the experiment was 
surprising. Carp, tench, bleak and 
other fish remaine 1 in the box from 
three to four days perfectly well. When 
they wer then placed in water to be 
fed they swam about in a lively man­
ner and appeared perfectly fresh. It is 
expected that this mode o f transporta­
tion for fish will become popular, as it 
is much more economical than shipping 
live fish in water tanks. By the lat­
ter method the weight o f every ship­
ment was 93 to 96 per cent water.—

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A BOSTON MAN LOST

FOR THREE DAYS. MR. F. E 
NICKELS RELATES EXPERIENCE.

He Visits Different Parts of the Maine 
Wilderness, Twice Yearly on Fishing 
and Hunting Expeditions.

“ Equipped with a good supply o f 
tackle and going on a 10 days’ fishing 
trip in the brooks, streams and lakes 
o f  the Dead River Region, I left 
Boston on the 9th o f June for the West 
Carry pond” , writes Fred E. Nickels o f 
Boston, where I arrived on the follow­
ing day and where I fished with Mr.
Herman Harlow as my guide until the 
morning o f  the 15th o f  June.

The fishing at the W est Carry pond 
was poor on account o f the prevailing reacning 
h gh winds, so I decided to try my luck 
in the brooks and smaller ponds, 
en route to the Pierce pond where 
salmon fishing was said to be exceed­
ingly good.

Mr. Harlow, who did not wish to 
leave his w ife in camp alone, 
accompanied me as far as the gates

but seeing nothing but high hills and 
mountains before me I became some­
what bewildered for a moment and 
took a different course following an old 
logging road for half an hour which 
brought me out to an old logging camp 
near a small pond which is said to be 
called “ Duck pond.’ ’

As a rainy night was fast approach­
ing I felt thankful to be near an old 
logging camp to find shelter during the 
night.

“ Here I enjoyed a bright camp fire a 
hot can o f water and one doughnut 
which was left over from luncheon 
together with two cookies, which con­
stituted my breakfast o f the next day.

The dawn o f Monday morning 
brought with it every hope o f soon

Being determined to reach the Pierce 
Pond Camps as soon as possible to 
enjoy the pleasures o f hooking the 
gamy land locked salmon, I asked the 
owner o f the Black Brook Camps, Mr. 
John Wilson, to guide me to my 
destination and assist me in some fly 
fishing en route in the Round Pond and 
Fish pond.

Mr. W ilson and wife expressed their 
willingness to go with me as far as 
Fish pond and informed me that the 
rest o f  the way some 5 miles over the 
mountain could be traversed without 
difficulty by following a well trodden 
trail.

A t 2.30 on Sunday June 17th "ter

course through the jungle and bogs on 
the north side of the lake which later 
was described to me as the ‘Upper 
pond’. After a three hours’ hard 
tramp I reached an old bgging camp 
known as Anthony Comber’s camps 
located at the lake, and finding there 
on old axe and some cut timber, I 
decided to build a float with the aid of 
which I intended to locate the outlet of 
the pond. Having left my nails at the 
spot where I had lost my axe I was 
obliged to pull the nails required for 
building the raft, from the logs of the 
cabins by means of a wire and lever. 
My work was completed at 4.30 o ’clock 
that day and when I began to push off 
for the yjnder shore I found that the 
elements were against me, in as much 
as a brisk south wind was beginning to 
sweep over the lake at this time, 
making my progress against the wind 
impossible, and at each attempt being 
driven back into the cove of the lake 
where I had started.

“ Seeing that it wai useless t j  make 
any headway against the wind, I held 
fast with pole as far from shore as 
possible and rigged up for fly fishing, 
thinking that I might land a trout for 
supper.

“ I whipped against the wind for 
fully half an hour without getting a 
rise, during which time the mosquitoes 
and black gnats chewed as much out of 
my face, neck and hands, as I could 
possibly have got out of a trout—had 
I succeeded in securi g one.

“ It was now after 6 o ’clock and 
the only thing left for me to do was to 
‘put back into the harbor’ for the 
night.

“ The night from Tuesday to Wednes­
day was a night of horrors; the mos­
quitoes were so thick that the smoke 
of rags only’ caused a temporary panic 
amongst them; owing to their great 
number, they seemed to be even more 
anxious to attack. The hedgehogs 
kept up knawing all night on an old 
molasses barrel; a bear seemingly 
in distress kept up howling at intervals 
all night interspersed by the occasional 
snorting o f deer near the [logging 
camps awakened me, whenever I had 
just fallen off to sleep. Tnis night I 
will never forget as long as I live, it 
seemed to me[as if the sun would never 
rise again. Several times I rose to 
chase away the porcupines and to 
build a"new smoke in order to subdue 
the fierce attacks from mosquitoes.

