In regard to the Killing of mem in
the forests, a red dinky cap or a
red coat wiitli a blue tail or other-
wise, and a hell around his meek,
would noj. prevent the careless hunt-
er, who has buck fever, from shoot-
ing other men. Now, without ques-
tion, the penalty of laws leinforced
prevent crime.

A Wise OIld Bear.

To Increase the Number of Fish in
a Pond.

Stir thoroughly and set out in a ba-
sin to air. Select four plump, well-
fed fishermen, peel and place them
on top of the pond. Let the whole
bake in a hot sun four huors, occa-
sionally basting the fishermen with
Selected Likker.

Three Hundred Probably Now Living
Near Portland.

The following letter from (Mr. Silas
B. .Adams to the fish and game com-
mission will interest our readers:

Portland, Me., Dec. 5, 1910.

Mr. Geo. E. Cushman lias request-
ed me to give you some information
in regard to the Hungarian partridg-
es, which were introduced into this
locality two years ago, and | am very
ﬁleased to report that these birds

ave been frequently seem by par-
ties interested, in their welfare, and
quite a good dead has been learned
from 'their habits, all of which is of
a most encouraging nature.

We received oine hundred birds,
supposed to be fifty pairs. These
were liberated in lots of about ten
pairs each, in five different locali-
ties, namely Falmouth Foreside, the

birds have net been seen since a
few weeks after they were liberat-
ed. It*is not known iwhether they

were killed by some of their natural
enemies, or whether they migrated
to some place where food conditions
or their environment was more de-
sirable.

In two other localities which were
a few miles back from the coast
they bred the first season, but they
have not been seen fin any quanti-
ties jsince, so that wel cannot hope
that they have increased to any great
extent, but it may be that natural
enemies or the bird poacher, either
native or foreign, may have exter-
minated them. ;

The -two lots started at Cape Eliza-
beth, Maine, halve thrived splendidly,
and, have been under close and al-
most continual observation of people
living near where they iar© located.
One party as recent as Febmany
counted sixty-three individual® in one
flock, and Since that time enoug
have been seen toi warrant the state-
ment that fin all probability there
are three hundred of these binds
within a radius of five miles of the
Two Lights on Cape Elizabeth. In
the winter time these birds come
freely into the ‘'barnyard for grain
and have heen known in some cas-
es to take refuge from storms under-
neath isolated farm buildings. How-
ever, it seems they have demonstrat-
ed their ability to stand our win-
ters, and they are exceedingly pro-
lific.

‘creasing in Maine, | add my mite to
what has already been said. About
eight years ago 1 was in Maine dur-
ing the hunting season arid shot an
8-point buck. During that period |
saw about thirty deer and couild have
killed some of them, | am sure. |
believe one deer is enough for any
sportsman in a season, and that
should be a buck.

The next season | was unable to
go away during open timici, so | was
lobliged to content myself with the
camera, and | obtained some very
fair pictures of deer, and during a
stay of ten days saw about thirty
deer in the region of Kinnebago
lake. Friends of mine who have
been there recently tell me that in
two or three weeks’ stay they have
s-een but few of those animals in
that vicinity.

In later years | have been in the
region east of Moosehead lake and,
had | been hunting, | bleieve | would
have had as good luck -ds | did ear-
lier at Kennebago, as | saw many
dioer and was -able to obtain some
good pictures from a canoe, it being
during the summer.

It looks to me as if the migratory
habits of the deer undoubtedly ac-
counted for its abundance in one or
the other locality during any season,
and | am sure that with the string-
.nit enforcement of the Maine laws
deer will be plentiful in Maine or
years- to come.

protection OF MOOSE.

Visitor to Maine For Past Eighteen
Years Gives Some Ideas.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 19, 1910.
To the Editor of Maine Woods:

Having hunted and fished in Maine
each year for periods varyin? from
two weeks to three months for the
last eighteen years, | naturally have
some Interest in the shake and In
the laws regulating bunting and fish-
ing. Consequently as a subscriber
to Maine Woods, 1 feel that | may
state my views concerning a few
matters.

First, as regards the law regulat-
dgn the protection of moose: Prob-
ably more moose are killded in Maine
today than twenty years ago, but we
should not be misled by that fact in-
to thinking that more moose exist
there at the present time. | feel
that is not so. Years ago most of
the moos™ wiere killed nearer the
highways of travel, jas it was then
very difficult to penetrate into the
wild land, as is now, easily done and
where most of the moose are now
shot. Before long Maine will awake
some New Years day to find prac-
tically all of the moose gone and a
valuable asset removed from her in-
come. | believe a law should be) iein-
acted to prevent the Kkilling of moose
for a period of ten years. That
would give the present animals a
chance to mature and a maw genera-
tion, a fair start. o

Second, as regards ‘'the killing of
deer: 1 thoroughly believe that the
law should not allow the shooting
of does or bucks jwithout horns.
There is one more remark which 1
wish to aim at resiiidiantsi of the state
of Maine. They should realize the
importance of the preservation of
game in the state -as one of the
greatest sources of revenue. But for
some reason they do not understand
this. Rea™ over the list of prosci-
cutioms for breakin% the game laws
and one will find that the great ma-
jority is due to residents of
state. | will 'not say more in res-
pect to this matter; people cf Maine
should he intelligent enough to fk-
thom the rest of my thoughts along
mthis line.  Again when brought to
trial those same persons should not
be allowed to escape with the min-
imum of fine or imprisonment. They
should suffer, a® should non-resi-
dents, the full extent of the law.
Small fines or short imprisonment is
not severe enough to bring the: m-
portance of the law to the minds of
some. | believe also, there should
be enacted a law ’against the carry-
ing of large caliber rifles during the
“closed season.” Theire is no good
cause for it, and the person carry-
ing one at that season can have on-
ly one motive, the illegal Killliing of
ibig game. He may make the ex-
cuse of desire to ujso it in target
practice, hut this is a peer one', for
ibis sport in that line corn he aisi (well
carried out and at a less expense
with the small 22-caliber rifle.

Many other criticisms and sugges-
tions might he added, but | feel that
I have taken more than my share of
space in your columns. While these
laws suggested will not he enacted
now or even in the near future,
prophecy that it is only a mattcir of
time when they will he demanded.
Why not anticipate the want of such
regulation and see that they are
brought before the next Legislature.
