NO CONVENTION Is complete in 
these dregressive times without a 
trapishio o t in g to u rn am en t.

The twelfth annual convention of 
the Associated Advertising Clubs of 
the World, wlbiclh was recently held 
in Philadelphia, and tine Elks con­
vention, Which was even more recent­
ly held in Baltimore, both, staged 
trapshooting tournaments for their 
members.

The trapshooting events were con­
ducted at tire Trapshooting School 
on the Million Dollar Pier, and many 
participated. This school is fully 
equipped with, traps, guns and targets. 
Trapshooting under ordinary trap con­
ditions is a restfut change to the 
busy toan, but the Admen found 
shooting at the saucers with the 
Atlantic Ocean as a background a 
real nerve bracer. So much inter­
est was taken in. this tournament 
that it is doubtful if any convention 
will he heM at Jersey’s famous re­
sort hereafter without a trapshooting 
tournament being on the program.

Elks lodges all over the county 
were interested In the B. P. 0. E. 
tournament, which was conducted on 
the Oriole Gun Oltuib traps. The 
Elks are the first fraternal organiea- 
tion to stage an event of this kind. 
Tine Delaware Elks suggested the 
tournament, and they were seconded 
by lodges id New Jersey, Pennsyk 
vania, Ne|w' York, North and South 
Carolina, Maryland and West Virgin­
ia. The Western Elks, especially a- 
long the Pacific Coast, have been in­
terested In trapshooting as a spot 
for seme time, and tlhere is a league 
of Elks in and around Los Angeles. 
The trapshooting tournament will be 
a feature cf ailli B. P. O. E. conven­
tions in the future.

THE ANbLtR AND 
THE FISHERMAN

One profound proof of the sound­
ness in* the philosophy thiat teaches 
against wantonly wasteful slaughter it 
the chase is tlie dasiinoliniaticn on 
the part of certa'm so-caMed sports­
men—a vulgar gentry that resort to 
the woods a.'id waters solely because 
it is fashionable to do so—and their 
guides to honorably dispose of their 
game after the killing. These greedy 
snobs are viciously adverse to los­
ing a single bird or fisih in the pur­
suit, but they think little of letting 
the game ret in the sun after the 
play. With this fact easily prov­
able any day in the year, it may he 
said that outside of market fishing 
and camp fishing for the pot time 
one real object in fishing and angl­
ing is the pursuit itself and not 
the quarry.

In baseball, it’s the game, net the 
bases; in archery, it’s the straight- 
est shooting, not the target. True, 
we play cards for prizes, hut surely 
as much for the game itself, not al­
together for the prizes, because it 
■is possible to buy the prizes, or 
tlneir (equivalent outright,' or take 
the prizes by force.

My bayman develops fits border­
ing closely upon incurable hysteria 
if I lose a single bluei&sih in the 
play, but he w'orries not wihen he goes 
ashore with a sloopful of hand-liners 
and hahf a hundred fish hie cannot 
make good use of.

“Pull it in! you’lft lose it ! ’ ’ ‘ ‘We 
could catch a hundred if you wouldn’t 
fool!” “ The other boats’ll beat us
badly!......... There’s a million right
’round tlie boat!”  J

These are a few cf has excitable 
expressions. But, when I say to 
Mm, “ What’s the difference, Cap­
tain, in losing one or two fish here 
and wasting half a hundred cm 
share?’’ he calutoe down for a minute 
or two. Only for a minute or two, 
however, for he’s in the game sole­
ly for fisih, not the fishing. It’s all 
numbers and size with him, and he’s 
encouraged in this greed by nine out 
of every ten men he takes aboard 
•his heat.

“ We caught fifty,”  says Tom.
“ We caught a hundred and ten/' 

says Dick.
“ We caught tw© (hundred and 

sixty,”  says Harry.
And so the hayrnan brags, too, be­

cause it’s purely business with him.
I have always found the greatest 

pleasure in fishing is the fishing 
and not tlie blood and hones- assoc­
iated with the pursuit. I would rath­
er take five fair fish on fine tackle 
correctly manipulated than fill the 
hold with a hundred horrid monsters 
mastered by mere strength, as in 
mastered by mere strength, as in 
hand-line trebling for bJuefish in the 
ocean and for muskellonge, etc., in 
fresh water,

“ But,”  says Captain Getemany- 
way, “ I can catch more fish with a 
hand-line than you can with your fine 
rod and reel.”

