er of the timber and grass. You have 
jhserred undoubtedly that the sale; 
by tiie State to various parties of

that aucfti rights .must be obtained 
from the owner of the timber and 
grass.

It seems to me, (however, that it 
would be iniucfli satfeir and much more 
likely to avoid future litigation if 
leases for camp sites worn eithier ex­
ecuted jointly by the State Land 
Agent an,d tine owner c f  tine timber 
and grass or else drawn by blie 
Land. Agent and consented to in 
writing by such owner. i do not 
see how tbe owner of blue timber and 
gras® would have any authority on 
his own account to Lease a camp, siite 
tr. anyone. His rights are very 
limited indeed. On the other hand 
v* it bout lias consent I dio not deem it 
safe for the State to lease land for 
catnip sites realizing that Lm every 
case whore a camp site is occupied 
there must of necessity be some in­
jury to the property which: the State 
ha® already conveyed. Joint action 
on the part of the State and blue 
owner of the timber and grass is, 
therefore, not only advisable but in 
my opinion necessary in order to 
give the party leasing the camp site 
such rights as he would need to en­
joy to make did? lease worth any- 
thjng to him.

F I R E  P R O T E C T I O N  A L O N G  C. P.  
R A I L R O A D .

The Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany, whose night of way crosses 
the southern part of the Maine For­
estry District, has already started its 
operations to keep down fires the 
coming summer. •

B. M. Winegar of Montreal, for­
est inspector of this road, was in 
consultation with Commissioner Mace 
at the state forestry department 
Thursday. Mr. Winegar states that 
in some places along the right cf 
way tine snow has disappeared and 
it will be necessary to begin pro­
tective measures at once.

Charles Powe rs, the master mechan­
ic of the Canadian Pacific, with head­
quarter® at Browimville, bias been 
commissioned as chief warden of the 
company’s right of way in Maine 
and under him patrolmen have been 
appointed. These men are equipped 
with, motor cans and are given cer­
tain sections to patrol. In most cases 
the sections allotted overlap— thus in­
suring a very efficient patrol.

Publicity literature regarding forest 
fires lias been furnished the com­
pany which, in addition to posting th e; 
same along the right of way, instruct j 
and educate its men regarding the j 
forest fire danger and the necessary; 
steps to be taken for the prevent-1 
ion of the fires.

The company places at the dispos- 
a1 of the • chief warden two tank 
cars, each of a capacity of lQJjdO 
gallons, equipped witli pumps and 
hose. The effectiveness of this 
equipment was demonstrated last 
summer and it will be an important 
factor in the work the coming sea­
son.

Corn mission er Mace will take steps 
to secure closer co-operation between 
the chief wardens through whose ter­
ritory the Canadian Pacific runs and 
the officials of the company. These 
chief wardens will, be instructed to 
keep in touch with tli/e chief warden, 
of the railway company, for with the 
facilities of tiie railroad at their dis­
posal in case of fire adjacent to. the 
right of way, much good can be ac­
complished.

The spirit of cooperation of the 
Canadian Pacific is very gratifying to 
ti.e forestry department here, and it 
is the hope o f ail concerned that even 
closer relations pertaining to the 
protection of the Maine forests will 
result.

FAULT NOT THAT  
OF THE COMMISSION
Guides Wanting Licenses Should 

Carefully Study the Law.
The office force of the Inland Fish 

and Game Commission is busy attend­
ing to the applications of would-be 
guides and it is astonishing, how, 
after all the instructions and abso­
lute simplicity of the blanks to be 
filled in by the applicants, how many 
fail to comply with the requirements 
of tbe law or correctly fill in the 
forms. Many of them fail to send 
the certificate and affidavit of the 
municipal officers of the place where 
they reside, as required by the new 
law passed by the last Legislature. 
Some of them apparently think it is 
a ruling of the commission and can 
b * fixed up any cfld way, but the 
commission has nothing to do with 
it beyond seeing that every applicant 
for a guide’s license had complied 
with the law before be is given a 
license. The omission only makes 
delay in the issuance of the license. 
The board advises all parties whose 
applications are defective and sug­
gests bow the deficiency may be 
remedied, but tbe delay is the fault 
cf the party, not the commission.

