Advice on the Kind of a Gun to
Buy.

Lu Verne, lowa, April 15, 1916.
Tc, the Editor of Maine Woods:

Spring is at last with ns. Green
grass in the pastures and ice all
gone. Glorious days! I set out

some everbearing strawberries a few

days ago. A nice shower came soon
after and they are poking up their
new green leaves in fine shape. Ever-
bearing strawberries! That sounds
good to yours truly. Spring has been
rather silow about arriving this year
—she came gradually as it were. No
sudden outbursts of warm weather,
but rather winter Avithdrew so slow-
ly we did not realize it was gone un-
til the green grass and garden-mak-
ing operations brought it to our no-
tice. Sixty degrees in tine. shade
could hardly be called winter so we
say Mistress Spring is here—and she
is welcome!

Someone wants to know what kind
of a gun to get for home protection.
Well, brother, get one that looks
dangerous! That's the first point.
Seme revolvers are much more pow-
erful for looks than for real shoot-
ing. For instance | have an old .36
caliber powder and hail revolver—6
shooter—made by “Cel. Samuel Colt,
New York.” It is just the gun to
strike terror to the heart of a Awvould-
be amateur burglar. I also have a
Stevens .22 short ca’iber tip-up pis-
tol. The Colt is a dangerous gun
in looks but the little Stevens will
shoot with almost twice the penetra-
tion of the big gun! If you are an
amateur you cannot tell how far a
gun will sheet by its looks'. The little
Stevens is some gun, but | would
not recommend it to scare burglars
with.  In fact, do not get any Kkind
of .22 caliber gun if you expect to
protect your life with it.

I wouldn't recommend a powder and
ball style for shooting in a hurry
either. Personally, I would not
pick an automatic revolver. The fin-
est andi smoothest gun, the
ever had in band was

a gun loaded and properly taken care

as anyone need to shoot. An autcr
matie might be in the hands of one
not well versed in firearms lore or in
an excited frame of mind as |
have often seen a hiammenlesis shot-
gun behave in the handis of one not
accustomed to its use—positively re-
fuse to sheet at the flying bird—it
couldn’t shoot with the safety on!
For two reasons | would prefer a re-
volver of the Colts new army style—
.38 caliber or larger. It looks like
it means business and willl stand the
Avear and tear cif use. If you. must
shoot at somebody shoot hard' enough
so they Awon't care to shoot back at
you. A person shot with a 45 cal-
iber gun i® often, inore apt to re-
cover from bis. wounds in time than
if shot with a .22 caliber—but be is
not so apt to get you after you shoot.

One. more suggestion: Keejp  your
gun at night where you can find it,
bu where the burglar cannot. If he
steals your gun, you cannot shoot

back. This having a gun for home
protection is mostly bluff business
anyway, so0 get a gun that not only
is dangerous but looks the part. Most
folks are safer without a gun, but it
is well to have cne in order to win
the respect of a certain class of
people who infest many neighbor-
t Qgds.  We often hear of folks a-
round here having chickens stolen.
Ours have not been  disturbed fer
years. It is well-known throughout
the neighborhood that ave keep plenty
of guns and knew how to shoot them
—even on short notice. Our ar-
senal is quite Avell-known and quite
famous.

WORDS OF CAUTION
FROM AMICUS

Apropos of the ucitife of the
selectmen for clean-up week it may
be well said that this is a very wise
suggestion and should be followed
by all citizens who are interested in
the health, safety and well-being
cf this community or any other. No
matter how many spells we have of
cleaning and brushing up, the more
the better, a little effort now and
then willl pay well for the extra ex-
ertion.

There is cue thing, however, to
be considered, namely, the danger of
fire. People will let rubbish ac-
cumulate and then after a long time
will have a neat spelll comie over
them and gather it up and burn it
a stove fulllat a time, often setting
the chimney on fire and sometimes
burning the buildings. The writer
well remembers two sets of buildings
burned to the ground in just this
way.

It is better to burn the waste ma-
teriali as we make it and not let it
accumulate in. large quantities. In
this way we can keep cleaned up all
the time and after one gets the habit
T will be no hardship but a real
pleasure. If, on the contrary, one
has a large quantity of rubbish it is
safer to carry it away from the build-
ings and burn, it on some wet day cr
after the dew has fallen, and in eith-
er ease watcib it all the time until it
is all consumed.

Fire is one of the most mysterious
of nature’s elements. It is a faith-
ful servant but a hard, master When
it gets the advantage. Therefore,
it pays to be on the qui vive, on the

alert, ail the time. Yes, fire is
mysterious.. No scientist can tell
just what it is. No one can tell

where it comes from or wfherte it goes
when it goes out. The scientific
man will give this definition. “ Fire
is a combustion of light and heat;
heat and light evolved by ignition
and combustion; the result of com-
bustion of bodies,” and that is as. far
as they can. go.  Science don't pre-
tend to tell what fire really is. It
only tells us of the results of the
combination of certain, elements. Fire
will smoulder for weeks and months
unnoticed and then, all at once, when
least expected, hurst out in a roar-
ing conflagration. The writer lias
in years past cleared a great deal cf
land.

Sometimes, when the conditions

seemed perfect for burning the cut-
down, it would be almost impassible
to coax the fire to bum. At other

times when the conditions, apparent-
ly, were not so favorable, the fire
would sweep everything before it. Pro-
bably, in the first instance, the at-
mosphere was not in condition for a
fire, While in the second, there was,
what old early settlers called, a fire-
day.
