Saturday we crossed the Green 
Mountains into Bennington end 
saw the monument where the big 
battle was fought in the Revolu­
tion-passed through the city of 
Troy;cros$ed the Hudson River 
down the west side to Albany,Mew 
York;went through the village of 
Catskill where Rip Van Hinkle 
livedleaw some apples for sale on 
the road marked " 2 for a quarter". 
Then on to Jersey City over the 
Pulaski Skyway,which is a bread concrete ,elevated road over the 
Passaic and Hackensack Rivers

We had driven 294 miles.

Sunday we crossed the Delaware 
River going to Philadelphia ever 
the Roosevelt Boulevard,which is
