The Farmer's Market will begin for the season in on May 1, from 8:30 am - 12:30 pm at its new 
location at Mabel Wilson School. Extended hours will also begin on May 1st at the town's compost 
pad facility. To date, the town has collected over $12,500 in donations from 134 families for the 
Veterans Monument which will be dedicated on Memorial Day. 134 families have contributed thus 
far.

Town Manager Shane joked that he expected Val Halla opposition "in jest" to this appointment. Brian 
Bickford is "A class act that I am proud to work with side by side." Dick Campbell and Heather 
Giandrea, and John Stroud served on the selection committee with the Human Resources Director.

held with Brian, and it was "a joy." Speaking to Bill Landis' departure, Mr. Campbell noted, "You 
don't replace the man who has defined the position" but, "You work to find an individual" who will 
grow the position. The interview "was a wonderful conversation. I learned a lot about" Val Halla and 
Brian Bickford. Brian has increased the Junior Golf and Women's Golf programs in Val Halla. "His 
vision and commitment to the community is second to none." A noteworthy bonus is the 
accompanying $15,000 in position savings with this appointment as well. Mr. Campbell heard from a 
number of community members who expressed their pleasure with Brian's selection. "I think that 
speaks to Brian and what he is going to bring to the position. He is an overachiever. It's my pleasure 
to tell you we have a wonderful nominee who is heavily supported throughout the community." 
Ms. Giandrea will introduce Brian at the next North Yarmouth selectmen's meeting as well. 
No public comments. 

Councilor Moriarty moved and Councilor Stiles seconded the appointment of Brian Bickford as 
Director of Community Education and Recreation.

Farmers Club representatives Bruce Flanigan and Don Doyle and Nassau Broadcasting event sponsor, 
Patrick Collins, were present to respond to questions. Mr. Flanigan explained the club is "excited" 
about this new event. The town clerk conducted a meeting between Mr. Collins and the town's public 
safety officials to review the requirements of the Mass Gathering Ordinance. The organizers anticipate 
between 10-15,000 attendees. "I think this will be a pretty big event and we're pretty excited about it." 

In response to her question, Councilor Storey-King was informed that the rain date was moved from 
Sunday June 13 to Saturday June 19. Councilor Stiles asked about the parking plan, and Mr. Flanigan 
stated the parking area with be within the Gate One area and the parking schematic will be handled as 
it has for past large events. No public comments. 

Councilor Stiles moved and Councilor Moriarty seconded to approve the Victualer's Licenses 
and Mass Gathering Permit for the Cumberland Farmers Club for Maine's Ultimate Spring Yard 
Sale to be held at the Cumberland Fairgrounds on Saturday, June 12, 2010 from 9:00 a.m. to 
2:00 p.m., with a rain date of June 19 at the same time. 
VOTE: UNANIMOUS PASSAGE 6-0 (Councilor Porter out) 

10 - 037 To hold a Public Hearing to consider and act on amendments to the fee ordinance to 
add a $10.00 all day pass to the Brush/Compost Facility effective immediately, and to 
increase small trash bag fees from $1.00 to $1.50 and large trash bag fees from $1.50 
to $2.50, effective June 1, 2010. 

The Town Manager explained this issue was discussed during the finance committee budget process. 
The newly proposed $10 "All Day" pass allows a resident to use the facility for one day at one cost 
and is meant to assist those residents who tend to use the facility only a couple of times per year or 
who wish to bring yard brush throughout one day in several trips. 

Ms. Y avinsky raised her previously stated remarks regarding reducing personnel costs spent updating 
signage throughout town to make "extra hours available" to cover the Saturday hours spent by town 
personnel at the compost facility. Councilor Moriarty expressed his belief that the informational signs 
are "useful, helpful" and keep residents informed. "The amount of time is minimal" and would not 
likely reduce labor hours. Ms. Yavinsky replied, "I certainly don't support the abolition of the signs." 
But does support reducing the signage program to offset the personnel costs associated with the brush 



aump. councuor rerrem aaaea, -Tm comrona01e wnn me way mis area or me town 1s managea ana 
run" and requested the conversation return to the issue of trash bag fees. "I'm confident that we're in 
line with surrounding communities;" however, he recommended a fee increase to $2.00 for the 33 
gallon bag and $1.50 for the 20 gallon bag. Councilor Stiles felt the trash bag costs of other 
communities makes our proposal "in line" with those communities. He also supported a $10 Day Pass 
as reasonable, noting that it also prevents the $5 per load cost. Councilor Moriarty received 
confirmation that the daily pass and annual fees are remaining at their current costs. 

Motion by Councilor Stiles and seconded by Councilor Turner to amend the Cumberland Fee 
Ordinance to add a $10.00 all day pass to the Brush/Compost Facility effective immediately, and 
to increase small trash bag fees from $1.00 to $1.50 and large trash bags from $1.50 to $2.50, 
effective June 1, 2010. 
VOTE: PASSAGE 5-1 (Councilor Perfetti opposed and Councilor Porter out) 

10 - 038 To authorize a bond in the amount of $4,100,000.00 for the Route 88 reconstruction, 
drainage, and pedestrian safety improvement project. 

The Manager reported the project cost has been reduced to $4.1 million. The bid's "base price" is $3.1 
million and alternates are as follows: Alternate 1 - finish paving $237,015; Alternate 2 -Tuttle to 
bridge paving $186,917; Alternate 3 - Tuttle surface paving $12,905; Alternate 4 - tree box filtration 
$18,336; Alternate 5 - asphalt membrane $194,375; and Alternate 6 - gate boxes $6,500, for a total of 
$3,791,934.90. Storey Brothers provided the lowest bid at $3.79 million. An additional construction 
administration and inspection fee of $95,000 is needed, as well as a 25% paving and 10% construction 
contingency equaling $262,480. These components bring the total project cost to $4,149,414.90. The 
highest alternate expense is the asphalt membrane at nearly $195,000. The Manager explained this 
alternate is designed to "bridge the cracks to prevent further cracking" and covers an area of seven 
miles; however, he feels this amount may not be necessary. He therefore recommended a bid and bond 
amount of $4.1 million dollars. 

Ms. Y avinsky asked about the unspent contingency funds. The Manager replied it comes back to the 
town council who can authorize additional paving in the project area or apply it to the bond payment 
in the next fiscal year. Councilor Moriarty also noted that the project area refers only to the streets 
designated in the ballot question. Councilor Moriarty asked what impact this lesser bid figure will this 
have on the recently adopted FY' 11 budget. The budget will be reduced by another approximate $30-
35K. The exact number will be known when the bond is opened. The Town Manager will come 
before the council in June prior to setting the mil rate. "Right now we're at zero." 
Councilor Porter arrived at 7:30 p.m. 

Motion by Councilor Turner "with great pleasure" and seconded by Councilor Storey-King to adopt 
the order below (which was read aloud for the record by Councilor Turner).

TOWN OF CUMBERLAND 
SUPPLEMENTAL ORDERS OF TOWN COUNCIL 

WHEREAS, the Town Council on December 14, 2009 authorized the issuance of General 
Obligation Bonds of the Town to finance the costs of improvements to Route 88, including paving and 
repaving and improvements to drainage (the "Project"); and 

WHEREAS, the Town and the Maine Municipal Bond Bank want to ensure that the Bonds may 
be issued as tax exempt Bonds and/or Build America Bonds and/or Recovery Zone Economic 
Development Bonds or a combination thereof in order to obtain more favorable interest rates; 



NOW, THEREFORE, be it voted and resolved by the Town Council of the Town as follows: 

ORDERED: That the Town is authorized to issue all or any portion of any of the Bonds 
authorized by the December 14, 2009 Bond Orders as taxable governmental bonds, in accordance with 
the applicable requirements for Build America Bonds and/or for Recovery Zone Economic Development 
Bonds, if applicable, if the Chair of the Town Council and Treasurer determine, in consultation with the 
Maine Municipal Bond Bank, that issuing such Bonds as taxable Build America Bonds or as taxable 
Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds will result in a lower cost of funds to the Town, such 
determination to be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the Bonds by the Chair of the Town 
Council and the Treasurer, designating the same as "Build America Bonds" or as "Recovery Zone 
Economic Development Bonds", as applicable. "Build America Bonds" mean Bonds issued as 
governmental bonds or notes bearing interest that is taxable for federal income tax purposes but with 
Federal subsidies in the form of either tax credits to holders or refundable tax credits payable to the Town 
as issuer, authorized under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, and Section 54AA of 
the Code, and any amendments of or successor provision to the foregoing. "Recovery Zone Economic 
Development Bonds" mean Bonds issued as governmental bonds or notes bearing interest that is taxable 
for federal income tax purposes but with Federal subsidies in the form of either tax credits to holders or 
refundable tax credits payable to the Town as issuer, authorized under the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act of 2009, and Sections 54AA and 1400U-2 of the Code, and any amendments of or 
successor provision to the foregoing. The Town Treasurer and the Chair of the Town Council are 
authorized to determine the form(s), terms, provisions and details of the Bonds, including: (a) the terms 
for any redemption of such Build America Bonds or Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds prior 
to maturity; (b) the terms for any investment of up to 10% of the Bond proceeds in a debt service reserve 
fund; and ( c) the decision whether to issue and sell to the Maine Municipal Bond Bank, one or more 
Bonds, in any combination of tax exempt Bonds, taxable Build America Bonds, and/or taxable Recovery 
Zone Economic Development Bonds, in the aggregate principal amount of the loan, or to allocate and 
designate one or more of the Bonds, in whole or partial maturities, in varying principal amounts, as any 
of tax exempt Bonds, Build America Bonds and/or Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds; and 

The Treasurer and the Chair of the Town Council are further authorized: (a) to take such actions 
as may be required under applicable Federal law to cause such Bonds to qualify for treatment as Build 
America Bonds or Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds, as applicable, (b) to designate all or a 
portion of the Bonds as Build America Bonds or Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds, as 
applicable, ( c) to obtain refundable tax credit payments and ( d) to assign such refundable tax credit 
payments to the Maine Municipal Bond Bank. 

