Bottle Club License - Please see Joe's memo; he has stated concerns related to under-age 
drinking at this location. 

Item -3-101- Sprinkler Ordinance 

Dan will present his recommendation to adopt a Fire Protection Ordinance, a/k/a a 
Sprinkler Ordinance. I support his position and hope you will be open-minded with his 
proposal. 

If there is adequate support ( 4 in the affirmative) then we will forward the ordinance to 
the Planning Board for recommendation and ask that it be retuned for our late November 
meeting. At the November meeting, you will then set a Public Hearing date for your first 
December meeting. If the Council approves the ordinance, it will become effective 
immediately, subject of course to a referendum petition for overrule. 

Item -3-102- Contract Zone 

Similar to the above, no draft agreement is in place until after the Planning Board has 
made recommendations to you on this item. If you vote tonight fur this item to move 
forward, the Planning Board will hear a similar presentation and vote up or down if they 
believe a contract zone is appropriate. This is an advisory opinion. We will then schedule 
a public hearing for the formal contract zone agreement and vote. Then it will go back to 
the Planning Board for Site Plan Review.

Item -3-103 

The Town Council has previously adopted the model MMA General Assistance 
Ordinance as the ordinance by which the town will administer our general assistance 
program. The ordinance contains appendixes which identify maximum levels to which 
the town must adhere when granting assistance in the areas of food, housing and utilities. 
The State has recently created new maximum levels based on certain federal statistics and 
is requiring all municipalities operating under the MMA Ordinance to adopt the new 
maximum levels. The order before you simply updates Cumberland's maximum levels to 
be consistent with those established in the recent October, 2003 Appendixes A through C. 



Item- 3-104 

32 Cumberland properties in the Falmouth Country Club are part of the failing septic 
system. The Town of Falmouth agrees to accept these homes and treat them as Falmouth 
residents with no penalty to the Town of Cumberland. This is a good deal for us, as it 
does not count against our flow numbers. This could have added 9,000 gallons per day to 
our flow. 

Item 03-105 

This item gives us control along with Yarmouth over the design and project development 
of the Wharf Road Project on Cousin Island in Yarmouth. The Joint Standing Committee 
is in agreement that this item should move forward and the request by the Town of 
Cumberland with Yarmouth review/approval is appropriate. 

Item 3-106 

Bob Waterhouse's home is technically in the Town's right-of-way. There is very little 
chance that the road will ever be built out to his encroachment, but this item allows him 
to gain title insurance and allows the structure to remain in its existing place. This item 
will authorize the Town Manager to enter into a license agreement with Robert 
Waterhouse to allow his structure to remain in its present location on Range Road.

When 1-95 was built, research showed that for every 
mile stretch of the Interstate that was built, approximately 290 breeding bird pairs were eliminated. One 
bobcat needs approximately 6,000 acres of land to survive. Habitat edge is that area where the fields meet 
the forests or the lakeshore meets the land. 
Mrs. Stockwell presented maps showing areas in Cumberland where certain species of animals have 
habitat.

03-090. To hold a Public Hearing to consider and act on the application by Sunrise Acres 
Farm to the Land For Maine's Future (LMF) Program for the purchase of the 
farm's development rights. 

Mr. Shane presented a PowerPoint presentation. He stated that the Sunrise Acres Farms 
is approximately 150 acres. He presented a map showing what Sunrise Acres Farm would 
look like after being developed into approximately 25-28 lots. 
The preliminary budget for Sunrise Acres Farm in September 200 I is as follows: 

Land For Maine's Future Program: $364,000 
Federal Government: 535,000 
Cumberland Mainland & Island Trust: 100,000 
Town of Cumberland: 150,000 

The appraisal of Sunrise Acres Farm for full development is $3111. Two million dollars would be 
the development rights, one million would be actual assessed value of the farm and everything that 
is on there today. The new budget comes out to be$ l .8111 that would have to be raised through

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federal, local, state and trust funds. The Town 's contribution would be at a cost not to exceed 
$435,600. Town impact on property taxes, if included in the taxes today, if it were paid for all in 
one year, would add 52cents to the existing mil rate of $18.03. Ifit were bonded, the impact on 
the mil rate would be about 5 cents per thousand. Property taxes presently on Sunrise Acres Farm 
are approximately $16,500. 

Public discussion portion was opened at 7:50 pm. 

Peter Bingham of 19 Brook Road stated his support of local farmers. 

Robert Crawford of 163 Range Road stated that the Cumberland Mainland Island Trust sees a 
great opportunity for collaboration between the conservation ofa facet of this town and a con­
servation of conservation resources. 

Stephanie Gilbert from the Farmland Protection Program Manager with the Maine Dept of 
Agriculture stated that Sum·ise Acres Farm has approximately 50 acres of prime farmland and 
farmland of statewide importance, 45 acres of prime farmland or forestland soils, 26 acres in 
pasture, and 35 acres of wetlands. 

John Eldredge of 214 Pleasant Valley Road stated his support of the Town participating in this 
investment. 

Burton Knapp, 34 Arcadian Lane, voiced his support for purchasing the development rights of 
Sunrise Acres Farm. It would be a textbook of conservation of farmland, wildlife. 

Mark Robinson, 388 Main Street, voiced his support of working farms. His concern is what 
happens when Sally Merrill decided to sell the remaining property. He is not interested in tax 
dollars subsidizing a view for a future owner of the prope1ty who doesn't farm. He is interested 
in tax dollars subsidizing the purchase of this property if it remains a working farm. 

Ronald Beyna. 242 Bruce Hill Road stated his support ofopen space. 

Robert Vail, 177 Main Street, stated his support of purchasing the development rights. He felt the 
Town should try to hold onto one of the last remaining working farms in the community. 

Sally Merri II, 42 Wirm Road, owner of Sunrise Acres Farm, stated that this was an opportunity to 
preserve open space, open fields, forest and wildlife habitat. She explained the business plan that 
the farm has had in place for the last tlu·ee years. 
She stated that additional enterprises needed to be added, i.e. solar vegetable gardening, com­
posting, 

Emily Hawkinson, 7 Winn Road, stated her support for preserving the farm. 

Frank Miles, Cape Elizabeth, and President of Maine Farmland Trust, referred to the letter given 
to 

Town Manager Shane and the Town Council voicing his support. He stated his organization's 
readiness to help in any way. 

The public portion was closed at 8:35 pm. 

Councilor Savasuk voiced his opposition to purchasing the development rights to Sunrise 
Acres Farm. He is not against land conservation. He stated reasons for his opposition: 
The Town recently paid $1.2m for the Rines property. a significant amount of property, 

over 200 acres; the Town recently paid $604,000 for-~~iH ~he Stone Wharf 
on Chebeague Island; eighty thousand dollars wasp id to repair roads on Chebeague Island; 
roads on Chebeague Island are impassable and uns e; $300,000 is spent per year on roads 
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on the mainland; $450,000 for the upgrade of the Blanchard Road; renovations to Greely 
High School; the Town pays $700,000 for trash removal to RWS. 

Councilor Damon stated that support a one-time payment but felt conditions should be 
attached; right of first refusal, provision that if the property is not farmed and is owned by 
one owner, that there be more public access. 

Councilor Storey stated that he felt there must be ways for the Town to recoup their 
money. He supports the farm and approves of Sally applying to the Land For Maine's 
Future Program for a grant. He feels, however, that Sally Merrill should make a deal with 
the Town to repay the money back. 

Councilor Kuntz stated he was not in favor. He reiterated Councilor Savasuk's reasons. Residents 
on fixed incomes apply to the town for a tax abatement because they are not able to pay their tax 
bills. Town employees have been told that they are now responsible for paying a portion of their 
health insurance, after they had been given a 2% raise. 

Councilor Moriarty stated that unique opportunities do not always come at a convenient time. 
He appreciated the comments that have been given during the whole process. An oppo1tunity 
like this may not come along again. The Town is being asked to contribute 24% of the$ 1.8 
Million-dollar price. 

Councilor Stiles feels a right to first refusal is a key condition of the purchase. He has some 
conditions that need to be tagged on. Some of the conditions may not be acceptable to Sally 
Merrill. 