“ While watching the dim flames of 
the smoke-fire during this memorable 
night, my hunger, complemented with 
a vivid realization of being a doomed 
man, who would^have to perish in the 
wilderness by starvation and exhaus­
tion, unless by some chance I would 
succeed in extricating myself from my 
dilemna’j_brought to my mind the 
seriousness of my condition, which 
during the first two nights in the woods 
were merely regarded by me as an 
adventure of which I could boast in 
telling[my friends about, I now felt, 
that without firearms and bait for plug 
fishing there’was no way in obtaining 
food to]jgive[strength and courage for  
continuing my strenuous journey much 
longer and in this event all hopes for 
getting out alive would be completely 
checked. I begin^to realize the danger 
I was subjected to in tramping through 
the almost impenetrable thickets that 
of injuring or breaking my legs, in 
which case I would have to lay helpless, 
awaiting the slow death of starvation.

“ While thinking over my fate I 
perceived through the open the first 
sign of the approaching dawn, upon 
which I quickly gathered up my belong­
ings and put them on the raft and 
paddled for the lower end of the pond 
steering for a point, which I thought 
might bring me to a stream, leading to 
a very large pond, which according to 
the Morris sportsman’s ways would 
bring me into Pierce pond.

“ When I came close to this point, it 
looked to me, as if the apparent 
outlet as seen from the far distance 
was only a narrow cove and upon per­
ceiving an old flat boat pulled up on the 
shore to my left, I landed there, think­
ing that this boat was being used by 
sportsmen coming from some camps 
and that a trail could here be found 
which would bring me out at some 
point where sporting camps were 
located. After some missionary tramp­
ing I came to another lake with nu­
merous islands giving indications of 
being too small a sheet of water to 
represent Pierce pond, so I turned into 
an old logging road where I found a 
shingle nailed on a tree saying: “ This 
road to C. A. Spaulding’s Camps 
three-fourths of a mile to the left of 
the pond.”  This looked to me too 
good to be true!

Salmon Season Satisfactory.
The salmon fishing season is over, 

and no more salmon can be taken from 
the Bangor pool during 1906. During 
the past year, several of the most 
prominnent fishermen have kept a par­
tial list of the fish caught, but no 
accurate list can be obtained this year. 
In 1905, 109 fish were caught, and the 
number is considered by the leading 
fishermen to be somewhat larger this 
year.

During the first of the season but 
very few fish were caught. The first 
salmon to be landed was an 8 
pound fish caught April 8th by Calvin 
Bachelder of Bangor, and was sold for 
$1.50 per pound, said to be the highest 
price ever paid for a salmon here. 
Many large fish have been taken this 
season, which altogether has been very 
satisfactory. Henry Peavy, the veteran 
fisherman, is high line this year, hav­
ing caught 17 fish, one of them being 
the largest of the season, as near as 
can be learned.

Several of the fishermen, on being 
interviewed during the past few days, 
stated that it was their unanimous 
opinion that the water at the first of 
the season was of just the right pitch 
to allow salmon to go above the dam, 
an had not the above conditions ex­
isted many more fish would have been 
caugnt here. Hundreds of fish were 
taken at the weirs down river.

When asked about the much-talked- 
of pulp mill problem, most of the fish­
ermen expressed the opinions that the 
mills above Bangor had but little 
effect on the fishing. Others said that 
it was due mostly to the fact that a 
large quantity of acid found its way 
into the Penobscot that no more fish 

j were cuaght. The past season must be 
’•ated as successful, however, and with­
out any exception the prominent fish­
ermen o f Bangor and vicinity claim 
that 1906 was as good a year for 
salmon at the Bangor pool as 1905, if 
not better.

Fish and Game Hearings.
The commissioners o f Inland 

Fisheries and Game gave a hearing at 
Thayer’s camp, Tunk Pond, in Wash­
ington county last Saturday on the 
petition o f Will R. Havey o f North 
Sullivan and 61 others and L. B. Deary 
and seven others asking for the right 
to erect a screen at the outlet o f Tunk 
Pond.