“ Of course ycu can,”  I reply, “and 
you could catch more if you used a 
net, a stick of dynamite, or a shot­
gun.’’

If it’s the fish ail one that is th e 
object cf the angler’s eye, why re­
sort to any sort of tackle when 
there’s a fish stall in every baili­
wick?

There is great need cf enlighten­
ment in the common ethics cf angl­
ing. Many persons are under the 
impression that quantity rather than 
qualify makes the angler’s day.

Somie of our greatest angleris pur- 
poseQy never excel in the matter of 
numbers. The angler’s true qualit­
ies are based en the application cf 
correct tackle, eonrect methods in 
fishing, and a correct appreciation 
of the pursuit, the game, the day, 
and the craft.

’Tis the day and the play, not the 
heads and hides that count.

An ancient writer says cf the 
royal hounds: ' “ The hunter loves 
to see the hounds pursue the hare, 
and he is gflad if the hare escapes.” 
So it is tin angling; we do not wish 
to catch all tihe fisih. we can take in 
any fashion. We want to take some 
of them an a proper manner with ap­
propriate implements.

“I can catch more trout with the 
angilewcirim and more bass with the 
trolling spoon that you can with the 
artificial fly,”  says Robert.

“ Of course' you can, Rchent,” say 
I, “and you could catch still more if 
you spread a screen across the tiny 
stream or set a trap, or if you used 
a set line with a hundred honks, just 
as the target shooter might more 
readifly puncture tlie circle with a 
charge of shot than with the single 
bullet, or just as the greedyman with 
a blunderbuss might excel in number 
the wing shot by potting quail bunch­
ed on the ground instead of eMval- 
ricly bagging single birds cn the 
wing with a pertinent arm.

The neophyte always confounds the 
angler with the indiscriminate fisher­
man and so implicates the angler in 
the cruelty and wastefulness associat­
ed with mere chance fishing, when 
in fact the angler is fin no sense 
cruel cx wasteful.

The laws that prohibit greedy 
catches, and protect the mother fish 
in breeding time, aire made by, en­
forced by, and supported financially 
hy the angler.

The rearing of the fishes that are 
placed in depleted waters was orig­
inated by, (is conducted by, and is 
paid for by tlie angler.

No other class has earnestly both­
ered its head, honestly lifted its 
hands, or liberally opened its purse 
in these matters, and the nearest 
association man an general has with 
the preservation of both wild fish 
and fowl in uttering a cowardly, 
fals accusation against the one who 
really deserves sole credit for tlie 
work, the sportsman, the genuine 
field sport sanan, net the vicious 
sporting man of the race track, cock­
pit, and gambling den—two • distinct 
species of animal, as vastly separat­
ed in character as the deerhound 
and the dragon.

And why this charge against the 
innocent? Simply because the guil­
ty wish to shield and profit them­
selves, as the thief cries fire that 
lie may pick your pocket in the 
panic that ensues.

But then there is a well mean­
ing but wholly unenlightened element 
that, influenced by the cry of the 
methodical spoiler, ignorantly con­
demns the honest man^-the really 
humane men and women who are sin­
cere in their condemnation hut to­
tally ignorant cf their subject.

One of this sort, an estimable 
woman in public life, loudly preach-. 
e° against the chase and Is all tlie 
time drawing dividends that provide 
•her witin the means to indulge in the 
vulgarest and cruellest of fashionable j 
extravagances^—among them the wool 
of the nmborn lamb, furs from the 
backs of fast-disappearing quad­
rupeds, amid feathers of the farmers’ 
most valuable insect-destroying song 
birds—and these wicked dividends 
derived from several acid factories, a 
gas house, a power- plant, and dye 
works that have mot only killed off 
the trillions of fishes din several 
rivers hut destroyed forever the very 
habitat of the specieiS!

Another of this sort is well ex­
emplified in the character of an old 
gentleman in Pennsylvania who loud­
ly proclaims against trout fishing, 
but will© utterly ruins nearly eight 
miles of trout water,, once the home 
of thousands of lo-rdOiy fish, by per­
mitting Mis mill hand® to run off 
sawdust in. the streams.