M AXW ELL MAN
CITES RECORDS

Tell How Stock Cars Pile Up Dis. 
tance on Economy Tesls.

Many automobile owners are watch­
ing the rise, in the price of gasoline 
with feelings akin to dismay, but this 
particular phase in the high cost of 
living is causing Maxwell owners 
but little concern, say® F. S. Haley, 
Maxwell dealer here.

Mir. Haley just received word from 
the Detroit of fleets of tbe company 
that an economy test conducted 
April 7th, a Maxwell stock touring 
car bung up another Maxwell record 
by clipping off 44 mile® to a gallon 
of gasoline. Thisi test, made under 
discouraging weather conditions, and 
other similar tests about the coun­
try, are proving a source of satisfac­
tion to all Maxwell owner®.

The day on which the Detroit 
(teist was made was cold:, the ther­
mometer registering only a few de­
grees above Hie freezing mark, when 
the start was made. At the begin­
ning of the run, there was a strong 
Ihead iwind and the finish was made 
along several miles of rough gravel 
read. With these adverse conditions 
eliminated, the Max well undoubtedly 
would have added several miles to its 
total.

S T O C K  C A R  USED.

A stock touring car was used, with 
standard equipment and loaded with 
driver and three passengers, the total 
weight carried, including passengers, 
car and accessories, being 2,780 
pounds.

The start was at Birmingham, in 
Oakland county, and the first part of 
the journey was made down Wood­
ward avenue into Detroit. The North 
Grand Boulevard and other streets 
were followed to Michigan avenue, 
where the ‘road led straight out to

YpsiLanti.
A persistent head wind threatened 

tiie success of the test and four miles 
east of Yipstlamiti1, the gravel road 
began. The going was extremely 
rough, but the entire length of ti e 
jgraveii road was encompassed, the 
engine stopping just as the front 
wheels touched the asphalt pave­
ment of Yipsilanti’® main street. The 
last drop of the one gallon of gaso­
line upon which, the test, was made, 
was consumed.

CAR HAS. HISTORY.

The car in which the test was 
made has a remarkable history, 
which give® added value to the test. 
It has a total mileage to its credit of 
23,000 miles, being the first 1916 
Maxwell turned out of the factory. It 
had the honor of establishing the In­
dianapolis record, beating the train 
schedule between Detroit and Indian­
apolis by almost two hours. It made 
a trip across the continent from Los 
Angeles to Detroit.

The test was observed by Detroit 
newspaper men.

Eastern motorists were interested 
in an experiment made recently in 
Brooklyn, when a Maxwell was driv­
en 8.2 miles on one and a quarter 
ounces less than, a quant of gasoline. 
This is an average of 34.12 males per 
gallon. Just as in the Detroit ex­
periment, an auxiliary tank was used 
for the test. The Bureau of Weights 
and Measures certified that the tank 
held less than a quart. The car.used 
was a regular stock five-passenger 
touring model and carried five pas­
sengers, weighing approximately 900 
pounds.

GIVING T H E  F ISH A L IF T

Helping them Over the Falls by an 
Ingenious Elevator.

To enable migratory fish to pass 
such barriers as waterfall® and dams 
when, ascending a river to spawn, 
the Canadian Commissioner of Fisher­
ies has developed an, elevator which

apparently practicable. It has been 
placed in service at a 24-foot failfli in 
the St. Croix river, New Brunswick, 
and is operating successfully, accord­
ing to advice®.

In part, the device consists of a 
vertical shaft erected several feet 
from the falls. Guides, or ’waits, 
radiate from both, sides of the struc­
ture to the opposite banks of the 
stream so that fish are led to it. 
A cage in which the latter are trap­
ped and carried to the top of the 
shaft, where they are automaticalily 
dumped into a siluiceway and dis­
charged into the water on the up­
stream side of the barrier, is hoisted 
by means of a counterpoise tank 

| which is periodically filled With wat- 
i er from a supply reservoir surmount- 
i lug the tower. The- cage and tank 
j are secured to the opposite ends of 
I a cable that passes over pulleys at 
the top of the shaft.