10 - 039 To authorize the award of bid to Storey Brothers, Inc. of Cumberland, Maine for the 
Route 88 reconstruction, drainage, and pedestrian safety improvement project. 

The Town Manager explained that Gorrill-Palmer Consulting Engineers have reviewed the bids 
received on March 26, 2010 and recommend the project be awarded to Storey Brothers of 
Cumberland, Maine. He thanked Tom Gorrill and Al Palmer for their diligent work on this project. 
They led us "through a difficult and arduous process." The Manager also took time to extend thanks to 
contractor Ben Grover for his assistance to the town in the past and his outstanding work quality. He 
believes Mr. Grover's work "has created a competitive environment" and produced favorable bid 
results for the town. The Manager expressed his confidence that the town will receive quality work 
and outstanding effort from Storey Bros. 

No public comment. 

Councilor Porter is "one hundred percent supportive of this. I just hope we're bonding enough money" 
to which Councilor Stiles responded "If something unforeseen should happen" the council is 
authorized to go to $4.5 million, meaning we could request additional bonding funds. Councilor Porter 
replied, "There's also a fee for that. If$4.1 is going to do it, we're all very happy about that." 



Councilor Stiles suggested the public should know that the bids could have come in a bit lower if the 
town had been able to maintain our original schedule. 

Motion by Councilor Moriarty and seconded by Councilor Stiles to authorize the award of bid to 
Storey Brothers, Inc. of Cumberland, Maine for the Route 88 reconstruction, drainage, and 
pedestrian safety improvement project. Be it Further Ordered, that the Town Manager is 
authorized to expend up to $4,100,000.00 to cover construction, contingencies, and engineering 
/inspection. 
VOTE: PASSAGE 6-1 (Councilor Storey-King abstained)

The Manager explained that once a property moves to foreclosure, the Town Council must authorize 
the Tax Collector to accept delinquent taxes before a quitclaim deed may be issued. In this case, all 
delinquent taxes and fees will be paid upon council authorization. 

Councilor Porter suggested the council review "how we want to handle this because this is an 
unimproved property. There is a delineation here." The Murray Policy is clear. "The only piece I want 
to look at is raw land. I'd like us to be a little bit further up the ladder" when we are dealing with land 
only. The Manager explained this property owner did receive a three-month extension as provided by 
the Murray Policy. After the expiration of the three months, it must come before the council before the 
property can be returned to the owner. Councilor Storey questioned the fees and interest figures. 
Councilor Porter added, "If this was in the private sector, I'd own the property. From a public stand 
point. .. we need to look at it. This could be another affordable housing lot for somebody in our 
community." The Manager reiterated that once the property is in foreclosure the "whole amount" 
must be paid "not just pieces." 

Motion by Councilor Perfetti, seconded by Councilor Turner, to authorize the Town Manager to 
accept delinquent taxes in the amount of $2,333.73 and issue a quit-claim deed for property identified 
as Map Ul 7/Lot 09.

Councilor Turner - received a phone call from Bob Robinson who served town for 35 years in 
various town capacities - Bob offered to donate to the town his copies of annual reports from the 
1960's; Bob served as the Chair of the ZBA in 1980; we are fortunate to have citizens like that; he and 
those like him are a tribute to the town; 

Councilor Perfetti - none 

Councilor Porter - council is "triple booked" with meetings on 4/29; Cumberland/NY Lions Club 
awarded the Citizen of the Year A ward to Bill Landis earlier this evening; we were honored to make 
the award to Bill; he thanked Bill for all he has done for the community; we're gong to miss you; Bill 
Landis was present and informed the council his daughter has been accepted at a school in Santa Cruz, 
California; they intend to "have fun in the summer in Maine" and make the trip across country in the 
fall. 

Councilor Storey-King- asked for an update on the status of the next recipient of the Boston Cane; 
700 canes were originally issued and only 100 remain in existence and Cumberland has an original; 
reminder regarding the Veterans Monument; much excitement that this is happening; a contribution 
form is on the town website. 



Chairman Copp - the brush dump is open - extended hours begin May 1 s\ bulky waste pick up. 

Councilor Stiles - he has received a request to reduce the speed on Blackstrap to the same speed as 
the Falmouth portion of the road and would like this placed on a future agenda; Manager said the state 
traffic engineer has been contacted; Gorrill/Palmer sent a letter to Range Road residents for water 
testing from Idlewood to Bruce Hill Road intersection; encouraged residents to get their water quality 
and quantity checked to determine a baseline; asked about the master summary of permits and how it 
compared to last year and Manager stated tracking is almost identical to two years ago and ahead of 
last year. 

Councilor Moriarty- the town's informational signs remind are effective reminders for citizens; 
examples include informing voters of the Route 88 referendum election; they do work and are being 
read by a number of people; last Saturday there was a three hour training session for the second annual 
vernal pool inventory; 30-35 volunteers participated; each assigned a number of pools to inventory; he 
and his inventory partner surveyed areas yesterday and found a "genuine" pool with egg clusters in an 
area of Twin Brook not serviced by a trail. 

Manager Shane - has tried two times to locate a Boston Cane recipient and both were very reluctant; 
Veterans Monument Committee has a form on the webpage now; letters have been mailed to all 
residents in town; extremely high radon levels have been found during the second phase two of Range 
Road Phase; this may be the time to seriously consider connecting to public water; Cemetery 
Association held annual meeting yesterday; looking to create an electronic format of all cemeteries 
and plots; 4126th meeting will most likely require a workshop with Rines Forest Committee; Thomas 
Bennett will be here on 4/26 to present the history of Main Street.

Executive Summary 

The Rines Forest Management Plan was developed by the volunteer citizen Rines 
Forest Advisory Committee with guidance and input from Town Manager Bill Shane, 
Town Councilors Jeff Porter and Steve Moriarty, and contract forester Jay 
Braunscheidel. The committee was ably supported by Nancy Stroud and Anne 
Brushwein. 

The overall goal of the plan is to ensure the Rines Forest will be managed to: 
• forever conserve the area as a forest 
• improve the condition and diversity of the forest and wildlife habitat 
• provide opportunity for passive recreation 
• maintain the snowmobile trail connecting Bruce Hill and Blanchard 

Roads with Range Road 
• encourage educational use of the property 
• periodically harvest timber and pulpwood 

The Property is governed by a permanent Conservation Easement held by the 
Cumberland and Chebeague Land Trust to "protect the Forest's natural beauty, wildlife 
and varied ecosystems." The Easement states "The Protected Property shall be used 
only for conservation and low-impact outdoor recreation and educational activities that 
do not rely on substantial alteration to the natural resources." 

The Easement also states " ... any cutting of trees should be done under the guidance of 
a forest management plan developed by a professional forester with input from a 
professional wildlife biologist ..... The forest management plan must include provisions for 
protecting soils, water quality and high value plant and animal habitat." 

This Management Plan was designed to meet the conservation goals outlined in the 
Conservation Easement. It includes background and history of the Rines Forest, 
physical and biological descriptions of the Forest, a copy of the Conservation Easement, 
a list of allowable and prohibited uses, and a detailed matrix of management 
recommendations for recreational/educational activities and natural resources. There is 
also a short discussion of how this property fits into a larger vision for conserving open 
space in the town of Cumberland. 

The Appendix includes copies of the deed, survey plan, trail map, purchase & sale 
agreement, warranty deed, promissory note, a zoning map of the region, and an 
extensive forest management plan. 

The acquisition and conservation of the Rines Forest by the Town of Cumberland, along 
with the recommendations included in the Rines Forest Management Plan, meet many 
of the goals of the 2009 Comprehensive Plan as they relate to sustainability, critical 
natural resources, environmental protection, land use planning , recreation and open 
space. 

The Comprehensive plan notes that while other resources discussed in the plan can be 
built (infrastructure, public utilities) or enhanced (fiscal capacity), natural resources are 
finite and usually irreplaceable. Consequently, their protection is of paramount 
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importance. The plan goes on to state that, the largest threat to habitat and natural 
resources in Cumberland has been and continues to be incremental growth. As the 
landscape is divided up into smaller and smaller pieces, it becomes inhospitable to a 
greater number of species, both plant and animal. As development increases, not only 
does the character of the town change, but such development can cause other adverse 
impacts to the natural resources such as non-point source pollution (i.e., run-off that 
contains pesticides and fertilizers) oil spills, etc., can pollute the rivers, streams and 
coastline and diminish our shellfish and fishery resources. 

Please see the Introduction to the Forest Management Plan for an overview of the goals 
and plans for sustainable management and harvesting of the forest over the next 20 
years. As stated there, the Rines Forest will be managed to provide timber and 
pulpwood for local markets at a sustainable rate; to protect soils, water, and wildlife 
habitat; to grow older successional forests that will add to the diversity of forest types 
across the landscape; and to provide a variety of recreational opportunities for the 
people of Cumberland and their neighbors. All cutting will be done using state-of-the-art 
equipment and Best Management Practices. The Forest Management Plan will be 
updated at least every 10 years. 
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Introduction 

The Rines Forest Management Plan is intended to provide guidance in the oversight and 
maintenance of the Rines Forest according to the Rines Forest Mission Statement and 
Rines Forest Stewardship Principles. As with sound management practices, this is a 
living document, which should be reviewed periodically to ensure that it is achieving the 
goals of the Mission Statement and Stewardship Principles. The Plan acknowledges the 
balancing act required between changes in ecological practices and needs as outside 
pressures impact the property while encouraging passive recreation by members of the 
community. In addition, it is hoped that the Rines Parcel will become one of the 
cornerstones in a Town wide greenbelt in which protection is extended beyond its 
boundaries to adjacent lands through easement, gift and direct purchase. 