Councilor Porter suppo1ts land acquisition and conservation easements. He has zero interest in 
protecting development rights. He is not confident of what will happen after Sally Merrill stops 
working the farm. 

Councilor Moriarty moved that the Town raise an appropriate sum of money not to exceed 
$435,600 to acquire the development rights of Sunrise Acres Farm upon the following condi­
tions, which can only be, satisfied upon the mutual agreement of all concerned which is to say 
Sally and the Town: 

I. The creation of a four -season public access trail connecting the Range Road 
with the power line in the general vicinity of the hidden field, the exact location 
to be determined by the owner, the Town of Cumberland and the Cumber-
land Mainland & Islands Trust. 

2. The grant a right of first refusal by the owner to the Town of Cumberland upon 
such terms and conditions that are acceptable to the parties. 

3. Recognition of the Town of Cumberland as a co-holder of the agricultural 
conservation easement to be executed between the owner and the State 
of Maine Department of Agriculture. 

4. The acceptance of the owner's application to Farms for the Future for 
assistance in the development of a business management plan for Sunrise 
Acres together with a) the actual development of a business management 
plan, b) acceptance by the owner and implementation of the business 
management plan, and c) acceptance by the Town of Cumberland of the 
business management plan.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING 
SEPTEMBER 22, 2003 

Present: Jeffrey Porter, Harland Storey, Donna Damon, Michael Savasuk & Mark Kuntz. 
Absent: Stephen Moriarty & William Stiles. 

Chairman Porter called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm in the Council Chambers at Town Hall. 

I. MANAGER'S REPORT 
Manager Shane reported that he and Finance Director Melody Main made a trip to Standard & 
Poor in Boston for the Town's bond rating for the upcoming bond for the Stone Wharf improve­
ments. Presently the Town is at an AA-, which is excellent. The report is due in two weeks. 

Petitions have been taken out to overturn the action of the Town Council on September 8, 2003 
regarding Sunrise Acres Farm. Petitions are due back by October 8, 2003, with 530 signatures 
of registered voters required. If the signature requirement were met, then it would go to 

referendum. 

Town & Country Credit Union will be present at the October 6, 2003 Town Council meeting. 
They would like to have a branch office in Cumberland. 

The Town Manager's from Freeport, Cumberland, Yarmouth & Falmouth with the Greater 
Portland Council of Governments last week to discuss regional planning and transportation 
issues. Cumberland will be hosting a meeting on November 11, 2003 at Val Halla Golf & 
Recreation Center at 6:30 PM. 

Road construction re: Mill Road not being done this year. Monies will go to Greely Road for 
patching and shimming. 

Cumberland Housing Authority will be meeting on October 7, 2003 to discuss the Senior 
Housing Project on Route I. Goals are to be between $600 - $700 range for rental fees. 

Recycling Committee is moving ahead for alternatives for solid waste and recycling program. 
Cumberland spends approximately $700,000 annually for solid waste programs. In 1990 the 
Town of Cumberland was paying about $25 a ton and now it is in excess of $127 .00 a ton. 

Sprinkler Ordinance: Chief Dan Small will be at the October 6, 2003 Town Council meeting 
to speak about a sprinkler system. 

Public Works Director Adam Ogden will be at the second Town Council meeting in October to 
talk about the new storm water II program and the requirements. He will also be addressing 
road acceptance policies in subdivisions and winter road maintenance on private roads. 

Sewer Ordinance: Changes and updates in November. 

Paving on Chebeague Island is complete. Edges are not completed yet but will be done in the 
next few weeks. 

JI. PUBLIC DISCUSSION

III. LEGISLATION & POLICY 

03-94. To hold a Public Hearing to consider a Consent Agreement with William Simonds, 
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38 Crossing Brook Road, re: setback violation. 
Barbara McPheters, Cumberland Code Enforcement Officer, stated that generally in a 
setback violation issue, she issues a no action letter to the homeowner. In this case, she 
was reluctant to do that and consulted with the Town Attorney, because of the relatively 
small setback in this area, which is set by a contract zone. The property is located at 38 
Crossing Brook Road and the infraction is 1.6' +/-, based on a mortgage survey. 

Councilor Damon inquired as to how this violation came about, why wasn't it picked 
up at an inspection? 

Mrs. McPheters stated that the belief of the property owner when he came in and got a 
building permit for the deck was that the building was set back 12' from the property 
line, based on the previous plot plan. 

Councilor Storey moved to approve the Consent Agreement with William Simonds, 38 
Crossing Brook Road, re: setback violation. 
Seconded by Councilor Savasuk.

03-095. To authorize the Town Manager to accept payment of Foreclosd Taxes on property 
designated as Map 12, Lot 27; and to issue quitclaim deed. 

Manager Shane stated that the property is located on Chebeague Island and is land only. 
It has already gone to foreclosure. The heir has come forward and has paid $2,442.11 
in back taxes and an administrative fee to clear back taxes and interest. 

Councilor Savasuk moved to authorize the Town Manager to accept payment of 
Foreclosed Taxes on property designated as Map 12, Lot 27; and to issue quitclaim 
deed.

I am writing in regards to the upcoming public hearing for a bottle club license for the 
Chebeague Island Hall. It has been our experience in the past and most recently in August 
that individuals renting the hall for parties and other gatherings in which alcohol is 
present are either allowing or ignoring the fact that minors are consuming as well. 
Additionally persons attending a function are consuming alcohol in their vehicles as well 
as using the picnic tables located at Doughty's Market, which is located next to the Island 
Hall. This activity is considered drinking in public. 

Because of the lack of supervision and monitoring of events at the hall by those 
responsible for the facility I am requesting the council place conditions on the permit as 
follows. 

• A person with authority over the use of the hall is present during the entire 
function taking place when consumption of alcohol is permitte-d during the 
particular event. 

OR 

• Persons renting the hall for a function in which alcohol will be permitted during 
the function be required to hire a police officer to prevent the illegal consumption 
of alcohol and to take enforcement action for violations. 

The intent of this request is to reduce the likelihood of violations that could involve 
members of the Island Hall Committee directly, as well as taking a proactive approach in 
our efforts to reduce the occurrence of underage alcohol consumption on Chebeague 
Island.

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Fire Protection Ordinance 

101. TITLE 

This Ordinance shall be known as the "Fire Protection Ordinance of the Town 
of Cumberland, Maine" and shall be referred to herein as the "Ordinance." 

102. LEGAL AUTHORITY 

This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to Home Rule Powers as provided in 
Article VIII-A of the Maine Constitution and Title 30-A, M.R.S.A. Section 
3001. 

103. PURPOSE 

The purpose of this Ordinance is to protect the health, safety and general 
welfare of the residents of Cumberland by establishing fire protection 
measures for residential and commercial occupancies. 

103 .1 To provide for the protection and enhancement of life safety 
against fire and its byproducts to persons occupying new buildings 
in the Town of Cumberland by improving the chances of 
emergency escape. 

103 .2 To ensure for the reasonable protection and safety of firefighters 
against building collapse and other effects of fires. 

103.3 To better facilitate the needs of a volunteer fire department 
response.

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Dry Hydrant: A drafting source for fire department apparatus connected to 
either an underground storage tank or a body of water.

Monitored Fire Alarm System: An approved automatic fire alarm system, 
with battery backup, shall be capable of detecting the presence of elevated 
heat temperatures, smoke conditions or sprinkler system water flow within a 
building and have the capability of calling an approved fire alarm monitoring 
company. The system shall meet all of the requirements as outlined in the 
National Fire Alarm Code. 

Public Water System: Water system maintained by the Portland Water 
District, including water mains and fire hydrants. 

Sprinkler System: An approved automatic fire protection sprinkler system 
shall be capable of immediately supplying water to a fire without human 
intervention. The system shall meet all of the requirements as outlined in the 
applicable National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) Standard. These 
standards shall include NFPA 13, NFPA 13R, or NFPA 13D. The system 
design is required by State Law to be permitted by the State Fire Marshal's 
Office prior to installation.