The petitioners represented that the 
large salmon run out o f Tunk Pond 
down to Spring River to the sea, in 
spite o f a screen now on Spring River, 
which they claim is faulty and ineffec­
tual. They claimed that the old screen 
is so far down in the woods that there 
is nobody to care for it, while if the 
screen was at the outlet o f Tunk Pond 
somebody woyld see it every day 
summer and winter and before that 
would run down stream in the spring 
it would be repaired in case o f injury. 
A fter a thorough hearing the com­
missioners decided to grant the 
request o f the petitioners.

There nave been some very good 
strings o f trout taken from the river, 
one and one-half miles from here.

The boys had some fun with a cow 
mcose while in the lake a few nights 
ago with a canoe wnich they run all 
around her and even up to her so they 
could place their ha ;d on her as she 
was swimming. It appears that moose 
are >n the increase around here and I 
think it is tne general belief all over 
the st^te that if the law is properly en­
forced they must increase.

It has been 
suggested that it be hung in the House 
lobby, but it is more than probable 
that it will be given a place over the 
speaker’s desk in the hall of represent­
atives. The room is a very large one 
and high, and the head would make a 
handsome ornament if hung in the 
place that has been suggested.

“ After going over this distance 

twice and returning to make sure that 
I had not made a mistake as to the 
pointing of the h and on the sign, I 
chanced into the thickest portion of 
the wildnerness I had ever been in, 
and, disabusing my mind from ever 
finding the Spaulding or any other 
camps in that location I resolved after 
consulting my maps and compass that 
if I kept up a straight course north­
east, I would, if my strength held out 
either come out at the Dead river or 
Kennebec river.

“ With renewed courage I traveled 
carefully but with utmost speed through 
the jungle until I came into a straight 
sled road running in a northerly direc­
tion. I kept up this course with a feel­
ing that I was on a trail which in its 
day had been well broken and which 
would surely bring me out somewhere. 
After covering some seven miles]on 
this gradual sloping sled road, I was 
brought out to the Dead River atj a 
point called Sluice Landing.

“ Here I followed the river down on

a well traveled trail about 11 miles 
when I sighted a settlement across 
the river where at the time some 
young men were bathing. I hailed 
for them to set me across, 
which was quickly accomplished and 
I was accosted to the “ Forkes Hotel”  
which I reached about 3.30 on Wednes­
day, June 20th.

“ After my long fast, I wished to 
have certain eatables prepared for me 
at once but I had to content myself 
(and indeed I was well pleased) with 
fat cold pork, fried potatoes, bread, 
squash pie and coffee at $2 per. After 
eating I imme diately called for a bed 
and when I reached the room and looked 
into the glass I scarcely knew myself. 
My face was so chewed up and swollen 
from the poisonous flies and mosquitoes 
that it was beyond recognition. My 
wearing apparel was much in similar 
condition; it was necessary to buy a 
shirt at once as the one worn by me 
through the woods was literally torn 
from my back and the shoes were 
barely hanging on my feet.

“ Early on the morning o f June 21st, I 
engaged Henry Forsythe of The Forks 
as my guide with whom I Went via the

through the thoroughfare, the entire f in£ the Maine woods should not take
length o f the upper pond in a boat 
and through the woods toward the Gov­
ernor mountains where we located the 
Jack Lynch camps, to get my pack left 
behind after the second night o f my 
wanderings. Then we went the dis­
tance o f about ten miles in our boat 
to the Pierce Pond Camps where we 
arrived at 8 p. m. on the 21st o f June, 
this being my destination which I in­
tend ad to reach on the 17th o f June.

“ During the next two days I fished 
the Pierce and Dixie ponds and was 
rewarded for the trouble I experienced 
in reaching these famous sporting 
grounds, catching an 8-pound salmon 
and 17 trout, the heaviest o f which 
weighed 4 pounds.

“ However no amount o f fish and 
game will ever compensate any sports­
man for the suffering of mind and 
body which I have undergone on this 
fishing trip and any sportsman reading 
my story who has ever experienced 
the same will be able to judge the 
gravity of the predicament in which I 
was placed.

“ The moral of such an adventure

chances in going from one to another 
camp without a competent guide, or if 
such are not procurable to take at 
least a few days provisions and a rifle 
along with them.

“  It ’s easy to get lost in the strange 
woods even with a compass, especially 
when a wrong course is pointed out by 
someone who does not know himself.”