This poor, ignorant soul objects to 
you and me clhiivafMcly taking half 
a dozen specimens on the fly—catch­
ing the cunning trout wiiitih an imita­

tion of the thing itself destroy 
by the blnousaaidsi for foed and play- 
while he mercilessly slaughters the 
entire immediate supply, and pre­
vents- further propagation of the 
whole species with, the refuse of his 
forest-clo'vastating, money-making ma­
chine.

True, the Angler like all fishermen, 
and like the fishes themselves, kills 
•Ills specimens, but this killing is or­
dained by nature herself—at least it 
lias better grounds for excuse, if ex­
cuse it needs, than that tenfold more 
destructive killing by the fishes that 
not only slay for food, but actually 
mutilate miMicais upon milMons of 
their kind for the mere play afford­
ed them in this practice—and though 
the Angler may be in the wroog 
when be humanely dispatches a few 
of the batch lie breeds, he is. not 
a-s hopeless as the wanton fisher, of 
as brutal a.s the unenlldgihtened “re­
formers,” the so-caJJed humane lady 
with the fashion furs and feather* 
of fast-disappearing species she nev­
er turns a hair to replenish or pro- 
tect, and the old gentleman hypo­
crite with his murderous sawdust and 
dye.

NOTES FROM
OXBOW

Oxbow, Me., July 15, 1916. 
To the Editor of Maine Woods:

“ When tine sun through Heaven des­
cending, like a red burning cinder 
from the (hearnth of the Great Spirit, 
fell into the western, waiters,’* a week 
aigo, then came out the reapers, and 
the annual hay harvest began. It’s 
a bumper crop and1 should fill every 
crack and cranny in every barn and 
haymow in atl this reg'ion of Maine. 
Potatoes (look all rilglhit; so do the 
oats and “garden saasi.”

Troute are still running up the Um- 
coleus-—I have stopped 109 of them. 
Hayden brook, not flair off, on its up­
per reach,e(s), where the swift water 
is, gave a party about 100 sizeable 
trout ©arliy in the week. Much has 
been written about what is the "best 
time of day to fish for trout. What 
1 have to say , ah out it is that I 
have caught trout at adl hours, even 
at mid-day. Trout eat (at least 
Aroostook trout do) at any old time 
if food to their lidding is placed be­
fore them in the proper manner. 
There’s much good luck in knowing 
how to do it, and any old pclie, line 
and hook, if strong enough, will do 
the trick. One alder pole held by 
a boy and a cotton string took a 
2-pounder away from me one day. 
This fish was taken from under A 
thick blanket of froth not over three'! 
feet front the rock on which the 
young angler stood on the shore of 
the stream  ̂ We rarely fail to take 
trout from, under such frothy blank­
ets along the UmicolicUs river.

Our MdilLmagaissett camps will he 
weWi filled from now on for seven or 
eight weeks. M,r. and Mrs. W. W. 
Parish of New York, two daughters 
and a son, -have just arrived at the 
home camip at the Bow and wilili go 
up to the lake tomorrow for a long 
stay. August 15th next, Dri. H. T. 
Ba’dwin, wife and two sens are due 
for a month’s stay at tihe lake. They 
are from Chestnut Hill, Mass.

Others there are wiho are on the 
anxious seat as to dates and cabins. 
Soane way or other all the usual 
doubts and questions get settled 
amiieabily, and everybody has a good 
outing finally, and goes home per­
fectly satisfied, promising to coane 
again. And no wonder. Billy’s 
camps are beautiful for situation, on 
the south shores of Lake Mililmagas- 
sett, and are easily reached by can­
oe, stopping over night in a oom- 
foirtaibllie camp half way up river, ar­
riving at the lake early the next 
afternoon. Good beds, good grub 
and good sport; good air, and cold­
est of spring water abounds; so do 
trout.

They left- their 
canoe down stream, then waded up 
about a mite or two, then waded and 
fished down, Grace wading and fish­
ing about as well as her illustrious 
daddy. This stream, (i may he 
giving away a secret) I am persuad­
ed, is much more to be desired for 
small trout than local- fishermen, by 
tJheir off-hand talk would indicate.