The fish compartment is provided 
, with, two doors, one at each. end.— 
When it is at the bottom of the 
shaft, beneath the water, one- of 
these gates is raised to permit the 
fish to enter. On the other band, 
an auxiliary door on the shaft lets 
down and prevents fish from swim­
ming around to the back side of the 
guides or into the space normally oc­
cupied by the carrier, when the lat­
ter .ascends.

Tbe| operation, of the device is de­
scribed in the April Popular Mechan­
ics Magazine. A fine page view, 
showing the ladder in operation, ac­
companies the article.

Mr. Bispham, who has been, a guest 
at the oam,p of R. P. Thompson at 
the mouth of the Squgo River for 
the past few days, was out an the 
lake at an early hour this morning, 
with his guide and when he .returnee 
to the camp this noon, he brought in 
two handsome salmon, the largest 
weighing about four pounds.

Clifford Paul of the Songo brought 
to pet the second fish,, it tipping the 
scale at 3 y2 pound®.

A strong northerly AVirnd was rak­
ing the ice off Bear Point all day 
long, and although fishermen report­
ed tliat great cakes of it could be 
seen dropping into tine open water 
from time to time, a decide cf change 
iu the wind to the west was hoped 
for before the great bo,dy cf ice 
would -be shattered.

A party of five anglers from Fitch­
burg and Mjalden, Mass., are to ar­
rive at the Songo tomorrow and 
more are booked for the opening week 
of fishing.

N E W  GAME WARDElNS.

Republican Deputy Sheriff Dropped 
From List in Kennebec County.

John E. Perham of Milo, Archie E. 
Ward of Wellington,, Melroy T. Ford 
of Omeville, William B. Lewis of 
Wiscasset, Robert A. Brann of Reod- 
field and Frank W. Bartlett of For­
est City were commissioned Saturday 
bv the commission on inland fisher­
ies and game as warden®. H. H. Mc- 
Cau&land of Readfield, a Republican 
deputy sheriff of 'Kennebec county, 
wluo lias served as a deputy warden, 
was informed by letter Saturday that 
bis service® were no longer required.

B. A. Barker of Berwick, the chief 
warden for York county, was remov­
ed by the commission, and a Demo­
crat, Andrew F. Leach of York, ap­
pointed in Ms place.

T H E  SAFE SPORT.

During -the ten years from 1905 to 
1915 nearly 1,000 persons died from 
injury or over exertion in some 
branch of sport, according to statis­
tics cited by All Outdoors.

Baseball' heads this grim list, with 
284 deaths; football claimed 215; au­
tomobile racing, 128; boxing, 105.

Everyone of the- outdoor siports, 
even such pastime® as tennis and 
golf, added their bit to the quota.

Trap shooting did not cost a single 
life.

Thousands of men fired millions of 
shots during this period. Eaoh shot 
fired had sufficient destructive pow­
er to blot out a life instantly.

Yet not one fatality resulted.
The -record speak®, volumes, not only 

for the soundness of the safety rules 
governing this sport and the strictness 
of their enforcement, but also for the 
superior mental poise of the men en­
gaged in it.

Rifle shooting is not even mention­
ed in t'hdis list. Following the game 
closely during the past seven years, 
the writer has not noted 4 single 
fatal accident in any target competi­
tion with, the rifle. Only one, so 
far as he knows, mairs the record of 
pistol shooting. That was diue to 
the careless handling of a halr-trig- 
ge.r pistol by an excited foreign com­
petitor at the international pistol 
contest at Gamp Perry, two years 
ago.

The “mistaken for game” accident 
is steadily decreasing in the hunt­
ing field. And tor this w,e have 
ohiiefilJy to thank the funny men, the 
newspaper cartoonists and paragraph- 
ers who, year by year,* have driven 
home the grim ridiculousne®® of mis­
taking a fellow human for an antler­
ed quadruped.

fish is so well recognized that the 
State has in, the past few years made 
two shipments of eggs of the Sebago 
salmon to the Tasmanian Fifth Corn- 
mission, and a out of this fish is 
new used upon the letterheads of 
this far-distant commission. The eggs 
have arrived there in excellent con­
dition and there lias been1 very little 
lesp, and it seems proven that in a 
few years the Seibago salmon will 
frequent many of the waters of Tas­
mania.