The Rines Forest is an undeveloped parcel, approximately 200 acres in size, located off 
of Range Road in the Town of Cumberland Center, Maine. At the time that the Town 
acquired the land in 2002, the Rines family of Gorham had maintained the parcel as a 
tree farm. A large block had been planted to red pine in the 1940's and managed for 
harvest. Management activities up to the time of purchase included thinning, trimming, 
and selective harvest according to common forest practices. The prime access to the 
site has been from Range Road, within a 50-acre parcel retained by Mr. Dale Rines. The 
road extends from Range Road to a point near the northern boundary of the Dale Rines 
parcel where it divides, one branch going to the northwest corner of the property while 
the other brnnch goes to the northeast. Skidder trails crisscross the site and generally 
have not been maintained. The public has been allowed to use the gravel access road 
for snowmobiling. In addition, the Rines have allowed people to walk, ski and snowshoe 
on the property. 

There are two small borrow pits on the site, which were used as a source of material for 
construction of the access road. The portion of the site not planted to red pine is 
primarily mixed forest of hemlock, red oak, white pine and maple. The eastern half of 
the site is truncated by a series of steep ravines associated with tributaries of Mill Brook. 
The western half of the site is gently rolling, moderately to well-drained soils. Forested 
wetlands occur along the western property boundary, and within the northeastern portion 
of the property bordering Mill Brook and associated tributaries. 

The following document provides an overview of the history of the parcel prior to 
acquisition by the Town, an inventory of natural resources, and management 
recommendations relative to recreational/educational activities, resource management, 
and maintenance.

Purpose and Objective of Management Plan 

Through the direction of the Cumberland Town Council, the Rines Forest 
Citizens Advisory Committee was established. The Advisory Committee's 
primary focus was to provide guidance to the Council regarding matters related 
to the management of this community resource by developing a management 
plan for the Rines Forest Property. 

The purpose and objective of the management plan is to incorporate the mission 
statement and stewardship principles into a living document that will be used as 
a guide by the citizens of the Town of Cumberland pertaining to the use, 
improvement and preservation of the Rines Forest. 

Town Council Charge 

The Cumberland Town Council hereby establishes the Rines Property Citizens 
Advisory Committee for purposes of making recommendations and providing 
guidance to the Cumberland Town Council regarding the use, improvement, and 
preservation of the Rines Property. Such recommendations shall include, but 
shall not be limited to, the following: 

• Exploration of opportunities for passive recreation; 
• Conservation of the Property and preservation of existing habitat; 
• Establishment of accepted forestry management practices; and 
• Maintenance of hunting and fishing activities. 

The members of the Advisory Committee shall be appointed for three-year terms, 
although initial members shall be appointed for staggered terms of 1, 2, and 3 
years. The Committee may report and make recommendations to the Town 
Council on an interim basis as its discretion or at the Council's request, but must 
submit an annual report to be received and considered by the Town Council at its 
first regular business meeting each December. 

Rines Forest Mission Statement 

The Cumberland Town Council holds that the Rines Forest property is a unique 
tract of land that shall remain forever in its undeveloped forested state. To this 
end, it is the collective responsibility of the community to protect the Forest's 
natural beauty, wildlife and varied ecosystems. Citizens and friends are 
encouraged to passively recreate within the property's boundaries while 
conserving its natural environment. 
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Rines Forest Stewardship Principles 

1. The Town Council endorses the maintenance of the Forest to assure its 
present undeveloped forested state and will, within limits established by 
any Town Council, provide the human and fiscal resources necessary to 
do so. 

2. A Forest Management Plan will be adopted and updated. 

3. Within the scope of the management plan, areas determined to be 
environmentally sensitive and vulnerable shall receive specific attention. 

4. A citizen based Advisory Committee shall report to the Town Council and 
provide an Annual Report which outlines the progress made toward 
maintaining the Rines Forest Stewardship Principles. 

5. A network of trails including a new access from Range Road shall be 
maintained and improved. 

6. Future acquisition for connectivity is encouraged and future planning shall 
be coordinated with the Town Lands and Conservation Commission. 

7. Citizens are encouraged to passively recreate within the boundaries of the 
forest. 

8. Educational use of the property for individuals or organizations shall be 
encouraged. 

9. A list of acceptable uses of the Forest will be created and incorporated 
into a "Use Policy". 

10. An informational brochure outlining the property's environmental 
attributes, a map of trails and other related issues of interest will be 
published and maintained. 
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Location of the Forest 

- Town Owned Land 
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Description of Land and Natural Resources 

The Rines Forest today is a mixture of 60-year-old red pine plantations, old pasture 
fields grown up to mixed hardwood-softwood stands, hemlock stands, and floodplain 
forests. The red pine plantations predominate but some sections have been regularly 
pruned and harvested leaving an intermittent canopy with scattered under story saplings 
and other sections have abundant hardwoods and softwoods of different ages mixed in 
with the pines. Hemlock stands can be found on steep slopes rising from the streams, 
while hardwood floodplain forests are common along the flatter, meandering stretches. 

The property has large sections of relatively flat sandy soils and terrain where the red 
pines were planted and a smaller area to the south that is characterized by steep rolling 
hills interspersed with intermittent cascading streams. The northern and northwestern 
perimeters of the property are dominated by forested wetlands, with shallow standing 
water much of the year. 

Several streams run through the Rines Forest, the largest being Mill Stream, which 
eventually feeds into the Presumpscot River and then Casco Bay. Several permanent 
and intermittent streams feed into Mill Stream as well. These generally flow down steep, 
rocky beds between upland ridges and carry especially heavy flows during and after 
large rainstorms. Mill Stream meanders through flat sandy floodplain forests in the 
upper reaches, cascades over rocky falls and through a smaii rocky canyon in the 
middle section, and then spreads out into shrubby or open marshes in the lower sections 
before leaving the property and heading towards Winn Road. The streams are generally 
clear except following rainstorms or snowmelt when they are laden with eroded sediment 
from upstream of the property. A variety of aquatic invertebrates, dusky salamanders 
and small brook trout can all be found in Mill Stream. 

Because the Rines Forest has a variety of habitats and terrain and sits in the middle of 
the single largest forested area remaining in Cumberland, it is home to many wildlife 
species. Amphibians include red-backed salamanders that live under downed logs or in 
the forest duff; spotted salamanders and wood frogs that live in and under the forest 
floor but breed in vernal pools (especially Frog Pond on the west side of Range Road); 
and American toads that live above ground in the forest but migrate to and from shallow 
wetlands to breed. A number of bird species are residents of the forest, including black­
capped chickadees, downy and hairy woodpeckers, ruffed grouse, American crows, and 
wild turkeys. These birds feed on seeds, buds, or insect larvae, which they can find any 
time of the year. Barred and great-horned owls have been heard calling in the forest; 
they nest in early spring and hunt smaller birds and mammals for their food. Other bird 
species use the forest as an important stopover during migration, including the palm 
warbler, black-throated blue warbler, black-and-white warbler, and dark-eyed junco; 
these species all breed further north where they can successfully raise their young on 
the abundant insects. Others, including black-throated-green warblers, hermit thrushes, 
yellow-rumped warblers, ovenbirds, eastern wood peewees, great crested flycatchers 
and blue jays return to the forest each spring from the south to breed, nest and raise 
their young. 

Mammals seen commonly in the Forest include white-footed mice, red-backed voles, 
gray, red and flying squirrels, snowshoe hare, and white-tailed deer. River otter, fisher, 
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porcupine, red foxes and coyotes also can be found in the forest but probably wander on 
and off the property in search of food, mates, and den sites. Signs of black bears and 
moose have been seen on the property before but these were probably only dispersing 
juveniles looking for a permanent home. 

Woods roads are common throughout the Forest, most only temporary and covered with 
slash, but two are more permanent, underlain with sand and gravel taken from a gravel 
pit on site. The woods roads make a suitable rustic trail network although many are 
rough, covered with tire ruts, slash and standing water. During the fall hunters 
sometimes use these woods roads and in winter they are sometimes used for cross­
country skiing and snowshoeing. The permanent woods roads are frequently used for 
walking, running, bird-watching, berry picking, hunting, snowshoeing and cross-country 
skiing. Raspberry and blackberry bushes are common along the woods roads, especially 
where cutting has occurred recently. 
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Historic Uses of the Land 

Cumberland's Rines Forest is a beautiful tranquil natural environment. Within its 275 
acres grow large hemlock and pine trees as well as a sprinkling of red oak, birch, poplar 
and maple. It is a perfect canopy for the forest's diverse wildlife which includes white tail 
deer, coyote, fox, wild turkey, ruffed grouse and numerous wild birds. Along its 
boundaries, flows Mill Brook which winds its way through the forest providing visitors 
with beautiful waterfalls and places of solitude. Except for an occasional rock wall and a 
logging road or two, one can easily sense that they have escaped to a remote boreal 
forest far removed from a suburb of Maine's largest city. 

Although the tract of land where the forest exists today was first surveyed by the E. C. 
Jordan Company of Portland in 1918 for J. Henry Rines, the history of the area suggests 
that the property experienced considerable change from the late 1700's until the turn of 
the twentieth century. Prior to 1821, when Cumberland became a town, settlers of 
ancient North Yarmouth were occupied primarily with hunting, fishing and lumbering. 
Because Cumberland had as many as six sawmills and two grist mills during the early 
1800's with at least two found on Mill Brook, it's reasonable to assume that much of the 
land was initially forest. The wood from the Rines tract of land was most probably used 
not only for constructing homes, barns and the like but also for ship building. We know 
that the towering "king pine" trees found in nearby Gorham, North Yarmouth and other 
surrounding communities were used for ship's masts. Since there were boat yards in 
North Yarmouth, Yarmouth and Cumberland well into the nineteenth century, there is the 
likelihood that the timber from the area was also used for boat building. 