H. Underdrains shall be laid with perforations down on a minimum six 
(6) inch bed of granular material used for the bed. Granular material 
for bedding and backfill shall be as specified for Type "B" underdrain 
in Section 703.22, Underdrain Backfill Materials, of the "State of 
Maine, Department of Transportation Standard Specifications."

11. All piping and fittings exposed to sunlight shall be primed and 
painted bright red with Scotchlite (or equal) silver reflective paint 
around the hydrant cap, and a three (3) inch band painted 
around the circumference of the riser pipe below the 90 degree 
elbow. 

1 O .5 Approval of Construction 

The fire protection water supply with dry hydrant(s) shall be installed, 
in working order, and approved by the Fire Chief or his designee, 
prior to the issuance of any certificate(s) of occupancy for structures 
served by the system. 

10.6 Maintenance 

It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of the land in which the 
fire pond and/or other facilities are located, whether an individual or 
homeowner's association, to maintain the facilities as necessary, but 
no less than annually, such that they will continue to meet the 
standards contained herein. The Fire Chief shall have the right 
periodically to inspect the facility to ensure proper maintenance. 

1 O. 7 Fire Pond Closure 

If public water service becomes available to the subdivision for 
firefighting purposes and the Fire Chief certifies that the fire pond is 
no longer needed for fire protection, the owner(s) of the land in which 
the fire pond is located shall within one year after such certification 
apply to the Planning Board for permission to fill, grade, and seed the 
pond according to the specification of the Town engineer if the pond 
is to be closed.

SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE AMENDMENT 

The Town of Cumberland hereby ordains that the Subdivision 
Ordinance be amended by re-numbering the current Sections 10 
through 12 to become Sections 11 through 13 respectively and by 
adding a new Section 10 as follows: 

Section 10. Fire Protection Water Supply 

10.1 Intent 

Adequate water supply for fire protection shall be 
provided in any major subdivision where public water is 
not available for this purpose. 

The standards contained herein are m1n1mum standards 
for single family home developments. The Planning Board, 
after review by the Fire Department,. may impose additional 
requirements for projects with multi-family dwellings, 
single family houses separated by less than 100 feet, or 
commercial structures as reasonably necessary for 
firefighting purposes. 

10.2 Fire Protection Water Supply Plan Required 

All major subdivision applications shall contain a 
fire protection water supply plan with profiles designed 
and stamped by a State of Maine registered professional 
engineer. This plan shall show the~Tire pond or existing 
water body, spring, well point, or pumping facility; 
overflow system; security fence; access road; dry 
hydrant(s); associated piping and materials; easements; 
and other elements of the proposed water supply system. 
In addition, the engineer shall provide a written 
narrative describing the materials and methods used in the 
water supply system and supportive documentation for the 
proper sizing of the system shall accompany the plan. 

10.3 Performance Standards 

Adequate fire protection water supply is defined as a 
minimum of both (a) 120,000 gallons of water per 15 single 
family residences in storage or available from an existing 
water body as certified by a registered professional 
engineer, and (b) ability to pump 500 GPM (gallons per 
minute) for a duration of two (2) hours. 

10.4 Design and Construction Standards 

A. Fire Pond 

1. The fire pond shall be designed with a clay 
bottom of two (2) feet thick compacted clay or glacial 
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till and have sides with a 2:1 pitched banking with a 
minimum water depth of ten (10) feet. 

2. The adequate water storage level as defined by 
Section 10.3 shall be maintained at all times by a 
spring, well point, pumping facility, or rain and snow 
run off. 

3. An overflow system shall be installed with proper 
drainage materials and facilities to handle the 
projected overflow. 

4. The fire pond shall be provided with a minimum of 
five (5) foot high chain link security fence with 
Padlocked gateways to prevent unauthorized entrance to 
the facility. Four (4) keys to each locked gate shall 
be provided to the Fire Department. Any landscaping 
around the fence shall be limited in order to ensure 
the visibility of children who may get inside the 
facility. 

B. Access Road and Easement 

1. When conditions are such that a dry hydrant 
cannot be located on a paved roadway due to the 
elevation or other geographic constraints, then an 
access road, built to Town road construction 
specifications, will be provided, with a minimum of 12 
foot travel width and 20 foot easement. The access 
road shall be capable of supporting the weight of Fire 

J-Department apparatus in all seasons and weather 
conditions. 

2. An easement in a form acceptable to the Town 
attorney shall be provided for the access road and for 
inspections and maintenance of the fire pond and or 
other·facilities by Town Personnel. 

c. Dry Hydrants 

1. A minimum of six (6) inch diameter piping and 
fittings shall be utilized throughout. 

2. Piping and fittings shall be a minimum of 
schedule 40 rating. The steamer hose connection shall 
be bronze with a 4 1/2 inch National Standard Thread 
(NST). 

3. The riser Piping and 90 degree elbows shall be 
schedule 40 steel. 

4. The piping from the suction screen to the 90 
degree elbow below ground shall be schedule 40 PVC 
pipe capped off at the screen end. 
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5. All PVC pipe connections shall be cleaned and 
solvent cemented so as to provide airtight connections. 

6. The 90 degree elbow below ground shall be 
provided with six (6) feet of cover over the elbow, 
and shall be secured by butting against a properly 
sized poured concrete thrust block prior to 
backfilling. 

7. The maximum amount of lift permitted shall be 
fifteen (15) feet, as measured from the surface of the 
water to the center of the suction inlet of a pumper 
at draft at the dry hydrant. 

8. The riser piping shall be exposed above ground 
level, twenty-four (24) inches as measured from the 
center of the hydrant opening to the grade level of 
the fire apparatus position. 

9. The suction screen shall have a strainer area of 
125 square inches and a total length of approximately 
40 inches and shall be an approved U.S. Department of 
Agriculture suction screen, or a screen formed in the 
end of the PVC pipe by drilling 1,140 holes, 3/8 inch 
diameter spaced 1/2 inch apart along the piping, 
leaving a four (4) inch wide strip along the top of 
the pipe that is not drilled. The suction screen 
shall be raised off the bottom of any fire pond 
twenty-four (24) inches, and shall be twenty-four (24} 
inches from any sides of the fire pond. The screen 
shall be covered with twelve (12) inches of crushed 
stone to prevent siltJ~nd aquatic growth from clogging 
the strainer. 

Strainers in storage tanks shall be raised off 
the bottom of the tanks by five (5) inches, and shall 
be designed to only draft from the sides of the 
strainer. 

10. The dry hydrant riser pipe at ground level shall 
be secured in position by Pouring a concrete pad 
measuring 24" x 24" x 10" deep with the riser pipe 
centered in the Pad. 

11. All piping and fittings exposed to sunlight shall 
be primed and painted bright red with Scotchlite (or 
equal) silver reflective paint around the hydrant cap, 
and a three (3) inch band painted around the 
circumference of the riser pipe below the 90 degree 
elbow. 

10.5 Approval of Construction 

The fire protection water supply with dry 
hydrant(s) shall be installed, in working order, and 
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approved by the Fire Chief or his designee, prior to 
the issuance of any certificate(s) of occupancy for 
structures served by the system. 

10.6 Maintenance 

It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of 
the land in which the fire pond and/or other 
facilities are located, whether an individual or 
homeowner's association, to maintain the facilities as 
necessary, but no less than annually, such that they 
will continue to meet the standards contained herein. 
The Fire Chief shall have the right periodically to 
inspect the facility to ensure proper maintenance. 

10.7 Fire Pond Closure 

If public water service becomes available to the 
subdivision for firefighting purposes and the Fire 
Chief certifies that the fire pond is no longer needed 
for fire protection, the owner(s) of the land in which 
the fire pond is located shall within one year after 
such certification apply to the Planning Board for 
permission to fill, grade, and seed the pond according 
to the specifications of the Town engineer if the pond 
is to be closed.

To Members of the Cumberland Town Council-

l write regarding the proposed use of the existing commercial property at 342 Main Street 
by a Credit Union. 

My wife Linda has you written independently concerning this, but in discussing it with her, 
I do have a couple of additional concerns that I would like to voice to you. 