The “ Blue Alsatian Mountains1” 
dentt have anything to boast of over 
the Blue Aroostook Mountains in fulil 
view from our front piazza 25 mites 
west of the Bow. ALL through this 
week cur high hilts have been- veil­
ed in gnay-blue mfst, while all the 
while a red-hot sun -has blazed over­
head every day, and the atmosphere 
between has appeared to be perfect­
ly clear. The Massachusetts Fish 
and G-ame Commissioners have fixed 
the open season on pheasants for Oct­
ober 12th to November 12th, the 
same as last year.

Now the United States is not at 
present a nation of sliarpshooters 
regardless cf wfliet it may have been 
in the past. Furthermore, marks­
men are made and not born that 
way. Of course some may be more 
adaptable than others.

Th© policeman carries ai revolver 
for but one purpose and that is to 
enforce the law when other methods 
fail. To do tlAs he must be so 
familiar with tihe handling o f his 
weapon that it becomes habit, and 
if occasion arises wth&cih calls for 
shooting he sfhcu-ld be able to place 
his bullets where he wants them to 
go. Careful and regular practice are 
bound to produce satisfactory re­
sults if persisted in even in, the 
most Apparently hopeless cases.

Ali over tihie country the police de­
partments, big and small, are wak­
ing up to the necessity of pistoil 
practice!.

Take New York for example; the 
Police Department has within the 
last year or two, mad© it compulsory 
for every pcJiceman In thie depart­
ment to practice at regular inter­
vals. It is simply one of the
many departments wihiicth are giving 
the matter intelligent attention.

The policeman who says he hasn’t 
fired hks revolver for years will scon 
be extinct, together witih tihe one 
who loads his center fire revolver 
with rim fire cartridges.

3. After how many shots should it 

be cleaned, and wfhat wffth,, if Les- 
mok cartridges are used?

Ans. A rifle barrel in- good co-ndir 
tiop will fire an almost unlimited 
quantity of shots in succession if 
Lesmok powder iis used, without the 
necessity cf cleaning. If you let 
the rifle stand for a considerable 
time between shots it may cafike up 
slightly. It certainty is not . neces­
sary to clean eftener than once in 
one hundred shots in an afternoons 
shooting at the targets. Be sure 
to clean the rifle at the end of each 
day’s shooting, regardless of the 
number of shots. No rifle should 
be put away uncleaned.

4. What kind of cartridges woulld 
you recommend as being the least 
harmful, Lesmok or smokeless, greas­
ed or greaseless?

Ans. Of the kinds you mention, 
the Lesmok cartridges with greased 
bullets are the best. Do net usie 
th© grease'less ammunition. It is 
wearing on the barret and will lead 
it.

Noticing an article in your Target 

Tips and Hunting Helps some time 
ago regarding rust and powder burns 
in a .22 rifle, and having mislaid 
the paper I am writing you for the 
information again: I have a .22
rifle, which Is somewhat powder 
burnt and rusted. Would like to get 
your recipe again.

Ans. I do not remember having 
given any recipe for the removal of 
rust. If it is what is known as 
surface ruist, that is, has not eaten 
'into tihe barrel appreciably, the best 
thing I know cf to remove it is a 
brass hristlle brush and nitro sol­
vent oil. If after continuing scrub­
bing for senile time there are dark 
patches in the barrel and it seems 
to be pitted, 1 would suggest that 
you send tihe barrel to the factory 
where hy cleaning it out by the 
leading process they may bring it 
back to use fulness again. If tihiis 
fails there is only one remedy—a 
ne w barrel.

G. T. L.y Wabash, Ind,
Wi’lL you please tell me how to 

light the target for shooting at night. 
I have been: sboot'ing at 25 yards 
with open sights and I cannot seem 
to get light enough, to make the sight 
clear and sharp. There is no elec­
tricity where I am located and I 
have fixed two old automobile lamps 
that burn acetylene right up close to 
the target. It seems1 bright enough 
but I cannot do good shooting.