“ The early sakneu fisihing is done 
by means of trolling, as at this sea­
son of the year they do not rise 
freely to the flly. Larger land-lock­
ed salmon are taken from Sebago 
lake than from any other known wat­
ers. For the past several years the 
State has been raising several Imm­
ured thousand salmon each, year at 
its hatchery at Raymond, feeding 
many of them until they were a 
year aid and others until they were 
two ytears old, andJ the wisdom of 
this course has been proven by the 
fact that the fishing at Sebago of 
late years has been improving. Two- 
year cld salmon planted in a lake 
are much better able to fight their 
own battles and take care of them­
selves than the fry and fingerliings 
frequently used for such planting.

“The commissioners will watch 
with interest the result of the com­
ing fishing season at Sebago, and 
they are of the opinion that the pre­
sent season will prove even a better 
one than last year, which was one of 
the best for many years. Of course, 
however, the weather during April 
and May will have much, to do with 
the number of fish taken. If those 
month© are cold and the water 
warms up very gradually, the salmon 
do not appear to move about and 
feed as they do in seasons where 
the surface of the lake warms up 
quickly and this weather continues

the opening of Sebago, Cabbosseecon- 
tee and Maranacook, as well as the 
Belgrade chain of lakes, will be free 
from ice and fishing will begin there.

“About the same time tine Range- 
ley Lakes and Moosehead Lake wiLl 
also be clear and many fishermen 
from out of the State who are inter­
ested in this isort of angling will1 be 
found in large numbers upon these 
lakes.

“The Central lakes furnish excel­
lent trout fishing, only a few salmon 
being taken from them each season; 
some of the largest and finest trout 
in Maine are yearly taken from the 
Belgrade lakes, and although, salmon 
have been planted freely in these 
lakes as yet the trout seem to be

Another new feature is a collect­
ion of birds’ eggs and here may be 
seen the eggs of every known Maine 
bird and as a general rule they are 
in the same nests where they were 
laid. There are 1,300 eggs in the 
collection and they range ail the 
way Ifromi swan to the eggs, of the 
humming bird. Storks, owls and sea 
bird eggs are all here..

Then there are several large case© 
of mounted birds which include all 
of our natives as well as several 
Canadian, specimens. The elder
duck, Canada goose, and upland plov­
er are amomig the most interesting. 
In speaking of this collect ion Mr. 
James said to the Journal:
I “It m|ay se|em wrong to sacrifice 
so many birds for this collection but 
I think it does good. Boys who
come here to see them are taught 
that the bird© should not be harm­
ed and are less liable to kill them.

“ We have been to’id that the up­
land plover was- becoming extinct, 
but this is not ©o. In fact, they 
were never so plenty in Maine as 
they are todiay. Fo,r that matter 
the. same may be said of other spec­
ies. While bird© of all kinds- are 
not as numerous as in, the days c/f 
our grandfathers there are more of 
them than there were five y ears ago. 
The new law passed by Congrefes 
for the protection cf migratory birds 
ha© done a world of good. It has 
saved them from tlie pot hunters cf 
the South, as the law is very rigid 
and the penalty is severe.’ ’

Military target shooting as it is 
conducted today at the various Gov­
ernment ar.d 'National Guard rifle 
ranges is really but a primary de­
partment for shooting an dor real war i 
service conditions—net that military ; 
target shooting j® easy, for it is not ! 
It is a migihhy difficult proposition 
when wind and weather conditions | 
are against one, at the same time, 
compared with the shooting condit­
ions met with, in actual war, there 
is a great difference, for objects 
shot at in war are small, indistinct, 
and at unknown, ranges, and of 
course the soldiers are usually under 
stress of great excitement. It would 
be just as fool is hi, however, for a 
shooter to start in to practice under 
war conditions without a thorough 
preliminary training in straight target 
shooting as it would be for a gram­
mar student to go to college without 
stopping a while at high' school.

Ml’dtary targets are made of a Light 
yellow or drab color paper with a 
black bull’s-eye. Target “ A,” which 
is used at 200 and 300 yards, has an 
eight-inch bull's-eye and for some 
matches an inner counting ring cf 
7 inches. Shots hitting the bull’s- 
eye count five. If the inner

and there must be no support for 
the rifle from hiiis left elbow to the 
muzzle.