It wasn't long before the forests of Cumberland and North Yarmouth were cleared of 
timber and replaced with farmland, mostly pasture for sheep and cattle. Certainly, the 
remnants of rock walls found on the Rines Forest property suggests that the land was 
used for farming purposes by the mid 1800's. Supporting this claim is the fact that by 
1860 Cumberland had 230 buildings and a population of approximately 1,700 people, 
with their primary occupation being agriculture. 

In 1918, J. Henry Rines combined several parcels of land totaling 275 acres along 
Range Road. The land was to be used as pasture for his cattle which were walked each 
spring thirteen miles to Cumberland from the main farm in Gorham. The property had a 
house, two barns and a well. According to Dale Rines, great-grandson of J. Rines, the 
property on Range Road was a typical farm with its cleared land enclosed by stone 
walls. For approximately twenty years the Rines family maintained the property for 
farming and supporting their live stock. In 1941, Dale Rines' grandfather decided to 
return the property to forest land. Seventy acres of open fields were planted with red 
pine and white spruce. From this point until the 1960's the forest grew and was pretty 
much left alone until the Rines family began to thin the forest. It was also at this time 
when the forest's major woods roads were built by Dale Rines and his father. This 
enabled the Rines family to harvest wood from the front to the rear of the lot. In more 
recent years Dale Rines, a forest engineer by training, has managed the property by 
thinning and selectively harvesting trees as well as maintaining the land. The result is a 
healthy working forest. 

The Town of Cumberland acquired 216.15 acres of the Rines Forest property in 2003. It 
is currently part of a 900 acre contiguous "block of un-fragmented forest habitat." A 
comprehensive management plan for the property has been developed by the Town's 
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Rines Forest Committee for the expressed purpose of insuring that the Forest will 
remain in its undeveloped state. In addition to management considerations, the 
Cumberland Town Council voted to place the property under the protection of a 
conservation easement, in perpetuity, with the Cumberland Mainland Island Trust on 
September 12, 2005.

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Town Open Space Goals 

The acquisition and conservation of the Rines Forest ("Rines") by the Town of 
Cumberland meets many of the highest priority objectives identified in the Cumberland 
Open Space plan ("plan") which was adopted in 1998. 

In general, the Rines conservation easement meets four of eight broad goals outlined in 
the plan: 

• Preservation of significant land for future generations 
• Preservation or postponement of development 
• Expansion of recreational opportunities for the residents 
• Preservation of wildlife habitat and corridors 

Rines meets §1! of the listed reasons for preserving forest land as identified in the plan: 

• To preserve the aesthetics of large wooded tracts of land 
• To keep land out of development 
• Preserve wildlife habitat 
• Preserve historic trails 
• Preserve woodland as an economic base 
• Prevent the further fragmentation of contiguous forestland 
• Establish a greenbelt buffering the developed parts of Cumberland 

from the less developed areas. 

The plan strives to apply a ranking system to forested property with the concept that 
greater acreage equates to a higher value. At the same time it singles out the 
exceptional value of individual parcels of forested land of more than 50 acres. It should 
be noted that the Rines property is over 200 acres. 

In regards to preserving wildlife natural resources, the plan states that large blocks of 
forest provide habitat for many more species than do smaller blocks, especially if 
streams and wetlands traverse them. The Rines Forest contains several streams and 
includes at least two waterfalls of exceptional note. 

The plan notes that to promote the preservation of forest the Town should purchase 
conservation easements and rights-of-first-refusal, along with maintaining public access 
of trails if appropriate. The Rines purchase includes the right of first refusal on another 
50 acre parcel. Further, the Rines conservation easement provides for continued public 
access, a trail system, and stipulates that there shall be no future development on the 
property. 

Finally, the plan notes that the Cumberland Mainland & Island Trust (CMIT) plays a 
significant role in the preservation of land, especially environmentally sensitive land such 
as wildlife habitat. The plan also states that the Town Council should work with CMIT to 
achieve the goals of this Plan. With the completion and acceptance of the conservation 
easement, this significant goal of the plan has been met with the Rines property. 
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Current Uses 

The Rines Forest provides an ideal site for low-impact passive recreation. In an 
effort to maintain the property to its natural state, uses may be subject to change 
or suspension when overuse or negative impact to the land is identified. The list 
of current uses is below. Please also refer to the Management Matrix for more 
specific information regarding user's responsibility and/or limitations for each 
activity. 

• Cross country skiing 

• Educational study 

• Fishing 

• Horseback riding 

• Dog walking 

• Picnicking 

• Hiking 

• Hunting 

• Snowmobiling on designated trails 

• Trapping 
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Facility Use Rules 

These rules have been adopted by the Cumberland Town Council to govern 
activities at Rines Forest: 

Allowable Uses: 

The Rines Forest provides an ideal site for low-impact outdoor recreation, including, but 
not limited to, nature study, cross country skiing, snowmobiling on designated trails, 
horseback riding, pet walking, snowshoeing, fishing, hunting, temporary tree stands (daily 
removal required), picnicking, hiking, plant study, and bird-watching by the general public. 
The Forest is home to numerous plant and animal species and habitats. 

The Town of Cumberland is experiencing steady, accelerated development that often 
closes or restricts access to open space traditionally used and enjoyed by the public and 
therefore has established the Rines Forest Committee to develop Rines Forest 
Stewardship Principles and a management plan and to oversee the management of this 
Town protected Property. 

The forest is protected by a conservation easement which ensures the permanent 
availability of the Forest for traditional recreational uses by the general public. The 
easement will permanently preserves the property's important recreational, scenic and 
natural resources and habitat for indigenous flora and fauna, while providing permanent 
pedestrian access. 

Prohibited Uses: 

• No unauthorized motor vehicles, A TV's or motorbikes. 
• No camping except by written permission of the Town Manager. 
• No open fires or charcoal fires. 
• Carry In - Carry Out - No littering or trash disposal; all activities and users to 

remove all refuse carried in. 
• No target shooting. 
• Except for brushing and maintenance of approved trail systems, no cutting of 

trees, limbs except as approved by the Rines Forest Committee, no cutting of 
bushes, removal or vegetation without the approval of the Rines Forest 
Committee. No application of herbicides, pesticides or fungicides except with 
the approval of the Rines Forest Committee. 

• No person shall deface, injure, remove or destroy any fences, signs, gates or 
any other structures or creations in or on the Forest. 

• No construction or improvements are allowed without the express written 
permission of the Rines Forest Committee. 

• The Rines Forest shall use , but not be limited to, the State of Maine hunting, 
fishing and trapping laws and State leash. 

Any person aggrieved by the decision of the Town Manager, or Rines Forest 
Committee may appeal to the Town Council. 
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Future Acquisitions 

The goal of the Rines Forest Advisory Committee is for the Town to acquire 
additional lands to further enhance the Rines Forest. The first priority would be to 
exercise the right of first refusal for the remaining 50 acres owned by Dale Rines 
at the time when he is prepared to sell it. Purchase of the entire parcel to be 
included with the Rines Forest would be ideal. 

The Committee also recommends future acquisition of properties or rights of way 
to maintain or increase connectivity to existing or new trails. This can be 
accomplished through the purchase of development rights by allowing denser 
development in the center of the community while preserving more rural lands as 
well as conservation easements. Lands in Falmouth should also be considered 
for connectivity to this Wildlife and Habitat Corridor. 

Funding from Land for Maine's Future should be explored in helping to achieve 
these goals. 
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Forest Management Plan Overview 

This Forest Management Plan was developed by Jay Braunscheidel, a licensed 
professional forester, in concert with the Rines Forest Advisory Committee and Town 
Manager Bill Shane. Jay patiently met many times with the Committee to discuss 
various management goals, strategies, and techniques that could be adopted in the plan. 
Following is the collective wisdom of this group. 

The Plan is designed to build on the good forest stewardship of the previous owners, Dale 
Rines and his father and grandfather, and slowly transform large areas planted to red pine 
in the 1940s to a more diverse forest characterized by a mixture of white pine, red and 
white oak, sugar maple, beech and hemlock - all species that naturally occur at the site, 
but in many places are overshadowed by the plantation of red pines. In addition, the 
management plan is designed to encourage a diversity of ages and sizes of trees, allow for 
a few small openings that mimic natural disturbances, and especially to foster the growth 
of older trees that are becoming increasingly uncommon across the Maine landscape. 
This will be accomplished by carefully thinning and removing certain trees to provide 
light and room for other trees to grow up and out over time - just like thinning the carrots 
or beets in your garden. And just like in the garden, one thinning usually isn't enough. 
Thus, the current plan includes harvesting strategies for 2010, 2020, and 2025-2030, with 
different sections of the forest and different amounts of thinning planned for each 
harvesting. 

The plan is also designed to protect key natural assets of the forest, including streams, 
wetlands, steep slopes and riparian areas (areas alongside water) and to protect and 
maintain productive soil, clean water, and diverse wildlife habitat. This means there will 
be no cutting near streams, wetlands or on the steepest slopes and that no new skid trails 
or harvesting equipment will be allowed in these sensitive areas. Also, special features 
important to wildlife such as dead standing trees, fruit and nut trees, and dead wood on 
the forest floor will be retained. A forest reserve of at least 20 and up to 60 acres will be 
established in the southern area of the forest where steep slopes, streams, wetlands, 
riparian habitat and some older trees can be found and where no cutting will be allowed. 