Linda and I do live directly across the street from the entrance to the parking lot at 342 
Main Street, and yes, lights do shine into our windows. We do hear vehicles in that parking 
lot at night, whether they were couriers picking up specimens to be tested, or CPD patrols 
doing building checks or watching traffic. But unlike many of our neighbors, we bought our 
home knowing there was a commercial building there. 

I continue to be in favor of having selected businesses integrated into the center, but like 
many others do not want Main Street to mirror Yarmouth's or Falmouth's Route 1 corridor. 
Given the reality of there being some commercial use of that building, I am encouraged by 
the prospect of it being used by a Credit Union. Pejorative or not, I would rather have a 
financial institution across the street rather than a video store, or dry cleaners. 

I do, however, hear our neighbor Mary Edwards and her very real concerns. I think they 
need not only to be heard ,but also to be addressed. When the Pauldings owned both 
properties, it was natural and convenient for the two to be blended. The Pauldings 
'commuted' back and forth, and employees and patients parked in the yard when the 
Health Center parking lot was crowded. Any boundary was blurred. 

This blurring of boundaries is no longer appropriate and I would support as part of any site 
use approval that, if requested by Ms. Edwards, a suitable buffer be established to 
separate and shield the Edwards residence from the parking lot of any commercial usage of 
342 Main Street. 

Likewise, I would be opposed to any substantive reduction of the buffer between 342 Main 
Street and the Porch's property next door, or any abutters behind the property. 

My final concern, is that Cumberland and/or the state expended both planning effort and 
funds in assuring that Main Street would remain a tree lined street. Trees were carefully, if 
not well, planted at the time of Route 9's reconstruction. This adds a lot of the village 
character, charm and property value, which we all benefit from and enjoy. I am strongly 
opposed to any plan and for any use of 342 Main Street, that would entail or permit 
removal of any trees from along the street.

I'm writing in connection with the proposed usage of the property at 342 Main Street. 

KC and I reside at 341 Main Street, directly across from what was the Health Center and 
is now the proposed credit union. When we bought our house 14 years ago, the Health 
Center was there. Since a business has been there, I find it hard to argue that a business 
shouldn't be there. In fact, I like the idea of a mixed-use neighborhood. And financial 
institution would be a good fit for the property. 

My concern lies with the 24 hour A TM. I honestly don't think that there will be a lot of 
middle-of-the-night usage. I see most use of a credit union being dming the commute 
hours, and perhaps on weekends. But 24-hour A TM access would necessitate adequate 
parking lot lighting all night long to ensure the comfo11 and safety of the customers. And 
any cars coming out of the parking lot shine their lights directly into the front of our 
house - the living room downstairs and the bedroom upstairs. 

I would prefer compromise. If the Credit Union does get to use the building, I would like 
to see the ATM access limited to certain hours. 7 am to 9 orl 1pm, for instance. With the 
parking lot lighting reduced after hours. And on this I feel very strongly. I feel all-night 
access would be detrimental to the character of the neighborhood and against the intent of 
the good planning that's in place. 

I respect and value my neighbors. I feel that they have valid concerns of their own I 
don't want to stand up and publicly disagree with them. So I'm writing this letter.

I attached a summary document of the branch location study performed by Critical 
Insights in June 2002. The study was conducted with initial considerations given to 
specific locations that would serve members in the Greater Portland Area. Town & 
Country was interested in assessing consumer perceptions of each of the sites being 
considered. The objectives sought to examine in all of the areas studied the resident's 
favorability for a location, perceptions of the convenience of that location, and the degree 
to which they visit the area where the branch would be located. Other objectives of the 
study included, awareness and favorability toward selected institutions, financial 
relationships, receptivity to change, image, and many other areas. 

The method in ~f;ich the study was conducted was by telephone interviews lasting 
approximately IO minutes in length. Sample selection was accomplished through 
randomly selecting respondents from geographical lists provided by Genesys Sampling. 
A radius tract-based sampling was employed for each the considered locations. One 
hundred interviews were conducted in Cumberland of residents living within two miles of 
the location in consideration. That location was: Cumberland: in Cumberland Center 
area at the intersection of Tuttle Road, Route 9, Main Street, and Blanchard Road. 

69 % of the Cumberland respondents reported the location as "very convenient". 
72% of the residents responding visit or pass by this location five or more days per week 
with 55% seven days a week. Please see the attached summary document for the exact 
wording of the questions and detail on how the survey was conducted.

Dear Friends and Neighbors, 

You may have recently received a letter from the Town of Cumberland in which you were 
notified that the Town would consider allowing an alternative use for the Bowdoin Medical 
Center at 342 Main Street. Some years ago the 'medical center' was allowed a 'special 
exception' to the enacted zoning laws as an 'in home' occupation. At the time the exception 
was granted the owner of the property was told in no uncertain terms that this would be the 
only use allowed for the property. The owner was more than grateful for the exception and 
gladly agreed to the terms and conditions of its granting. 

The current use for which the 'medical center' is being considered is that of a branch for the 
Town and Country Federal Credit Union. You may or may not agree that we need a 'bank' in 
Cumberland but you are probably aware that the current zoning (Medium Density 
Residential) does not condone that use. Since there are areas in the community which are 
currently zoned for commercial use, and the prospective use is prohibited, we would ask the 
Town Council to deny Town and Country's application for a contract zone and require that 
they maintain the integrity of our legally enacted zoning statutes. 

As members of the community we would ask you to attend the Council Meeting scheduled 
for 7 PM on Monday, October 6th at the Cumberland Town Hall on Tuttle Road to show 
your support for keeping Main Street as a residential neighborhood. There is strength in 
numbers. 

If the Council were to allow such a commercial use we would argue that it would be the 
beginning of the end for a unique neighborhood. There are few, if any, Main Streets in 
southern Maine which are as attractive as ours (morning traffic notwithstanding). You need 
not travel far to see the implications of commercial invasion. Yarmouth, Falmouth, Freeport, 
Gray, Windham and others have all suffered under the. guise of proffering commerci~l . 
services to the citizenry. To allow the commercialization of Main Street would devalue the 
properties thereon and deny those taxpayers, who have worked so hard and invested so much, 
the promise of protection, offered by our Medium Residential Zoning Laws. 

Town and Country will argue that their studies show a 'need' for banking services in the 
community. That may be so ... but when queried on their studies they were not very 
forthcoming. In the obfuscation of statistics it's not so much what you ask as how you ask it. 
If you were to ask the question 'Would you like to have banking services in Cumberland?' 
we believe most people would answer in the affirmative. If however, you were to ask 'how 
would you like a well lit, 24-hour access A TM in an unspecified residential neighborhood in 
Cumberland?' or 'how would you like a bank in your neighborhood?' we would argue that 
the positive responses would be negligible. Harry Truman was right..."there are lies, there are 
damned lies, and then there are statistics!" 

Town and Country also tells us that because they respect our zoning laws they won't be 
putting in a drive through teller. How considerate! Actually, we would argue from experience 
that there is not enough room on the property to install a drive through. In fact when we 



questioned the officers of Town and Country as to their respect for some of our zoning laws 
and disrespect for others they were speechless. When offered the possibility of using a 
property south of the center of town, the officers of Town and Country felt it was not nearly 
as attractive as the neighborhood's center. In other words, one might argue, they would 
prefer to prey on the hard work and diligence of our neighbors who maintain their property 
rather than improve an undervalued neighborhood. If they were indeed intent on being 'good 
neighbors' they might consider improving parts of the community that clearly need it instead 
of devaluing parts that don't. 

Look at the houses on Main Street. To the last one they are well cared for and maintained. 
Ask yourself 'how would I enjoy listening to car doors slamming, radios blaring, tires 
squealing and dogs barking at suspected invaders at all hours of the night and day?' That is 
what is in store for the residents of the neighborhood we call Main Street if we let this 
camel's head under the tent. 

Please join us and just say NO!

Thank you for your e-mail regarding the question of non-conforming uses. Nadeen 
Daniels and Barbara McPheters have forwarded me materials in regard to the specific issue. The 
quelltion acnially is twofold. Initially, assuming something is a non-conforming use, i.e., it 
predated zoning, and was a use not pemiitted \lnder current zoning, I would agree with the 
analysis that a grandfathered use may continue so long as it has not been abandoned (not used for 
the non-confom1ing purpose for one year per Sec. 501.3) and may change, over time, so long as 
the new commercial use is no more intensive and is not expanded either physically or as to the 
use itself, except as pennitted in the Town Zoning Ordinance at Section 501. 