Ans. In tihe first pilace, it is im­
possible to got the sights so that 
they will be jthsoiLuteliiy sharp when 
using open sights. This is due to 
the fact that tihe eye cannot see 
sharply several things at the same 
t.me when they are at different dis­
tance® from the eye. I rather imag­
ine that your trouble is too much 
liglhit on the target and no light any­
where else. The target probably ap­

pears to you as a very white spot 
surrounded by darkness. I would sug­
gest that you try moving the lamps 
back from, the target and setting the 
target up against several large sheets 
of brown paper. There will then be 
consider,ably more light ccmlng back 
to the eye but not so much from the 
point you are trying to shoot at. 
This: will make the liglhit easier on 
your eye and I feel sure that you 
will get better results. The next 
worse thing to having too little liglhit 
is to have too much light. If this 
does not work, come again.

WOOD W ASTE EXCHANG E W ID E ­
LY USiED. »

Washington, July' 18.— Extensive' 
use by lumbermen and wood-working 
factories of the wood waste exchange 
conducted hy the Forest Service is 
re ported by officials who have just 
completed a short field study to 
determine the extent to which tihe 
opportunities offered are being taken 
advantage of. Only a small! per cent 
of the total number of concerns list­
ed were visited, hut a comparatively 
large numbed were found to have 
benefited by the exchange.

Makers of wooden novelties, it is 
said, have been particularly success­
ful in finding supplies of material 
near their plants'. Other wood-work- 
ing industries have been able to 
dispose of tiheir waste at higher prices 
than they could otherwise have ob­
tained. Many of the firms were locat­
ed within short distances of each 
other, but until recently have had 
no way of getting together.

The wood waste exchange was es­
tablished by the Forest Service in 
1914. It consists of two lists of 
manufacturers, which are sent out 
quarterly to persons desiring them. 
One of these is of “ Opportunities to 
Sell Waste” and contains the names 
of firms which use- sawdust and 
small piece® of wood. This list is 
sent to plants, having waste for sale. 
The other is of ‘ ‘Opportunities to 
Buy Waste” and gives the names of 
concerns wihich have waste to dis­
pose of. This' list is sent to firms 
who wish to buy material.

There is’ no charge for the ser­
vice and any manufacturer who 
wishes to have his< hume added to 
either list can do so by writing to 
the Forest Service, Washington, D, 
C. A list of waste problems Which 
the exchange has proved an effec­
tive means of meeting can also be ob­
tained by anyone who care® to ask

G E TT IN G  T H E  DUCK BLIND  
READY.

In buildtag duck-blinds on fresh­
water lakes and ponds the most im­
portant thing to remember is that 
there should be a li&rmony of color 
between th© material used in their 
construction and the our rounding 
growth, say S' Judy Outing. Beware 
of a big black blind in a bed of 
yellowish green wild rice or a Might 
straw-colored cine along a dark shore­
line. Also remember that, when 
possible blinds for the season’s 
shooting should be built before the 
northern birds arrive, so that when 
th e y  come they may believe them of 
natural growth and not show suspic­
ion of their being man-made.—Spring- 
field Republican.

HOW  M A IN E  HOUSES IT S  SUM ­
M ER GUESTS.

There are in Maine 1,265 hotels, 
camps and boarding houses, that catei 
especially ito the summer tourists, 
representing a combined capacity of 
69,073 guests. Our summer tourist 
season, measured by our schedule 
for fuiltl summer train service com­
prises a period of one hundred days, 
or approximately fourteen weeks.

A careful estimate shows that a 
million and a half people spend 
their summer vacation in New Eng­
land and on the basis cf Maine's 
representation this state’s proportion 
of the gross amount would be 458,- 
100 or in round numbers, a hadf mil- 
l'ou out-state guests; approximately 
four four thousand each day of the 
summer season.

As to the amount of money spent 
by the tourist throng for transporta­
tion to, through and from this state 
and entertainment during their so­
journ within its borders, it figures 
upon, the same basis as the above, 
that is, that pleasure seekers spend 
between one hundred and one hum 
dred and twenty-five million dollars 
in all New England annually.

Maine’s proportion cf the revenue 
would amount to $34,357,500.00 and 
on the same basis of estimate it is 
felt that we can conservatively con­
sider that each tourist spends $75.00; 
some vastly more, others less.

One sees this grand result various­
ly estimated, but the above figures 
are the result of careful compilation 
and are as near the truth as may be 
figured. They a<re also conservative.