All of those difficulties 
disappear as if by magic with prac­
tice— iin fact most of the discomforts 
of the prone position, are eliminated 
by small bore .22 ca'iber ride shoot­
ing indoors.

Se- 
bec Lake, in Piscataquis county, and 
the Fish River region, in Aroostook 
county, are also favorite resorts, as 
well as the numerous lakes and 
stream® in the popular Allagasihi, Bast 
and West Branch, and; Mt. Katabdin 
regions, many of which afford unex­
celled trout fishing. There are also 
almost numberless lakes., pends and 
stream® in the famous Dead River 
region, and in the Jackman region, 
in Upper Somerset county.

In addition to the famous black 
bass fishing in. the Belgrade chain of 
lakes, the bass fisherman, finds un­
excelled sport in beautiful Lake Ke- 
zar, in Oxford county, as well as in 
numerous smaller waters in central 
and western Maine.

A L B E R T  H.  P E R R Y
Albert H. Perry, a veteran of the 

Civil War, died at the home of his 
daughter, Mrs. I. L. Bldridge on Fri­
day morning cf Bright’s disease, aged 
nearly 75 years. He was born in 
the town of .Lexington July 18, 1841, 
the eldest son of Samuel Perry and 
the last to survive of a family of 
seven children. At the age of 15 
Mr. Perry attended school in Salem, 
from tbeire going to live with' an 
mole, Frank Perry of East New 
Portland where he completed his 
early*education. At the outbreak of 
the war he enlisted as corporal in 
the 17th Maine infantry in Capt. Ed­
win i. Merrill’s company of Farming- 
ton serving three years, re-enlisting 
and contiiwi-iaig with' the Army of 
the Potomac until the end of the 
war. He was at the battle o f Bull 
Run and in many other engagements, 
including the Wilderness, and finally 
was present at Lee’s surrender. 
From injuries received during ser­
vice lie was a cripple the remainder 
of his life.

After his discharge he settled in 
Dead River on the Ohas. Porter farm 
which he bought. While at this 
Face he met his future wife, Miss 
I"ene D. Larrabee, who was then 
topping there but whose home was 
in KiingfiieM.

GOOD ROADS ARE NEGLECTED

Lecture is Read to States by American 
Highway Association— New Jer- 

sey-Took Initiative.

The American Highway association 
reads the states a lecture on their neg­
lect of good roads. There are 2,250,000 
miles of public road in the United 
States. The annual expenditure for 
construction and maintenance amounts 
to $260,000,000. Yet inadequate results 
are found everywhere. This is due to 
the lack of continuity of purpose, the 
lack of co-ordination in management, 
and the general lack of control. Of 
the 2,250,000 miles of roadway, less 
than 10 per cent is really improved. 
Improvement in most instances means 
a plowed furrow for a drain and a 
wagon load of gravel in a chuck hole. 
In fact there are only about 120,000

Concrete Road in Indiana.

miles of really good road in all the 
48 states. The trouble with highway 
construction is that often waste and 
graft get together.

The association has been doing some 
market figuring, and it finds that 450,- 
000 miles of real highway, around the 
centers of population, would reduce 
the cost of living as well as add to 
the enjoyment of living. A system is 
proposed whereby each of the states 
could undertake the construction of 
500 or 600 miles of highway each year. 
Thus in twelve years or so, with the 
120,000 miles of road already improved, 
the nation would possess the nucleus 
of a fine market system. These roads, 
radiating from the centers of consump­
tion, could easily be connected with 
the trunk highways that are now being 
constructed in all parts of the coun­
try, largely as a result of the activity 
of motor clubs.

Concentration in Washington might 
mean unity and co-ordination, but it 
would also mean increased appropria­
tions. The work belongs to the states. 
It was not, says the highway associa­
tion, until 1891, that the state of New 
Jersey took the initiative, and three 
years later established a department 
of public roads. ‘ Since then other 
states have followed in form, but hard­
ly in spirit. The association places In­
diana in the list of lazy common­
wealths. For all the fine gravel roads 
it possessed a few years ago, Indiana 
can, apparently, no longer be regarded 
as a leader in highway improvement. 
I f  this is true, it is time that some­
thing were done.—Indianapolis News.