The future forest should provide habitat for animals with large home ranges, such as 
white-tailed deer, fisher, river otter, goshawks, and barred owls; nesting songbirds that 
need expansive "interior" forest habitat to successfully breed, such as ovenbirds, wood 
thrush, and black-throated blue warblers; cavity-nesting species like black-capped 
chickadees, pileated woodpeckers, flying squirrels, and raccoons; and species needing 
dead and down wood on the forest floor such as redback and spotted salamanders, long­
tailed weasels, and ruffed grouse. A few small openings of early successional forest may 
provide habitat for species like chestnut-sided warblers and eastern towhee. 

Invasive species such as the glossy buckthorn, which is widespread throughout the forest 
and on adjacent lands and is out-competing native species that provide food and shelter 
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for our native wildlife, will be aggressively reduced through active mechanical thinning 
and herbicide control where necessary. 

All cutting will be done using state-of-the-art equipment and Best Management Practices, 
including harvesting only on frozen ground so as not to disturb the forest floor or leave 
ruts, and will be directly supervised by Mr. Braunscheidel. 

Under this plan, the Rines Forest will be managed to provide timber and pulpwood for 
local markets at a sustainable rate; to protect soils, water, and wildlife habitat; to grow 
older successional forests that will add to the diversity of forest types across the 
landscape; and to provide a variety of recreational opportunities for the people of 
Cumberland and their neighbors. 

Because it was important to the members of the Rines Forest Advisory Committee to 
adopt exemplary sustainable forestry practices, the Rines Forest will be certified under 
the internationally recognized gold standards of the Forest Stewardship Council, with 
periodic audits to ensure we continue to meet the standards. We hope the management of 
the Rines Forest may serve as an example for other landowners in the region who also 
may want to manage their forest lands for multiple purposes in a sustainable way.

TWIN BROOK RECREATION AREA POLICIES AND RULES 

1. General. The Twin Brook Recreation Area is owned by the Town of 

Cumberland, and shall be administered by the Cumberland Recreation Department. 

The Cumberland Town Council shall appoint a Twin Brook Advisory Committee, 

which shall provide advice and recommendations to the Cumberland Recreation 

Department and to the Council upon all aspects of the use and management of the 

Twin Brook Recreation Area. 

2. Priorities. Cumberland Recreation Department programs intended 

specifically for Cumberland and North Yarmouth residents shall have first priority 

with respect to use of Twin Brook playing fields and athletic facilities. MSAD 51 

athletic practices and games shall have second priority. Notwithstanding the 

foregoing, priorities are subject to ongoing review, and priority of use with respect to 

certain fields on the Greely Road side shall be in accordance with the leases 

agreement between the Town of Cumberland and MSAD 51 dated July 12, 2002. 

3. Field Use. There shall be no organized use of the playing fields 

on Sundays until 1 p.m. At the discretion of the Cumberland Recreation Director, 

any of the playing fields may be closed to activity at any time if conditions are 

unsuitable for use or to allow for reseeding and recovery. 

4. Cancellation. The Cumberland Recreation Director or his nominee shall 

have the absolute right to cancel scheduled events due to inclement weather or if he 

determines, in his sole discretion, that a playing field or other facility is unplayable. 

In such event, the scheduled user shall be entitled to a refund of fees paid. 

5. Applications. No community group, athletic group or other 

organized group may schedule and hold events of any kind at the Twin Brook 

Recreation Area without first having obtained the approval of and a permit from the

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Cumberland Recreation Department. Approval and a permit may be obtained by 

submitting a Facility Request Form to the Department at least two (2) weeks prior to 

the requested date of use but not more than three (3) months before such date to help 

facilitate fair and equitable scheduling. All fees must be paid, proof of insurance 

must be provided, and all other stipulations must be met before the permit is issued. 

If the permit must be withdrawn due to a scheduling conflict, all fees will be 

refunded. If the user chooses not to use the facility as requested and notifies the 

Cumberland Recreation Department at least two (2) weeks before the scheduled 

usage date, there will be a full refund. There will be no refund of fees if notification 

occurs less than two (2) weeks before the scheduled usage date unless there is an 

unusually compelling reason for such a cancellation. A copy of each application will 

be kept on file at the Cumberland Recreational Department offices. The individual 

whose signature appears on any such application form will be considered the 

individual responsible for the supervision and use of the facility/facilities requested 

and he/she must provide adequate and appropriate supervision at all times. He/she 

will also be responsible for all rental fees, proof of liability insurance/bodily harm, 

facility/equipment damages, theft, or loss of any kind that occurs related to usage of 

the facility. 

6. Insurance. The MSAD 51/Town of Cumberland property 

insurance and general liability insurance does not extend to individuals, community 

groups, athletic groups, or other organized groups utilizing the Twin Brook facilities. 

Therefore, any such groups or individuals using the Twin Brook facilities for any 

organized purpose are required to provide evidence of insurance for liability (not less 

than $1,000,000 per person/$2,000,000 per occurrence) and property damage (not less 

than $25,000) before receiving a facility permit. The Town of Cumberland shall be 

named as additional insured in all such policies and all insurance provided by the 

facility user shall be primary to any insurance which the Town of Cumberland may 

have. All insurance required hereunder shall be placed with insurers licensed to do 
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business in the State of Maine and acceptable to the Cumberland Recreation 

Department. 

7. Indemnity. The Town of Cumberland may require any individual or group 

utilizing Twin Brook facilities for any purpose (including non-permitted walk-on use) 

to agree in writing, in a form acceptable to the Town, to save, indemnify and hold 

harmless the Town of Cumberland, its inhabitants, its employees, the Town Council, 

the Cumberland Recreation Department, and the Twin Brook Advisory Committee 

from and against any and all liabilities, actions, causes of action for death, personal 

injury, or property damage, including attorney's fees, and from any and all fines, 

suits, claims, demands and actions of any kind or nature of any and all persons 

resulting from or arising from the use of said facilities, equipment, or activity 

participation. It is expressly understood that participation in recreational and athletic 

activities may cause bodily injury, sickness, disease, death, or personal injury, or 

damage and destruction to tangible property, including the loss or use thereof. 

Therefore, any individual or group utilizing Twin Brook facilities for any purpose 

shall save, indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Cumberland, its inhabitants, its 

employees, the Town Council, the Cumberland Recreation Department, and the Twin 

Brook Advisory Committee from and against any and all liabilities, actions, and 

causes of action arising out of or resulting from the performance of any facility use 

permit. 

8. Modifications. The Town of Cumberland reserves the right to waive, 

modify, or institute requirements in addition to those listed herein should it be 

deemed necessary and/or in the best interest of the Town of Cumberland. 

9. Fees. The Cumberland Town Council shall approve a schedule of fees for the 

use of Twin Brook facilities, which schedule shall be subject to ongoing review.

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10. Parking-PARKING PLAN REQUIREMENTS JUNE 2007 

A. Events that anticipate greater than "100" vehicles, ( or over 60% of available 
parking spaces) will need to meet Twin Brook Parking Plan Requirements. 

B. ANY event anticipating bus parking will provide a parking map and enforce "bus 
parking only" area(s). 

C. Overflow Parking Areas will be permitted and designated by the Committee and 
only when appropriate (seasonal- dry ground, etc). 

a. Vehicles will be directed to park in specific parking spaces by parking attendants. 

Attendants will also enforce "No Parking" areas. 

b. One person from organization will be responsible for administration of parking 

plan; will have cell phone number available to EMS dispatch. 

c. Parking attendants will be required to wear reflective orange vest. 

d. Organizations which meet Mass Gathering Permit threshold will also be required 

to hire a Cumberland Police Officer. Police presence will provide support for 

parking attendants. Four parking attendants will also be required for this level of 

event. 

e. Exclusive use of Park and charging a parking fee must be approved by Twin 

Brook Advisory Committee. 

f. Parking Plan and Permit must be completed and signed by the Chief of Police 

prior to the Committees approval of the event. 

11. Miscellaneous. 

a. MSAD 51 and the Cumberland Recreation Department are only expected to 

service their own sanctioned programs. All other users are allowed to utilize the 

Twin Brook facilities at their own risk on an "as is, where is" basis. There should not 

be any expectation from permit users that the facilities will be "set up" for their 

specific use, needs, or situation. If the Cumberland Recreation Department is 

requested by a user to provide a special service or to alter, modify or rearrange a 

Twin Brook facility, above and beyond ordinary maintenance and upkeep, and if the 
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Cumberland Recreation Department is in agreement, the user shall be charged 

accordingly in an amount to be determined by the Cumberland Recreation 

Department. 

b. It is the responsibility of the persons or organizations using the Twin Brook 

facilities to leave them in the same condition in which they were received. If this is 

not done to the satisfaction of the Cumberland Recreation Department, a charge shall 

be levied for any required "clean-up", "pick-up", or "fix-up" costs (including labor) 

in excess of any fees that would otherwise be applicable. A lack of respect and 

responsibility could result in the denial of future permits to the permit applicant or 

group. 

c. It is the responsibility of the persons or organizations usmg Twin Brook 

facilities to inform all participants of program cancellations if such programs are 

cancelled. 

d. No permitted or walk-in user shall change the appearance, rearrange, or 

attempt to improve any Twin Brook facility without the express consent of the 

Cumberland Recreation Department, which must be obtained in advance and in 

writing. 

e. The Cumberland Recreation Department reserves the right to require 

supervisory personnel to be present during the use of Twin Brook facilities at the 

expense of the individual or group in question. 

f. All individuals or groups using Twin Brook facilities are responsible for the 

preservation of order during all activities and are required to comply with all 

applicable statutes, Town of Cumberland ordinances (including the requirement of 

obtaining a mass gathering permit, if applicable), and regulations, in addition to any 

policies or conditions imposed by the Cumberland Recreation Department. If 

security is deemed to be necessary, arrangement and payment for police services shall 

be the responsibility of the individual or group in question. Proof of police protection 

or private security may be required to receive the initial permit. 

g. The use, consumption or sale of alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or 

illegal drugs at Twin Brook facilities is prohibited.