The second question, however, and the one that may be relevant to the credit union issue, 
relates to a use that was pennitted as a special exception under the zoning ordinance and now 
wishes to morph into something that is not pennitted. My understanding from the historic 
materials that were sent to me is that the doctor's office actually was approved as a special 
exception in April of 1981 and that the Board of Appeals later confinned its conclusion that this 
use was limited to medical professionals. That being the case, we are not dealing with a 
grandfathered use since it was actually a permitted use under the oi:dinance and therefore the 
rights attached to the site are only those rights that relate directly to an authorized used within the 
ordinance. Therefore, to the extent that banking and/or credit union offices are not permitted 
under lhe existing ordinance, ·they are not allowable since they cannot be construed as an 
expansion of a nonconforming use, but rather must fall within the terms of the permitted use 
under the ordinance. In other words, no grandfathered stall\s was obtained because the site itself 
was always in confonnance with the ordinance and therefore cannot now become out of 
conformance absent a contract zone or an ac1ual zone change approved by the Town Council.

Historical Uses on Main Street 

You asked that I provide a listing of historical, non-residential uses along Main Street. I have used two 
sources of information. The first is a map dated 1884, which shows two stores on Main Street. One was 
located next to the Greely Institute (the Thomas and Blanchard store) and the other was located in what 
appears to be the vicinity of the Prince Memorial Library (the Mrs. MJ Menill store.) 

I also contacted the Cumberland Historical Society. Hope and Herb Foster provided a list of businesses 
that were present in 1900's. They included the following: 

• Store and post office (277 Main St.) 

• Brown's Texaco (still the Texaco station) 

• Black Smith Shop (next to the church) 

• Osgood's Butcher shop, meat store then grocery store (where the Food Stop is now) 

• Chase's Greenhouse (same location as now) 

• Poultry processing plant (in the 1940's, located across from high school) 

• Stockholm's Ice Cream Parlor (in the 50's-60's, located where the Stockholm farmhouse is 
currently) 

• Tea room, Dr. Hansen's home, medical building (in the 30's, this was all in the house 
before Dr. Paulding's---his former residence) 

• TV Repair and retail (50's-60's, near Dr. Partyka's old office) 

• Pharmacy (went in after the TV repair shop closed) 

• Dentists (Dr. Partyka and Dr. Frost) 

• Verrill's Turkey Farm (one right before Greely, in the 50's, before that was a horse farm) 

• Arno Chases Greenhouse (next to fire station fronting on Main St.) 

• Wells and Farwell Realtors 

• Merrill's Real Estate (across from church) 

• Bed and Breakfast (Lalumiere's) 

• Bank (same building as Partyka's, in the 70's)

Thank you for meeting with Dave Libby and myself. As you know, Town & Country is 
interested in developing an office in Cumberland. In 2002 Critical Insights surveyed 100 families 
in Cumberland regarding locating a Town & Country office in town. An overwhelming majority 
of respondents indicated they would be very happy to have a Town & Country office in your 
town. 

The reason I am writing today is to enlist your help in trying to determine if it would be possible, 
or even feasible, to pursue a change in the zoning rules to allow us to open a branch on Main 
Street in Cumberland. From our discussions you mentioned that you recalled a bank branch 
being located on Main Street in Cumberland some years ago. Apparently that type of business is 
no longer permitted within the Main Street area. Specifically, Town & Country would like to 
locate a branch at 342 Main Street, the site currently occupied by the Bowdoin Medical Group. 
The medical practice is relocating to a site in Portland. The 342 Main Street site is located within 
the medium density residential (MOR) zone. The current owner (Dr. Stephen Paulding) applied 
for and received various permits to build a medical office in the 80's. 

0!1 Tul;;'~d?.y M;:irr.h ?5 th we met with Barbara McPheters, Cumberland code enforcement officer, 
to review the current zoning for this si·le. She recommended a visit to the planning office and 
perhaps applying for a "contract zone" or a change to the town ordinance regarding permitted 
uses. 

At this time we have no blue prints developed for the site, but we would not expand the paved 
parking area of the current site or reduce the overall level of vegetation. We would make 
substantial improvements to the office to allow for a retail banking use. We would be very open 
to working with the town planning officer on any site plans and/or building plans that make 
sense to the town and to the residents of Cumberland. As far as site and street traffic is 
concerned, we feel that our traffic flow and customer parking would be very similar to the 
current use.

You will be receiving additional information this week in your packets regarding this topic. Here is a brief synopsis 
of the History of the property from Barbara McPheters: 

Dr. Stephen B. Paulding received special exception approval from the Board of Adjustment and Appeals 
on April 23, 1981 to construct a professional medical building. The site plan submitted with the 
application shows the existing residence, attached office and patient parking area. It also shows the 
proposed new office, future expansion and new patient parking area. 

The special exception approval was amended on August 19, 1982 "with the following restrictions: That 
the plans, existing 08/19/82, be completely reversed so that the parking area is located on the northwest 
side, between the Paulding residence and the medical building, and that the existing growth on the north 
side be maintained in existing form, and with recommendation that the back buffer not be changed." 

On June 5, 1986, the Board of Adjustment and Appeals "found that the current use of the building located 
at 342 Main Street is limited to medical professionals ... " with the finding that Dr. Paulding had the right to 
apply for a new special exception that would comply with the zoning ordinance. 

The Board of Adjustment and Appeals issued an interpretation on March 14, 1996 that the Paulding 
property "had been functionally divided into two grandfathered lots". The enabled the split and sale of 
the residence from the medical office building lot. 

I find no evidence that the August 1975 ordinance as amended required Planning Board site plan review 
for a professional medical building in 1981 or that Planning Board review was conducted. 

I realize that this seems like a lengthy answer to a simple question but I knew that this research could be 
pertinent to the continued discussion relating to the property.

official "town" meeting on the proposal. The I own Council will hear public comments on 
the proposal and decide that evening whether w refer it on to the Planning Board for their 
consideration and approval. After this step, the Councii will again hold a public hearing 
before taking action to grant or deny the contract zone. The proposal could be g:jected 
either at the first or second Town Council meeting. If it is rejected by the Council at the 
first meeting on October 6th, then that is the end of the matter and the Planning Board will 
not be asked to weigh in. 

It is the right of the applicant to pursue the option of contract zoning for this use. The 
Town Council is the decision-making body that will determine if it is the best interests of 
the Town to grant the contract zone. In granting such a request, the Council needs to 
determine if there is a public interest being served by the proposal. 

Residents have a number of ways in which to express their opinion to Town Council 
members. On the reverse side of this letter is the list of Town Counselors and their phone 
numbers, email and home addresses.

Based on the e-mails that you and Carla have forwarded to me in regard to the possible 
conflict of interest of one of the Planning Board members relating to a matter before the Board at 
this time, I would offer the following advice. 

As I understand it, the Board is considering a site plan on Main Street and the Planning 
Board member has indicated to the applicant that if, for whatever reason, the Main Street site did 
not work out, he owned other property that might be appropriate for the applicant. The mere 
offer of this property to the applicant absent any contract or negotiations is not sufficient to 
create an actual conflict of interest. However, so that there will not even be the appearance of a 
conflict of interest, my advice is that the individual board member should disclose this contact on 
the public record and clearly state that the possibility of such a negotiation has not in any way 
affected his judgment on the matter before him and that he can impartially review the application 
and render an unbiased decision. Once he has made that disclosure and statement, the remaining 
members of the Board who themselves are not, for whatever reason, recused should indicate their 
acceptance, assuming they do accept, of this explanation. 

I hope this answers the question before you. As we discussed on the phone, the 
incidental contact involved is not sufficient to create a pecuniary interest on the part of the 
particular board member, however, so that there would be no ambiguity in that regard it is best to 
disclose it and have the remaining board members act on the disclosure.