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h. Gambling on Twin Brook facilities is prohibited unless allowed as an 

approved, legal, fund raiser (e.g, casino nights, fifty-fifty (50/50) raffles and bingo) 

for school or community booster groups.

i. Except as provided below, the use of open flames, charcoal fires, cooking 

fires, candles, or other incendiary devices or special effects is prohibited at the Twin 

Brook Recreation Area. Gas Grills shall be permitted in the Parking area known as 

the Bus Tumarnund or Parking Area 2. It is the seeond parking lot from Tuttle Road 

and depieted on a map attaehed to this doeument in Appendix A. outside of the 

Tuttle Road shelter building area. 

Bonfires may be allowed only when sponsored by a booster club or similar entity 

associated with M.S.A.D. #51 or the Town of Cumberland, and may be scheduled 

only with the express permission of both the Cumberland Town Council (and/or 

designee) and the Cumberland Fire Department, subject to the following conditions: 

1. The sponsor must arrange for fire protection through the Cumberland Fire 
Department; 

2. The sponsor must reimburse the Town of Cumberland in full for the cost of 
fire protection;

60 days before: No - Application received Thursday, April 8, 2010. 

Fee: Event organizers request a waiver of the $250 MGP fee. 

Performance Gmty: Not required. 

Contract w/owner: Bill Landis issued facility use approval form on 4/22 .. 

Access/Parking: Police Chief requires one police officer during all event hours. 
The officer will primarily monitor traffic at the entrance/exit of the 
park and monitor the parking area periodically during the event 
duration. Cost is anticipated at $350. 

Water Supply: Greely Lacrosse Boosters will operate concession stand. Boosters 
Club was notified to obtain a victualer's license for the event, 
which is attached. The boosters club intends to purchase for resale 
pizza and bottled drinks. Fire Department personnel will inspect 
concession stand on day of event pursuant to Victualers license 
requirements. 

Sanitation: The on-site toilet facilities will be utilized and were determined to 
be sufficient for this event. MGP requires separate facilities for 
males and females and 1 toilet for every 200 persons attending­
the TB facility houses three toilets each for male and female 
access. 

Refuse Disposal: 

Fire/Medical: 

Communications: 

Collection and removal will be handled by event organizers - no 
outside contractor will be hired. Mr. Mullin was informed of the 
MGP requirements: one SO-gallon container for every 100 persons 
on-site AND one fifty-gallon container in parking area for every 
200 motor vehicles. Refuse must be collected at least twice during 
an event lasting more than six hours. Grounds and restrooms must 
be cleared of all refuse within 24 hours following event. Bill 
Landis advised that Rec staff will place six SO-gallon containers 
on-site prior to event (three are in existence at all times currently). 

A dedicated paramedic and EMT with ambulance is required given 
the length of the event. Cost is estimated at $400. The team and 
ambulance will be on-site ½ hour prior to and after the event. 

Bill Landis stated he will provide three walkie-talkies for 
communication between fire/ems, police and Mr. Mullin. 



TOWN OF CUMBERLAND 
MASS GATHERING ORDINANCE 

THE TOWN OF CUMBERLAND HEREBY ORDAINS the following to be the Mass Gathering 
Ordinance-

I. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE 

The Town of Cumberland is concerned about the adverse effect to the general health and safety 
of the community that may result from large crowds which attend outdoor events, including 
exhibitions, festivals, music concerts and fairs. Large gatherings may lead to sanitation problems, 
resulting from inadequate waste disposal, insufficient drinking water and ill-equipped first aid 
facilities; such gatherings may also threaten the safety of the community through the obstruction 
of roads, violations of liquor and drug laws, and destruction of property. Further, large gatherings 
that occur within a short period of time create traffic congestion, crowd control, health, sanitation 
and safety problems which are greater than those which accompany gatherings which occur over 
a longer duration. Therefore, the following ordinance is hereby ordained for the purposes of 
protecting the general welfare, preventing disease, promoting health and providing for public 
safety. 

II. DEFINITIONS 

A. Large Outdoor Event - means any gathering held outdoors with the intent to 
attract five hundred (500) or more persons for a festival, exhibition, amusement show, fair, 
theatrical performance, musical performance or other similar activity. Large Outdoor Events are 
regulated depending on their anticipated attendance, and so there are two categories of Large 
Outdoor Events: 

1. Major Large Outdoor Event - means a Large Outdoor Event which is held with 
the intent to attract a continued attendance of five thousand (5,000) or more 
persons for any length of time. 

2. Minor Large Outdoor Event - means a Large Outdoor Event which is held with 
the intent to attract a continued attendance of fewer than five thousand (5,000) 
persons for any length of time. 

B. Town - means the Town of Cumberland. 

C. Town Council - means the Town Council of the Town of Cumberland. 

D. Person - means any natural person, sole proprietor-ship, partnership, corporation 
or other entity. 

E. Operator - means the person responsible for the Large Outdoor Event. 



F. Performance Guaranty - means an irrevocable letter of credit from a banking 
institution authorized to do business in Maine, cash escrow, or other financial 
guarantee acceptable to the Town Council and in a form approved by the Town 
Attorney, provided by an applicant for a Large Outdoor Event license to 
guarantee the payment of: the costs of the prompt cleaning of the grounds after 
the close of the Large Outdoor Event; and the Town police, fire, rescue and public 
works costs for traffic control, public safety, first aid, fire prevention and law 
enforcement activities performed by the Town as a result of the Large Outdoor 
Event (the "Public Costs"). These public costs shall be those costs incurred by the 
Town in connection with the proposed Large Outdoor Event which would not be 
incurred by the Town if the Large Outdoor Event were not held. Promptly 
following the Large Outdoor Event, the Town shall release the Performance 
Guaranty if the Operator pays all such Public Costs within ten (10) working days 
after the Large Outdoor Event. 

G. Assembly Area - means that portion of the premises on which the Large Outdoor 
Event is held within which persons in attendance are expected to sit or stand. 

III. REQUIREMENT OF A LICENSE FOR LARGE OUTDOOR EVENTS 

A. No person may sponsor, promote, operate or hold any Large Outdoor Event 
unless a license therefore is first obtained from the Town Council of Cumberland. 

B. The licensing procedure will be administered in the following manner: 

1. The person( s) seeking a license must file an application form with the 
Town Clerk of the Town of Cumberland no less than 60 days before the 
proposed commencement of the Large Outdoor Event. 

2. The fee for the license shall be established by order of the Town Council 
and must accompany the application. Money received under this ordinance 
will help defray costs of its administration. The Town Council may at its· 
discretion reduce or waive the fee for charitable and nonprofit 
organizations. 

3. The application, filed with the Town Clerk, must include a contract with 
the property owner allowing use of the facility or property, unless the 
property or facility is owned by the applicant. 

4. Within 5 days of the receipt of an application, the Town Clerk shall notify 
the Town Manager, Police, Fire and Rescue Chiefs of the application. 

5. Before a license may be issued hereunder, the Town Council shall hold a 
public hearing, in order to review the application and determine the 
conditions required to safeguard the public health, safety and welfare. The 
license applicants have the right to attend and to represent their interests at 
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such hearing. When considering the issuance of a license for a Large 
Outdoor Event, the Town Council may seek advice from the Police Chief, 
Fire Chief, Rescue Chief, Code Enforcement Officer, Health Officer and 
such other Town officials as it deems necessary. After assessing the 
possible effects that the proposed event may have on the public's health, 
safety and welfare, the Town Council may deny the license or grant the 
license, or grant the license and impose such reasonable conditions on the 
issuance of a license as would safeguard the public interest; including, 
requiring the applicant to: 

a. post a performance guaranty in a form acceptable to the Town 
Attorney in an amount estimated by the Town Council to be equal to the 
Public Costs described in paragraph II F of this Ordinance. 

b. agree to hiring of certified police officers, and rescue and fire 
personnel at the expense of the licensee. The Police Chief, Fire Chief and 
Rescue Chief will be notified no less than 45 days before the proposed 
event that the personnel will be needed; 

c. demonstrate, by means of a written, descriptive plan addressing the 
standards of this Ordinance, that adequate facilities will be provided at the 
site of the Large Outdoor Event, in order to protect the health of the 
people who attend, including: 

i. adequate waste disposal facilities; 

11. adequate fire fighting, rescue and police personnel; 

111. adequate water supplies; 

1v. adequate first aid, rescue and fire facilities, and police equipment; 
and 

v. adequate communication facilities; 

d. give notice to the appropriate Town, County and State officials, as 
named by the Town Council; 

e. demonstrate, by means of a written descriptive plan, that adequate 
parking spaces will be available; 

f. provide, for major Large Outdoor Events, a detailed plan showing 
how crowd security and police protection of private property will be 
accomplished; 
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g. provide, for Major Large Outdoor Events, a detailed plan for 
controlling traffic, which shall contain: 

1. a description of routes which persons attending are likely to take; 

11. methods to be used to publicize alternative routes; 

111. the number of persons who will be present to direct traffic at the 
site both before and after the event and their locations, and; 

iv. a description of what means will be available to remove disabled 
vehicles from locations under the control of the Operator where 
such vehicles would prevent the free flow of traffic. 

h. provide a contract with a waste disposal company to remove waste 
from the site. 

IV. LICENSE STANDARDS 

In reviewing Large Outdoor Event license applications submitted pursuant to Section III A, the 
Town Council shall determine whether to issue a license based upon whether the application 
meets all of the following standards: 

A. Access - That convenient and s~fe access for the ingress and egress of pedestrian 
and vehicular traffic exists, and that all public roadways in the proximity of the 
Large Outdoor Event shall be adequately staffed with uniformed police officers to 
insure safety to all the public. 