I attached a summary document of the branch location study performed by Critical 
Insights in June 2002. The study was conducted with initial considerations given to 
specific locations that would serve members in the Greater Portland Area. Town & 
Country was interested in assessing consumer perceptions of each of the sites being 
considered. The objectives sought to examine in all of the areas studied the resident's 
favorability for a location, perceptions of the convenience of that location, and the degree 
to which they visit the area where the branch would be located. Other objectives of the 
study included, awareness and favorability toward selected institutions, financial 
relationships, receptivity to change, image, and many other areas. 

The method in which the study was conducted was by telephone interviews lasting 
approximately 10 minutes in length. Sample selection was accomplished through 
randomly selecting respondents from geographical lists provided by Genesys Sampling. 
A radius tract-based sampling was employed for each the considered locations. One 
hundred interviews were conducted in Cumberland of residents living within two miles of 
the location in consideration. That location was: Cumberland: in Cumberland Center 
area at the intersection of Tuttle Road, Route 9, Main Street, and Blanchard Road. 

69 % of the Cumberland respondents reported the location as "very convenient". 
72% of the residents responding visit or pass by this location five or more days per week 
with 55% seven days a week. Please see the attached summary document for the exact 
wording of the questions and detail on how the survey was conducted.

Cumberland Center Results on a scale of "I not at all likely" to "5 very likely": 
(mean 3.2, 50% "likely or very likely"). 
50% of the respondents were most receptive to doing business with a credit union. 

Question: 
How convenient a location is that area for a credit union branch? 
Cumberland Center Results on a scale of" 1 not at all likely" to "5 very likely": 
(mean 4.2, 69% "very convenient"). 
69% of the respondents perceived that area as "very convenient" 

Question: 
Thinking about the location in that area, on how many days do you visit or pass by this 
location? 
Cumberland Center Results: (mean 5.8, 55% visit or pass by daily-seven days a week). 
72% reported five or more days per week.

Municipalities do have to insert individual locality maximums from Appendix A and C onto the 
summary sheet where indicated in order to complete the information. The "summary" does not 
have to be adopted, as it is not an Appendix but a tool for municipal officials administering GA. 

• "GA maximums adoption form" which was developed so that municipalities could easily send 
DHS proof of GA maximums adoption. Once the selectpersons adopt the new maximums, the 
enclosed form should be signed and submitted to DHS in the return addressed envelope provided 
with this packet (see "Filing of GA Ordinance and/or Appendixes" below for further 
information). 

• Federal Fair Market Rents (FMR) rates 

The following is a synopsis of the information contained in the Appendixes-addressing some of the 
more notable changes and generally describing the process of ordinance adoption and amendments (i.e., 
revising Appendixes). 

_Appendixes A, B & C 

The enclosed Appendixes A, B and C have been revised for your municipality's General Assistance 
Ordinance. If your municipality has adopted the MMA sample GA ordinance (1998 is the last revision 
date) and/or last year's maximums, these new Appendixes, once adopted, should replace the existing 
Appendixes dated October I, 2002-October 1, 2003. The various maximum levels of General 
Assistance that are controlled by these values are established as a matter of law or regulation based on 
certain federal values that are made effective on the first day of October each year. 

Even if you have already adopted MMA's model General Assistance Ordinance, the municipal officers 
must anprove/adopt the new Appendixes )'.early-this holds true even though older versions of the 
MMA model ordinance direct towns to insert the Appendixes at designated places. This replacement 
assumes prior adoption.

A1mendix A 

Appendix A is a listing of the overall maximum levels of assistance pertaining to all municipalities in 
Maine. These new overall maximum levels of assistance have been calculated on the basis of the 2003-
2004 HUD Fair Market Rent (FMR) values that will become effective on October 1, 2003. These 
maximum levels of assistance are established by Maine General Assistance law (22 MRSA (4305(3-B)) 
and cannot be altered by action of the municipal officers. 

Unlike last year, only a negligible change occurred with Appendix A numbers this period. This year the 
overall maximum levels of assistance have increased an average of $11.80 (per household) statewide. 
The largest increase (as per the norm) occurred in York SMSA where an average increase of $48 was 
noted. Most locations saw no more than a $9-$10 increase in the overall maximums per household. 

AJl.Pendix B 

Appendix B is a listing of the maximum levels of assistance for food. These maximum levels are the 
same as the USDA 2003-2004 Thrifty Food Plan, which are presumed to be reasonable by regulation of 
the Department of Human Services (DHS). If the municipal officers wish to amend these maximum 
levels of food assistance, a local survey must be developed and provided to DHS to justify the proposed 
alterations. 

Appendix C 

Appendix C is a listing of the maximum levels of assistance for housing (both heated and unheated). 
These maximum levels were developed by MMA using 2003-2004 HUD Fair Market Rent values that 
include utility costs. Because the FMR numbers include utility and heating costs, the applicable average 
utility and heating allowances, as developed by the Maine State Housing Authority (MSHA), are 
"backed out" or subtracted from the FMR in order to obtain a pure "housing" cost. 

In view of the fact that the FMR's showed only modest increases from last year, the FMR increases 
were generally insufficient to offset last year's high utility and heating averages. As a result, most 
locations exhibited small decreases in housing maximums, which is not consistent with housing cost 
trends. It is for this reason that in most locations, housing maximums were kept constant-unchanged 
from last year's maximums. 

As an aside, the Maine Legislature has put together a committee that is currently reviewing the 
feasibility of the GA maximums. Perhaps by this time next year, with the advise of this committee, we 
will have new methodology to help generate housing figures which are more consistent with actual 
costs. 

For the time being, what should your municipality do if the housing maximums contained in this 
packet are unreasonably low (or high) given the rental rates in your area? First, the preferred 
option is to conduct a local rental survey. A local rental survey can be developed fairly easily, and 
municipalities should explore this option by contacting DHS for guidance on conducting such a survey. 

Another option--is to forgo adopting housing maximums (the law does not actually require housing 
maximums-the other two maximums are required however). If you are a municipality that has to 
perform "emergency analysis" each and every time an applicant requests housing assistance and you are 
not planning to perform a market survey (although you probably should), then perhaps working without 
housing maximums is an option. 

Emergency analysis should be an exception, not the rule. If it has become the "rule" in your

Dear Board Members: 

On behalf of the Falmouth-on-the-Green Homeowners Association we respectfully 
request your approval of this application to amend the Subdivision and Site Plan Review 
approval for the Falmouth Country Club and related residential development to permit 
extension and connection to the Town of Falmouth municipal sewerage system. 

Background 

The Planning Board granted final Subdivision and Site Plan Review approval for the 
Falmouth Country Club development on November 12, 1986. Approvals included 
construction of an eighteen hole golf club with clubhouse and amenities surrounded by 
122 clustered lots for si~gle family homes. Sewage disposal for the individual lots was 
provided by means of a gravity collection system, pump statro-ns with force mains, and a 
large concrete chamber type absorption bed situated in the vicinity of the eighteenth tee 
complex at the corner of Inverness D1ive and Winn Road. 

Over the years, the Homeowners Association (FOG) which owns the system has 
encountered problems with maintaining the absorption bed in a healthful working 
condition. Effluent ponding on top of the system and side slope "breakout" have been 
indications the of the system being overburdened by the volume of effluent being 
pumped into it. More recently FOG has tried to conect the problem by expanding the 
absorption area of the bed and by installing an aeration pre-treatment system for more 
efficient treatment. These improvements along with periodic septic tank pumping have 
proved to be inadequate solutions to the problem. 

Seeking a permanent solution to the problem, FOG asked the town to assess the 
feasibility of extending the existing sanitary sewer out Winn Road to service the 
Falmouth Country Club. In the fall of 2000, the Town Engineer contracted with Millett 
Associates to study the feasibility of extending the sewer. The "West Falmouth Sewer 
Extension - Country Club Connection" study report was produced. The most recent 
update of this study compares the feasibility of the Winn Road extension versus an 
extension over Woodville Road.