B. Grounds -

1. That each Large Outdoor Event Assembly Area shall be well drained and so 
arranged to provide sufficient space for persons assembled, vehicles, sanitary 
facilities, and appurtenant equipment. 

2. That trees, underbrush, large rocks and other natural features shall be left intact 
and undisturbed whenever possible, and the natural vegetative cover shall be 
retained, protected, and maintained so as to facilitate drainage, prevent erosion, 
and preserve the scenic attributes. 

3. That the grounds shall be maintained free from accumulation of refuse, and 
from health and safety hazards constituting a nuisance as defined. 

4. That illumination shall be provided at night beginning one half hour before 
sunset to protect the safety of the persons at the Large Outdoor Event. The 
Assembly Area shall be adequately lighted, but lighting shall not unreasonably 
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reflect beyond the Assembly Area boundaries unless adjacent properties are 
uninhabited. 

5. That parking shall be provided for persons arriving by vehicular means; that 
service road and parking spaces shall be located so as to permit convenient and 
safe movement of vehicular and pedestrian traffic and free passage of emergency 
vehicles; that the width of the service road should not be less than the following: 1 
traffic lane -- 12'; 2 traffic lanes -- 24'; parallel parking lanes -- 7', that adequate 
parking space shall be provided which means that there shall be at least one 
parking space to every three persons and the density shall not exceed one hundred 
passenger cars or 30 buses per usable acre. 

6. That at least ten (10) square feet per person shall be provided on the site for a 
Large Outdoor Event with assigned seating; that at least fifteen ( 15) square feet 
shall be provided for a Large Outdoor Event with festival seating; and that no 
overnight assemblage shall be permitted. 

C. Water Supply-

1. That an adequate, safe supply of potable water, meeting the requirements of the 
State Department of Human Services, Division of Health Engineering, shall be 
provided and that common cups shall not be used. 

2. That transported water shall be obtained from an approved source, stored and 
dispensed in an approved manner. Approval as used in this paragraph means in 
compliance with standards adopted by the State Department of Human Services, 
Division of Health Engineering. 

D. Sanitation -

1. That where water is distributed under pressure and flush toilets are used, 
the water system shall deliver water at a normal operating pressure (20 lbs per 
square inch minimum to all fixtures at the rate of at least 30 gallons per person per 
day). . 

2. That when water is not available under pressure, and non water carriage 
toilets are used, at least 3 gallons of water per person per day shall be provided for 
drinking and lavatory purposes. 

3. That where water under pressure is not available, equivalent facilities shall 
be provided and installed in accordance with the requirements of the Department 
of Human Services, Bureau of Health, Mass Gathering Rules and Informational 
Guidelines. 

4. That sanitary facilities shall be separate for males and fem.ales, and shall 
be provided at the rate of one for each 200 persons. Any other proposal for 
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providing sanitary facilities must be in accordance with the requirements of the 
Department of Human Services, Bureau of Health, Mass Gathering Rules and 
Informational Guidelines. 

5. That the required sanitary facilities shall be conveniently accessible and 
well defined. 

6. That each toilet shall have a continuous supply of toilet paper. 

7. That service buildings or rooms housing required plumbing fixtures shall 
be constructed of easily cleanable, nonabsorbent materials; the buildings, service 
rooms, and required plumbing fixtures located therein shall be maintained in good 
repair and in a clean and sanitary condition. 

8. That separate service buildings or rooms containing sanitary facilities, 
clearly marked, shall be provided for each sex, and each toilet room shall be 
screened so that the interior is not visible from the outside. 

9. That wastewater shall be discharged in a manner consistent with the 
requirements of the State Department of Human Services, Division of Health 
Engineering. 

10. That disposal and/or treatment of any excretion or liquid waste shall be in 
a manner consistent with the requirements of the State Department of Human 
Services, Division of Health Engineering. 

E. Refuse Disposal 

1. That refuse shall be collected, stored, and transported in such a manner as 
to protect from odor, infestation of insects and/or rodents any and other nuisance 
condition, or conditions which are inconsistent with the health, safety, and welfare 
of the patrons of the Large Outdoor Event or of the public. 

2. That refuse containers shall be readily accessible and that one (1) fifty 
gallon refuse container or its equivalent shall be provided for each one hundred 
persons anticipated or that one ( 1) sixteen ( 16) cubic yard trash container shall be 
provided for every five thousand (5,000) persons anticipated. All trash barrels 
shall be lined with plastic bags. 

3. That the area where motor vehicles are parked shall have one (1) fifty, 
(50) gallon refuse container or its equivalent for every two hundred, (200) such 
motor vehicles. 

4. That all refuse shall be collected from the Assembly Area at least twice 
each twelve (12) hour period of the Large Outdoor Event, with a minimum of two 
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(2) such collections per Large Outdoor Event exceeding six ( 6) hours, or more if 
it is necessary, and disposed of at a waste disposal site approved by the Town. 

5. That the grounds and immediate surrounding property shall be cleared of 
refuse within twenty-four (24) hours following the Large Outdoor Event. 

F. Vermin Control - That insects, rodents and other vermin shall be controlled by 
proper sanitation practices, extermination or other safe, and effective control 
methods, where necessary animal parasites and other disease-transmitting 
nuisances shall be controlled. 

G. Safety 

1. That where an electrical system is installed, it shall be installed and 
maintained in accordance with the provisions of the applicable State standards 
and regulations and the Town's Electrical Codes. 

2. That the grounds, building, and related facilities shall be maintained and 
used in a manner as to prevent fire and in accordance with the applicable local fire 
prevention regulations. 

3. That internal and external traffic and security control shall meet 
requirements of the applicable State and local law enforcement agencies. 

4. That the Town of Cumberland Fire Department has been informed of the 
Large Outdoor Event and that adequate fire protection equipment is available. 

5. That for Large Outdoor Events, at least one law enforcement officer per 
1,000 persons expected to attend the Large Outdoor Event shall be on site to assist 
in crowd and traffic control, and for Major Large Outdoor Events, there shall be a 
minimum ratio of 5 officers for every 2,000 additional persons beyond 5,000 
persons in attendance. 

H. Medical 

1. That emergency medical services shall be provided. All personnel must be 
Cumberland Rescue personnel and/or approved by the Chief of the Cumberland 
Rescue Department and they shall be licensed by the State of Maine, as either 
Physician Assistant, R.N., or Emergency Medical Technician. 

2. That a First Aid building or tent with adequate medical supplies shall be 
available. 

3. That an adequate number of vehicles duly licensed by the State of Maine 
as ambulances shall be available on the site during the complete time of the Large 
Outdoor Event. 
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4. That telephone and radio communications shall be provided and kept 
available for emergency purposes. 

5. That the Chief of the Cumberland Rescue Department shall determine the 
number of E.M. T. personnel and ambulances needed. 

I. Noise 

1. No Major Large Outdoor Event shall continue beyond 11 :00 p.m. 

VI. WAIVERS 

The Town Council may, in its discretion, waive any of the requirements under Section III of this 
ordinance, if it finds the requirement of information or materials with the application is 
unnecessary or irrelevant to the review of a particular mass gathering permit application. 

V. ENFORCEMENT, PENALTY, ASSIGNABILITY 

The Town Of Cumberland shall enforce this Ordinance through its Code Enforcement Officer. 
Anyone violating any provision of this Ordinance shall be subject to a fine in an amount to be set 
per order of Town Council for each violation. Each day such violation continues shall constitute 
a separate offense. Licenses issued hereunder shall not be transferable or assignable.

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TWIN BROOK RECREATION AREA POLICIES AND RULES 

1. General. The Twin Broo\( Recreation Area is owned by the Town of 

Cumberland, and shall be administered by the Cumberland Recreation Department. 

The Cumberland Town Council shall appoint a Twin Brook Advisory Committee, 

which shall provide advice and recommendations to the Cumberland Recreation 

Department and to the Council upon all aspects of the use and management of the 

Twin Brook Recreation Area. 

2. Priorities. Cumberland Recreation Department programs intended 
.;, 

specifically for Cumberland and North Yarmouth residents shall have first priority 

with respect to use of Twin Brook playing fields and athletic facilities. MSAD 51 

athletic practices and games shall have second priority. Notwithstanding the 

foregoing, priorities are subject to ongoing review, and priority of use with respect to 

certain fields on the Greely Road side shall be in accordance with the leases 

agreement between the Town of Cumberland and MSAD 51 dated July 12, 2002. 

3. Field Use. There shall be no organized use of the playing fields 

on Sundays until 1 p.m. At the discretion of the Cumberland Recreation Director, 

any of the playing fields may be closed to activity at any time if conditions are 

unsuitable for use or to allow for reseeding and recovery. 

4. Cancellation. The Cumberland Recreation Director or his nominee shall 

have the absolute right to cancel scheduled events due to inclement weather or if he 

determines, in his sole discretion, that a playing field or other facility is unplayable. 

In such event, the scheduled user shall be entitled to a refund of fees paid. 

5. Applications. No community group, athletic group or other 

organized group may schedule and hold events of any kind at the Twin Brook 

Recreation Area without first having obtained the approval of and a permit from the

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Cumberland Recreation Department. Approval and a permit may be obtained by 

submitting a Facility Request Form to the Department at least two (2) weeks prior to 

the requested date of use but not more than three (3) months before such date to help 

facilitate fair and equitable scheduling. All fees must be paid, proof of insurance 

must be provided, and all other stipulations must be met before the permit is issued. 