This summer FOG asked the Town Council to select and approve an alignment for 
constmction, which would be financed by the FOG Homeowners Association. On 
August 25, 2003, the Town Council approved the Winn Road sewer extension routing by 
6-1 vote reading: "To approve the Winn Road sewer extension route with a resolution 
stating that it is the Council's intent not to allow any new subdivisions or developments to 
connect to the sewer extension until after the FLUP (Future Land Use Plan) is either 
approved or not approved." 

Proposed Improvement 

Following up on the Council's affirmative vote, Falmouth on-the-Green engaged the 
services of the Town's civil infrastructure consultant, Millett Associates, to complete 
detailed design and constmction plans for the sewer extension. Plans are to extend the 
existing gravity sewer in Winn Road approximately 2200 l.f. at which point a 6 in. force 
main will be installed approximately 5000 l.f. to the existing sewage pump station at the 
intersection of Baltusrol and Inverness Roads. By converting a holding tank at the head 
of the existing absorption bed to a pump station all effluent from the three (3) other 
existing pump stations will be collected and pumped to the Baltusrol-Invemess station. 
All the sewage pump stations will be evaluated and upgraded with pumps, motors, 
telemetering, etc., as necessary, to meet Town standards. Also, the condition of existing 
piping will be assessed to identify breaks, leaks, infiltration, etc. so it can be repaired. 
Upon completion of the sewer extension and related upgrades to the satisfaction of the 
Town Engineer and Sewer Department, ownership and maintenance of the sewerage 
system with appropriate easements will be transfen-ed to the Town.

Council Chairman Jeff Porter, Vice Chairman Bill Stiles, and I had a conference call this morning with Town Attorney 
Ken Cole. The meeting focused on the issued raised by the neighborhood regarding the status of the Town Road and the 
discontinuance of the Roadway. 

I have attached a copy of a legal memo the Town had prepared twenty years ago regarding the former Abbott Road now 
known as Bruce Hill Road Ext. The memo clearly supports the Town's position and our attorney's position, that this has 
been a private roadway and, fu1thermore, the 1995 acceptance of the paved portion of the roadway identifies only that 
paved section. Because the unpaved extension was never a Town Road, we had no right to discontinue it. The confusion 
related to the County action is addressed in the memo. 

I need to stress that the Town Council and my office has worked on this issue for several months, and this item has been 
discussed at several Council meetings publicly as well as in several of my reports to the Town Council. Councilors Stiles 
and Porter have been advised and have raised many of the same questions the neighborhood had relating to the road 
status. Although the documentation appears to be contradictory at best, we strongly believe and can defend that the 
po1tion of the roadway beyond the pavement on Bruce Hill Road Extension is private and therefore the remaining issues 
are strictly between Landowners. Our Town Attorney advised me that if the Town issued a Stop Work Order on the 
project we then imply ownership over the roadway, and the abutting landowners would lose their civil rights to defend 
their properties. 

We have worked diligently on this issue and have tried to be understanding and compassionate about your concerns. We 
will monitor the situation and try to provide you with any additional information that becomes available. Both Councilors 
Stiles and Porter reaffirmed their commitment to meet with the neighbors to discuss the issues fmther. Please contact me 
if you wish to set-up such a meeting.

As you are aware, Scott Verrill commenced road construction Wednesday morning despite the protestations of 
the abutting landowners and town officials. 

The Orsers have filed a lawsuit and are seeking a Temporary Restraining Order. Their attorney was scheduled to 
meet with a judge on the TRO at 1: 15 pm today. The Town has asked its attorney, Ken Cole, to attend the 
meeting to provide helpful information to the judge. Sid Stratton, the other abutting landowner, also is opposing 
the actions of Mr. Verrill. 

The Town's attorney has advised the Town Manager and Council that the Town is not the owner of the road and it 
should not in any way act as an owner. Otherwise, he believes that such action could interfere with the rights of 
the abutting landowners. 

Bill Shane, the Town Manager, has been working many hours on this issue, and using the services of the Town's 
attorney extensively. The Manager met this morning with Bill Stiles, Council Vice- Chair and Jeff Porter, Council 
Chair, for approximately 2 hours to discuss the current situation. Ken Cole participated in the meeting by phone. 
Afterwards, Mr. Shane sent out a letter to the residents of this road to inform them of their legal stance. If you do 
not yet have one, send an email to bshane@cumberlandmaine.com and I am sure he will forward a copy to you 
promptly. Mr. Shane anticipates being on-site Friday morning and will monitor the physical activity closely. 

Mr. Shane mentioned to me that parking a vehicle (i.e., leaving it unattended) on the pavement of the improved 
road is not permitted. I am aware, however, that the Orsers and Mr. Stratton do not object to anyone parking a 
vehicle on their part of the former road. If anyone attempts to move someone else's vehicle without permission, 
they would be violating your rights and would be accountable for their actions. 

Hopefully, the legal issues will start to be resolved shortly.

REPORT FOR SEPTEMBER, 2003

The Cumberland Fire Department responded to 48 emergency incidents during the month of 
September 2003. Mutual Aid was given three times, and received two times. 

A motor vehicle crash occurred on September 3rd. The early evening accident occurred on Main 
Street in the area of the Library, disrupting traffic until the scene could be secured. The single-vehicle 
accident involved a CMP pole and brought down power lines. The single occupant of the vehicle was 
removed from the vehicle after power was disconnected from the downed lines, and was treated and released 
by the Rescue Department. 

The Department responded to provide mutual aid to the Town of Freeport for a structure fire in their 
community on September 20th

. One Engine and the Ladder provided coverage. 

The Department responded to a motor vehicle crash on September 26th
. This accident also involved a 

CMP pole. The occupants of the vehicle were treated and released by Rescue Department personnel on 
scene. Blanchard Road was shut down for several hours until the pole, that was nearly broken in two, could 
be replaced due to the life-safety hazard. 

Two department members have recently been promoted. Mark Stewart was promoted to Fire Captain 
on Ladder Company 7, Mark has been a member of the department since 1990 and most recently served as 
Fire Lieutenant on Engine Company 1. Adam Dews was promoted to Fire Lieutenant on Engine 1, Adam 
has been a member of the department since 1995 and was most recently assigned to Engine 1 as a 
Firefighter. Both of these individuals bring experience and professionalism with them to their positions, we 
congratulate them on their promotions. 

The Department provided fire suppression coverage at the Cumberland Fair tlu-oughout the last week 
of September. A fair response vehicle, Engine 17, was put into service for the week and responded to all fire 
and EMS emergencies on the fairgrounds. This vehicle assists the Fire and Rescue Departments move 
personnel and patients throughout the grounds, and expedites transport. The vehicle utilized for Engine 17 is 
provided to us by Reynolds Motor Sports in Gorham. The Technical Rescue Team also provided an 
extrication demonstration on the opening day of the Fair. 

The Fire Department is in the process of planning for Fire Prevention Week Activities during the week of 
October 5th

. Department perso1rnel will be visiting classrooms and providing tours of the Station throughout 
the week. The final event of Fire Prevention Week is the Open House, which will be held on Saturday 
October 11th from IO am to 1 pm at Fire Headquarters on Tuttle Road. The Fire Prevention Division would 
like to take a moment to remind everyone to change their smoke detector batteries when the clocks change, 
and to have fire extinguishers and escape plans in place in their homes in the event of an emergency.

Justice Robert Crowley conducted a meeting this afternoon related to the case and request for TRO. Michael 
Traister represented the Orsers and Jeff Peters represented Susan Chase. Jeff was not yet familiar with the facts 
or legal issues. Ken Cole attended as an observer. 

According to Michael, J. Crowley is heavily biased towards the mediation process and does not favor TROs in 
general. So he ordered the two parties to move to a conference room to see if a resolution of the dispute could be 
achieved today. The meeting was not a long one. For several reasons, a resolution was not possible. Ken Cole 
excused himself from this activity. 

Afterwards, the judge scheduled a hearing on the TRO for Monday. Since this case primarily is about legal issues 
rather than dispute over the facts, there will be virtually no need for presentation of evidence or testimony. It will 
focus on the legal arguments. Monday was chosen in order to give Mr. Peters a chance to learn about his client's 
case and to prepare a response. A set of photos also will be presented. 