If the permit must be withdrawn due to a scheduling conflict, all fees will be 

refunded. If the user chooses not to use the facility as requested and notifies the 

Cumberland Recreation Department at least two (2) weeks before the scheduled 

usage date, there will be a full refund. There will be no refund of fees if notification 

occurs less than tw.o (2) weeks before the scheduled usage date unless there is an 

unusually compelling reason for such a cancellation. A copy of each application will 

be kept on file at the Cumberland Recreational Department offices. The individual 

whose signature appears on any such application form will be considered the 

individual responsible for the supervision and use of the facility/facilities requested 

and he/she must provide adequate and appropriate supervision at all times. He/she 

will also be responsible for all rental fees, proof of liability insurance/bodily harm, 

facility/equipment damages, theft, or loss of any kind that occurs related to usage of 

the facility. 

6. Insurance. The MSAD 51/Town of Cumberland property 

insurance and general liability insurance does not extend to individuals, community 

groups, athletic groups, or other organized groups utilizing the Twin Brook facilities. 

Therefore, any such groups or individuals using the Twin Brook facilities for any 

organized purpose are required to provide evidence of insurance for liability (not less 

than $1,000,000 per person/$2,000,000 per occurrence) and property damage (not less 

than $25,000) before receiving a facility permit. The Town of Cumberland shall be 

named as additional insured in all such policies and all insurance provided by the 

facility user shall be primary to any insurance which the Town of Cumberland may 

have. All insurance required hereunder shall be placed with insurers licensed to do 
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business in the State of Maine and acceptable to the Cumberland Recreation 

Department. 

7. Indemnity. The Town of Cumberland may require any individual or group 

utilizing Twin Brook facilities for any purpose (including non-permitted walk-on use) 

to agree in writing, in a form acceptable to the Town, to save, indemnify and hold 

harmless the Town of Cumberland, its inhabitants, its employees, the Town Council, 

the Cumberland Recreation Department, and the Twin Brook Advisory Committee 

from and against any and all liabilities, actions, causes of action for death, personal 

injury, or property .damage, including attorney's fees, and from any and all fines, 

suits, claims, demands and actions of any kind or nature of any and all persons 

resulting from or arising from the use of said facilities, equipment, or activity 

participation. It is expressly understood that participation in recreational and athletic 

activities may cause bodily injury, sickness, disease, death, or personal injury, or 

damage and destruction to tangible property, including the loss or use thereof. 

Therefore, any individual or group utilizing Twin Brook facilities for any purpose 

shall save, indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Cumberland, its inhabitants, its 

employees, the Town Council, the Cumberland Recreation Department, and the Twin 

Brook Advisory Committee from and against any and all liabilities, actions, and 

causes of action arising out of or resulting from the performance of any facility use 

permit. 

8. Modifications. The Town of Cumberland reserves the right to waive, 

modify, or institute requirements in addition to those listed herein should it be 

deemed necessary and/or in the best interest of the Town of Cumberland. 

9. Fees. The Cumberland Town Council shall approve a schedule of fees for the 

use of Twin Brook facilities, which schedule shall be subject to ongoing review.

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10. Parking-PARKING PLAN REQUIREMENTS JUNE 2007 

A. Events that anticipate greater tha,i "100" vehicles, ( or over 60% of available 
parking spaces) will need to meet Twin Brook Parking Plan Requirements. 

B. ANY event anticipating bus parking will provide a parking map and enforce "bus 
parking only" area(s). 

C. Overflow Parking Areas will be permitted and designated by the Committee and 
only when appropriate (seasonal- dry ground, etc). 

a. Vehicles will be directed to park in specific parking spaces by parking attendants. 

Attendants will also enforce "No Parking" areas. 

b. One person from organization will be responsible for administration of parking 

plan; will have cell phone number available to EMS dispatch. 

c. Parking attendants will be required to wear reflective orange vest. 

d. Organizations which meet Mass Gathering Permit threshold will also be required 

to hire a Cumberland Police Officer. Police presence will provide support for 

parking attendants. Four parking attendants will also be required for this level of 

event. 

e. Exclusive use of Park and charging a parking fee must be approved by Twin 

Brook Advisory Committee. 

f. Parking Plan and Permit must be completed and signed by the Chief of Police 

prior to the Committees approval of the event. 

11. Miscellaneous. 

a. MSAD 51 and the Cumberland Recreation Department are only expected to 

service their own sanctioned programs. All other users are allowed to utilize the 

Twin Brook facilities at their own risk on an "as is, where is" basis. There should not 

be any expectation from permit users that the facilities will be "set up" for their 

specific use, needs, or situation. If the Cumberland Recreation Department is 

requested by a user to provide a special service or to alter, modify or rearrange a 

Twin Brook facility, above and beyond ordinary maintenance and upkeep, and if the 
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Cumberland Recreation Department is in agreement, the user shall be charged 

accordingly in an amount to be determined by the Cumberland Recreation 

Department. 

b. It is the responsibility of the persons or organizations using the Twin Brook 

facilities to leave them in the same condition in which they were received. If this is 

not done to the satisfaction of the Cumberland Recreation Department, a charge shall 

be levied for any required "clean-up", "pick-up", or "fix-up" costs (including labor) 

in excess of any fees that would otherwise be applicable. A lack of respect and 

responsibility could result in the denial of future permits to the permit applicant or 

group. 

c. It is the responsibility of the persons or organizations using Twin Brook 

facilities to inform all participants of program cancellations if such programs are 

cancelled. 

d. No permitted or walk-in user shall change the appearance, rearrange, or 

attempt to improve any Twin Brook facility without the express consent of the 

Cumberland Recreation Department, which must be obtained in advance and in 

writing. 

e. The Cumberland Recreation Department reserves the right to require 

supervisory personnel to be present during the use of Twin Brook facilities at the 

expense of the individual or group in question. 

f. All individuals or groups using Twin Brook facilities are responsible for the 

preservation of order during all activities and are required to comply with all 

applicable statutes, Town of Cumberland ordinances (including the requirement of 

obtaining a mass gathering permit, if applicable), and regulations, in addition to any 

policies or conditions imposed by the Cumberland Recreation Department. If 

security is deemed to be necessary, arrangement and payment for police services shall 

be the responsibility of the individual or group in question. Proof of police protection 

or private security may be required to receive the initial permit. 

g. The use, consumption or sale of alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or 

illegal drugs at Twin Brook facilities is prohibited. 
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h. Gambling on Twin Brook facilities is prohibited unless allowed as an 

approved, legal, fund raiser (e.g, casino nights, fifty-fifty (50/50) raffles and bingo) 

for school or community boost~r groups. Such activities must be approved by the 

~umberland Recreation Department. 

i. Except as provided below, the use of open flames, charcoal fires, cooking 

fires, candles, or other incendiary devices or special effects is prohibited at the Twin 

Brook Recreation Area. Gas Grills shall be permitted ifl: the Parking area knovm as 

the Bt:1s TumarnUB:d or PMkifl:g 1'\rea 2.

Here's what I have on this item: I spoke w/ Jim Lynch (resident on Blackstrap Rd in Cumberland) 
and followed up on his concerns for signage along this road in Cumberland (it's a state-aid). He 
wanted the Cumberland part of Blackstrap Rd posted at 35 MPH like the Falmouth part is (this 
Falmouth 35 MPH speed zoning is legal and is part ofMDOT's records for the Town of Falmouth). 
The Cumberland part has 40 MPH signs posted from the Falmouth TL heading out to Rt. 100. There 
is no official MDOT record of any speed zoning ever been done on Blackstrap Rd in Cumberland so 
I could not upgrade these 40 MPH signs - default is an unpasted 45 MPH. The 40 MPHs appear to be 
"illegal". I told Mr. Lynch this and I stated that the Town or Police Dept must request the SZ review 
of Blackstrap Rd from MDOT. He said he would take this up with the police (they were out front of 
his house when we talked and he was going to go speak with them). So, as of now, the sign crew has 
a work order for several upgrades in signage along this road in Cumberland, to include new deer 
crossing signs, as well as other curve signs & new TL signs, but no speed zone sign upgrades at this 
time. To date, no request has been given to me nor have I received any call from a town official or 
the police department on the speed zoning request. So, if you get a request from Mr. Shane, can you 
please forward it to me & I'll take care of it. 

Mr. Lynch also has other concerns about heavy trucks and the maintenance of this road (he did 
spoke w/ Tim C. on this)-that's how the info got to me about signage.

Dear Chief Small: 

On the evening of February 21, 2010 I suffered a massive heart attack with a number of 

complications and responding to my situation were Paramedics Ryan Walsh and Sheldon 

Gregoire, EMT Jake Stoddard, and student live-in Sam Hodsdon. Their response time was very 

prompt and Ryan Walsh, after attaching a monitor to me, determined that the situation was far 

worse than I believed it to be at the time. Ryan made the call to Maine Medical Center to have 

personnel activated at the Cath Lab, a very critical decision as it turns out. Because of the 

situation, it was decided that Sheldon Gregoire would also accompany us for the transport, a 

decision that I will be forever grateful for. 

My memory of the events is very limited and I have no recollection of the trip to Maine 

Medical Center but I have been made aware of the extraordinary efforts of Ryan and Sheldon, 

which included over 12 minutes of CPR after my heart stopped several times. I also have been 

advised by the cardiologists at the hospital that if they had not done the things that they did, even 

before we left my residence, that the outcome would more than likely have been very different. 

As you know once we reached the hospital the decision was made to lower my body temperature 

and induce a coma and I remained in that condition for 3 days. The immediate concern once I 

regained consciousness was residual effects, both physical and mental. As it turns out my 

recovery has been rather miraculous and my condition continues to improve every day. 

I truly believe that in order for me to have survived this ordeal, everything had to fall into 

place perfectly, and it did, and I will be forever indebted to the efforts of the personnel working 

that evening. The Town of Cumberland should be very proud of the paramedics working that 

evening as they performed in an extraordinary manner. I know that they will say that they were 

"just doing their job" but they should be very proud of their efforts. I have forwarded a copy of 

this letter to the Town Manager. I will be forever indebted to these people and your department.