Mr. Peters told Michael that he has advised his client to stop all work on the roadway. Since his advice had to be 
delivered prior to the start of the hearing today (1: 15), and given that there were four men working most of this 
afternoon at the site, it appears his client is not taking his advice. 

Without a TRO in effect at this moment, we cannot stop this activity- unless someone is interested in self-help 
remedy. The one remaining legal impediment to installing the culvert that I am aware of is the requirement for Bill 
Shane's formal approval of the bridge plan. I would hope that Bill's extremely busy schedule will prevent him 
getting to that administrative function until at least the TRO hearing next week. 

Michael was fairly optimistic that the TRO will be granted.

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT 

TIDS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 3_ day of -~ L} , 2003 between the 
TOWN OF CUMBERLAND, Maine (hereinafter called TO\.VN)ahd William R. Shane 
(hereinafter called EMPLOYEE) pursuant to these terms and conditions: 

A WHEREAS, the TOWN wishes to employ the services of William R. Shane as 
Town Manager of the Town of Cumberland; and 

B. WHEREAS, the TOWN and EMPLOYEE desire to provide for certain 
procedures, benefits and requirements regarding the employment of EMPLOYEE 
by the TOWN; and 

C. WHEREAS, EMPLOYEE wishes to accept employment as Town Manager of 
said Town under the terms and conditions stated herein. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, and intending 
to be legally bound hereby, the TOWN and EMPLOYEE agree to the following: 

1. DUTIES - TOWN agrees to employ William R. Shane as the Town Manager 
of the Town of Cumberland to perform all duties as specified by law, charter and 
ordinance including acting as Town Treasurer, Tax Collector, Overseer of the 
Poor and Sewer Superintendent, and to perform such other proper duties as 
as~_igned by the Town Council. 

2. COMPENSATION. TOWN agrees to pay EMPLOYEE a starting salary of 
Eighty Two Thousand dollars ($82,000), payable in such installments as the 
TOWN may from time to time determine for all management employees. 
EMPLOYEE shall be given a performance review at the end of his first six 
months of employment and if found satisfactory his salary shall be raised by a 
minimum of 4% at that time. EMPLOYEE'S salary shall be subject to 
adjustments annually thereafter as the Town Council shall determine based upon 
an annual performance evaluation of EMPLOYEE. 

3. TERMS OF EMPLOYMENT 

(a) The first six (6) months of employment shall serve as a probationary 
period. At the end of said six (6) months, the EMPLOYEE or TOWN 
may decide to terminate the Employment agreement at their discretion, 
subject to the conditions contained herein. 

(b) EMPLOYEE'S term of employment hereunder shall not exceed 3 
years, subject to the conditions contained herein. 



(c) Town Council will on an annual basis conduct a written evaluation of 
the EMPLOYEE'S performance. This evaluation will help define goals 
and performance objectives for the proper operation of the TOWN 
government, and help to set in place objectives for the future. 

(d) Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent, limit, or otherwise interfere 
with the right of the Town Council to terminate the services of 
EMPLOYEE at any time and for any reason, with cause, subject only to 
the provisions set forth in Section 4, paragraph (a) of this Agreement. The 
Town Council shall provide a thirty (30) day written notice of termination. 

( e) Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent, limit, or otherwise interfere 
with the right of the EMPLOYEE to resign at any time from his position 
with the TOWN, subject only to the provisions set forth in Section 4, 
paragraph (b) of this Agreement. 

.. 
4. TERMINATION CONDITIONS AND PAY 

(a) In the event EMPLOYEE is terminated by the Town Council while 
EMPLOYEE is willing and able to perform the duties of the Town 
Manager, TOWN shall continue to pay EMPLOYEE'S salary and benefits 
for a period of thirty (30) days following the specified date of termination, 
subject to the following conditions: 

(I) If EMPLOYEE shall obtain employment elsewhere prior to the 
expiration of said thirty (30) day period, the salary and benefits 
payable to EMPLOYEE shall cease as of the date of such other 
employment. 

(2) In the event EMPLOYEE is terminated because of a conviction 
of any felony, then, in that event, the TOWN shall have no 
obligation to pay the stipulated termination salary and benefits. 

(b) EMPLOYEE may voluntarily resign his position at any time upon 
thirty (30) days written notice to TOWN. In the event of such termination, 
EMPLOYEE shall not be entitled to receive the termination pay provided 
for in paragraph (a) of this Section. 

5. RETIREMENT PLAN - EMPLOYEE and TOWN will make contributions to 
the Retirement System at the rates prescribed by the Retirement System and the 
TOWN personnel policy, rules or guidelines. 

6. AUTOMOBILE ALLOWANCE - EMPLOYEE will provide his/her own 
automobile for use on TOWN business and TOWN agrees to pay EMPLOYEE a 
reasonable monthly reimbursement for in-town automobile use. Reimbursement 



for automobile use for out of town travel shall be at a rate paid to all TOWN 
employees for business travel. 

7. INSURANCE COVERAGE 

(a) TOWN shall provide a health insurance program, as provided for other 
TOWN employees, for EMPLOYEE and dependents at the rate of 
payment provided for all municipal employees as provided in the 
personnel policy. 

(b) TOWN shall provide EMPLOYEE with life insurance in the amount of 
one times the EMPLOYEE'S annual salary. 

(c) TOWN shall defend, hold harmless and indemnify EMPLOYEE 
against any tort, professional liability claim or demand or other legal 
actioni-" whether groundless or otherwise, arising out of an alleged act or 
omission occurring in the performance of EMPLOYEE'S duties as Town 
Manager. TOWN will defend, compromise or settle as appropriate any 
such claim or suit and pay the amount of any settlement or judgment. This 
section does not apply to any claims resulting from EMPLOYEE'S willful 
misconduct or claims arising outside of EMPLOYEE'S duties as Town 
Manager and Town's obligation hereunder shall be subject to the 
provisions of 14 M.R.S.A. § 1801 et seq and any other provisions or 
limitations provided by law. 

8. VACATION AND SICK LEA VE 

-·-· 
(a) EMPLOYEE shall earn and accumulate vacation time at the rate 
prescribed by the existing personnel rules and regulations but shall 
initially be entitled to three (3) weeks of vacation annually. 

(b) EMPLOYEE shall earn and accumulate sick leave at the rate 
prescribed by the existing personnel rules and regulations. 

(c) Upon termination, whether voluntary or involuntary, TOWN shall 
compensate EMPLOYEE for all accrued vacation leave as outlined in the 
personnel rules arid regulations. Said compensation shall be based upon 
EMPLOYEE'S salary as of the date of employment termination. 

9. RESIDENCY-EMPLOYEE shall make his residence in the Town of 
Cumberland, which shall be his permanent and primary residence. EMPLOYEE 
shall not reside outside the Town without authorization of the Town Council. 

10. BUSINESS EXPENSES - TOWN shall reimburse EMPLOYEE for all 
business-related expenses.

11. CONFERENCES, TRAINING AND EDUCATION 

(a) The TOWN shall pay for membership dues and attendance at the 
Annual ICMA Conference, the Maine Town and City Managers Annual 
Meeting, and the Maine Municipal Association Annual Convention. 
Reimbursement for any dues, attendance at meetings, and expenses for 
other professional development activities of the EMPLOYEE are subject 
to Town Council approval. 

12. GENERAL BENEFITS - In addition to the benefits cited herein, TOWN shall 
provide EMPLOYEE with any and all benefits that apply to other Administrative 
employees. 

13. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

(a) Tltjs Agreement shall become effective as of March 31, 2003. 

(b) If any provision, or portion thereof, contained in this Agreement is 
held to be unconstitutional, invalid, or unenforceable, the remainder of this 
Agreement shall not be affected and shall remain in full force and effect. 

(c) No term or provision of this Agreement shall be deemed to have been 
waived by either party unless such waiver is in writing and signed by the 
party making the waiver. 

(d) This Agreement may be amended at any time only by a writing duly 
executed by both parties. 

(e) The subject headings of the Sections of this Agreement are included 
for the purpose of convenience only and shall in no way affect the 
meaning, construction or interpretation of any provision of this 
Agreement.
